his second $100,000,000,000 
war-time budget embodying 
lilans lor at least 18 months more 
o£ global conllict but at the same 
time reflecting preparations to ab­
sorb the impact of sudden victory 
in Europe.

For war activities alone the new 
budget projects expenditures of 
$90,000,000,000 in the fiscal year be­
ginning July 1, on the assumption 
that the fighting will continue full 
tilt at least until mid-1945.

"We cannot rely with safety on 
hopes of an earlier victory" in mak­
ing plans, Mr. Roosevelt said. But 
he noted the possibility that vic­
tory on "one of the major fronts”— 
obviously the European—might be 
won earlier and said such a devel­
opment would mean that much of 
the money he now requests would 
not have to be spent.

The improvement is not necessarily permanent. An­
other of the continual shifts in front line requirements, 
a revival of ship losses, a moderately protracted strike 
or “ holiday” in any of these industries, and the tiny sur­
pluses in excess of critical war needs would vanish.

Barring one of those eventualities, it will be possible 
for the WPB to allocate increased quantities of material 
to civilian needs. Indeed, in certain fields such alloca­
tions could have been made already if manpower and 
machines were available to utilize the raw materials
without interfering with war production.

* * *
In general, here are some of the blessings we can 

expect or for which we can hope in the near future:
There is enough wool so that all restrictions are off 

its use for clothing, even to cuffs and patch pockets on 
men’s suits. Some 1,600,000 yards of Army reject nylon 
has been released for use in garments, but not for hosiery.

There is no ban on use of synthetic rubber for gar­
ments, and it appears that the passenger car tire situa­
tion will loosen up a bit, at least enough to help war and 
business users.

Cast iron is becoming available for kitchen ware, 
flatirons, etc., and steel can be used for. coat hangers, 
screens, carpet sweepers, hand tools and similar items.

There is copper for insect screens, repair parts for 
household labor saving devices, electrical equipment and 
plumbing fixtures.

* * *
This doesn’t mean that you will get all of those things 

at once. On many of them there were two locks— raw ma­
terials and manufacturing facilities. The first has been 
loosened. The second hasn’t, necessarily. The WPB 
authorizes fabrication of 80 per cent as much farm ma­
chinery as in 1940, for example, but that industry may be 
able to turn out only 70 per cent after meeting its obli­
gations to the fighting men, though the raw materials 
are available.

There still are clouds in the skv. But they are lighter. 
The sun is going to come up.

alter the contract renegotiation 
laws, under which war production 
costs can be whittled down, or the 
automatic doubling of the one per 
cent social security levies which 
would have gone into effect Jan­
uary 1 except for congressional 
action temporarily delaying the ef­
fective date.

He advised the lawmakers, too, 
that his estimates are based on 
the assumption that the wage and 
price line will be held. And he 
reiterated his belief in the neces­
sity for “judicious use of subsidies” 
to hold down the cost of living. 
Hopes Total Won’t Be Spent

Declaring that planning can not 
safely rely on “hopes,” the Presi­
dent nevertheless voiced the “hope 
that this total war program will 
never be fully obligated and spent.”

Barring a European victory or 
other major development, the war 
program from the start of defense 
preparation in mid-1940 to June 
30. 1945. will involve a total of 
$397,000.000,000 — of which $292,- 
000,000.000 will have been actually 
spent. The rest will represent un­
spent obligations in the form of 
contracts for future delivery.

The President said January, 1944, 
marks the beginning of “offensive 
warfare,” the last phase of the 
war.

While foreseeing the twin possi­
bilities of an unfavorable turn in 
military events or victory in Eu­
rope “earlier than assumed,” the 
President declared the time is at 
hand not only for wartime read­
justments but for preparations for 
peace.
Cites Seven Problems

He set forth seven problems he 
said require a “positive, not nega­
tive” approach: contract termina­
tion, surplus property disposal, in­
dustrial reconversion, manpower 
demobilization and reemployment, 
public works planning, veterans 
legislation and social security, and 
international readjustment.

The budget sets aside 90 of the 
100 billion dollars for “war acti­
vities,” but Mr. Roosevelt said that 
in addition to his thin distinction 
between “war” and “non-war” 
spending, still another classifica­
tion — “aftermath-of-war” — was 
emerging.

In this category he placed three- 
fourths of the $3.750,000,000 . item 
for interest on the national debt, 
more than half the anticipated 
$1,252,000,000 outlay for veterans, 
and a large portion of the $1,799,- 
000,000 contemplated as the cost of 
refunds, primarily excess profits 
and other war-time taxes.

Excluding such costs, Mr. Roose­
velt said the total of “other” gov­
ernmental activities would continue

Execution Of Ciano

peared Thursday in the light of 
Berlin reaction, to be a German 
effort to instill fear in persons in 
Germany and the satellite coun­
tries who might be plotting simi­
lar coups against Adolf Hitler and 
his puppet dictators.

The Swiss press reflected this 
view. The Gazette De Lausanne 
said it was probable that Musso­
lini was not consulted concerning 
the fate of his son-in-law and that 
if he interceded it was without 
results.

“He no longer counts,” said the 
paper.

Reports from Italy said the 
people were shedding no tears 
over the death of Ciano and the 
other four Fascists, but neverthe­
less the suddenness of the execu­
tions had produced a sort of 
puzzled stupor.

A Rome dispatch added that the 
movements of Ciano had been 
clarified. His defense counsel dec­
lared at Verona that Ciano and 
his entire family went to Germany 
with the Germans’ assistance after 
the establishment of the govern­
ment of Premier 'Marshal Pietro 
Badoglio, as he did not consider 
himself a traitor but an ally seek­
ing hospitality.

Question: What do WACs do at 
Army camps?

Answer: They’re working in mot­
or transport; operating and main­
taining their own vehicles. Driving- 
under emergency conditions: black­
outs and air raid alerts. They’re 
running movie theaters, libraries, 
and post exchanges. In Army hos­
pitals, WACs are working as labora­
tory, X-ray and surgical techni­
cians. In post headquarters WACs 
are handling personnel records, run­
ning switchboards, working with 
Army officers in secretarial jobs. 
Doing public relations work. Help­
ing to put out camp newspapers.

Question: What if I’ve had no 
special training?

Answer: Even if you’ve had no 
special training, even if you’ve 
never worked before, the WAC 
needs you. And in the WAC you 
may learn a skill that will be use­

ful to you after the war in build­
ing a career.

Question: How may I apply for 
officer training from the ranks?

Answer: A WAC may apply dur­
ing basic training (usually at the 
end of the second week); or she 
may apply while in advanced train­
ing at a specialist school; or while 
on active duty as a member of a 
unit.

Every qualified member of the 
WAC has a chance to compete for 
selection as an officer candidate. 
Her selection will depend on her 
written and oral examination, her 
record, and her qualities of leader­
ship as judged by her command­
ing officers.

Question: May I go away for 
short visits?

Answer: You can get special 
passes at the discretion of your 
commanding officer.

DETROIT— Passenger automob­

Cake: Two cups cake flour, sift­
ed, 2 teaspoons baking powder, 1/4 
teaspoon salt, 1/4 cup shortening, 
3/4 cup sugar, 1 egg, unbeaten, 1 
teaspoon - vanilla extract, 3/4 cup 
milk.

Sift together . flour, baking pow­
der and salt. Beat shortening un­
til creamy; add vanilla. Beat sugar 
into shortening gradually; add egg, 
beating thoroughly. Add sifted dry 
ingredients', alternately with the 
milk, beating mixture until smootn 
after each addition. Pour cake bat­
ter into a well greased one-quart 
heat resistant glass utility dish.

WASHINGTON — Resturants and 
and lunch counters should still ser­
ve you separate it“ms such as fruit 
juices, coffee, ice cream when the 
new plan for calculating amounts of 
rationed foods for restaurants goes 
into effect March 1. 1944.

The plan is design"d to separate 
such “refreshments” from “ food,” 
in allotting points to restaurants ’ 
Points will still be given for such 
items, but allotments may be cut 
down for lunch-counters which 
have bem given points on the basis 
of the number of persons served, 
regardless of what was served.

Beverages of all kinds, ice 
creams and sherberts, and miscel­
laneous snacks such as potato 
chips, popcorn, pretzels and candy 
will be considered refreshments. 
A sandwich, a bowl of soup, eggs, 
a dish of cereal, or a piece of pic 
will bi considered food.
Preserve Green Light 

Fruit and sugar to go with it foi 
commercial making of preserves, 
jellies, marmalades and fruit but­
ters arc on their way to orocessors 
and grocery shelves. It is the first

move to get less vital food supplFv 
out of precious cold storage space 
needed for meat. Manufacturers 
will have unlimited points for ac­
quiring supplies of stored fruit. 
The bottleneck is shortage of con­
tainers. If that can be broken, you 
might see ration point-values of 
preserves go down for a time.

Dollars and cents ceiling prices, 
requested by the Consumer Advis­
ory Coinmitt-’ e of the Office of 
Price Administration for the ben­
efit of the shopper who wants to 
keep track of prices, have been 
put on cotton hooked rugs at least. 
The two-by-four foot oblong ones 
will range from $7.45 for first 
quality to $3.05 for second . . .
