service personnel cast state absen-
tee ballots or none at all.

As re-drafted, the nill omits con-
troversial sections voiding state poll
tax and registration requirements.
In acldition, it specifically provides
that duly constituted state and local
election officials shall have full au-
thority to determine whether indi-
vidual service men -or women are
qualified  to vote.

Tojo Wants
More Labor
For Aircraft

. NEW. YORK — (AP) —
Premier Hideko Tojo told
the Japanese diet Friday
that “a golden opportunity”
was “at .hand to strike a
crushing blow against the » Allies
and called for expansion of Japan’s
“national labor service” to speed
to the front “superior aircraft,” ac-
cording to a Domei broadcast over
the Tokyo radio.

The broadcast quoted Tojo as say=
ing that air power “will aecide the
general trend in the present war
situation and determine its ouc-
come.” He warned, howsaver, that
Japan’s ability to deliver planes de-
pended on an immediate increase in
basic war imaterials such as iron;
light metals and coal; an improve-
ment in land and sea transporta-
tion ,and an expansion of the labor
service,

According to Domei, Tojo told the
Diet that “unrest” in  the- United
States and ‘increasing exhaustion”
in Great Britain had given botn

countries - “a craving for a short
war.”

“Munitions production, upon

Trap More German Troops

The Soviet war bulletin said
spearheads of Govorov’s forces
were less than nine miles from 2
rail junction directly south of Lemn-
ingrad, through which most of the
threatened enemy troops would be
forced to withdraw toward Estonia
in order to escape capture.

Govorov. sealed off . the. Strelna
corridor at-a point 20- miles.south-
west’ of Leningrad after seizing the
town of Strelna itself, five milss
southeast of Peterhof and 10 miles
across the bay from Leningrad, the
Russian communique said.

Troops Push Westward

Meretskov's troops were pushing
westward from Novgorod in pursuif;
of the fleeing garrison and latest
reports placed them more than 10
miles along the roads to Estonia.

“Falling back hastily they (the
Germans) gannot hope to stem the
enslaught of our troops, nor stand
up to the deluge' of artiliery five
rained upon their heads.”

White Collar Hearings

America’s white collar workers are finally going to
have a chance to speak their piece about wartime wages
and prices. The opportunity will come in Washington,
when the Senate Gommittee on Wartime Health and Edu-
cation holds hearings on the plight of these estimated 15,-
000,000 small-salarysworkers and small-income pensioners.

It is high time that this was done. For too long the
white collar worker has been hopelessly caught in the
middle of the price and pay squabble, like an undersized
referee being belabored by both principals of a heavy-
weight prize fight. Certain congressmen, backed by pres-
sure groups, have forgotten him in asking for an end of
price restrictions on this commodity or that, and have cited
instead the boom prices in war industries. Certain busi-
ness groups have wept over him in an effort to prove that
labor’s exorbitant demands have driven living costs up-
ward, And certain government groups have perpetuated
the fiction of small, controlled, about-to-be-rolled-back
price rises at the white collar worker’s expense, in an ef-
fort to keep labor in line. R

White collardom’s day in court should put an end to

‘much of this pulling and hauling. And it can hardly fail to
“throw, a little light into some of the murky corners of our

stabilization program—which wouldn’t be a bad idea, eith-
er.

Here is the situation. Scme white collar workers, the
Senate committee’s investigators report, have actually re-
ceived salary cuts since the ‘“Little Steel’”” formula went
into effect. This, if true, is a despicable practice which
should and doubtless will be, corrected. But such cases
form a meager minority. Most white collar toilers simply
haven’t had their pay raised, because the law won’t allow
it- They are living, supporting their families, paying taxes
at a January, 1944, level with September, 1942, money.
And it just doesn’t work.

According to Bureau of Labor Standards cost-of-liv-
ing indices, it ought to work. But the sad fact is that no-
body believes much in those indices any more except those
who want to. The President’s Cost of Living Committee
and a C. I. O. study group have investigated living costs.
too. Their findings will probably be included in the Senate
committee’s hearings, and it is already known that the
Bureau of Labor Standards are considerable.

If the coming hearings can collect a clear, dispassion-
ate array of facts, and recommend some realistic legisla-
tion to help white collar workers live as well as their bet-
ter organized brothers, it would be a great service to the
entire country. For it would, at long last, force everybody
—labor, business, Congress, and the administration—to
lock at our domestic economy as it really is, and not as
somebody would like it to be.

Budget And Post-War Plans

The most complete statement yet made on the Roose-
velt administration’s program for post-war readjustment
and preparation for peace was buried in the middle of the
President’s budget message to Congress. Being less spec-
tacular than the acrobatic juggling of the billion dollar
figures on the cost of the war and the public debt, this
middle section on reconstruction received scant notice.

The President made no estimate of what this pro-
posed post-war program would cost, but the whole thing
was summarized under the heading of contract termina-
tion, disposal of surplus property, industrial reconversion,
demobilization and re-employment, public
works. planning, veterans’ legislation, social security, and
problems of international readjustment.

¥ * *

Of these eightyprincipal divisions, the one subject of
interest to most peoplke is this question of manpower de-
mobilization and re-employment. All the other seven sub-
jects are dependent on it and it is dependent on them.

This demobilization has already begun, the Presi-

dent points out. Already a million men and women have

T must not be thought that Dr.

Planish did nothing at all as
managing-secretary of the Heskett
Foundation. He took part in con-
ferences, almost weekly confer-
ences, promoted by colleges,
libraries, municipal forums, state
educational associations, and he
unflinchingly told these c¢onfer-
ences that rural education was a
fine idea. He sat on committees,
and if the sitting was not actual
and physical, at least he had 'his
name on the rosters of committees,
scores of them. He benevolently
allowed students to use the peda-
gogical® library which ‘Miss Nim-~
rock had collected, and he super-
vised the publication of three
pamphlets prepared by university
instruetors who had concluded,
after examining all- the figures is-
sued by the state governments,
that teachers could be better paid
and better heated. This was called
Research.

He was fond of these pamphlets,
because whenever his accounts
looked a little confused, he could |
always put down “printing and
promotion” as an item of expense.

It was indeed chiefly as a lit-
erary man that Dr. Planish mark-
edly improved upon Miss Nim-
rock. He gave no larger financial
grants for school-garden contests,
but he increased fourfold the
number of letters of advice sent
out monthly to rural educators:
advice on whether blackboards
should be greenboards or blue-

ITHIS letter was sent not only to

all - members of the Foundation,
but to’all persons who had prom-
isingly = inquired about its work,
and later sent to a general list.

But, in.the technical term,
it “pulled.”” With the passion for
exactitude and flapping charts
which is part of the New Scientific
Philanthropy, Dr. Planish calcu-
lated that it cost ten cents to send
out the letter, including stqtionery,
postage, minmpographing, filling in,
the bool\let overhead, and pur-
chasing lists of persons known to
haye ' been  philanthropic—which
were rather coarsely known as
“sucker lists,” and which were
sold commercially, like fly-paper.
As the professional saviors put it,
“If one per cent of the prospects
on the sucker list kick through,
the cost of the campaign is cov-
ered.”

To the gratification of the Doc-
tor’s love for beautiful letters,
1.37 per cent of his prospects did
“kick through,” and showed their
devotion to education by taking
out Foundation memberships.

Even Mr. Frisby was impressed.
Dr. Planish had been truly or-
dained as a priest of Scientific
Philanthropy.

And as for the pamphlet Our
Secret Shame which was sent out
to prospects—that was Bernardine
Nimrock’s old tract, Statistics on
Salaries and Attendance. in Dis-
trict Schools, with a new cover
on it.

Indian Ocean Foray

LONDON —(#)— A 3l-year-old
British submarine commander fam- |
ed for his exploits in the Mediter-
ranean was credited by the Admir-
alty Friday with sinking a Japan-
ese cruiser in the Indian Ocean at
the northern approaches to narrow
Malacca Strait which threads he-
tween Malaya and the Dutch East
Indies island of Sumatra.

The submarine, skippered by Lt.
Commander L. W. A. Bennington,
approached to within the “suicide
range” of one mile to score the
first sinking of a Japanese cruiser
by a British submarine in the In-
dian Ocean.

The cruiser, identified as one of
the 5,100-ton Kuma class, went
down at about the same time that
three large Japanese supply ships
were sent to the bottom by the
same submarine.

Bennington formerly commanded
the Porpoise which made naval his-
tory by carrying supplies to Malta
during ' the darkest days of that
BEritish island stronghold in the
Mediterranean. In one single at-
tack the Porpoise survived more
than 100 depth charges, one of
the heaviest assaults ever made on

cruisers and destroyers of the Brit-
ish Navy engaged in heavy action
against Nazi shore defenses along
the western end of the line, throw-
ing several hundred rounds of stecl
ahead of the Fifth Army attack
last Tuesday and Wednesday. The
heaviest  shelling was concentrated
cn the Appian Way where the road
runs close to the sea near the vil-
lage of Terracina.

Hard Fight At Minturno

Minturho was taken by the Brit-
ish after “hard fighting,” the com-
munique said. The Germans an-
nounced evacuation of the town.

The British attack on Castelforfe
and Ventosa was in a sector ap-
proximately two miles belond the
Garigliano and about six miles in-
land. It was around Castelforie
that the Germans apparently had
pbuilt their most formidable de-
fenses in the coastal sector. They
launched several strong counterat-
tacks ‘in this sector but -all were
repulsed.

Air TFiclds -Are Attacked

Allied bombers again attacked air
fields in the Rome area Thursday,
repeating their 'mqqulf of -the pre-
vious day.

In support of the Fifth Army of-
fensive, British 'cruisers and de-
stroyers swept into the Gulf of
Gaeta and bombarded Germar:
shore positions Tuesday night.

“Opposition from the enemy was
slight,” a naval communique said.
“One ship suffered minor damage
but no casualties.”

Allied destroyers also were active
irn the Adriatic the same night,
shelling the harbor of Korcula on
the island of the same name off
the Yugoslav coast.

British Push Forward

The Germans offered fierce. re-
sistance as the British troops press-
ed forward on the Garigliano front.

A closely-contested battle was
said to be raging at Castelforte,

{seven miles inland and two miles

from the stream. This represented
a, two-mile advance from Suio, one
of the three original footholds won
across the stream.

* Northeast of Cassino French
troops crossed the Rapido River
and captured the foot of Mt. Illa-
go, a major stronghold on the east-
ern end of the Germ'n' s so-called
Gustav Line.

Japan, on the other hand, prefers
a long war, Tojo said, adding: “If
Japan is given time, her strategic

Tito Recaptures
Jajce And Drives
Nazis Backward

LONDON —(#)— Marshal Josip
Broz (Tito) announced Friday that
his Yugoslav Partisan troops had
recaptured the town of Jajce, head-
quarters of the patriot army in
the mountains of Western Bosnia,
which the Germans said fell on
Jan. 12.

Smashing on to the west, the
Partisans cleared the area between
Mrkonjicgrad and Glamoce, 30 miles
southwest of Jajce, of . German
troops, including units of the first
German Alpine Division and a
motorized division, and drove them
back toward the Dalmatian coast.

Jajce occupies a strategic posi-
tion.at the confluence of the Vrbas
and Pliva rivers, 32 miles south of
Banja Luka, and is chemical cen-
ter. Tito’s headquarters are on the
summit of a conical hill overlook=
ing the Vrbas valley, 100 feet be-
low.

Tite On Offensive

Tito’s “war bulletin, broadcast by
the Free Yugoslav radio, said the
Partisans had gone over to the of-
fensive on seyeral other -sectors - of
the widely-scattered front:

Partisans- smashed - back - at a
strong force of ‘Germans who ‘had
penetrated the town of Prozar in
the Rama séctor and threw. them
out with" a loss ‘of more than 300
killed.

Northeast of Sarajevo, Palusans
were - suecessfully battling German
man foreces in the  Dohoj-Tuzla-
Zvornik 'sedtor and had breached
enemy defenses at Tuzla, where
street fighting was reported. Yugo-
slav  troops occupied the nearhy
mining town of Kreka and  Zivin-
ica, the bhulletin said.

Lineup Is Secret
0f Raid Success

A U. S. BOMBARDMENT DIVI-

ENG-
LAND—(#)—In aerial warfare it’s
the formation that counts, and
that’s why .the Allies are winning
the air battle of Europe.

The U. S. Flying Fortresses that
are blasting the German war ma-
chine to bits use a tight formation
utilizing the maximum {ire power
of their .50-caliber machine guns.

Although these' guns enable a
Fortress to fire in every direction,
it is vulnerable to multipie Nazi
fighter planes when it gets out of
formation and is alone. Knowing
they are potentially “dead ducks”
in such a case, the smartest pilots

tion.

This formation, called a stag-
gered altitude flight, is a product
of the war on Germany. Air Force
officers credit it to a “flying and
shooting” brigadier general, Curtis
E. LeMay, 37, of Columbus, Ohio.
He put the idea into effect within
six days’after he landed here =
year ago: \
Revived Daylight Bombing

General LeMay, who has wnio-
neered in several important Army
Air Corps developments, dnitiated
the most remarkable flight of the
Eighth Air Force— the shuttle —
bombing of Regensburg. He is com-
manding officer of this bombard-
ment division.

The “LeMay formation,” adopted
by the Air Corns as.standard op-
perating procedure, made Ameri-
can daylight bombing a success
after the Germans and the British
abandoned daytime raids as im-
practical.

It was a revolutionary shift from
the  “javelin” formation developed
early in: the Pacific war,

The “javelin” formation com-
prised sharp V-shaped groups of
three planes, the groups following
one- another at the same altitude
This proved inadequate against the
mounting strength and ingenuity of
German fighter attacks.

General LeMay’s answer was (o
line up his bombers cagily at stag-
gered altitudes to provide the wid-
est cover “of protective fire for
every ship in the formation.
Planes’ Are Staggered :

A group of “Forts” usually comes
at the Nazis in three squadrons
aligned like a circular stairway.
The lead squadreon is in the mid-
dle. Below it and slightly to thd
rear at its left is squadron two, also
called the “low squadron.” Squad-
ron three, the “high squadron,” is
above, slightly to the rear and right
of the lead squadron.

The planes are staggered in the
three dimensions of the formation
—length, breadth and depth. They
fly only 50 feet apart. Many groups
of bombers placed like this partici-
pate in a mission, as a bombing
raid is called.

The number of “Forts” in the
formation may vary. Sometimes
arc 18, sometimes 21.

The left rear plane of the
squadron is flying in what some
pilots call the “Tail End Charlie”
position or “Purple Heart corner.”
In dubbing it that they claim i
undergoes more casualties than the
other positions.

However, some officers claim the
“Tail End Charlie” position suffers
no more casualties than other
planes in the group.

This closely-knit formation makes
it virtually suicide for an enemy
fighter to attack. Some steel-nerved
Nazis plunge headon at the forma-
tion.  Usually they are slaughtered
by the system of cross-fire with
which the Fortresses protect one
another.

Nazi Fighters Outgunned

The Eighth Air Force on some
raids has put in the air enough
Fortresses to exceed the fire power
of all the German fighter planes
scattered over the far-flung west-
ern air front.

As all these German fighters
cannot be gotten  into the air at
the same time' and place, the
“Forts” have the edge on them.
Hence, the Germans are experi-
menting with rocket shells and
other new methods of combatting
the B-17's, which so far have held
their own.
