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PACIFIC FLEET SMASHES TRUK
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Allied Troops Open Cassino A  ttack
Heavy Barrage 
Paves Way For 
Savage Assault

A L L l E D  HEADQUAR- 
'I’ER^, NAPLES —  (A) —  
Allied troops, nioving up 
under covei- of a thundierjng 
si.x-Jiour barrage Irom hun­
dreds of guns, one of the 
most intense of the Mediter- 
I’anean war, began an at­
tack on the town of Cassino 
and the slopes of Mt. Cas­
sino before down Friday 
morning.

At the .same time Allied head- 
qnaitei’s announced that American 
and British trooiis on the beach­
head below Rome, with the aid of 
one of the greatest air umbrellas 
ever raised in the Mediterranean, 
had beaten back the head-on at- • 
tacks made by the Germans In an 
effort to drive the Allies into the 
sea at any cost.

The attack on Cassino and Mon­
astery Hill was with the benefit 
of a deadly hail of steel which 
switched like a whip from the town 
to the mountain and back again 
where the Germans were holding 
out in pillboxes.

The fire from these pillboxes 
prevented the initial attempts to 
occupy the crest of Monastery 
Hill just after a terrific bomb­
ing by Flying Fortresses and 
other aircraft which levelled the 
ancient abbey on Tuesday.
Just before the barrage ended 

shortly before down, the Allied 
troops went' into the attack against 
the town w'here they have been 
inching forward for nearly two 
weeks and where they already held 
approximately one-third of the 
city.

On the Anzio beachhead the Ai­
des still were firmly holding their 
perimeter although the Germans 
Thiu-sday twice broke through in 
bitter battle in one sector near Cis- 
terna and were twice driven back.

The Germans attempted a front­
al attack straight down the 10-mile 
stretch of road from Carrooeto to 
Anzio, apparently willing to take 
enormous losses to carry out Adolf 
Hitler’s demand that the British 
and Americans be driven off their 
springboard.

But they were met by a terrific 
•smash from Allied air might, in­
cluding hundreds of Flying Fort- 
re.sses and Ijiberal,or,s whicli made 
the greate.st lieavy liomber effort 
ever waged in Ihe Mediterranean 
area in support, of ground troops.

Showering the enemy with thou- 
sand.s of anli-per.sonnel and frag­
mentation bombs and oilier mis­
siles. tile big bombers attacked all 
along just behind the Germans’ 
front.

Clearing weather permitting the 
air forces to take off in strength 
also saw .swarms of medium and

1,000 Yanks Lost In Sinking Of Troop Ship
WASHINGTON — (A P )—  The A m y  has tui- 

uouiiced the loss ot’ 1,000 American soldiers in the 
sinkiiiir, “ due to enemy action,” of an Allied troop­
ship in Euroiiean waters. Approximately 1,000 men 
were saved but the toll was the greatest suITered by 
Allied convoy forces.

The brief announcement gave few other details 
hut word from Jjondou that none bf the survivors 
had been landed in Bb’itain indicated that the ship 
may have been bound for the Mediterranean al­
though there is a possibility that the survivors may 
have been landed in Iceland, or returned to Uio 
Western Hemisphere.

'file Army statement, which said the ship was 
struck at night, pointed out that tho enemy probably 
does not kiioiv full.y of the success of the attack, and 
for this reason the date of the sinking was not dis­
closed.

“ In ;l heavy sea, the ship sank rapidl.y and 1,000 
men were rc|)orted missing. Rescue efforts resulted 
in tlu! saving of about the same number.

“O'lie emergency addresses of all who are listed 
as missin.g have now been informed. There is reason 
to believi! that the enemy does not know of the re­
sults of this attack and therefore the date is with­
held.” '

announced Friday the evacuation 
of Staraya Russa, their mightiest 
base between Leningrad and Smo­
lensk, in a broadening crackup of 
defenses which seemed to presage 
the complete German abandonment 
of Northern Russia.

The Red Army triumph south of 
Lake Ilmen came just a day after 
the Russians said they had com­
pleted the liquidation of the Ger­
man Eighth Army trapped around 
Korsun near the Dnieper Bend, in­
flicting on the enemy his worst 
single disaster in Russia since 
Stalingrad.

Marshal Stalin announced that 
52,000 had been killed and 11,000 
captured from the 10 divisions and 
a brigade. Another 21,900 had been

Baruch's Postwar 
Program May Be 
Unveiled Soon

WASHINGTON —(IP)— Bernard 

M. Baruch’s blueprint for restoring 
the peacetime economy is expected 
to be unveiled for public inspection 
within a matter of days, and pos­
sibly hours.

When reporters saw him at the 
White House Tuesday, after he liad 
delivered' the document to Presi­
dent Roosevelt, and iiskcd what- it 
was about, Bai’uch replied: "The 
war and postwar.’’

One exception to the official si­
lence regarding the report was the 
as,serlion, made last week by an 
unquotable government source, that 
Baruch was weighing the creation 
of an "Office of Economic Adjust­
ment,’’ ^operating as an over-ail 
post-war policy-making agency but 
leaving actual management of tho 
transition to existing federal 
agencies.

Bameli, it was said, had in mind 
William L. Clayton, assistant sec­
retary of commerce and director of 
the Defense Supplies Corporation, 
a.s a possible candidate to head 
the agency.

The report has been awaited wibli 
some apprelienslon by officials of 
the wartime alphabetical agencies, 
each of whicli lias its own plans 
for shifting its segment of the 
economy back into peacetime oper­
ation and each of which fears that 
Baruch’s ideas might cause those 
plans to be scrapped.

Tile new report is expected to

Berlin’s account of the newest 
retreat toward the Baltic States 
reflected Hitler’s growing man­
power crisis. The Germans assert­
ed that the retreat was necessary 
"to shorten the front and gain 
further operational reserves,” Mos­
cow has not yet confirmed the 
victory.

Actually, Staraya Russa—a bas­
tion on the Lovat River—had been 
outflanked by Russian offensives 
v.'est from captured Novgorod, north 
of Lake Ilmen, and south from 
Leningrad to within 27 miles of 
Pskov.

The evacuation of Staraya Russa 
gave the Russians control of all 
but the extreme western tip of 
Lake Ilmen and even there tlie 
rail junction of Shimsk seemed 
about reedy to fall,.

’Tire Germans -countered Stalin’s' 
victory claim of Thursday night 
with the assertion that a relief 
tank force Had broken through to 
the trapped remnants of the Ger­
man Eighth Army in the Middle 
Ukraine.

"West of Cherkasy in bitter de­
fense and attacks which lasted 
several days, connection with cut­
off German fighting groups has 
b e e n re-established,’’ a Berlin 
broadcast said. The Nazis asserted 
that ■ a corridor was cut through 
the ranks of the numerically su­
perior Russians and said fighting 
was "fluctuating.’’

A mere 2,000 or 3,000 German 
officers escaped from the trap by 
plane, said a communique of the 
Soviet information bureau, which 
was broadcast by the Mo,scow radio.

Adolf Hitler had . ordered the 
trapped troops to hold tlieir posi­
tions at all costs, Moscow said, and 
gave “direct instructions to the en­
circled German officers and men 
to commit suicide if their position 
i.'ecame hopeless.” Many did so, ac­
cording to the Soviet communique.

Meanwhile on the Baltic front, 
Russian forces striking south from 
I;iiga toward Pskov, captured the 
town of Malaya Utorgosh, the

Moscow bulletin said, severing tlie 
main highway between Peofilova- 
Piistin and Shimsk, Mayla U tor-! 
gosh is 67 miles northeast of Pskov.

Another German dispatch reach­
ing Stockholm said a Nazi storm 
troop formation at Narva, nine 
miles inside Northern Estonia, had 
thrown back a Russian attempt to 
cross the ice-covered Narova River 
before the ancient city. The Rus­
sians were said to have prepared 
tho attack with a five-hour artil­
lery barrage.

The Germans said the battle for 
Nurva was growing more fierce 
e^ery hour and that skies above 
tl.e city glowed with fires started 
by the bombardment of hundreds 
of guns. The Germans were re­
ported using Danish, Norwegian 
and Dutch SS formations in the 
defense of Narva.

OPA Allows Pork 
Eaiers New Bonus

WASHINGTON —{/F)— The OPA 
Thursday night validated another 
pork bonus stamp, good for five 
points from midnight Thursday 
through Saturday Peb. 26. .

The special stamp—spare No. 3 
in War Ration Book 4—also will 
be good for purchases of all types 
of sausage regardless of whether 
they are made from pork. It may 
not be used for lard.

OPA said issuance of the bonus 
stamp “reflects the fact that civi­
lian pork supplies In most parts of 
the country are larger than anti­
cipated, due to continued large 
receipt of hogs.”

LONDON — m  — 'I’iie United 
States Ninth Air P'orce, whose ori­
ginal elements wrote victorious air 
war history in tlie Middle East 
and Asia, has been established in 
Britain in reorganized and greatly 
expanded strength as the Ameri­
can aerial spearhead for invasion 
of Europe.

The Supreme Allied Command 
announced Thur.sday uiglit that 
tlie new Ninth has been joined 
with RAF ground support units to 
form the Allied Expeditionary Air 
Force under Air Chief Marsha! 
Traffoi’d I,. Leigh-Mallory and 
that tho unified group’s first job 
would be “ to knock the Him out 
of the sky.”

At the same time, Gen. Dwight 
D. Eisenhower’s headquarters an­
nounced appointment of Maj. Gen. 
William O. Butler as Leigh-Mal- 
lory’s deputy commander-in-chief 
of tho Expeditionary Air Force. 
Butler, 48, commanded both Army 
and Navy air forces in the Middle 
East and India.

Presideni's Veto 
Of Anii-Subsidy 
Measure Upheld

WASHINGTON —(/Pi— President 
Roosevelt Friday vetoed the anti­
subsidy bill and the House prompt­
ly sustained the veto by a vote of 
151 to 226.

The President said in his veto 
message that tlie legislation was “an 
inflation measure, a high cost of 
living measure, a food shortage 
measure.”

A two-thirds majority was re­
quired to override the veto. The 
vote was 226 to override the Presi­
dent, to 151 against.

The subsidy' rciicaler was attach­
ed as a rider to a bill extending the 
life of the Commodity Credit Cor­
poration, whicli expired Thursday. 
Speaker Rayburn (D-Tdxas) said 
the corporation would be continued 
by new legislation. i

The legislation proposed to end 
government subsidy payments for 
food after June 30. In addition, it 
would extend the life of the Com­
modity Credit Corporation until 
June 30. 1945.

Roosevelt said that it, in effect, 
would reverse a congres-sional policy 
and repeal I lie Economic Stabiliza­
tion Act.

He said no major warring nation 
liad been able to stabilize living 
costs without subsidies and tliat he 
did not see liow the wage line could 
bo held if the bill became law.

Once that line breaks, lie assert­
ed, food costs will rise still fur­
ther and all other costs Will go up, 
including those of munitions and 
supplies for the armed forces. 
Points Out Danger

The Clii“f Executive told Con­
gress tliat tile legislation would de­
stroy llie stabilization program and 
“I cannot accept responsibility for 
Us disastrous consequences.” He said 
lie hoped Congress would not com­
pel these consequences.

Mavy Planes 
Batter Japs' 
Pearl Harbor

Tlie carrlen?, protected by bat­
tleships, cruisers and destroyers, 
sent .several hundred planes at 
dawn Feb. 16 against Truk, tlie 
mid-Pacific guardian of Japan.

Admiral Cliester W. Nimitz used 
Ibo significant words, "commenc­
ed an attack,” in disclosing that 
Ihc offensive wrath of the United 
States Navy had fallen upon the 
long secretly fortified bastion.

Admiral Nimitz’ cryptic an­
nouncement stated the attack 
was begun by “powerful naval 
task forces . . . with several hun­
dred of our planes participating.”
Although theie was no elabora­

tion. there was nothing whatever 
to indicate that the escorting bat­
tleships, cruisers and destroyers 
had risked the concentrated fire of 
Japanese fleet units and shore bat­
teries as well as defending planes 
to move in and shell Truk.

Until Truk’s airfields were neu­
tralized and any carriers inside 
the lagoon were knocked out, a 
ship bombardment would be a 
doubly dangerous venture.

The initial onslaught against 
Truk, 'vital supply base for such 
crumbling enemy bases as Rabaul 
and Kavieng in the South Pacific, 
S:a?':thus.. brieny sketched by Ad­
miral Nimitz:

“At daylight Wednesday morn­
ing (16 February, West Longitude 
date) powerful naval task forces 
of the U. S. Pacific Fleet commenc­
ed an attack on the Japanese nav­
al base at Truk with several hun-
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Pacific Fleet units, including a 
mighty carrier force, have smash­
ed at Truk, Jap naval sironghold, 
which lies south and west of the 
recently invaded Marshall Is­
lands. Map at right shows how

Allied amphibious forces.

dred bf our planes participating. 
No further details are available.”

’The latter phrase, it was explain­
ed, meant that Admiral Nimitz 
himself was without more complete 
word, due to the tightness of the 
radio silence for such a daring un­
dertaking.

The operation, challenging the 
enemy’s approaches to the Philip­
pines and the Japanese mainland 
as never before, came less than two 
weeks after American capture of 
Kwajalein, largest of the Marshall 
Islands, nearly 1,000 miles east of 
Truk.

Washington viewed the assault as 
marking the end of Japanese dom­
ination over a huge area, in the 
Pacific, and there were expressions 
thaf it may result in a “Peart Har­
bor” setback for the enemy. From 
America’s own Pearl Harbor 20 
montlis tgo, the offensive thrust 
represented the height of the coun­
try’s comeback.

Admiral Nimilz, Tired 01 Waiting For Japanese Fleet 
To Come Out And Fight, Attacks Enemy 'Pearl Harbor'I

Our salty skipper ot the Pacific 

Fleet, fighting Admiral Nimitz, 
after baiting tlie Mikadb’s navy for 
long weeks in an effort to draw 
it into battle, finally has reached 
into the great naval base of ’Truk 
—one of the world’s most power- 
Iti! strongholds—and slapped the 
Jap squarely across his toothy 
mouth.

’The most significant a.spect of 
this daring action is that the 
striking power to permit of ' such 
an operation. Just over two years 
ago the stab in the back at Pearl 
Harbor crippled America in the 
Pacific. Today our ships again 
are mastera of the waves—a mighty 
achievement.

As (Iris is written we lack details

of what apparently started out as 
a major raid on Truk at dawn 
Wednesday. Tlie attack was open­
ed by hundreds of warplanes bas­
ed on carriers.' A big naval fleet 
supported the expedition.

Such a raid, if highly success­
ful in shattering enemy defenses, 
might be followed by naval action. 
However, the original design of 
the expedition seems to have been 
to give Truk a merciless bombing. 
We have here, incidentally, a strik­
ing illustration of what can be 
done in tho way of launching a 
huge aerial attack against an ene­
my from aii’plane carriers.

Truk normally is an absolute 
powerhouse of warships, warplanes 
and land defenses. It’s Japan’s

Japanese And Chungking Reports 
îndicaie U. S. Landing On Truk

NEW YORK — (A P )—  The Tokyo riulio .said Friday 
“powerful mechanized imita as well as airpower” had 
been used in the American attack on Truk.

“ Fighting with our troops is now going on,” a broad­
cast added.

“Tliis present attack by. the enemy is not the real 
thing, and it seems that it does not go beyond the scope 
of a strong reconnaissance,” .said the overseas dispatch 
broadcast by Domei,agency and recorded by the U. S. 
Foreign Broadcast Intelligence Service.

“The main force of our invincible navy is biding its 
time until the very end, and, coordinating it with the 
supply difficulties’ that will 
increase in proportion to the 
distance of the enem.y’s ad­
vance, is now looking for 
the golden oijportunity to destroy 
the enemy at one stroke.”

NBC quoted the Tokyo radio as 
saying Japanese “army and navy 
units are engaged in fierce fight­
ing” with American “concentra­
tions at Truk.”

There was no explanation of 
what Tokyo meant by “mechanized 
forces” and nothing from any 
other source to support the im­
plication that American ground 
forces iniglit have attempted a 
landing. Japanese broadcasts in 
the iiast have hinted prematurely 
at American landings.

An earlier Domei dispatch quot­
ed an imperial communique as 
saying that carrier-based planes 
had attacked Truk and “fierce 
fighting is now going on between 
our forces and the enemy.”

The Chungking radio, also heard 
by U. S. government monitors, said

Pearl Harbor, for it was designed I 
ks the major base for both defen-| 
sive and offensive operations in| 
case of war' with America.

Loss of Truk would be a catas­
trophe to the Mikado. It wouldl 
leave a vast and fatal gap in hls| 
eastern defenses.

“Invulnerable” Harbor

has unlimited facilities for a naval 
fleet, and on land can support 
big army and ah’ force.

There is a reef across the inoutlil 
of ’Truk’s huge harbor, and thia 
affords natural protection againsO 
invasion by water. Certainly anjf 
attack would have to be spearJ 
headed by heavy aerial boinbard-l 
ment. Undoubtedly the base is deJ 
fended with much heavy artilleryl 
and this would'be a teiTific ineiiH 
ace to any naval force.

Because of this, the assumptiorl 
Ls that our naval fleet staging tha 
present raid, stood well off fronl

tlie Japanese radio had announced 
that “strong motorized Japanese 
forces and Japanese troops are in­
volved in fierce and continumg 
action opposing American forces 
which landed on Truk.”

This was aobut eight hours after 
Tokyo’s first broadcast acknow­
ledgment of the action.

The English language- broadcast, 
reported by the U. S. Foreign 
Broadcast Intelligence Service, was 
the first recorded Japanese refer­
ence to the assault on Truk, which 
was announced Thursday by U. S. 
Pacific Fleet headquarters.

The Office of War Information 
said there was no indication wheth­
er the Japanese people themselves 
had been informed.

While this broadcast said noth­
ing about the strength of the at­
tacking American forces, a later 
broadcast in German declared: 

“Since the morning of Feb. 17 
the enemy has been carrying out 
repeated attacks from the air with 
strong forces.”

Blood For Blood Donors
The Journal of the American Medical Association has 

announced a .series of experiments v/hich tend toward 
perfecting the merciful, miraculous and life-saving busi­
ness of blood donation. Physicians at New York Univer­
sity and the U. S. Public Health Laboratories in New York 
City have suspended donors’ red blood cells (which are 
usually wasted) in dextrose, and reinjected the solution 
into the donor’s veins. Thus donors ha\̂ e been able to give 
blood every week for 12 weeks.

But the experiments are not so hopeful as they sound. 
For the new method would require separating the plas­
ma from the blood cells at the blood donor center. And 
this can’t be done now, for there are only 12 laboratories 
in the country capable of processing blood for the armed 
forces’ (iemands.

Still, the present lack of facilities and personnel do 
not detract fr()m the new experiment’s promise. If great 
need arose, facilities would probably be provided. Mean­
while, it is good to knoAv that any uncomfortable after­
effects of blood donation are a step nearer to elimination.

Officers at the Ferrying Divi­
sion’s headquarters, here, see a 
two-fold benefit in turning some 
combat fliers into ferry pilots.

First, pilots taught as piano wire 
from the strain of participating in 
from 25 to 100 combat missions 
need to be rehabilitated by rest 
and a change of scene. By switch­
ing such a man to ferry flying, the 
Army is making use of his war 
experience and at the same time 
removing strain.

14 months flying the “Burma Road 
of the air,” making at least 60 
round trips with men and supplies.

The bagger of the Japanese 
battleship, sunk in the battle of 
Guadalcanal, is Lt. Joe B. Morgan 
of Marietta, Okla., now stationed 
at Love Field, Dallas, Texas. He 
and his B-17 crew flew 32 other 
missions covering 246 combat hours 
sank a large transport and shot 
down five enemy planes. They 
were with the first Plying Fortress 
squadron to use Henderson Field.

Capt. Harry J. Baker, 24, of Al­
legheny County, Pa., now stationed 
at Nashville, Tenn., was pilot of 
one of the B-24s on the Ploesti 
raid.

Not that he doesn’t trust 
them. He’s just curious.

Every American in the jungle 
calls him “Uncle Joe,” or “The Old 
Man”—not to his face, but not 
disrespectfully. He apparently likes 
to be known as “Uncle Joe,” be­
cause he permitted “Uncle Joe’s 
Chariot” to be painted on the nose 
of his plane in which he commutes 
aboik China, Burma and India.

Stilwell would have made one of 
the best reporters in the business. 
He always wants to know the who, 

''what, why, when and where—and 
doesn’t stop asking questions until 
he finds out.

He is 63 years old, but seem.s 
not more than 50. He can—and 
does—outwalk soldiers 20-30 years 
younger. He sets such a fast pace 
that troops—and war correspond­
ents—gasp for breath after the 
first mile or so.

His curiosity has led him over 
virtually every important inch of 
the Hukawng Valley, where Ameri- 
can-tranied-and-equlpped Chinese 
are driving the Japs southAvard to 
give American engineers building 
the Ledo Road plenty of room.

AVhen Stilwell issues an order, 
he knows exactly what that order 
entails. He personally has been 
over the area and memorized eaclr 
hill, ravine, trail and river.

Of discharged veterans, he com­
mented: “It is our policy not to 
discharge anybody from a hospital 
until he has been tpld what he can 
get from the Veterans Administra­
tion.

On the manpower front, the gen­
eral observed that he is “in the 
market for a lot of civilians to take 
the place of soldiers. If we had all 
the WACs, we wouldn’t have 
enough.” ,

Cloncerning the new orders for 
draft boards throughout the na­
tion, he said: “My command alone 
is .short about 120,000 men. The drall 
boards liaven’t been meeting their 
quotas but it will be necessary for 
them to do so from now on.”

V. H. Spensley of Albuquerque, 
president of the Federated Organi­
zations for Bataan Relief, that lack 
of cooperation by the American 
Red Cross with Japan had prevent­
ed such stores from going to Am­
erican prisoners while Canadians 
and British were not similarly af­
fected.

“Statements that Russia has for 
months been delivering large sup­
plies of relief and medicine for Ca­
nadian prisonei-s of war held by 
lapan are, we regret, completely 

erroneous,’’ the Red Cross said.

THE ORDINANCE
SECTION 7. PARKING TIME AND MANNER IN 

DESIGNATED PLACES.

A. When signs ore erected upon a street- or painted 
upon the curb thereof or designated by lines on the 
pavement adjacent thereto, giving notice of the manner 
and limiting time of parking, no person sholl park a 
vehicle on such street or at such curb for a period of 
time longer or in a different manner than stated on 
the signs which are applicable to that block or portion 
thereof on any day, except Sunday and legal holidays, 
between the hours of eight a. m. and six p. m.

B. It shall be unlawful for Yiny owner, driver, or 
operator of any vehicle to park in any public place in 
the City of Midland which of time of said parking shall 
be designated under the provisions of this law as a res­
tricted 2 one, contrary to the provisions of such restric­
tions, and after having been parked thereon or there­
after for a lawful or unlawful period of time to move, 
back, or otherwise shift said vehicle with the intent' of 
retaining said parking place and, ot the same time, at­
tempting to avoid the penalties pursuant to a violation 
of said restrictions.

Mothers Advised To Love Children 
If They Are To Be Normal, Healthy

Don’t be afraid of being called 

an old-fashioned mother. Don't re­
strain yourself from kissing your 
child, hugging him, showering him 
witlr praises,: showing him what af­
fection you feel for him. if you 
want -him to be a completely nor­
mal child.

This is the advice, not of an old 
aunt who raised her cliildrcn down 
on the farm 50 years ago, but of 
a progressive psychiatrist and re­
search fellow for the National Com­
mittee for Mental Hygiene, Dr. Mar­
garet A. Ribble, who has made i  
study of hundreds of babies and 
their parents.

Dr. Ribble has put her findings 
into bock form, which she calls 
“The Rights of Infants.” In ex­
plaining the title, she says, “Most 
babies’ books deal almost exclusive­
ly with such matters as nutrition, 
fre.sh air and sunshine, immuniza­
tion and daily routine. Distracted 
young mothers, who have given 
earnest attention to watching the 
clock instead of the child, some-

times treat the baby as if his men­
tal and pliysical insides were run 
on the same principle as the clock.”

But Dr. Ribble, through her 
studies, has found that those babies 
who do not have consistent mother­
ing grow up less well equijjped for 
later life than those who do. She 
calls tile separation of a motlier 
from her infant absolutely damag 
ing to the mental security of a 
child. And she thinks that working 
mothers have no right to plan to 
return to their jobs soon after the 
baby is bom.

“It is interesting to note, from 
the close month-to-month develop 
ment of babies whose mothers are 
emotionally detached or absorbed 
in social, professional or artistic 
pursuits, tliat such babies are apt 
to be retarded in either beginning 
to talk or beginning to walk or 
crawl. They are .slower than those 
children whose mothers are not 
worrying about their careers,” ob 
serves Dr. Ribble.

She feels that the same holds 
true for eating problems and other 
disturbances of the digestive sys 
tern. Babies whose mothers leave 
them too early in life are apt to 
sleep too little, and then grow up 
to be hyperactive children who arc 
not well focused or adjusted.

Tlren there are the modem young 
mothers who start out with a pas­
sion lor standardization, she points 
out. “Tliey want to follow whatever 
they have read in the most modern 
book on child welfare. Well, thi' 
i.s not light. In the first weeks of 
life, it is necessary for the mother 
to give close attention to tlie rou 
tine whicli suits her baby, for no 
two babies are alike, and the books 
arc written along a certain planned 
line which doesn’t take indivlduiu 
cases into .account enough.

“'Any arbitrary attempts to set lip 
and maifttain an artiticial schedule 
on any basis other than spontaneous 
behavior, natural to the healthy 
baby, will be damaging to his ue- 
velppment,” Dr. Ribble warns.

Those mothers who must return 
to work after their baby is born 
will find it is better to start the 
infant on a bottle right away, she 
says, because nursing for the first 
three months is only for nutrition, 
while if the nursing keeps up after 
that time, a real mother-infant 
relationshii) is b'dlt up. However, 
if the infant , starts gut on the 
bottle, his relationship with his 
mother will be the same after the 
mother returns to work.

Feeding, bathing and all the de­
tails of physical care should most 
certainly be studied by mothens. 
Dr. Ribble agrees, hut she warns 
that just as much attention must 
be paid to the psychological care 
of infants. Fondle your child, rock 
him to sleep, lavish affec.tion on 
him. It won't spoil him, tliis baby 
authority insists, but will make him 
more fit for a normal adult life.

For Biis Of Food, German Prison 
Guards Sing 'God Save The King'

NEW YORK—When guards in a 

prison camp in Germany are will­
ing to siqg the British anthem in 
exchange for tea and other tidbits 
from Red Cross food packages, you 
may suspect that the Nazis are 
awfully hungry for luxury things, 
or that their dignity and morale 
are pretty far gone.

Actually, both suiTnises are true, 
according to the account of four 
British exchange prisoners of war 
who recently arrived in New York 
after spending three years in a 
camp in Germany. The men were 
crew members of different mer­
chant ships when they were cap­
tured in 1940, and their identities 
cannot be revealed. j

Guests at a local service club, 
they stared in astonishment at the 
array and variety of food that 
was offered. One .said: “You can’t 
imagine what this means unless ; 
you’ve seen people starving. We i 
have scrambled to get hold of the 1 
))otato peelings in a pig pen. At ' 
least, that happened once soon j 
after we were captured. Things, 
were better later, when Red Cros.s 
packages began to arrive.” ;
Confidence Slumped |

Asked about German morale, an­
other of the men recalled that it | 
was very high in 1940. “The (5er- 
mans were confident and- proud. 
We didn’t dare even speak about 
Hitler for fear of getting shot or 
beaten by some enthusiastic Nazi. 
But just before we were exchanged 
a couple of months ago, it was quite 
a different story. I guess this is the 
best illustration:

“The ordinary guards at the 
camp wanted food .so badly—espe­
cially sweets or something tasty— 
that they would beg us for a few 
bite.s from our Red Cross iiackages 
Tdiey liked our tea so well that they 
actually stand on a table and sing 
‘Gcd Save the King’ to get a little 
of it—and maybe you don't think 
that was music to our ears!”

Polish Governmeni 
May Aceepl Soviet 
Boundary Proposal

IiONDON — (Æ>).— London Poles 
said Friday the exiled Polish cabi­
net may bow to Moscow’s demands 
and resign, thereby enabling Prem­
ier Stanislaw Mikolajezyk to form 
a new government acceptable to 
and capable of dealing with Russia.

Although reports of a possible 
resignation were denied in official 
Polish circles, Poles in close touch 
with the exiled government admit 
privately that cabinet changes are 
possible to meet Soviet demands 
for removal of some of the. mem­
bers Moscow has accused of being 
anti-Russian.

Other reports said, meanwhile, 
that the cabinet’s decisions on 
Moscow’s newest boundary propo­
sals were being transmitted to 
Pi-emier Joseph Stalin by Prime 
Minister Churchill. The British 
prime minister was said to have 
sent one message to Stalin earlier 
in the week and is now preparing 
a second message, possibly telling 
Stalin that the Poles might be 
prepared to accept the boundary 
terms and order the Polish under­
ground to take up arms again.st 
the Germans along.side the Rus­
sians.

hot and cold running water.” said 
Sgt. Laurel Bergman of Waverly, 
Iowa, a wire chief who maintained 
liaison between forward elements 
with his field switchboard.

“It was a two-man pillbox and 
had a foot lever by which you could 
pump in fresh air through a ven­
tilator. There were two periscopes 
in (the roof. It also had a lever to 
Open a slot In front through which 
they could poke out their machine- 
guns and sweep the valley. From 
down there you couldn’t pick this 
pillbox up even with field glasses, 
it is so well camouflaged.”

The pillbox had a shell of steel 
plate about an inch and a half 
thick, and this was further pro- 
tecteii by layers of concrete and 
heavy rock. Nothing short of a di­
rect hit by heavy artillery, could 
puncture it.

“It has shelves for ammunition 
and flares,” said Bergman, point­
ing behind another soldier. Pvt. 
Lloyd Helton of Davis City, Iowa, 
who was sleeping on the floor of 
the pillbox.

“There are also two nice wooden 
seats in here. Tlie Germans could 
just sit here firing at us, stand up 
and take a squint through their 
periscope, then sit down again and 
shoot some more. They sure had a 
comfortable life, while it lasted.”

The pillbox was typical of dozens 
built by the Germans in this forti­
fied area in recent months', a posi­
tive indication they intended it to 
bulwark their winter line. After 
seeing these defenses' you wonder 
all the more how the 'doughboys 
and the tankmen stormed across 
the barbed wire and minefields in 
the soggy Rapido River valley and 
knocked out these hellish nests. 
They liad to face murderous fire 
every inch of the way.

“There were some other .shelves 
in here to store food,” said Berg­
man, “but all .the Germans left be­
hind were two cans of meat, some 
crackers and a few cigarettes. I 
tried the meat. It tastes like what 
I imagine horse meat would taste 
like. I suppose that’s their version 
of our C rations.”

Yugoslav Partisans 
Slab Into North Italy

LONDON—i/P)— Yugoslav Parti­
san forces have stabbed across the 
Slovene border into Northern Italy 
and now are battling the Germans 
just south of the First World War 
battlefield of Caporetto, Marshal 
Josip Broz (Tito) announced Fri­
day.

A communique broadcast by the 
Free Yugoslav radio said tliat units 
of the 30th Patriot Division ha-I 
crossed the Plave River between 
Gorizia and Tolomina and occupied 
the right bank of the stream. Bit­
ter fighting is in progress, the bul­
letin said.

The communique also reported 
continued heavy fighting between 
Geiman and Partisan forces in the 
Croat province of Zagorje between 
Ludberg and Koprivilica.

One hundred Germans were kill­
ed, the bulletin said, in- a collision 
of two Nazi troop trains near Sko­
plje in Southern Yugoslavia. The 
Partisans said they had derailed 
another train between Vranje and 
Kumanov on the main Belgrade- 
Salonika line.

High man in the SMU-Aggie 
fracas was Aeic Cannaday, Ponv 
guard, wlio swished in 26 points, 
while his teammate, Denny Haden, 
forward, made 22 to extend his sea­
son scoring to 203 tallies.

Burditt made 10 points for the 
Aggies, who trailed 16-40 at half- 
t,ime.

Greatest Passer— 
Baugh, Luckman?

Ity CHARLES C1IAMBER1,A1N
CHICAGO—f/P)— Sammy Baugh, 

the ’lexas ranchman, Friday offi­
cially rop"d the 1943 passing cliam- 
pionship of the National Football 
League.

Ba.sed on number and percentage 
of completion.s, this coveted honor 
went to tlie Wa.shington Redskin 
star who owns a ranch at Rotan, 
Texas, wliile Sid Luckman. wliose 
aerial artistry brought him the 
league’s most valuabl'* player awaru, 
was given tlie runner-up certifi­
cate.

Competition between these two 
sensational ball throwers was so 
keen last season that debates on 
their respective merits sprang up 
whenever football men met.

For pure accuracy. Slinging Sam’s 
achievements were more solid than 
the Chicago Bears’ T-timer who 
retired from the game after lead­
ing the Bruins to the national title 
in December and entered the Mari­
time Service. The former Texas 
Christian player completed .577 per 
cent of his tosses, a new league rec­
ord for marksmanship while Luck­
man found his target .545 per cent 
of the time.

Luckman’s air raids, however, 
proved more devastating. He gained 
2,194 yards—the equivalent of 11 
city blocks—and pitched 28 touch­
downs. These marks now have been 
approved as all-time seasonal rec­
ords and displaced those set in 194! 
by Green Bay’s Cecil Isbell. In­
cluded in the figures is Luckman’s 
fantastic twirling day against New 
York when he incredibly connected 
on 21 of 32 passes for 433 yards 
and seven touchdowns.

Baugh’s greatest day was against 
Brooklyn on Oct. 31, when his 16 
completions in 28 tosses led to 
new game records of 376 yards and 
six touchdowns — records whicn 
Luckman crumbled two weeks later.

My eyes popped at a shot a Brit­
ish Walker Cup player made against 
me in one of the international 
matches in 1924 at Garden City, 
N. Y. This particular stroke was a 
niblick shot. I was five up and six 
to play. The hole we were playing 
was a 200-yard one-shotter to the 
green. There was a terrifying quar­
tering wind. I put my tee shot 
just over the green. Bill Murray, 
my English opponent, sliced his to 
the right. There were some fairly 
high mounds between him and the 
edge of the green.

I ran my second to wUhin a 
couple feet of the hole. My ex­
perience told me Murray could not 
get down in two strokes from where 
he was, so I figured I ’d win my 
match, 6 and 5. Tlie Britisher was 
a fighter, however, and never would 
give up. He approached his hall 
with determination. He had abou’J 
a 20-yard shot and I figured lie 
was too close to put any backspin 
on his ball—that tlie nearest he 
could land on the fly would be 10 
feet from the hole. Well, he did 
land 10 feet on the far side of the 
cup, but lo and behold, his ball 
start'xl backwards with the most 
amazing amount of backspin I ever 
saw, probably more than if lie had 
been able to paste the ball 150 yards 
—and what’s more the darn little 
ball rolled right back into the cup 
. . . I was flabbergasted!

Dead-Eye Bill May 
Be One Of SWC's 
Greatest Gagers

HOUS’TON-(ypi—It took'a goliath 

to rub out David’s Southwest Con­
ference sage scoring record.

Rice Institute’s sophomore whiz, 
towering Bill Henry, poured in 17 
points against the University of 
Texas to tally a season mark of 
231 points and eclipse the 1942 fig ­
ure of 214 set by Baylor’s diminu­
tive Dwight Parks.

The Texas tilt was typical of 
Henry’s phenomenal season per­
formance. In every game he’s been 
consistently great.

Against the Texas Aggies recent­
ly the six feet, eight and quarter 
inch center unreeled the top scor­
ing exhibition in conference history. 
He spiraled 41 ixjints through the 
hoops to break the individual game 
scoring mark of 36 set by Arkansas’ 
Johnny Adams in 1941.

The Ik-year old Henry had 33 
points from scrimmage and cashe.i 
18 of them for .545 average. He made 
five of eight pitches from the foul 
line, 'in limiting two opponents to 
no baskets and a combined total of 
two points he was charged with only 
one personal foul.

Rice’s basketball mentor, Joe Dav­
is, predicts Henry—a sophomore 
with a 4-F draft status—will develoo 
into one of the greatest of all 
Southwest Conference cagers in hi.s 
next two years of play.

Unlike many tree-top players, 
Henry does not spend all his time 
under the basket on defense. As 
proof, two centers sent against him 
by A&M and four by Texas didn’t 
score a single field goal.

Hcniy packs speed, stamina and 
coordination. In tlic second hau 
against A&M he sank 11 of 15 tries 
for a goal—fine in any league.

lighter bombers roaming the battle 
area and i)lastoring the enemy al- 
mo.st at will.
Airmen Smash Nazis

Allied airmen sarriod out 1,500 
sorties, one of the biggest days they 
have had.

Although t,his had the effeci, of 
pinning down Gorman armor and 
infantry, bitter fighting still was 
raging along the beachhead.

Besides making his main efforl, 
down the Via Anziate toward An- 
zio, the enemy also struck in the, 
Cisterna area. Two regiments pen­
etrated into Allied lines, but Al­
lied headquarters said the Ameri- 
ean-British po.sition was re-estab­
lished by promiJt counterattacks.

At other points, too, German 
tlirusts were repulsed before any 
breakthrough was achieved.

On the Cassino front, hard fight­
ing raged around Monte Ca.ssine as 
Amcrioan forces made new efforts 
to dislodge stubborn German forces 
from positions on the hillside 
around the ruined Benedictine Ab­
bey. Tliere was alS9 hard fighting 
on heights to the northwest.

Bad weather aground on the Ad­
riatic side of Italy prevented any 
extensive activity on the part of 
the British Eighth Army.

The German attacks on the 
beachhead were described by head­
quarters as “heavy.” The thrust 
was begun Tuesday morning, in­
fantry and tanks smashing forward 
in the wake of a heavy artillery 
preparation.

German concentrations in the 
F'ormia area immediately below the 
beachhead also were subjected to 
an attack from the sea. the British 
crui.ser Mauritius standing in and 
shelling troops and road convoys. 
On 'Wednesday the cruiser also 
bombarded Nazi batteries which 
had been shelling the Allied an­
chorage at Anzio.

The Allied air force struck al­
most continuously by day and night 
to help the ground troops break 
up the German attempt to wipe out 
the beachhead, the second in a 
week.
Heavy Artillci-y Fire

Launching their offensive Wed­
nesday morning, the Germans sup­
ported their drives wit,h intense ar­
tillery fire, and sent larger than 
usual formations of their airforce 
to support the drive, sending out 
185 sorties.

In some cases these Gennan air­
men broke through the Allied sky 
patrols and bombed and shot up 
Allied troops.

\merican heavy bombers fl"W al- 
nost double their previous record 

close support .sorties, however.' while 
RAF'’ Wellingtons continued t.he 
attacks for Uic sixth night in suc­
cession to jjrevcnt the Gennans 
from getting set for new thru.sts.

The Germans apparently elected 
to make the costly drive down the 
main road toward Anzio because 
the ground on either side was too 
soft to penult armor maneuvers.

Prior to the heavy shelling of 
Cas.sino American troops were re- 
jjorted holding ohc-lhird of the 
town where they have been inch­
ing forward from one strongliold to 
another for nearly two week.s.

3’he action, based on a directive 
from Economic Stabilizer Fred M, 
Vinson, provides for retail siilu.s of 
the fruit by the pound In.stead of 
the dozen. The directive calls for 
season-long national average retail 
prices as follows: oranges 9.5 cents 
a pound, grapefruit 8 cents, and 
lemons 13.5 cents.
