Inside Cassino, New Zealand 
troops .still beat savagely against 
stubbornly defended German strong 
points with the sup])ort of tanks 
and a heavy screen of artillery and 
UiOrtar fire. The Nazi defenders 
were suijported by both air attacks 
and increased artillery fire.

Official reports said the latest 
phase of the relentless struggle be­
gan shortly after noon Wednesday 
with enemy movements observed 
near the Hotel Des Roses, which 
still is in German hands. Allied 
tanks engaged the Germans there.

Meanwhile the New Zealanders

agam wormed forward in the ruins 
and attacked the Germans on the 
we.stern edge of the town. A spokes­
man said “some little progress was 
made and it is believed the enemy 
suffered severe casualties.”

By latest, report .the Nazis still 
held the Continental Hotel. Other 
enemy strongpoints listed as hold­
ing out included the Ducal Palace 
and Roman amphitheater south of 
the town.

The 1,400 tons of bombs cascaded 
onto the mile-square town in one 
morning churned it into such a 
wasteland of rubble heaps and 
craters that Allied foot soldiers had 
difficulty moving through it, and 
it was even necessary for the en­
gineers to clear a path for tanks.

Meantime, although almost every 
German soldier who was in Cassino 
when the bombardment started was 
killed, Nazi troops from crack out­

fits in the hills were able to in­
filtrate the ruins from the enemy 
side, so that the creeping advance 
of Allied infantrymen again ran 
into desperate resistance and hand- 
to-hand fighting within the limits 
of what had been Cassino.
.Seizure of Cassino and the heights 
behind it is deemed essential to 
open a route into the plains below 
Rome from the south. But such 
seizure is complicated by what Sec­
retary of War Stimson calls “de­
termined and effective German re­
sistance.”
Question Answered

The question of why Cassino can­
not be by-passed has been raised. 
Cue explanation comes from Brig 
Gen. William H. Wilbur, infantry 
officer back from the Cassino front 
for medical treatment. Wilbur, at 
a press conference, agreed it is pos­
sible for infantry to penetrate the 
high and rocky mountains flanking 
the ruins of the Italian town. They 
would have little chance of being 
supplied or supported by artillery 
fire, Itowever, he said, because of the 
obstacles imposed in moving food, 
ammunition and artillery through 
and over the mountains and ridges, 
heavily fortified by the Germans.

Phosphorus Bomb Proves Effective Nazi Troops Rush To Bplgaria 
And Rumania Black Sea Coast

LONDON — (A’ l — Turkish ad­
vices reported Friday that German 
reinforcements had been rushed to 
all points on the Rumanian and 
Bulgarian coasts of the Black Sea 
and indicated possible beginning of 
full-scale occupation of all Rum­
ania as part of Hitler'.s prepaia.- 
tions for a last-ditch stand against 
the advancing Russian armies.

An Istanbul dispatch said it had

been learned reliably there that 
the Germans were in full control 
of every Rumanian and Bulgarian 
city on the Black Sea, with all local 
troops imder the command of Nazi 
officers. The Germans were said 
to be using every available boat 
and- bsrgp on the Danube to move 
troops and material.

Churchill Tells Yank 
Skytroops Invasion 
Not Far Away

LONDON —i/P)— Prime Minister 
Churchill paid a surprise visit to 
American air-borne troops in the 
English countryside Thursday and 
told them they “soon will have the 
opportunity” of landing upon the 
soil of Nazi-occupied Europe.”

In company with Gen. Dwight 
D. Eisenliower, the prime minister 
witnessed the colorful spectacle of 
many hundreds of American sky- 
troops leaping from swift-rolling 
waves of planes on to the green 
English fields a few hundred yards 
from tile reviewing stand.

“You have a great part to play,” 
Churcliill told them. “You are
specially trained. You are the
most modern expression of war.”

It was Churchill’s first inspec­
tion visit to an all-American unit 
and the prime minister, in a jovial 
mood and sliowing the keenest in­
terest in all the complicated para­
phernalia of the American air­
borne equipment, paused repeatedly 
to talk with the men from overseas. 
Needless .to say, the Americans
showed even keener interest in the 
man who brought England forward 
from thq black days of Dunkirk to 
the threshold of victory.

This strong push by the First 
Ukrainian Army has also outflank­
ed the Tarnopol, front dispatches 
reported, and left the twin German 
defense bastion of Proskurov to the 
east within the Red'Ai'iny’s salient. 
It appeared, these dispatches indi­
cated, that the German counter­
offensive in this sector has been 
broken and that immediate with- 
drayal or destruction faces Field 
Marshal Von Mannstein’s Axis 
armies.

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Something For The Voters
Here is unquestionably the prime man-bites-day item 

of the moment. The bureaucrats are accusing our econ­
omy-minded Congress of being wasteful and extravagant, 
with a charge of political boondoggling thrown in for 
good measure.

All the fuss really started last June, when Congress 
passed an a]ipro])riation for a large reprint of the 1942 
Agriculture Yearbook. There has not been an edition of 
that monumental volume in two years. Congress refused 
to approprite an.v money for it in 194S. what with the 
paper shortage and all. Of course .there’s a paper shortage 
this year, too, but— well, ma.ybe it has something to do 
Avith the elections coming up.

Anyway, the legislators apparently decided that this 
would be a good time to remember the electorate back 
home with a little something. So the.v slipped a yearbook 
appropriation of $178,000 into the June fiscal parade 
The fact that the bill is charged, not to Congress as is the 
custom, but to the Department of Agriculture only makes 
it all the more confusing.

The whole thing seems to have brought the Agricul­
ture Department and the Government Printing Office to 
a slow boil.

There have been mutterings about such things as 

these:
The 1942 Agi'iculture Yearbook presumably has been, 

sent out to con.stituents once already. And there are 
around 45,000 of these volumes left over, which, since 
they are outdfited, will probably wind up in the waste 
paper salvage drive.

Congress has ordered 231,250 copies, the maximum 
number allowed by the law. That is 550 for each senator, 
and 400 for each repre.sentative.

Each book contains 1296 pages; total paper require­
ment, 440 tons. The order also would require 40,000 yards
of high-prioritv blue vellum for the covers.

Major Austin's Resolution
“ I’ll never be a smug Vermonter again,’ ’ Maj. Edward 

L. Austin wrote to his father, the senior senator from Ver­
mont.

Ma.ior Austin made this resolution after seeing the 
tank-destro.ver battalion which he commands in action on 
the American 'leachhead in Italy. There were real cow­
boys and real Indians in the outfit. There were also boy,a 
from the Bronx, State-of-Mainers, Pennsylvania factory 
workers, and lads from midwestern farms.

In its fir.st action against enemy tanks, the battalion 
took a toll of Tigers and Mark IV’s that played a ma.ior 
part in .stoppin.g the big Nazi counter-attack of mid-Feb­
ruary.

It seenis likely that there are thousands of Ameri­
can soldiers, who, consciously or otherwise, have taken 
a vow similar to Major Austin’s. Moat of us have a bit of 
the “smug Vermonter’ ’ in us, no matter what part of the 
country we hail from. The average American (like the 
average person of an.y nationality) .sticks pretty close to 
home and his own kind in his thinking, however much he 
may have traveled.

The Armv affords a wonderful opportunity to get ov­

er such insular attitudes. Dodging the same bullets, shar­
ing the same ditch, facing the .same flak in a bomber 
teaches tolerance. When men live the same life and face 
the .same dangt;>\s, they begin to judge each other accord­
ing' to charactei', rather than accent, religion, education, 
or the .size of their civilian salaries.

There are many, of course .whose ingrained pre­
judices will not be touched b.y an,y of these factors. But 
if only a small minority of service men bring out of military 
life less prejudice than they look into it, there can still 
be cause for rejoicing.

We are going to need tolerance and unselfishness 

during our peacetime readjustment. The returning veter­
ans are going to be a great force.in our civilian life.

The War Today -
Japanese Drive Into India May 
Be More Political Than Military

O'Daniel Lambasls 
New Deal Candidate 
I In Oklahoma

Associated Press War Analyst
Japan’s General Tojo is straining 

hard to make capital out ol the 
Nipponese “invasion” across the 
northeast border of India from 
Burma, and it’s of more than pass­
ing Interest to find him trying to 
build a political sensation out of 
it with the claim that the so-called 
Indian National Army with head­
quarters in Burma, is participating 
with the idea of liberating India.

There is thus far no major 
threat, either military or political, 
against India. Allied headquarters 
minimize the importance of the 
attack. However, ^ ’m sure they 
don’t mean for us to dismiss light­
ly any enepiy invasion. We cannot 
forget that this great sub-continent 
is the chief Allied base for the 
final smash against Japan. Its 
complete security is vital.

Chungking is shocked (>y the de­
velopment. Unofficially:' the feeling 
is exi3i-es.sed in the Chinese capital 
that the invasion is supplying the 
Japanese propaganda 'guns with the 
best aminuhition they’ve had in 
months. ,

The, attack has come in the 
ChindAvin River area of .Western

Burma, where the enemy has driven 
two or more columns across the 
border into the primitive Indian 
state of Manipur. Tlie invaders ap- 
par-'nlly are headed for Iinphal, 
capital of Manipur and terminus 
of a good highway which connects 
in the north with the main Allied 
supply line—highway.' railAvay, wat­
er. air—from India to China.

General Auchinleck, British com­
mander in chief for India, sums 
the ijosition up tersely with the 
declaration that “no real threat 
can materialize unless and until 
the Jajjanese manage to penetrate 
points Avliere they can attack our 
main rail and river communications 
or our airfields in Assam.” He says 
the Manipur drive is to dit'ert Al­
lied forces and reli''ve the pressure 
on the Japanese to the south where 
the Allies are driving for the big 
Nipponese air base at Akyab.

That’s the military angle. It 
striites me, however, that there’s 
as much or even more political pur­
pose in this Japanese operation. 
There is small doubt that Tojo 
long ago abandoned hope of invad­
ing India in a big way, but he never, 
has given up hope of causing, revolt 
against the British.

First 36th Division Soldier Repatriated From 
Germany Tells Harrowing Story Of Prison Life

TEMPLE. TEXAS —(TP)—German 
88 mm. shell fragments tore through 
Pvt. James E. Carpenter’s right arm 
and the Jewett (Leon Countyi, 
Texas, youth suffered excruciating 
pain—at times almost unbearable—■ 
before he received first aid behind 
German lines, administered by cap­
tured American'Medical Corps men.

That \va.s tile beginning of the 
story told at McCloskew General 
Hospital here Friday by . the first 
36th Division soldier to ' be repa­
triated from Germnn.v.D. . i 

Carpenter was injured in the hiUs 
of Italy cn Sept. 13 after the Saler­
no landing of the 36th.
Germans Find Him 

He was unable to apply a tourni­
quet, but Private Carpenter grasped 
his right should''!- firmly beneath 
the arm pit to stop bleeding to 
some extent. Then he waited six 
hours while the Jerries moved 
closer. Finally, he was discovered 
by two German loot soldiers, but 
by that time l,ie .was, so weak that 
they had to carry him to. the top 
of the hill.

Two American prisoners of' the 
Germans—one of them T'5 Smith 
of Weatherford, Parker County — 
gave him first aid and applied sulfa 
powder and sterile bandage. Tliey 
Avere soon shifted back of the lines 
to a field hospital.

Said Carpenter: “I received no 
attention except for the care re­
ceived from American lyedical sol­

diers. German doctors Avould come 
by occasionally and look at th-c Ger­
man patients, but I can’t remember 
tlieir locking at any of us.” 
Amputated Arm

A German surgeon amputated his 
arm, leaving a tAvo-inch stub, he 
related.

At a concentration camp. Carpen­
ter stated, they were taken to a 
shed where they were allowed to 
lie on gunny sacks thaf were thrown 
on the ground. It was here that 
First Lt. Leonard E. Kremer of 
Patterson. N. J., wounded in the 
leg and arm by a hand grenade, 
amazed his fellow prisoners Avlth 
his energy.

"The lieutenant gathered all first 
aid equipment from the American 
soldiers Avho were taken prisoners 
and set up a small hospital of his 
own.” the Texan recalled. Most of 
the medical kits came from para­
troopers. Lieutenant Kremer main­
tained a constant vigil over all 22 
of us. He was superb.
Plenty Of Goat Meat

He said a Captain Bonds, mem­
ber of tile Mexia National Guard 
Company, took charge of the culi­
nary department and that there 
Avas plenty of goat meat.

“The Germans neither helped nor 
hindered us and Captain Bonds 
made sure that all of us were fed,” 
he asserted.

The trip into Germany started 
then with a short stay at another

field hospital 175 miles from Rome. 
They were taken to Rome and then 
put al^oard a Red Cross train for 
Munich. Fi'om there they were 
transferred to a German hospital 
15 miles away.

Their menu never varied. It was 
bread and potatoes one meal, then 
potatoes and bread the ndxt. TAvice 
a week (Sundays and Wednesdays) 
they Avere given a small piece of 
meat with “the old familiar goat 
smell,” he related, adding: “For­
tunately, Ave received American Red 
Cro.3s fool parcels each Aveek. They 
never failed us. We had four ounces 
of coffee in the packages, Avhich 
really Avas a Godsend.”

This is part of fne Constitution— 
verified by federal court—which 
says congressmen can't be prose­
cuted for anything they say in 
Congress, ahei that includes libel 
and slander.

“The senators and representatives 
X X X  for any speech or debate in 
either house shall not be question­
ed in any other place.’’

Historian Charles A. Beard in­
terprets this immunity further as 
extending to anything said “in 
committees, in official publications, 
or in the legitimate discharge of 
their legislative duties.”

The Constitution's words are 
taken almost exactly from the Brit­
ish bill of rights in which the Par­
liament in 1689, to protect members 
from arbitraiY an-est for criticism 
of the king, declared:

“The freedom of speech and de­
bate on proceedings in Perliament 
ought not to be impeached or ques­
tioned in any court or place out of 
Parliament.”

But immunity to prosecution has

Tire Japanese never Avere 
able to collect here a fraction o f 
the battle necessities—food, bombs, 
shells, ammunition, Avater —Avhich 
American troops moved in during 
the first two Aveeks of our occupa­
tion. More dirt has b”en moved by 
the bulldozers in tAvo Aveeks than 
Japanese shovels touched in a 
quarter-century.

Piers have gone up AVhere no 
piers Avere. Tents surround the high 
stumps of the palms. American pre­
fabricated buildings occupy some of 
the sites of ruined Japane.se struc­
tures.

The details of this building of an 
American base on former Japanese 
soil are legion— fly-proof' latrines, 
Avhich the Japs never had; screened 
kitchens; the draining of SAvamps 
among the palms: the filling of 
thousands of caves in AVhiclr Jap 
snipers lived—and died.

This Avork never has stop'psd, 
night or day, since the battle ended. 
It goes on noAV, Avith a continuous 
rumbling of trucks and bulldozers, 
the sound of the hammer replacing 
the familiar snap of rifles.

The mo.st surprising feature of 
the step to untangle the rail net­
work Avas an order for the general 
manager of the system to set aside 
any union contract provisions which 
“sloAV up, impede or impair” op­
eration'.

Tills Avas as unexpected here as 
would be Ne\y, Deal repeal of the 
Wagner Act.

President Cardenas, predecessor 
of Avila Camacho, turned the rail­
roads over to Avorkers to manage. 
Union heads appointed the board 
of directors, Avhich appointed the 
general manager.

Tills experiment did not decrease 
bickering between employes and 
tin boses. and did bring on a string 
of wrecks AA'hich killed more tiran 
50 passengers in the first year of 
worker operation.

Cne of Avila Camacho’s first acts ' 
Avas to resume government opera- I 
tion of the Mexican system. The 
U. S. came to the rescue, sending | 
a technical commission to advise ! 
on rehabilitation and offering al- | 
most unlimited credits, of which 
$4,000.000 has been used.

This helped, but not solve the 
problem.

Tire manager ordered mechanics i 
from Mexico City roundhouses to 
go to Acainbaro to repair locomo­
tives. They refused, citing a con­
tract clause forbidding employes 
to be sent more than 35 miles I 
aAvay. j

The management ordered two j 
shirts installed at Acambai-o and j 
the employes retused. They didn’t j 
Avant to AVork overtime and under 
their contract extra help could not 
be hired.

What Avas apparently the last

straAV Avas an inter-union fight 
which the president solved tern- ^  
liorarily by naming a compromise 
executive committee of the iinion. 
The trainmen and boilermakers, 
liowever, objected to the com- 
liromise, withdrew from the union, 
and then struck because their union 
dues were still being deducted from 
salaries after three daily three- 
hour strikes, the president acted.

The board of directors of the 
railways Avas abolished and a nine- 
man advisory board substituted. 
Labor has two members on this, 
but commerce , also has tAvo. The 
manager Avas given full poAver to 
hire Avithout regard for union mem­
bership, and to discipline AVorkers.

Shiiyping losses were up in March, 1942, and P-38 fighter planes were not getting to England in 

sufficient quantity. It was decided to fly them across the Atlantic via Labrador, Greenland and Ice­
land—a daring and novel project. Bombers had been, flown over but never fighters. This is the storif 
of how it was done.

THE “FUDDY-DUDDIES”
XI

JpIGHTERS had been crossing 
the Atlantic like boys on pogo 

sticks. The time had finally ar­
rived for the staff officers at 
Maine headquarters to pack up 
their troubles and move on. The 
staffers, naturally, were going to 
fly across in P-38’s, just to see, as 
they f a c e t i o u s l y  remarked, 
whether the trip was actually 
feasible. In the fighters were 
Colonels Briggs, Gerhart and 
Kelsey, and Captain Hough (for­
mer 2nd Lieutenant). Gen. Monk 
Hunter was to ride in the B-17 
which led them. These pilots, 
considerably older'than the youths 
who had gone before them, imme­
diately named themselves the 
“Fuddy-Duddy” flight.

Tile Fuddy-D u d d i ’e s, with 
whoops of joy and a great creak­
ing of joints,, shoved the throttles 
forward on July 18, at 2:10 p. m., 
and settled down at Labrador two 
hours and .'50 minutes later.

Leaving this base on July 23 in 
good order, tiiey ran into the in­
evitable weather half-way across 
Davis Strait. It was as thick as 
soup, and the B-17 went straight 
into it at about 7000 feet. Ice be­
gan forming on wings, and soon 
tile planes lost contact with one 
another. Hough opened the throt­
tle and climbed to 22,000 feet, 
where he found the top o f . the 
overcast. He took his bearings and 
continued toward Greenland,

He had flown for about 30 min­
utes when, another P-38—this was 
Kelsey’s — came b u r s t i n g  up 
through the clouds directly in 
front of him. The overcast was 
breaking up and soon they spotted 
Briggs, .'5000 feet below them. 
After picking him up they saw a 
B-17. Joining it, the three Fuddy- 
Duddies discovered to their 
amazement that it was a different 
one from the Fortress they had 
started out with.

They tacked on to it, neverthe­
less, and in another half-hour they 
saw another E-17 in the distance. 
They followed it in to Base.

* * «
'J'HE Fuddy-Duddies remained 

overnight in Greenland, taking 
off at 1:30 p. m. the next after­
noon. Over the frightening, bril-. 
liant expanse of the ice cap, 
wearing special amber glasses for 
protection against the glare, they 
droned off toward Iceland.

They were 30 degrees off course 
when they reached Greenland’s 
east coast, Hough noted with sorne 
alarm. He had developed- the use 
of a special gyrocompass to aid in 
navigation if a fighter became 
separated from the leader, and he 
was making his own navigational 
conclusions as he flew. Hough ra­
dioed the B-17 navigator about 
tire course, but the navigator be­
lieved that Hough’s compass was 
wrong.

For the next hour they argued 
over the course, which by this 
time Hough estimated was 35 de­
grees off course. Breaking flight 
discipline, he finally told the B-1'7 
navigator that he was going to

leave the flight and strike out for 
Iceland by himself.

Hough was saying goodby to the 
flight when the B-17 radio opera­
tor broke in. He had contacted 
Iceland, and the Fortress vyas 
making the necessary 35 degree 
change in course which Hough 
had insisted was necessary. All 
the planes eventually made land­
fall aî  the Iceland base without 
fui'ther incident.

ENEE AL HUNTER gave a din- 
ner for his flight at Reykja­

vik’s Borg Hotel.
They took off for the United 

Kingdom the next morning, July 
26. Another pilot had flown in in 
the meantime and joined the 
flight.

Thè last leg of the long flight 
from Maine to England went more 
smoothly, but it was not alto­
gether dull. The nearness of the 
enemy was brought very forcibly 
to mind.. Several pilots had re­
ported seeing German U-boats; 
and the Fuddy-Duddies saw with 
their own, eyes that the airmen 
nad not been over-exercising their 
imaginations. They spotted a 
Nazi submarine on the surface be­
tween Iceland and Stornaway, 
Scotland, but their mission was to 
deliver fighters, not risk them 
against submarine ariti - aircraft 
fire just for the pleasure of straf­
ing, so they proceeded on their 
course.
/ “The rolling green hills of the 
United Kingdom vyere a .very wel­
come sight after our wanderings, 
and it was with a sigh ' of relief 
that we tui'ned in that evening, 
just eight weeks to the day from 
our arrival at Manchester (pre­
liminary base in New Hamp­
shire),”  wrote one of thé pilots.

Joan Barry Tells 
Of Relations Wilh 
Charlie Chaplin

LOS ANGELES — (?P) — Joan 
Barry, 24, who in another case al­
leges that Charlie Chaplin- is the 
father of her child, was recalled to 
his Mann Act trial Friday for fur­
ther cross-examination concerning 
her alleged illicit relations with the 
54-year-old actor.

Chaplin is charged with trans­
porting her from Hollywood to New 
York and return for immoral pur­
poses.

His attorney, ■ Jen-y Giesler, was 
headed off by government objec­
tions whenever he attempted any 
reference Thursday to Joan’s pre­
vious sex experience, if any.

Miss Berry sat erect in the wit­
ness chair, her hands tightly clasp­
ed in her lap. Once or twice she 
appeared on the verge of an emo­
tional break, as when Prosecutor 
Charles H. Carr asked her bluntly: 

“Did you have sexual experience 
With the defendant during July and 
August?” (1941).

“Yes,” she responded, looking 
down at her folded hands. Under 
questioning by Carr she said that 
during the summer of 1941 she saw 
Chaplin “ oh, very often, probably 
five or six times a week,” mostly at 
his Beverly Hills home.
Brought A Letter 

Giesler in cross - examination, 
brought from Miss Berry the state­
ment that she had met the fiim 
comedian in May, 1941, after she 
returned from Mexico City with a 
letter of introduction from A. C. 
Blumenthal.

She testified she was intimate 
With Chaplin about two weeks after 
she had met him.

“Did you consent voluntarily?” 
Giesler a.skcd.

“Yes,” Mi.ss Berry responded, al­
most in a whi.sper.

“Had you had sex relations with 
anyone before?” Giesler queried, 
and here Carr’s objections cut off 
her answei'.

He also is remem­
bered for having written the Baylor 
Hymn, outstanding college, song, 
and for his leadership in establish­
ing the Memorial Baptist Church 
of Temple, Texas.

Farmer Resident’ Of 
Midland Buried At 
Dallas March 8

Cpl. Leman J. Kemp, former 
resident of Midland, was buried 
on March 8 in the Corinth ceme­
tery, Dallas, Texas. Kemp is a 
veteran of World War II and 
served overseas, being stationed at 
Port Moi'csby, New Guinea, for 16 
months and participating In other 
major actions in the South Paci­
fic. Following his return to this 
country, he was admitted to the 
Veteran’s Hospital, Biloxi, where 
he was a patient at the time 6f 
his death.

Kemp was 31 years old when he 
died and entered the armed forces 
in 1940, one of the first men from 
this section of the country to be 
inducted.

His funeral was held with full 
military honors, the Rev. L. R. 
Massey officiating. Pallbearers were

Cross First Aid 
Course At NAAF

Thirty-Iour ollicers, WACs and 
enlisted men at Midland Army Air 
Field have completed the American 
Red Cross first-aid instructors 
course, which was under the direc­
tion of Elmo Low and now are all 
well qualified to instruct each mem­
ber of their respective organizations 
in first-aid tactics.

Low, w'ho was sent to the head­
quarters field of the nation’s bom­
bardier training program from the 
Red Cross Headquarters in St. 
Louis, Mo., at the request of mili­
tary authorities, is a field repre­
sentative of the organization for, 
first-aid, water safety and accident 
prevention. The classes in first aid 
were held in the post hospital.

Twenty-seven who completed the 
course were certified as first-aid 
instructors, thirty-four were award­
ed the standard certificate of Red 
Cross first-aid, and thrty-four were 
awarded the advanced course cer­
tificate.

• The principal work of these new 
instructors will center around dig­
ital pressure and artificial respira­
tion, knowledge of first aid sell 
administered, and administering to 
others. This latter covers control 
of bleeding, bandaging, splints, 
transiwrtation of the wounded and 
care of wounds and burns.
' A passing grade of 75 or better 
was necessary to be awarded a Red 
Cross certificate, and of this grade 
at least 15 out oI 20 points in aig- 
ital pressure and artifical respira­
tion was . essential to pass.
