Explosive Palestine Situation Develops As British
White Paper, Under Which Nation Operated, Expires

JERUSALEM—{/P)— The situation |
in Palestine on the eve of the ex-|
piration of the British white paper |
under which the difficult Jewish
and Arab matters have been regu-
lat~d since 1939 found both sides |
considerably although illegally arm- |
ed Thursday, with the picture!

breaks of violence and the outlooki
still admittedly tense. 1
Authorities continued to be out-|
spokenly hopeful, howaver, that |
major clashes could +he averted. A|
dusk curfew has been imposed ana |
stringent laws carrying the .cleath-
penalty for extreme terroristic ac
tivities have heen reissued.

The 1939 white paper which ex-
pires Friday and which neither the
Arabs nor Jews agreed to, provided
that 75,000 Jewish immigrants might
be admitted to Palestine up to
March 31, 1944, with immigration
prohibited thereafter except with
the consent of the Palestine ma-
jority. This meant the consent of
the Arabs, who now outnumber the
Jews by two to one.

Jewish immigration into the
country has been slowed to a trickle
by the war and the latest announce-
ment in the British House of Com-
mons on the number who have en-
tered said only slightly more than
47,000 had arrived in the country
since 1939. The announcement said

another 28,000 would be admitted
to fill the original quota as condi-
tions ' permitted. This statement
caused little open stir in the Mid-
dle East.

However, in recent weeks out-
breaks of violence have been more
frequent. A number of policemen
have been murdered in Jerusalem,
Haifa and Tel Aviv. Bombs have
heen placed in immigration offices
and police stations, causing some
deaths in the latter. Palestine au-
thorities claim these are due al-
most if not entirely to Jewish ex-
tremist groups and that- the Arabs
have been ostentatiously refraining
from terrorist activity in the hope
of improving their case.

This
stronghold and strategic rail junc-
ture controls supply lines into
Southern Rumania«and Bessarabia.

Other Russian forces were driv-
ing through the Carpathian fool-
hills toward the northern fron- /
tier of Czechoslovakia, following
the capture of Kolomea, Prut
river town on the main Berlin-
Lwow Bucharest railway 45 miles
northeast of Czernowitz,

Indicating another Russian threat
to Lwow in old Pcland, the Berlin
broadcast said heavy fighting was
under way with advance Red Army
formations in the area of Stanislau,
ahout 70 miles hbelow Lwow and only
40 miles from the old horder of
Czechoslovakia. on the Lwow-Buch-
arest rail line.

Another Berlin broadeast said the
Russians were throwing 15 rifle
divisions and three tank corps, up-
wards of 175,000 men, into the bat-
tle- for the White Russian path-
ways to.the Baltics in new smashes
at the 100-mile German . arc b»-
tween Vitebsk and Chausy. It said
the new offensive had been unable
to gain ground, however.

Advance units of Marshal Greg-
ory K. Zhukov's First Ukrainisn
Army. were - reported less than 30
miles from the famous pass or the
Tartars leading across the Car-
pathians into Carpatho-Ukraine.

Severing the Berlin-Lwow-Buch-
arest railway by Zhukov's troops
cut the last German rail supply line
to Czernowitz and the entire south-
ern front, dispatches said.

One hundred seventy miles to the
east, meanwhile,  Marshal Ivan S.
Konev’s .Second Ukrainian Army
stormed the fortified city of Balta,
southern Ukraine city 115 miles
northwest of the great German-
held Black Sea port  of Odessa.
Other Russian forces were driving
toward Odessa on a 215-mile semi-
circular front extending from cap-
tured Nikolaev to the Dniester
River.

Some F aihérly Advice

Eric - Johnston, president of the United States Cham-
ber of Commerce, gave the countey’s labor leaders a sound
and timely piece of fatherly advice in his speech at Bas-

- ton University. He wasn’t smug or patronizing. He didn’t

give a one-sided, papa-knows-best lecture. Rather it was
a heart-to-heart talk in which the fatherly adyisor admit-
ted that papa had flown a bit high at one time, that he
had been smacked down hard and was still picking him-
self up, and that it might be well if labor leaders would
profit by papa’s example.

Johnston went down that list of management’s sins
during the 1920s, when management was undisputed boss.
He found parallel sins committed by inereasingly pow-
erful labor in the decade following President Roosevelt’s
first inauguration.

“You forgel the very thing we forgot,” he told labor.
“In the architecture of American society, it’s just three
jumps from master bedroom to the doghouse.”

e ™

All that Johnston said wgs familiar enough and true
enough. It is just that nobody has put it.in quite the same
way before. Usually management hurls charges at labor
and labor replies with a catalog of management’s villain-
ies, while each gives the impression that all its own geese
are spotless swans. And that, obviously, is no way to set-
tle their real and disturbing differences.

It must be clear to everyone, inside of unions and out,
that labor’s popularity with the public has waned because
of wartime strikes. During a recent work interruption at
the Ford Motor Co., the United Automobile Workers’ presi-
dent, R. J. Thomas, called the unauthorized stoppage a
“serious mistake from any point of view,” and something
calculated to “embitter the nation against our union.”

Johnston put the same idea thus: “If the public wants
vou socked, why, socked you will be. And don’t think you
can duck it by yelling ‘anti-labor’ and ‘reactionary’ and
‘Fascist.” We didn’t escape any blows coming our way-by
velling ‘anti-business’ and ‘bureaucrat’ and ‘Communist’.”

It seems unlikely that responsible labor leaders should
feel anything but gratitude to Johnston for his advice.
And it seems equally unlikely that either management or
labor could find a better recipe for amiable and progres-
sive association than the one Johnson offered.

His ingredients include: less monopoly and racket-
eering by both parties: equal access to the “financial facts
of life” of the other; a giving up by each of unfair and
crippling laws aimed at the other; fewer strikes by labor
and less witholding of inventions and products by manu-
facturers: the fair swap of job and basic-income security
for a full, honest day’s work every day.

Non-Farmers Doing
Most Of Speculafive
Land Buying Now-

COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS —
—(#) Most of the speculative buy-

ing of farm lands in Texas is be-
ing done by non-farmers with idle
money to invest, says a progress
report issued by the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station’s divi-
sion of farm and ranch economics.

The report says records obtained
in Jones, Ellis and Nacogdoches
counties—considered representative
of important agricultural areas in
West, Central and East Texas, res-
pectively—disclose that .prices paid
for farm lands in the three coun-
ties averaged 12/ per cent higher
in the October-December period of
1943 than in the same quarter in
1942.

13 Per Cent Resale

In that same quarter, said the
report, prepared by Joe R. Noth-
eral of the TAES staff and Max
M. Tharp of the U. S. Bureau of
Agricultural Economics, 13 per cent
of the land transfers represented
resale ~of tracts purchased since
1940 and the number of non-farm-
er huyers increased from 24 per
cent of the total in 1942 to 35 per
cent in 1943.

Speculative buying was found
most prevalent in Ellis and Nacog-
doches Counties, stated the report,
which covered specifically trends
in the last three months of 1943
and for the entire year as compar-
ed with 1941 and 1942.

The report showed an increasing
proportion of cash sales and in-
creased buyer’s equity in farms en-
cumbered after the sale and cau-
tioned farm operators and tenants
not to buy farm lands now unless
the land can be purchased at prices
in line with long-time earning
capacity.

They Are Still
Fighting Irish

LCNDON—-Ask almost any Irish-
man you meet in Britain if - he
wants Eire to enter the, war—and
the answer will be a positive “No.”
Irishmen are probably more united
behind Eire’s policy of neutrality
than they have ever heen before.
Although precise figures are not
available, many people estimate that
Eire produces four or five times as
many volunteers for the British
forces as Northern Ireland, which
as part of the British Common-
wealth is actually at war.

One test by which Eire's con-
tribution by individuals may he
judged is in the number of Victeria
Crosses awarded in this war. When
the mother of Dick Kelliher re-
ceived news in Ballybhegan, County
Kerry, that her sixth son had won
that most coveted award in New
Guinea, she was told he wag the
seventh native of Eire to win the
VC in this war. Of the dominions
only Australia has- won more—12.

The exploits of these heroes are
so moving that they cannot be
passed off as examples of Irishmen
spoiling always for a fight. The
old gag—"Is this a private fight or
can I join in?” won't quite cover
the motives of these ' volunteers.
Motives are often mixed, but Bri-
tain will remember the record of
Irishmen in this war, as they do the
49,300 killed in World War I, who
are commemorated in Dublin.

The first Victoria Cross awarded
to a member of the RAF in this war
was to an Irishman—Flying Officer
Donald E. Garland, born at Ballin-
cor, County Wicklow.

In June, 1940, he

piloted the

i leading aircraft in a formation at-

tacking a bridge over the  Albert
Canal on which the Germans were
advancing into Belgium. All the
crews had volunteered for” this low-
altitude job, and only one returned
safely.

Major Harold II. Ervine-Andrews,
born in County Wexford, won on=
of the first two Army VCs in July,
1940, at Dunkirk. Capt. J. J. B.
Jackman. from Dun . Laoghaire,
County Dublin, was awarded the
VC 1n Novemper, 1941, at ka Duaa.

The British Navy has two Irish
VCs; one . of them Capt. Edward
S. F Feegan. from tallimunty, Coun-
ty Tipperary, commander of the
armed merchantman Jervis Bay in
her historic action in defense ‘of a
convoy in the North Atlantic. The
other was Lt. gComdr. Eugene KEs-
monde, from Lough Derg, who set
off with a squadron of naval planes
at attempt to stop the Scharnhorst,
Gneisenau and Prinz Eugen in their
dash thrcugh the English Channel
in 1942. Not one of the planes re-
turned.

Fourth, know your children’s pals
and what kind of people they work
with. Be: alert to the whereabouts

of your children after working
hours are over, for the child, even
as the adult, is known by the com-
pany he keeps.

WAS only 3 years old when

my grandfather, Jan Mesrik,
suffered his strange injury in the
autumn of 1919. I have one of
those flash memories of the scene
when my grandmother called my
mother and father into the kitch-
en. But whether it is a real mem-
ory or one imagined from later
descriptions, I do not know.

I can also remember the set of
my grandfather’s jaw -as I saw
it when, I followed my grand-
mother into his room during his
illness. But this, too, may not be
a real memory, for since that time
I have become quité familiar with
that manner of setting the jaw.
I inherited that jaw and that
mannerism. I know how it works
and what it means. It means that
the rest of thg,worldyfan go fly a
kite; that thednan behintl the jaw
is going down his.own road, ask-
ing favors from no one, caring
little. what others may think. In
my. grandfather’s case, the man
was walking alone with his God.
But, I’'m younger, and maybe I
want more human company. At
least I'd like to have a little more
human company for my grand-
father, a few more people to un-
derstand him as I understand him,
even though he’s gene now.

Still it is not alone for this rea-
son I'am writing this story of my
grandfather. I hope that an ex-
planation of Jan Mesrik will help
others, people who never heard of
him, to understand better what
has happened since that night in
the fall of 1919, for, although the
events of that night had a direct
bearing on the rest of Jan Mes-

rik’s life, what happened in those
hours in our little part of the
world profoundly affected the

the earth,

I HAVE a month in which to
write this story. At least they
tell me it will be a month before
I can wrap my hands around a
stick again. A Gerry spattered the
Mustang I was flying and although
I managed to bring her back to
the take-off field in England, I
landeé in the base hospital myself.

I’'d been doing some assorted
thinking about my grandfather
and the things he believed in ever
since I can remember. Lately it’s
all Dbecome pretty clear and
straight. So, while I have the
time, I want to set it down. Then
I'm heading back for another
swipe at the Messerschmitts in
the war that my grandfather be-
lieved unnecessary.

Much of what I & m writing I ob-
served at first hard, though some
of it, of course, happened when
I was too younge¢to be a very
competent reporter. The rest I
have heard from Old Jan, my
grandfather, and others who hac
first-hand knowledge.

Jan Mesrik was born in 1870 in
the town of Lovuce, in Austria-
Hungary, of middle-class parents.
His father ran a small hotel. Jan’s
schooling was the equivalent cf
our high school education, but
this was supplemented by con-
stant reading, much to the disgust
of his father who found him 'a
trying combination bellboy, door-
man, busboy and barmaid.

In later life my grandfather
looked back on - these years as
pleasant and profitable ones, de-
spite the constant scoldings of his
father, Why, then, I have asked
my grandfather, did he come to
America? He would tell me that
he came to America because it
was a free country, and.because
he was a liberty-loving man. But,

I would ask, were you ever, op-

Officers Tell How First U, S. Heavy Bomber Hit Berlin

AN EIGTHTH AIR FORCE BASE
IN ENGLAND—When we got to the
‘briefing room after. struggling out
of bed at 3 a. m., we saw the route
mapped cut on the wall. The target
was Berlin. It was no surprise, be-
cause we had been briefed for Ber-

lin the day before, but the mission |

had been ‘“‘scrubbed” on account of
weather.

The thought of Berlin didn’t cre-
ate any special excitement. After
you have been flying a few mis-
sions you don’t think what the tar-
get is, but how far. Berlin is a
“DP” (deep penetration) raid and
any time you see a DP on the
briefing room may you start sweat-
ing it out.

We weren’t particularly afraid.
‘We all had been a bit nervous, and
wished someon> else had tested
out the flak first. But as the brief-
ing went cn, we found we were
getting: good fighter escort and the
setup looked pretty good.

We had no idea we were going
to turn out to be the first Ameri-
can heavy bomber over Berlin.
All we were worrying about was
the flak, and our four engines.
Also for five of the crew this mis-
sion was No. 12B—which is what
fliers call th= 13th mission.

Others. Turned Off

There was a 15-minute delay
beforz the takeoff because of a
snowstorm, and for a while we
thought we were not going. Then
we took off and soon were in sun-
shine. Even though we see little
sunshine in England, we were not
particularly pl~ased to see it now.

We were the wing ship and
deputy leader of our divsion. But
our divisicn was nct the first, for
when we got over the continent
there were B-17's stretched out
in “front of us as far as the eye
could see Certainly we never
thought we’d end up leading the
parade to Berlin.

There was little talk over -the

interphones. W= have flown to-

gether long enough so we didn’t
need to - build up moraie by smail
talk. Anyway there was no. time
for: small talk. We. already were
sweating out oxygen, fighters,
rendezvous. point, weather . and
everything else.

Then it half dawned on us that if
anything should happen to. the
lead ship, we’d be the first Ameri=
can heavy homber over the Ger-
man capital. But none of us was
thinking about that, or giving a
damn. We were really sweating
it out—sweating out getting there,
and back.

Pretty soon we ran into our
first troublz—flak—over a city we
had often bombed hefore. Now
we really began to sweat. A little
later -we reached our I. P. (initial
point) and ‘saw what looked: like
a heavenly coyer of P-51's. 1t
wasn’t until the first few had
mads a pass at us that we real-
ized. they were Messerschmitt
109’s.
