1940—might even support a fourth
term for President Roosevelt in
preference to aiding a Republican
who did not see eye to eye with
him on foreign affairs. (There was
some conjecture that Willkie might
be invited.to share.the ticket with
the President.)

3. He might head a new “Buil
Moose” liberal movement away
from the old line Repuklican Party.

4, Or, he might go along with
the GOP nominee, whoever that
may he, continuing his appeals for

a ‘“one world” program to preserve
future peace, a peace he thus
could hope to have some hand in
formulating.

Three Dead, Five
Missing, 35 Hurt
In Explosion

HASTINGS, NEBR. —(£)— An
explosion at the Hastings naval
ammunition depot early 'Thursday
that occurred in a railroad  box
cdr and followed. by anotiter blasi.
in ‘a shed filled with mines and
depth charges killed three persons
and five others missing are “pre-
sumed to be dead,” Capt. D. F.

Patterson, commanding officer at
the ‘depot, said.

In -addition 35 people sustained
injuries described as minor. Dam-
age -~»was- estimated at -$50,000,
Captain Patterson said. All the
dead and injured were civilian- de-
pot employes living near here.

The explosion shattered windows
in about 20 stores in Hastings, an
estimated 10% miles from the ex-
plosion scene. Glenvil, small village
on the outskirts of the plant, was
hard - hit, - with business houses
there “practically collapsed,” Mar-
shal Wert Bruns said. There was
serious injury. to
village ‘residents. g1

“Captain Patterson, who said the
cause .of the blast was unknown,
gave this report:

“This explosion occurred -at 1:20

a. m., first in a railroad box car

‘that was on a: siding beside a cool-
ing shed for bomhbs and mines. This

box car was being loaded.

After the explosion of the bhox
car the cooling shed exploded. It
was filled with mines and depth
charges. The cooling shed, about
100 by 100 feet, is built of concrete,
heavily barricaded. Three people in
the shed survived, but they are
quite badly hurt.”

In Nerthern Burma, meanwhile,
the anncuncement said, Chinese
forces are driving the enemy stead-
ily scuthward in the upper Mo-
gaun? Valley and are advancing on
the village of Wakawng.

The bulletin also disclosed that
24 Japanese plares had been de-
streyed in an air commando at-
tack against the Aungban airfield
in Central Burma Tuesday.

Fighter pilots who retuwrned to
inspect the airdrome on the fol-
lowing day reported that it ap-
peared to be almost entirely de-
stroyed by fire. The attack was a
complete surprise, the communique
said, and was accomplished with-
out loss to the commando squadron.

Heavy bombers hit Japanese head-
quarters and a transit ‘camp at
Nagorn Sawarn in a night attack
which set blazes visible for 20 miles
and blasted railway yards and jet-
ties at Moulmein.

Allied fliers say that one reason
for the large number of enemy
planes destroyed in recent raids is
the reduced quality of the German
airmen.

Lt. Gen. Ira C. Eaker, Allied air
commander in the Mediterransan,
says he believes-the Allied air forces
can knock the German air force ocut
completely. The time may not be
far off, he addsd, when there will
be little effective opposition.

“Then,” he declared, ‘it will be-
come practically a transport service
merely carrying bombs.”

Aground, artillery duels raged in
the Cassino area and near the west
coast end of the main bhattle line,
a bulletin said, adding that patrols
inflicted casualties on the enemy.

Escape
Blocked

MOSCOW —(AP)— Rus-
sian storm troops pushed in-
to the outlying suburbs of
Odessa Thursday and the
roar of battle echoed
throughout the city.

Gen. Rodion Y. Malinov-
sky’s cavalry and light tanks
drove on the great Black
Sea port from three direc-

tions, front line dispatches
said, advancing from positions
which Wednesday night were only
nine miles from the heart of thé
metropolis,

The right flank of Malinovsky's
army pushed thrvough the quag-
mires west of the city heading for
the Odessa-Ovidopol spur railway
—the last remaining escape route
to Rumania  for the defenders of
Odessa, the dispatches said.

Even if the trapped Germans
and Rumanians succeed in reach-
ing  Ovidopol, they must still
make the hazardous trip by ferry
to Akkerman and thence by. 2
winding single-track railway to
Rumania.

Malinovsky’s cavalry and tanks
had cut off the main escape rouje
to Rumania by capturirg Razdel-
naya, 38 miles northwest of Odessa,
and then pressing southwestward
to take Strassburg, which com-
mands a side road from Odessa to
Tiraspol on the Lower Dniester
River.

Four’ Red Auny pushes are being.
aimed’ at the heart of Odessa, bub.
the units which are closest te the
city appear to be advancing down
the banks of Lake Kuialnitzki from
the capbured rail station of Ku-
banka, 1‘1 miles away.

A Red Star dispatch reported
that “big forces” of Germans are
tied up in the direction of Odessa
and that “violent fighting” is rag-
ing on the approaches to the city.

A dispateh from Major Mikhailov
said the Germans lost 1,000 dead
and 20 tanks in their first big at-
tempt to break out of the Skala
avea trap Wednesday, and a secoud
effort cost them even more dead.

The Russians were said to pe
seizing one street after another in
Tarnopol, killing a large number of
Germans.

At -~ Skala, Junkers transport
planes were reported making num-
erous trips in attempts to evacuate
Nazis trapped in that sector west
of Kamenets Podolsk, - Mikhailoy's
dispateh said, and 11 of them have
been shot down within the past 24
hours.

More Thoughts On Taxes

Now that the Ides of March are past it may seem like
reopening old wounds to bring up the matter of taxes. But
the tussle with Form 1040ES is just around the cornet,
and the last few days have brought: enough surprises to !
make the painful subject timely once again. So shudder '
and turn aside if you will-——here goes.

First of all there is proof, in the proposed new sim-
plifying law, that 50 million taxpayers can’t be ignored.
This year Form. 1040 visited almost every American home.
New mulititudes had a first taste of searching their brains
and receipted bills for deductions, and puzzling over the
choice of something or something else.

A great cry went up throughout the land. Congress
heard, and headed. For 30 years the income tax regula-
“tions had been growing inereasingly complex. But in two
months’ time, the House Ways and Means Committee has
cleared away considerable confusion. Probably the job
could have been done even more quickly, for the basic
principles of the tax law have not been changed. Many
inequities remain. But if the pill is still bitter, the sugar-
coating is thicker. At least the privilege of doing it the
easy way is now extended to persons making up to $5000
a year.

*

And the suggested exemption schedule of $500 per
person may have far-reaching effects that the Ways and
Means Committee didn’t think of. For it makes childless-
ness, or even parenthood of a single offspring, an expen-
sive luxury for income: tax purposes.

Under the present schedule, a couple gets $1200 ex-
emption, and: $350 for each: minor child. But with exemp-
tions at $500 apiece, a childless couple would be out $200
exemption, and $50 loser with only one. Not until there
are two: youngsters does the family start cashing in, with
$2000° exemption as against $1900 at present. And the
prolific parents of 10 would save $1300 on the return. It
may be that, with a stroke of the pen, the Ways and
Means Committee has banished all fears of a declining
birth rate. :

Another interesting tax sidelight is provided by a re-
cent Gallup poll, which found that 55 per cent of those
questioned favored a sales tax over higher income taxes.
Last May a similar poll found only 42 per cent for a sales
tax. Perhaps the subsequent shock of the March 15 payofl
may have changed their minds.

Plenty of people inn Washington have found plenty
of reasons against a sales tax. Pressure groups of one sort
and another have helped them in the search. But the fact
remains that, if Dr. Gallup’s quizzers are accurate, the
majority considers the sales tax a preferable way of com-
batting inflationary spending, and of putting the war
more nearly on a pay-as-you-go basis.

3. Your income isn’t subject to
withhclding of taxes. (Exception:
Farmiers, who may wait until Dec.
15 to file—but if they wait, will
have to pay the whole amount of
tax at that time.)

Payable Quarterly

You estimate your 1944 income
and how much (if anything) will
be taken out of your pay for the|
tax during the year, then start
paying the difference in quarterly
installments. (If you had a refund
coming in 1943, and elected to have
it applied against 1944, you sub-
tract it from the first payment.)

If you use the short-form work |
sheet, you need to do only one prob-
lem in decimals—the three per cent
victory tax. The regular tax can
|'be found in a: table of figures on
| the work sheet. y
] There’s an altérnate, long-form
! work sheet for use in estimating
taxes on incomes over $10,000. This
also may be used for detailed com-
putation of taxes on smaller in-
comes.

In the short form, the tax tables
automatically provide for deduc-
tions of eight per cent of your in-
come.

Short Form: Favored

Last fall, use of the short form
left some taxpayers facing unex-
pectedly high payments in March.
However, the short form produces

tax figures approximating those
which will result if the present
“streamline” bhill in Congress be-

comes a law, as expected—with its
automatic deductions of 10 per cent
of income up to a maximum of $500.

For this reason, the short form
is particularly suitable now.

Note, though, that if the “stream-
liner” becomes law, childless - cou-
ples will face a tax boost, and in
that event may find it advisable
to file an amended declaration.

That’s one of the three means of
protecting taxpayers against penal-
ties for underestimating. The law
requires “reasonable” estimates,
which can|be amended once each
quarter, if desired, on or before
June 15, Sept. 15 or Dec: 15.

The other two protections are:

1. No penalty is to be assessed
if the estimate is basedi on last
year’s actual income (but-at present
rates and exemptions) and install-
ments are paid on time.

2. No penalty is to be‘assessed
i you estimate the tax within 20
per cent (33 1/3 per cent for farm-
ers) of the final 1944 tax as fig-
ured next March.

If you expect to go into the
armed services, you'll have .to de-
cide for yourself when you ‘“reason-
ably” can expect to be called.

U. S. Appeals Court
Restores Citizenship
Of Rice Professor

NEW ORLEANS—(#)—A: conten-

tion by the Southern Texas District
Court that Dr. Heinrich Karl Ernst
Meyer, 39, had obtained his natur-
alization certificate through fraud
was overruled Wednesday by the
U. S. Fifth Circuit Court of Ap-
peals.

The appellate court set aside the
cancellation of Dr. Meyer's citizen-
ship and ordered the government's
petition dismissed. He was a “for-
mer professor of German language
at Rice Instittue, Houston.

In its cpinion the appellate court
said Dr. Meyer came from his na-
tive Germany to this country in
1930, was naturalized in 1935 and
that the charges were based upon
Di. Meyer’s assertions about the
war prior to December, 1941.

The court said the Texas court
based its conclusions without b2ne-
fit of a later decision by the U. S.|
Supreme Court in the Schneiderman
case,’ when the Supreme Court was
quoted as saying in effect that “a
naturalized citizen has the same
freedom in thinking and speaking
as a native citizen has.”

HOUSTON — (#)— Dr. Heinrich
Karl Ernest Meyer said he was ‘“‘very
happy” to learn that the U.
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals had
set aside the cancellation of his
citizenship by a federal district
court here and ordered the govern-
ment’s petition dismissed.

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Ham Is Still Your

Best Buy---Be

Sure It Is On Your Easter Menu

By MARIE GIFFORD
Armour’s Food Economist

You can stick to your custom of
having ham for Easter, because it

is one of the best of all possible |

moat buys. Lower in points than
many less nutritious meats, ham
has such a large percentage of edi-
ble meat that it is usable
down to skin and bone. There may
not, be enough hams for everybody
to have a whole one, but half hams
and shank or butt end hams are
grand buys. Even a slice to bake

or broil will give you enough meat |

for good leftover dishes, too!

For a family of five or six, half
a ham will go a long ways, but if
your family is small you can buy
either a shank or butt end ham
weighing around five or six pounds.
A slice can be cut off for broiling
and the rest can b2 baked and cov-

ered with a delicious and attractive |

glaze or simmered with vegetables.
Shank end hams sell for a few
cents less than butt halves and are
equally desirable.

Look for nationally .advertised
brands cf ham—either tender smok-

ed or tender cooked—and youll be |

sure to get one with that sweet,
mild flavor due to sugar curing and
slow smoking over hickery and
hardwcod fires. Such hams are ex-
pertly and scientifically handled,
and, before the slow cooking is con-
sidered finished, each ham is in-
ternally tested with a thermometer
to be sure it has reached th= cor-
rect temperature that guarantees a
tender ham. It's this tenderization
that makes it possible for you to
cut down the total cooking time
in your kitchen.

Cccked hams are heated to a
higher internal temperature than
smoked hams and only need a 10-
minute per pound heating in your
oven. If the ham is. cooked it will
be so stated on the wrapper.

To bake a whol? or half ham,
wrap it in the inside glassine paper
in which it comes. Place it fat side
up in an uncovered baking pan at
325 degrees F. and bake for length
of time as follows: |

Ten to 12 pounds, 18 minutes per
pound for ham at room tempera-
ture, and 20-22 minutes per pound
for chilled ham; 14-16 pounds, 16
minutes per pound, 18-20 minutes
per pound;over 16, 14-15 minutes
per pound, 16-18 minutes per pound;
half ham (shank or butt), 20-25
minutes per pound, 24-27 minutes
per pound.

About 30 minutes before done, re-
move the paper and rind, score the
fat in squares and stud with cloves
if desired. Cover the ham with a
glaze and finish baking in the same

low oven the remainder of tim=.
Suggested glazes might be: 1 cup

honey, 1 cup molasses, 1 cup corn
mixed with juice of one
orange, 1 cup brown sugar and 1/2
cup corn_ syrup, ‘or 1 cup -brown

FEurope Invasion A Big Tarawa?

By JACK STINNETT

WASHINGTON — (4) — Inhabi-
tants of the national capital read
lhni/r share of books written .by war
correspondents, but it isn’t often
that the military experts give them
more thar a glance.

However, such /dsn’t true in the
case of Robert Sherwood’s “Tara-
wa.” It isn't within the province
of this column to review books by
correspondents or  others. Sev-
eral generals, admirals, and lesser
officers testifv that Bob, whom I
have known for several years, has
done a good job of reporting. The
critics will tell you that he has
written a factual story of how
brutal and bloody this war against
the Japs can be at its worst.

“Tarawa’” probably will become

| required reading for every lad that

enters . a boot camp from now on
because it points up admirably that
“esprit de corps” which makes the
U. S. Marines just a little different
in the way of good'soldiers.

In the four days before the land-
ing forces hit the beaches of Betio,
the principally fortified island in
the Tarawa atoll, planes and Ships
poured around .3,000 tons of bombs
and high explosives shells into this
mile-square area. In addition, hl'm—
dreds of strafing runs were made
over the island, spattering thou-
sands of rounds of hot lead into an
island that was no larger than a
few city blocks. ]

Not even in this war, when tre-
mendous firepower has become a
commonplace on most every front.
had -any like area  been subjected
to such -terrific bombardment. The
London “blitz,” the bombings of
Hamburg, Berlin and a dozen other

cities that have been “wiped out”
were cowpasture sideshows compar-
e to the bombardment of Betio.
You don’t need to take Sherrod’s
word for it. The military exverts
have examined the records and it’s
a military fact.

But what happened? K When the
Marines came in to this battered
island in the Tarawa atoll, they
walked into the most’ vicious, dead-
ly battle that the Marine Corps
has ever experienced.

Seasoned veterans who had been
at Fl Alamein. Salerno, and Gua-
dalcanal. described it as the bloodi-
est fieht they had ever seen and
the Marine Corps chalked up the
ereatest percentage.of casualties if
had ever experienced in its long
history of getting into every fight
“fustest” with whatever was on
hand. B

When it was all over, nearly 1,000
(Marines were dead or missing, and
2,100 more wounded. And this after
(a little mile-square island, with less
faverage elevation than 20 feet
l'above sea level, had been subjectec
to the greatest bombardment this
war has known. Th fact that the
Japs lost more than twice that
rumber isn’t important.

"It may be
the prelude of a tragedy that will
be acted out on the beaches of Hit-
ler’'s Europe. The! point is made in
“Tarawa’”’: This war can only be
won by foot soldiers—and at a ter-
rific. cost. Supremacy in the air is
vital, but if the lesson of Tarawa
means anything at all, it means
that bombing ,and bombardment
alone can’t bring about .the cap-
ture of anything.

| Existence Was Doubted
Most of the Golgi bodies are so
| diminutive—about one-twenty-five
thousandth of an inch in diameter
—and so transparent, that ever
since they were discovered in 1898
by an Italian scientist, Camillo
Golgi, there has been doubt even
about their existence.

The technigues which helped ftc
verify them and- at the same time
demonstrated photographically and
by chemical means that the little
pbodies were producing fats and pro-
teins, are reported in the Proceed-
ings of the National Academy of
Eciences by Dr. Leonard G. Worley,
and his wife, Dr. Elizabeth K. Wor-
ley, of the department of biology,
PBrookln College, N. Y. and the
Scripps Institute of Oceanography
of the University of California.
What Made The Mystery

The mystery about Golgi bodiz=s
was largely due to the fact that
they were not generally believed to
be visible until a tissue cell had
been killed and its contents render-
ed visible with salts of certain
heavy metals. Then the Golgi bod-
ies showed 'up as rings, rods and
networks. It had never heen cer-
tain that these forms were not
merely precipitatiors of the metal-
lic salt.

The corresponding - living strugc-
tures are in the form of minute
granules and small balls, quite dif-
ferent in shape from the Golgi
bodies of dead cells. These hodies

had never been known cor:clusively
that they are the living represen-
tative of the Golgi apparatus of
the dead tissue.
Blue Stain Used

The Worleys used a methylene
blue stain which did not kill the
cells of their contents. This dye
colored the little spheres a darker

| blue than any of the other scores

of particles visible in the cells.
Photographically the Worleys were
able to trace the transition from
the tiny living balls—their consis-
tency that of overripe tomatoes—

Fully recorded, too, in the pic-
tures was the behavior of the liv-

would become nearly white, while
the rest would continue to enlarge,
and soon from this dark mass tiny
