John was the only child born
to the couple.

As the years rolled on, Pres

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Touchy Problem

A touchy problem which certainly needs to be

given serious consideration

by Bovina citizens as well

as by city officials is that of having livestock in Bo-
vina’s city limits. The subject comes up from time to
time in connection with other city problems but so
far as we know nothing has ever been done beyond

the discussion stage.

We’ll straddle the fence, make both “fors”

and

“againsts’” unhappy with us and say that, though the

problem is undesirable, we doubt that it has

been

detrimental to Bovina’s growth or progress yet.

However, the time is

coming when it will be

greatly undesirable and doubtless that time has come
for many non-livestock owning residents.

Sooner or later, we feel there must be an ordin-

ance against keeping lives

tock in town. It’s part of

the transition from yesterday to tomorrow. We dare-
say the sooner the ordinance goes into effect, the bet-

ter.

We doubt seriously that livestock within the city
limits are essential for the livelihood of any individual

owner. Perhaps they help

contribute to the individ-

ual’s income to a certain extent, but he could “get

along” without that added

income.

The majority of people will agree that we would
have a better town if it were sans-livestock. However,
the few livestock owners we have will, in many cases,

be against such a law.

Like it or not, it’s a decision the people of Bovina
are going to meet face to face. In the interest of a big-
ger, better Bovina, we hope city officials will decide
to have no more livestock inside the city limits.

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The All Sufficiency of the Scriptures

In his second letter to the
evangelist Timothy, Paul said,
“All scripture is given by in-
spiration of God, and is profit-
able for doctrine, for reproof,
for correction, for instruction in
righteousness.” If I had to
answer the question, why did
God give man the Bible?, I
could give no better answer
than the one given by Paul. Not
only did he state that the Bible
was given for DOCTRINE, for
REPROOF, for CORRECTION
and for INSTRUCTION, but he
also informed us that it was
designed to make ‘‘the man of
God perfect, thoroughly furnish-
ed unto all good works.” (2
Tim. 3:16-17). It stands to rea-
son, therefore, if the Bible will
completely furnish us unto all
good works then nothing else
is needed.

When Martin Luther protested
against the Church of Rome,
his main object was to take the
Bible from the hands of the
clergy and give it to the popu-
lace. The popedom had stack-
ed volumes of books contain-
ing its traditions, papal bulls,
manifestoes, encyclicals, etc.,
upon the Word of God. Luther,
Joined with other great men,

, accomplished this task; they
restored the Bible to the com-
mon man. One can hardly read
the history of the reformation
and not be impressed with this
common desire that burned re-
fulgent within the breast of
these reformers. The world will
long remember these words of
Tyndale; “I defy the pope, and
if God spares me I will one day

scripture than the pope him-
self.” The struggles that these
men encountered in restoring
the Bible to the people are cold,
hard facts. They cannot be dis-
puted.

As we read these facts it
seems almost paradoxical that
after having taken the creeds
of the Church of Rome from off
the Bible many of these great
reformers wrote creeds of their
own to take the place of those
that they had destroyed. Many
of these creeds still live and
when one speaks out against
them—as did Luther against
those venerated by the Catholic
Church—he becomes unpopular.
The greatest enifma of our
times is that people become dis-
pleased with one who pleads for
the all sufficiency of the scrip-
tures. @

Is there anything so disgust-
ing as starting to relax on a
lawn, only to find yourself cov-
ered with grass insects?

Ants are our pet hate, be-
cause, not only do they bother
us, but they bite the little
children of our side of town
when they come to play.

Aside from being a nuisance,
ants are an enemy to your lawn.
There are several effective
ways to kill the pests, but our
choice is the commercial cya-
nide balls, dissolved in the re-
quired amount of water and
poured down the hole into the
nest. To protect children and
animals from the poison, dose
the holes at night and cover
with a sack to hold the fumes
down inside the nest. A 5 per
cent chlodane dust, scattered
around the bed will also con-
trol them.

Another pest of the lawn is
the wire worm, the larvae of the
click bettle. Hard-bodied,
brownish yellow worms, about
an inch long, they squirm vio-
lently when picked up. The
wire worm feeds on grass roots
and often bores through into the
crown of the gross clump, caus-
ing it to wither and dry up and
die.

They, like the common grub
worm and the sod webworms
may be readily controlled by
the dusting or spraying of the

Most county cotton growers
are in the last week of early
insect control, which has prov-
ed more popular this year than
ever before. .They have been
extremely busy in recent weeks
getting over the young cotton to
protect it from fruit-destroying
insects.

Dealers who have specialized
in custom application report
that they have been running far
behind orders on spraying, and
have been using as many of the
24 hours in a ,day as has been
practical, in an attempt to catch

llup. Wind has been trouble-
some.
There are several reasons

why the interest in early season
control is so great this year.
One is that the cotton is later
this year than is customary,
and farmers are acutely aware
of the desirability of setting the
earliest fruit possible.

Another is that many of them
are just now getting ‘“‘into the
swim’’' after trying out the pro-
gram sometime du}}ing the last
two years, and have come  to
feel that compared to what the
returns can be, the expense of
an early season sprogram 1s
small.

In this type of program, farm-
ers spray their cotton ‘“by the
calendar” without much regard
for bugs or their numbers. The

This application It is interesting to note that

cattlemen were just as strongly
opposed to having the govern-
ment step in with supports as
are wheat farmers in strongly
favoring continued support.

The poll was taken by the
Western Livestock and Western
Livestock Journal and published
in the June issue. States report-
ed in the poll included Arizona,
California, Colorado, Idaho,
Kansas, Montana, Nebraska,
Nevada, New Mexico, North Da-
kota, Oklahoma, Oregon, Texas,
Utah, Washington and Wyoming.

Six questions offered in the
poll were:

1. Should there be a govern-
ment price suvport program on
beef cattle? Beef men turned
this down 2306 to 326.

2. Should government pay-
ments be made to encourage
sale of shestock? Voting ‘against
were 2115, for 466.

We heard Fred Sims of Black
say the other day that year in
and year out, he thinks a pretty
good cash crop for irrigated
farms of the Plains would be
alfalfa.

This is especially true, he
feels, where a farmer is equip-
ped to cut and bale. the hay
and get it in out of the weather
until after say, the first of the
year, when the market usually
is turning upward.

He points out that the records
of the past few years indicate
that alfalfa would certainly
beat the price being received
for grain crops.

Fred may be right, but there
are a couple of other things to
think about. One is that for
the first time in six or seven
years, most of the cattle feeding
parts of the Southwest now
have adequate moisture, and
can be expected to produce
their own forage, and maybe
even grain.

Also, alfalfa, although a
nitrogen-producing crop and one
of the best land builders avail-
able, is a heavy user of irriga-
tion water. The dry, hot sum-
mer days in the Southwest
mean that the irrigation farmer
really has to ‘“pour it on” to
keep making good hay most
of the season.
