AUSTIN—  (AP) — A new 

piirty which will file its own 
slate of presidental electors 
was organized here Satur­
day by a group of Texas 
anti-Roosevelt Democrats in a closed 
convention.

A spokesman for the meeting re­
leased a formal statement saying 
the convention was called to form 
a party “since the name Democratic 
has been stolen from us by those 
nev/ members of the party who be­
lieve in state socialism.”

The belligerent anti-fourth term­
ers announced their plan of action 
a few hours after the State Supreme 
Court unanimously ruled that 
Roosevelt-pledged electors nominat­
ed by the September State Demo­
cratic convention, and not the elec­
tors chosen at the May convention, 
should be certified for printing on 
the Nov. 7 ballot as the Democratic 
electors.
Statement Issued

The new party’s statement said it 
believed that a large majority of 
Texas people “resent and condemn 
the usurping of the Democratic 
party name by by Communists, big- 
city machine politicians, Bronx ne­
gro politicians and the CIO Political 
Action Committee * *

The May electors were instructed 
by that convention not to vote for 
the national nominees if the na­
tional convention failed to fulfill 
certain conditions. These conditions 
it rejected.

The anti-Roosevelt forces under 
chairmanship of Edgar Townes of 
Houston, with C. C. Renfro of Dal­
las acting as secretary, met imme­
diately after the court’s decision 
was announced.

J. Hart Willis of Dallas, a spokes­
man for the meeting, said that it 
I'.ad not been decided under what 
party name the anti-Roosevelt elec­
tors would be filed with Secretary 
of State Sidney Latham. Monday 
is the last day for such filing.

Willis said it had not been de­
cided what names would be filed. 
The effect of Saturday’s Supreme 
court decision was to expunge from 
the Democratic column the names 
of presidential electors who have 
.«aid they would not vote for Roose­
velt and Truman.

The court simultaneously closed 
its doors to further litigation in the 
matter which has kept the party in 
a turmoil for months, and which 
could be ah important factor in de­
termining the outcome of the na­
tional election.

The Soupreme Court opinion by 
Chief Justice James P. Aiexander 
held that withdrawal of the orig­
inal nominees who would not sup- 

, port the national convention’s ticket, 
and substitution of those would 
by the September' convention, “was 
cleariy a matter within the inherent 
power of the party.”

Gothic Line 
Eliminated 

Americans

ROME—  (AP) — Ameri­
can forces have smashed 
thi'ough the center of the 
German Gothic Line and are 
looking down on the Po Val­
ley of Northern Italy, it was 
di^losed Saturday night, while the 
British Eighth Army on the East 
Coast, fighting out onto the Po 
plains, pushed the Nazis out of 
sti'ategic road and rail positions.

Sid Peder, Associated Press cor­
respondent with the Fifth Army, 
said the exact location of the new 
American positions could not be 
disclosed, but that, “it seems safe 
to say the smash which carried 
Fifth Army troops over some of the 
tallest peaks in Italy to where the 
broad Lombardy plain—at the gate­
way of which lies Bologna—is un­
folded before them, tore the hegrt 
out of the Gothic Line at a point 
where it was probably the deepest.”

Previous reports had put the 
Americans' 28 milSS'South of Bolog­
na at the Soiithern threshold of 
strategic Futa Pass.

The American advance was ram­
med home with one of the heaviest 
artillery concentrations of the war, 
with some German prisoners re­
porting the shellfire had cut some 
of their battalions to as few as 
60 men.

WASHINGTON —(/P)— President 

Roosevelt’s cabinet committee on 
German peace policy has split wide 
open, it was learned Saturday, over 
a plan sponsored by Treasury Sec­
retary Morgentliau for completely 
destroying Germany as a modern 
industrial state and converting it 
into an agricultural country of 
small farms.

Morgenthau’s plan, drawn up 
after his recent return from Euro­
pean battlefronts and England, is 
reported to have had the general 
approval of the President since 
beiore liis Quebec conference with 
Prime Minister Churchill. It has 
failed to win support, however, from 
Secretary of State Hull and is vio­
lently opposed by War Secretary 
Stimson.

Hull, Stimson and Morgenthau 
form the cabinet committee. 
Post-War Planning Stalled

For the first time the dispute 
over the Morgenthau plan has so 
snarled up Treasury, War and State 
Department work on detailed ar­
rangements for post-war control of 
Germany that three-power plan­
ning by this country, Britain and 
Russia on long-range German pol­
icy also has virtually stalled. This 
planning, carried on through the 
European Advisory Commission, has 
been proceeding along lines other 
than those advocated by Morgen­
thau, so far as American leaders 
were concerned.

Roosevelt presented the Morgen­
tliau plan to Prime Minister 
Churchill at Quebec. Morgenthau 
and British Foreign Secretary An­
thony Eden were present. Stimson 
and Hull v/ere not.

Score Of German 
Planes Downed In 
Aiding Skytroops

LONDON—(/P)—At least 27 Ger­

man planes were destroyed in a 
series of dogfights over Holland 
Saturday as a great armada of 
American and British glider-towing 
transports delivered thousands of 
fresh troops and supplies to help 
efforts to relieve tlie “Lost Divi­
sion” in the Arnheim area.

The transports flew through 
blinding flak to accomplish their 
mission.
' The daring trip was carried out 

in the late afternoon t/ith the aid 
of a sudden break in the weather. 
The German radio later warned 
that night bombers, which had been 
hold back for several days by 
weather, were over the Reich again.

A sizeable fleet of RAP Mitchell 
and Boston bombers based in 
Prance joined in the battle for 
bomb-scarred Calais by striking at 
two strong points almost at the 
water’s edge in that city. The re­
turning crews said their bombs 
straddled positions to which the 
Germans were clinging hopelessly 
with their backs to the sea. 
Mc:ditcrrancan Force Hits

The Mediterranean-based forces, 
which have been hitting Hungary 
and Yugoslavia daily, struck in 
medium strength at industrial tar­
gets in Sudetenland, Rome an­
nounced. and also liit railway yards 
in Southern Austria and seven 
bridges in Northeastern Italy.

It was announced also that Mitch­
ell bombers had found the Italian 
cruiser Taranto at the port of La 
Spezia and left her burning fiercely 
from three attacks.

From Cairo it was announced the 
RAP set fire to a 1,000-ton vessel 
at Samos Island in the continuing 
campaign to hamper or prevent 
German evacuation of the Aegean 
Islands.

In Germany fires still burned in 
the Kassel and Munich industrial 
areas as results of Friday’s heavy 
attacks by 1,200 Ani“rlcan heavy 
bombers from the South and West.

Using fragmentation bombs, the 
outfit led by Col. Frederiv Gray of 
Abilene, Texas, silenced 15 guns just 
in time.

“All those cargo planes probably 
would have been knocked down if 
they’d been three or four minutes 
earlier,” Gray declared.

Forlunaie Second Thought
Probably we should rejoice in the report that delegates 

at Dumbarton Oaks decided to give the smaller nations a 
voice in establishing and maintaining peace through in­
ternational co-operation. Actually, we might be a trifle 
aghast to learn that they had strong notions to the con- 
trai’y at first.

It has also been reported— all is reports, leaks and 
rumors from this closed conference— that early drafts of 
the security plan gave power of veto only to the four major 
powers. This would have allowed these powers to requi­
sition facilities and troops from small nations without giv­
ing them a chance to vote on or even discuss the decision. 
Happily, the delegates seem now to have seen the light.

Some engineering problems tend to increase or de­
velop when a small working model is expanded to full- 
scale plant operation. Perhaps the same is true in moving 
the machinery of peace from a national to an international 
scale.

❖
But it is hard to see how the diplomatic mind could 

have departed quite so far from established principles of 
fairness as they seem to have in their first draft of a 
Avorld-wide security union.

That first draft would not have been discernibly dif­
ferent from a move in this country to refuse representatives 
of our less populous states the right to vote on a declara­
tion, of war, and then to draft the soldiers of those states 
for the armed forces.

In short the delegates’ early philosophy was, as one 
of hem is said to have eventually discovered, “ taxation 
without representation.”

Maybe all this is undue worry about something that 
never happened. But it is nevertheless disquieting. It is 
nice to know that the idea of a virtual coalition of big 
powers has been abandoned, and that small nations will 
not be voiceless in any dispute between a small power and 
a great one. Yet it would have been nicer to know that 
the idea never came up.

Here, it seems to us, .is one more argiynent for calling 
off the guard at Dumbarton Oaks and letting the vvorld 
know what goes on there. Otherwise the conferring gov­
ernments must face the certainty that sortie of their citi­
zens will make the suspicious accusation of “ open coven­
ants” arrived at in secret seSsion.

And they will not be able to keep those citizens from 
wondering what, if anything, went on that didn’t leak 
through the secrecy.

Smoke began to trail from the 
plane and it crashed in a nearby 
field. Engineer troops captured the 
pilot, v-.’lio tried to escape. Investi­
gation showed that of the three 
shots fired by Donaldson, two hit 
the sooling system of the plane’s 
motor, and American First Army 
headquarters officially credited him 
with shooting it down.

Anti-aircraft officers said Don­
aldson’s feat was one of the most 
remarkable on record.

Three Nazi Divisions 
Captured At Brest

BREST, PRANCE—(Æ>)—Maj. Gen. 
Troy Middleton, commander of the 
U. S. Ninth Army, announced that 
36,389 Nazis were captured at Brest, 
the second largest prisoner bag of 
the war.

Beaming with satisfaction, Mid­
dleton said three German divisions 
—the 266th Infantry, 343rd Infantry 
and Second Paratroop — had been 
“entirely erased from the troops’ 
list of the German army” in 26 days 
of the bitterest fighting, climaxed by 
the fall of Brest and its harbor last 
Monday.

This was accomplished by the 
Eighth Corps and three infantry 
divisions. The Second. Eighth and 
29th, which took over the cam­
paign after the Sixth Armored Di­
vision bottled up approximately 40,- 
000 Germans on the Brittany Penin­
sula.

Capì, fra n k  Thomas 
Commands Pipe Line 
Consiruciion Crew

■WI’TH U. S. FORCES, PRANCE— 
Hastily constructed pipelines which 
run from gasoline-laden ships to the 
very heart of the fighting fronts in 
Prance are expediting delivery of 
the precious fuel to fast-moving Al­
lied motorized columns.

Among the first of the pipe line 
construction crews to land in prance 
was a group of seven specialists of 
a United States Army Engineer 
Petroleum Distribution Company, 
commanded by Captain Prank G. 
Thomas, 32, of Midland, Texas.

The group of specialists handles 
the job of laying flexible pipes.

“Things are pretty quiet now,” 
said Lt. Joseph R. Penai’d, explain­
ing how the group landed shortly 
after D-Day. “Anti-personnel mines 
were so thick we had to get down 
on our hands and knees to find 
them.
Bulldozers Complete Job

“Mine detectors v/ouldn’t work be­
cause Jerry had buried scrap metal, 
so we just had to feel for the three- 
wire prongs of the S-mine. Finally 
we brought in bulldozers to com­
plete the job, exploding mines in 
our path.

Working through bombing, straf­
ing and shelling, the Engineers for­
ged ahead with their job, laying 
pipelines, setting up storage tanks 
and installing booster pumping sta­
tions along the pipeline. Lieutenant 
Penard explained that the petroleum 
is delivered by the ship’s pumps, 
to shore where the powerful boos­
ter pumps force it on its way to 
storage tanks. Additional pipes car­
ry it fn,m the storage tanks to dis­
pensing points miles away.

The actual laying of lines and 
setting up of tanks and pumps was 
speedily accomplished. Lines were 
laid despite obstacles which slowed 
operations.

Loss of equipment was a serious 
obstacle. In one instance, the steel 
plates for the roof of a tank could 
not be located. The Engineers, how­
ever, located some abandoned Ger­
man steel plate, and with torches 
cut it down to proper size.

Supporting ihe ground forces, 
carrier-based planes carried out a 
raid on Yap, northwest of the Pa- 
laus, against what .was termed “ few 
worthwhile targets.”

Alert patrol vessels sighted seven 
Japanese barges Friday in the nar­
row channel between Peleliu and 
Ngesuebus Islands, sinking ono 
barge and forcing the others onto 
Peleliu beaches where they were 
destroyed in air attacks.
Philippines Declare War

The Japanese-controlled Philip­
pine republic, startled into pre-in­
vasion fears by the lashing carrier 
raids, declared war on the United 
States and Great Britain, "Tokyo 
radio reported. Puppet President 
Jose P. Laurel has been empowered 
by Japan to conscript Filipinos to 
fight for Japan.

Presumably referring to Nippon’s 
elusive fleet, Tokyo boasted that an 
American invasion of the islands 
would give the Japanese a chance 
“with one strategic blow to bring 
complete destruction to the enemy.” 
In the Pacific Island battles to date, 
members of the imperial army have 
been doing all the fighting with lit­
tle or no aid from the fleet.
Third Manila Attack 

A radio broadcast from Berlin, re­
corded by CBS, said a third Ameri­
can attack against Manila took place 
Friday afternoon, adding that “no 
details are yet available.” There has 
been no Allied confirmation to this 
claim.

A communique from Southeast 
Asia headquarters said the British 
14th Army has driven to a point 
seven miles above the important 
Japanese base of Tiddim in Burma 
The enemy launched their drive in­
to India from Tiddim last spring.

Liberators of Maj. Gen. Claire L. 
Chennault’s air force sank an 8,000- 
ton Japanese troop ship in the For 
mosa Straits, while other units 
bombed Hankow, starting fires vis­
ible for 40 miles.

(Continued From Pase 1) 
administration plans “to keep men 
in the Army when the war is over, 
because there might be no jobs for 
them in civil life.”
Attacked Dog

“What,” Roosevelt continued, “the 
very day that this fantastic charge 
was first made, a formal plan for 
the method of speedy discharge of 
the Army had already been an­
nounced by the War Department— 
a plan based upon the wishes of 
the soldiers themselves.”

Roosevelt said Republican leaders 
have carried the attacks against 
his administration even down to 
“include my little dog Fala. UnliUe 
the members of my family he 
resents this.”

The President said as soon as 
Fala heard that “Republican fiction 
writers ’ had made public a story 
that the dog was left behind in the 
Aleutians during the President’s 
Pacific tour and had to be rescued 
by a destroyer at a .cost of $20,000,- 
000, “his Scotch soul was furious. 
He has not been the same dog 
since. X X X I think I have a right 
to object to libelous statements 
about my dog.”

Turning serious again, the Presi­
dent said the Nation’s military 
leaders are not helped by men v;ho 
’without responsibility and without 
knowledge of the facts, lecture the 
Chiefs of Staff of the United States 
as to the best means of dividing 
our armed forces and our military 
resources between the Atlantic and 
the Pacific, between the Army and 
the Navy, and among the com­
manding generals of the different 
theaters of war.”

Replying to Governor Dewey’s 
repeated charge that the adminis­
tration has been unable to solve 
unemployment, the President said 
the keynote of his entire reconver­
sion program can be found in the 
word “jobs.”
Jobs For Most Persons

He said the government will lease 
or dispose of plants and facilities 
on the basis of how they can be 
used best to give jobs to the great­
est number.

He accused Republican leaders of 
bringing into the campaign the 
“propaganda technique invented by 
the dictators abroad x x x that 
technique: You should never use a 
small falsehood; always a big one. 
For its very fantastic nature will 
make it more credible if only you 
keep repeating it over and over 
again.

Republican leaders, he said, now 
are asking the country to forget 
what they used to say about pre­
parations lor defense and for the 
war itself.

These, he declared are the “very 
men” who are now seeking the 
right to conduct the Nation’s for­
eign and military policies.

“There are enlightened, liberal 
elements in the Republican party 
and they have fought hard and 
honorably to bring the party up to 
date and get it in step with the 
forward march of American pro­
gress,” he said. “But these liberal 
elements were not able to drive 
the Old Guard Republicans from 
their entrenched positions.”

Then, accusing the opposition of 
trying to take over credit for the 
social progress of his own admin­
istration, Roosevelt asked “can the 
Old Guard pass itself off as the 
New Deal'?”

“I think not. - . -  - -
“We have all seen many marve­

lous stunts in the circus but not 
perfonning elephants could turn a 
handspring without falling flat on 
his back.”

Mr. Roosevelt poked fun at the 
Republican platform plank which 
he said “accepts the purpose” oF 
the National Labor Relations Act, 
the Wage and Hour Act, the Social 
Security Act and other federal soc 
ial laws.

'Eternal Light' 
Kept Alive In 
Paris Four Years

By NEDVILLE NORDNESS
PARIS —(.!?)— Gen. Dwight D. 

Eisenhower declined to sign the 
honorary register at the Arc tie 
Ti-imphe—because he thought the 
name of Gen. Charles de Gaulle 
should head the post-liberation list.

De Gaulle visited the unknown 
soldier's grave and the eternal light 
Aug. 27 but at that time the book 
still was in its four-year hiding 
place.

It was brought out for the Sep­
tember ceremony when Eisenhower 
I)resented a plaque to the city. The 
committee of the “Keepers of the 
Undying Flame” started the book 
on its way to de Gaulle and then 
will send it to Eisenhower.

In all the years of the occupa- 
 ̂ tion the gas-fed flame was kept 

burning. During the liberation of 
the city a one-legged guard of the 
Arc de Triomphe slept by it to 
prevent vandalism by Germans.

Hitler never officially visited the 
site as popularly supposed, but 
many other German officials did.

On June 14, 1940, when the Ger­
mans entered Paris a general alight­
ed in the Place de la Concorde, 
walked up the Champs Elysees, 
knelt before the grave and made 
the sign of a cross, said Leon Mous- 
sou, vice president of the commit­
tee.
Ordered Flag Down

“Then he turned and asked me if 
we wanted the Germans to keep 
the flame alive,” Moussou said. “I 
told him it was a shame for the 
German flag to pe raised over the 
grave of Prance’s unknowns. The 
general ordered the flag down.’'

Many Men In Thirties 
Volunteer For Service

■WASHINGTON— (?P)—An “unus­
ual number” of men over thirty have 
asked their draft boards recently 
to send them into the armed forces, 
Selective Service said.

Whether to accept such a volun­
teer is an “exti'emely difficult ques­
tion,” he added.

While the number involved was 
said to be not so large as to cause 
serious concern, some local boards 
have been able to fill their quotas 
entirely from volunteers, many of 
them older men.

The statements, by Selective Ser­
vice’s official spokesman, were in 
reply to questions. He said there 
are no statistics to confirm any 
surmise that would-be volunteers 
are influenced by benefits arran­
ged for veterans in the G.I. bill i.f 
rights.

“We are willing to honor your 
dead, but not French civilians,” 
Moussou quoted the Germans as 
saying, nor would they allow the 
French to place the Tricolor upon 
the grave as was done before the 
war.

Germany Facing 
Defeat On All Of 
Reich Boundaries

By KIRKE L. SIMPSON 
.Associated Press War Analyst

The elements of decisive military 
disaster were present for Nazi Ger­
many on four war fronts this 
weekend.

Given good weather to bring the 
full weight of Russian and Allied 
air supremacy into sustained play 
and simultaneous collapse of enemy 
defensive dikes East, West and 
South might come at any moment. 
It would send a flood tide of United 
Nations forces pouring across the 
Rhine and the Vistula and up 
through Italian, Balkan and Hun­
garian gateways in converging stabs 
at the heart of Nazidom.

At the very moment the Battle 
of the Rhine reached its crisis at 
Arnhem in East Central Holland 
there came word of Nazi defeats in 
the East and the South.
Reds In Warsaw'

Russian-Polish colmnns were re­
ported across the Vistula at last 
and in Warsaw itself, insuring the 
fall of the critical central anchor­
age of the German Eastern line. 
Other Red forces were moving into 
the Hungarian plain from the 
Transylvanian Alps, within striking 
distance of the Budapest hub of 
Nazi Southeastern communications.

In Italy the collapse of the 
Gothic front has begun with Allied 
capture of Rimini, its Adriatic bolt 
position. A Blitzkrieg invasion of 
the Po Valley was imminent, to 
bring Allied liberation of all Italy 
and a swift Allied junction with 
the Russians in the Balkan Penin­
sula in sight. A Nazi flight from 
Crete, the islands of the Aegean 
and the Peleponnesus if not all 
Greece, Albania and Southern Yug­
oslavia was credibly reported. 
Balkan Prison Camp

The potentials of a Russian- 
Allied trap that could turn the 
Balkan Peninsula into a prison 
camp or death scene for cut-off 
German forces were too clearly ap­
parent to be ignored by Berlin. 
That had already happened in Es­
tonia, the Baltic States, and in 
Western Holland. It was on the 
verge of happening to Nazi lost 
legions in Finland and Northern 
Norway.

The whole vast sweep of Western 
industrial Germany was close under 
Allied guns as well as air attack 
from the Rhine Delta to the Vosges. 
The last German abandoned garri­
sons in Brittany and Belgium were 
being blasted into submission. A 
Russian steam-roller in the Baltic 
States was grinding Nazi resistance 
to powder. In Western Holland an­
other 100,000 or so Nazis were no 
less lioijelessly trapped.

To cap all these actual and po­
tential military disasters for the 
foe there came from the Allied 
advanced posts on German soil'in 
the West toward the week end press 
intimations of slumping civilian 
morale within the Reich itself.

Funeral services were held Friday 
for Milton L. (Mike) Buffington, 
who was kil:ed in an automobile 
accident near Fort Hueneme, Calif.

April 1942. In 1938, 1939 and 1940 
he starred with the Midland High 
School lootbal teams.

Americans Double 
Their Total Sovings

PHILADELPHIA—(JP) —The Am­
erican public has (ioubled its total 
savings within the past two-and-a- 
half years, a Securities and Ex­
change Commission disclosed.

At the end of 1341, accumulated 
savings in cash and deposits and 
U. S. government securities was at 
the highest point in history, but by 
June 30, 1944, they had increased 
100 per cent to a level of $130,000,- 
000,000—$84,000,000,000 in cash and 
deposits and $46,000,000,000 in gov­
ernment securiti-es. Savings bonds 
accounted for $31,000,000,000.

Brooks Jersey Comes 
From Line Oi Good 
Buiierfat Producers

One of the extremely few four- 
star Jersey bulls of the United 
States is owned by R. O. Brooks 
of Midland. There are only 79 four- 
star bulls in the United States. The 
bull, Volunteer Ginger Standard, 
has a rating of 22 credits.

Brooks bought the animal from 
Mr. and Mrs. John E. Lindow of 
Independence, Oregon. The sire’s 
daughters have an average produc­
tion record of 618 pounds of butter- 
fat annually. His dam's average 
annual production of butterfat is 
551 pounds. The bull’s sire also 
sired the''world’s champion 305 day 
senior three-year-old fat producer. 
Volunteer Bell, Rosalie.

The Brooks bull’s dam has a gald 
medal record of 11,018 pounds of 
milk and 661.58 pounds of butter 
fat for 305 days.

With milk having to be shipped 
into Midland Brooks said increased 
dairy production is needed here, 
and that the way to improve pro­
duction most. economically is by 
building up greater producing 
herds. It costs no more to feed a 
good producer than a poor one. 
Brooks said.

Policies, Work Program

This year’s referendum ballot will 
contain nine planks dealing with 
regional, and national questions. 
Looking first at the territory, the 
WTCC, said the officers, goes down 
the line for the agricultural worker 
by seeking his inclusion in postwar 
social security benefits and by ad­
vocating reduction of lower brack­
ets on federal income taxes to en­
able him to save, conserve and in­
vest. In the reconversion program, 
priority will be sought for farmers 
and ranchers in sale of federal 
housing surpluses. Another reconver­
sion plank urges maintenance of 
the West Texas army camps in 
postwar hospitalization and defense 
plans, because of the area’s unex­
celled climate and facilities for 
training purposes.

On the chamber’s long battle for 
freight rate parity, a proposal will 
be to take Texas’ case direct to the 
U. S. Supreme Court, by suit filed 
in the name of the state, in event 
the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion does not grant full parity for 
all sections in the national rate in­
vestigation now aw'aiting decision 
following seven hearings.

Also proposed is a legislative pro­
gram for tight fiscal control in 
state, county and city budgetary 
practice: for legislative redistricting 
bas"d on the-1940 census: for chang­
ing the formula of passing out schooi 
apportionment funds from a mere 
census basis to actual attendance; 
and for promotion of a $2 million 
two-year state financed and direc­
ted campaign for nationally adver­
tising Texas’ resources, business op­
portunities and potentialities. The 
editorial board of West Texas To­
day, WTCC’s magazine, will have 
regional leadership—the kickoff
role—if this plank carries.

Finally, looking at national post­
war financing, another plank auth­
orizes a campaign before the Con­
gress calling for a total federal 
budget not exceeding $20 billion, 
with abolition of excecss profits and 
capital stock taxes; deduction of 
corporate dividends in determining 
net income for taxation; and w’ith 
income and surtax rates not exceed­
ing 15 per cent in the lowest bracket 
and 60 per cent in the highest.

The regional chamber’s referen­
dum season will reach its climax 
Nov. 8 with convening of its of- 
ficcers, committees and directors 
in a clearancce assembly for final 
action on and canvassing of ballots, 
and for, election of new officers. 
That one-day meeting will be held, 
in the assembly hall of the head­
quarters building, at Abilene, and 
from it will come the organization’s 
policies and program of work for 
1945.

Mrs. Philippus plans to take the 
class to visit the Bombardier School 
on several occasions to let them 
see first hand the operation of 
planes, and ihe airport. She also 
hopes to have officers from the air 
field lecture to the class.
' The students have started a card 

index system  ̂ enabling them to find 
desired information quickly. They 
have received a new card catalogue 
file and they would appreciate any 
material that can be used as avia­
tion aids. The class receives news 
throughout the year from aviation 
companies, keeping up to. date on 
the latest developnients. Reading 
current flying machines is part of 
the required work.

Occa.sionally the class sees a film. 
Tlie school has 24 different films 
ip accompany the course and to date 
students have seen “Men and 
Wings,” on the history of aviation, 
and .“Aircraft Regulations.” Many 
aircraft companies offer motion 
pictures to schools which have pro­
jectors. Mrs. Philippus states she 
hopes tP get a projector after the 
war, so that students may really 
keep up with this rapidly advanc­
ing field.

' ed Collie. Prom Bay Lane Kennels 

with its experiments to Port Royal, 
Virginia, headquarters of Dogs for 
Defense, and later to the Pacific, 
where he trains dogs in jungle 
fighting, LaiTy carries on his work.

INTO THE VALLEY, by John 
Hershey. New York. Alfred A. 
Knoff. 1943, 138 p.

Into The Valley is a record of 
an insignificant incident in a small 
action on Guadalcanal, but one 
which exemplifies how war feels to 
men everywhere. Beyond these fac­
tual essentials, it is a rounded ex­
pression of the sensations and 
emotions of a band of men in a 
valley of death.

GUADALCANAL DIARY, By R i­
chard William ’Tregaskis. New York, 
Random House. 1943, 263 p.

The diary begins on Sunday, July 
26, ’42, on a transport bound for a 
destination still unknown, even to 
the commanding officer of the 
troops aboard. It tells of the fierce 
preparation by Naval guns that 
preceded the landing on Guadal­
canal on August 7th and of the 
landing itself. It describes the oc­
cupation by our forces of the tiny 
seven mile strip, and of our men’s 
magnificent defense of that strip.

WIN’TER’S MISCHIEF, By Mar- 
joi-y Hill Allee. Boston. Houghton 
Miffm Co. 1942, 216 p.

Marjorie Hill Allee’s latest book 
gives an account of the experiences 
at Plainfield. Many strange things 
happen in Girls End, and nearly 

I all of them are credited to Borneo, 
Plainfield’s ghost. He was friendly 
but in years he grew more and 
more dangerous. But in the end it 
was Clemency who had the largest 
part in reducing Borneo to his 
proper status.

THE SHIP, By Cecil Scott For­
ester. New York. Little, Brown and 
Co. 1943, 281 p.

The Ship is the story of a naval 
action in World War II in the 
Mediterranean in which a British 
escort of a Malta convoy engages a 
minor Italian fleet vastly superior 
in everything but brained personnel. 
’The novel projects the picture of 
the action from aboard H.M.S. Art­
emis, a light six-inch gun cruiser.

This story is not typical Forester. 
There is none of the romance and 
swift motion of some of his stories; 
but it is rather a magnificent bit 
of action, observed and set down by 
a magnificent story teller.

Plenty Of Grass 
Is Reported On 
Midland Ranges

Sam Midkiff reports that he has 
plenty of grass on his ranch, as a j 
result of proper stocking this year. 
The range was inspected by the 
Soil Conservation Service, and found 
to be in good condition with an 
abundance of vigorous black grama, 
side oats grama, and buffalo grass 
producing seed. Black grama run­
ners were taking root and buffalo 
grass runners were covering ground 
which was bare last year. Proper 
grazing on a range, Midkiff said, 
will leave plenty of grass to pro­
duce seed and increase the strength 
of the better grasses, which will give 
them a chance to crowd out the 
)30or forage grasses such as needle 
grass, burro grass, and other vmed 
grasses.

Soil and water conservation plans 
were completed this week on the 
farm,s of the A. L. Ware and T. E. 
Bizzell Jr., who were assisted by the 
Soil Conservation Service.

J. G. Bennett and Earl Baxter, 
co-operators with the Martin-How- 
ard Soil Conservation District, will 
plant winter rye on their farms this 
fall. Winter rye can be used for a 
cover crop to keep the soil from 
blowing and will also furnish some 
winter grazing.

S. O. Goiladoy will plant ah acre 
or two of hairy vetch this fall to 
sec if it will grow in Midland Coun­
ty. Tills winter legume has proved 
to be an excellent soil-building crop 
on sandy land, can be grazed for 
temporary pasture or mowed for 
hay, and is a good cover crop for 
controlling wind erosion. If har­
vested for .seed, it is also a good 
money crop.
