LONDON —  (/P) —  Premier-Marshal Stalin announced 

Saturday night that the Red Army had opened its eagerly- 
awaited winter offensive on the Eastern Front, breakin^g 

* through 25 miles toward the heart of Germany on a 3 /- 
mile front in Southern Poland.

Striking powerfully beyond the Vistula River, the 
Russians swept to within 69 miles of industrial German 
Silesia, reaching the Nida River, last big M'ater barrier 
before the Reich frontier. A “ decisive Soviet barrage 
from massed cannon paved the way across the frozen
plains, Stalin said in a spe 
cial order of the day.

Berlin reports said 2,500.
000 Russian troops were 
the move.

The new blow put Germany in a 
giant vise with more than a dozen 
Allied armies striking concertedly 
from east and west.

Overrunning more than 350 places 
in two days, the Russians drove to 
within 36 miles northeast of Kra­
kow and to within 11 miles south­
east of Kielce, threatening to col­
lapse the entire German front be­
tween Warsaw and Krakow.

The northern end of the west­
ward-moving Russian front was 100 
miles south of Warsaw and 45 miles 
w’cst of Sandomierz, Vistula River 
bridgehead base.
Berlin Says “Greatest”

Berlin reports describing the Pol­
ish offensive as “ the greatest of all 
time,” said that two other major 
Soviet offensives had begun — in 

^German East Prussia and Southern 
^Czechoslovakia — accompanied by 

smaller attacks at intervals along a 
600-mile front from Memel in the 
north down to stricken Budapest in 
Hungary, v.’here the German garri­
son appeared to be on its last legs.

Tire German high command offi­
cially termed the Polish offensive, 
launched by Marshal Ivan S. Ko­
nev’s massive First Ukraine Army, 
the “long-expected winter offensiev” 
by which the Russians, hitting from 
the west in concert with Allied 
western blows, hope to crush the 
Reich.

“Stalin’s aim is to shatter tire en­
tire German east front,” said one 
Berlin commentator. “Tire Russiarrs 
are staking all on one card for a 
quick decision,” said airother.

He recalled how tire perimeter al­
ready has closed in on Japan 
through the Marianas, Palau, Leyte 
and Luzon.

“Remember this—Japan is not a 
group of moderately small Islands 
covered with inflammable paper 
houses,' as some people seem to 
think. Japan seized a matchless 
combination of resources in Malaya 
and the Dutch East Indies—nickel, 
tin, manganese, bauzite, rubber and 
oil. She has now had a chance to 
build up reserves.”

If We Need If, Let's Have If
It is regrettable that service in the armed forces of 

one’s country should be regarded as a form of punishment. 
But this idea .seems to have persisted in .some government 
circles almost since the war began.

It has been evident in numerous speeches by the be- 
lectiye Service director. Major Gen. Lewis B. Hershey, a.nd 
in various work-or-fight proposals, one of which is now be­
fore Congre.ss. This bill would induct 4-F.s not presently 
in essential jobs into service under severe punitive re­
strictions. ■

Perhaps the government feels that every 4-F stilly in 
unessential work deserves punishment. But their defec­
tions. may not all be malicious. The rulings on age and 
essentiality have undergone enough alterations and have 
been subject to enough confiusion of interpretation in the 
past as to leave anyone a little bewildered.

The past month’s events in Europe have proved incon­
testably that the armed forces and war industry need man­
power. Re-examination of agricultural deferments is be­
ginning. Later there may be revisions of other occupa­
tional deferments.

But in the meantime a bill is introduced which would 
draft thousands of men under circumstances in many ways 
worse than those in which a war prisoner finds himself 
unle.ss these men immediately find essential work.

In other words, the idea is to make military service of 
one’s country so jail-like and unattractive that there is 
little question but that a man will take the alternative 
course.

The inducted 4-F would be under military discipline 
and, whatever his work, would draw military pay. He 
would not be guaranteed his old job after the war, as other 
-soldiers are. He would get no war insurance, mustering- 
out pay or deferment of debts. He would not be eligible 
for benefits from the Veterans’ Administration for himself 
or his dependents.  ̂ ' :

This seems'a rather heavy club to hold over the heads 
of men who are little different from manj'̂  others in unes­
sential work except that they have some defect medical 
authorities decided would make them unfit for military 
service.

In a war of this magnitude it is risky to try to .supply 
a large conscripted Army and Navy entirely by voluntary 
.service. But if unessential workers must be compelled to 
do their part, why not make the compulsion fairer by ap­
plying the rules to all, rather than only to the physically 
or mentally impaired?

In short, why doesn’t Congress take a long and honest 
look at the national service legislation which they have 
tiptoed around for so long? If we need it, let’s have it—  
for the whole countrv.
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U. S. Changed Income Tax Rules In Middle Of Game On Husbands
By MAX HALL

WA.SHINGTON —i/P)— Congress 
changed the income tax rules in 
the middl^ of "the game for hus- 
Ijands and wives who both receive 
income—and many couples are find­
ing it out with a jolt.

In some instances they are hav­
ing to nay a lot more 1944 tax than 
they expected.

Last April, when a large group 
of taxpayers were filing declara­
tions of estimated tax for 1944, the 
law gave a husband and wife a 
“joint exemption” of $1,200 and per­
mitted them to divide it any way 
they pleased.
Husbands Take Exemptions

Many husbands with “working 
wives” took the w'hole exemption. 
It saved money to apply the whole 
exemption to the larger income and 
thus stay out of higher surtax 
brackets.

But the very next month, Con­

gress passed the individual Income 
tax act of i544.

This law abolished the $1,200 
joint exemption and substituted an 
individual exemption of $500 apiece. 
It said that if husband and wife 
both have income, and file separate 
returns, each has to take his own 
exemption. Thus many April esti­
mates have gone haywire.
Must Obey New Rules

The law doesn’t punish couples 
for following the old rules before 
the law was passed. But it does 
require them to obey the new rules 
in filing new or amended estimates 
now or in filing their final 1944 
income tax returns.

In such cases, the wife gains a 
$500 exemption ,and her tax is re­
duced. She can apply for a refund.

But often—and especially if the 
couple’s income is high—the wife’s 
refund won’t be as much as the 
husband’s tax increase, and the net

result is a larger 1944 income tax 
for the couple.

There’s an additional woe; the 
husband’s larger tax has to be paidlL 
now—or at least before March 15— 
while the wife’s refund may be 
several months coming back.

PenoRy Starts On 
Taxes In February

Tax payers have only 15 more 
days in which to pay city, school 
and county taxes if they wish to 
avoid paying penalty and interest 
lor late payment, J. H. Fine, county 
tax assessor-collector, and Ily Pratt, 
collector of city and school taxes, 
pointed out Saturday.

Citizens who are using the split 
payment plan for paying county and 
city taxes have until June to pay 
the second half of their taxes.

Week's War Events Again Put Allies 
In Favorabie Light On Battlefronts

Plain Talk
Some people have complained, not without justice, that 

War Mobilizer B.vrnea did not go far enough toward urg­
ing an all-out war effort in hi.s first report to the .President, 
Congress and the American people. But at least he de­
livered up some plain and candid talk, a commodity which 
at times has seemed to be rationed in the District of 
Columbia.

Byrnes brought the current picture of our national 
economy into proper focus, avoiding the rosy, light of our 
August optimLsm and the deep shadows of panicky De­
cember despair. In that focus fir.st things came first. Re­
conversion, long over-emphasized, was not condemned or 
blacked out, but scaled in proper proportion to the para­
mount need of war production.

Mobilization and manpower, stabilization and infla­
tion, taxes, labor relations, agriculture, conti’act termina­
tion, surplus property— these and other war-horn or war- 
treatment. In fact, B.vrnes touched on almo.st every vex­
ing subject except foreign policy.

And that subject was taken up by President Roosevelt 
at his press conference that day after the Byrnes report 
was made public. What the President said was comfort­
ing, in a general sort of way. He was arch and banter­
ing with the assembled press, as is his frequent custom.

He told the reporters that differences among the great 
powers, important or unimportant, were necessary. He 
said there was no way to bring Rus.sia, Britain and the 
United States any closer except to install their govern­
ments in a common capital.

He suggested that one should avoid loud talking on 
differing interpretation of common principles of policy, 
just as one should avoid loud talk about a person’s indi­
vidual interpretation of the Ten Commandments. But he 
did not reveal any specific reactions to recent specific 
crises in Europe.

Premier Stalin has been specific on occasion, notablv 
m reg-ard to Yugoslavia and Poland. Prime Minister 
Churchill has given detailed explanations of his position 
on a variety of matters, from liquidation of the British 
Empire to the make-up of the Italian government and the 
civil war in Greece.

In the wake of this there has grown un in this countrv 
an iiigent desire for ‘loud talk” whicL has transcended 
aomestic politics and crossed party and intra-party lines 
More recently urgent demands for specific statements on 
American policy have come from Britain.

Perhaps Roosevelt’s silence and apparent lack of con­
cern conceal a plan of his own for reconciling admitted 1 
differences at the coming meeting of the ‘ ‘Big Three.” 
Perhaps his special information leads him to believe that 
the geneial anxiety is unnecessary. But in either cas  ̂
the public’s obvious desire for a little plain talk of the 
Byrnes variety does not seem unreasonable.

Events of the war on both sides 
of thi world are moving at a pace 
that helps erase the gloom cast 
over the Allies at Christmas by the 
German break-through in Belgium.

Developments have left the net 
result of the year-end period heav­
ily weiglited in Allied favor against 
both Germany and Japan although 
the full I'ckoning' was yet to be 
made as concerned Germany.

The reduction of the Belgian 
bulge was the high-light of the 
war in Europe except for a G irman 
report confirmed by Marshal Stalin> 
that the Russians had launched 
their long awaited main winter of­
fensive in Poland. The Germans 
also said the Russians are attack­
ing on the East Prussian front. 
Little Doubt Now

There was little doubt that now 
the Russians have .swung their 
powerful Wliite Russian armies of 
the center into action. Allied lead­
ership in tile west would strain 
every nerve not only to throw the 
foe back in Belgium but to regain 
tile offensive stride temporarily lost 
in meeting the German counter­
attack.

Where and how that will develop 
is yet to be revealed as is the un­
questionably heavy price the Ger­
mans have iraid in men and equip­
ment to buy a brief let up in Al­
lied pressure on the Roer or else­
where in the west. The strain on 
Nazi reserves to meet .simultaneous 
Russian and Allied attacks or op­
erations in Italy can be imagined. 
It bids fair to leave German lines 
in the west seriously thinned down 
with little prospect that gaps in 
tin ranks can be filled adequately 
for defensive let alone offensive 
purposes.
MacArthur’s Le.Tp

Across the Pacific the startling- 
fact of the week was that General 
MacArthur’s troops had made the 
leap to Luzon under a vast air 
umbrella and backed by a display

of naval strengtli in virtually home 
waters of Japan. The landings in 
Lingayen Gulf caught the ' enemy 
completely by surprise, the Ameri­
can commander reported. Within 
48 hours a fully equipped army had 
poured over Lingayen beaches and 
its patrols were racing down the 
roads to Manila meeting relatively 
insignificant resistance except from 
the north. They were fanning out 
rapidly to sweep the whole \vidth 
of the valley lands that run down 
to the shore of Manila Bay. Ameri­
can planes swept on ahead blasting 
reads, bridges, enemy road traffic 
and supply dumps to confuse his 
attempt to rally for a stand.

The real battle of Luzon was yet 
to be joined but it was clear even 
from distorted Japanese radio ac­
counts that the enemy had been 
caught badly off balance with the 
bulk of his Luzon garrison south, 
not north, of Manila. It was also 
certain that under the blistering- 
attack by carrier borne planes of 
the massive American fleets must­
ered nov/ in the China Sea itself 
his hope of reinforcements or of 
even air int-si-vention from northern 
staging bases like Formosa was slim. 
His initial attempts met with dis­
aster, with American forces inflict­
ing- heavy ship losses.

Of the tw'o contre versai topics 
most discussed in pre-session pre­
dictions, only legislation dealing 
with the University of Texas has 
made its appearance. The other 
possible explosive issue, labor, had 
not yet been injected.

Next week, final formalities nec­
essary before the real business of 
law’ enactment starts will be rap­
idly disposed of. First come offi­
cial canvas of votes in the govern­
or’s and lieutenant governor’s race 
in the general election. This will 
be followed by simple inauguration 
ceremonies for Gov. Coke R. Stev­
enson anl Lieut. Gov. Jolni Lee 
Smith. Then Speaker Claud Gil­
mer of the House will complete his 
roster of committees—probably by 
Wednesdaj;—and the session will 
be wheeling along in high.
Enacted One Bill Anyway

One bill was finally enacted dur­
ing the first week—the customary 
appropriation of funds to defray 
expenses of the session. While this 
sum ultimately will run to a mil­
lion dollars, the initial bill provided 
for the expenditure of $350,000. The 
Senate set a record for legislative 
dispatch by passing a bill taking 
time limits off cold storage of wild 
game, and sending it to the house.

Submission of the names of six 
men named by Gov. Stevenson as 
regents of the University of Texas 
w'ill likely come before the Senate 
during the session’s second week. 
They first will be considered in 
committee, then by the Senate as a 
whole. Both sessions will be exec­
utive, and no public fireworks there­
fore are anticipated.
University Bill

Introduction by Sen. A. M. Aiken, 
Jr., of Paris, ’of a bill which would 
radically change the university’s 
administrative setup will give the 
legislature opportunity to speak its 
mind, and presumably the minds 
of the people of the state, on this 
question.

Under Aiken’s proposed law, de­
tails of administration would be left 
specifically to the president; the 
board of regents would be limited 
strictly to a function of policy-mak­
ing.

The Aikin bill also sets up a stat­
utory method for the discharge of 
factulty members, writing the ques­
tion of tenure into the laws of the 
state. It provides how a factulty 
member may be discharged upon 
the recommendation of the presi- 
lent, and regardless of the recom­
mendation. The bill, incidentally, in­
cludes Texas A. and M. College and 
all other state colleges.

Thusfar, Aikin’s bill was the 
only measure to be introduced 
bearing upon the university situa­
tion. Sen. G. C. Morris of Green­
ville announced he would support 
it. Both he and Aikin were mem­
bers of the Senate committee that 
investigated the university row that 
led to Dr. Rainey’s discharge, and 
to the designation of three regents.

Gov. Stevenson has indicated he 
is satisfied with the present laws 
governing administration of the 
University. He told his press con­
ference that had he felt a change 
desirable, he would have indicated 
so in his message to the legislature.

tion forces on Luzon. The locale of 
these aerial smashes is across the 
China Sea, about 1,000 miles south­
west of the American beachheads on 
Luzon’s Lingayen Gulf.

The Naval fliers also hit other 
Tndo-China coastal areas destroying- 
38 enemy aircraft including a score 
of flying boats and seaplanes. Over 
Saigon they shot down 10 out of 18 
Japanese interceptors and bagged 
eight more to the north. They left 
large lires burning in tlie Saigon 
area.

Nimitz said the Third Fleet, sup­
posedly operating within range of 
Japanese airfields in Indo-China, 
suffered no damage.

The admiral issued a new box 
score on the Third Fleet’s Monday 
raid on Formosa—at least 33 ships 
sunk and 80 damaged, 37 planes de­
stroyed and 61 damaged.

The Japanese continued to claim 
victories for their suicide airmen 
in attacks on American shipping off 
Luzon near Lingayen Gulf. Their 
extravagant claims, unverified by 
U. S. source, was that 31 American 
ships were sunk during tlie five days 
ending Jan. 10, and that 40 per 
cent of another Yank convoy of 50 
transports and 250 landing barge.s 
was sunk or damaged. Tliey said 
an American battleship was sunk 
by a submarine to the west of Lu­
zon.

A new British landing on Burma’s 
west coast facing the Bay of Bengal 
was reported by Allied Southeast 
Asia Command headquarters. In­
dian troops, under cover of naval 
and aerial bombardments, establish­
ed a beachhead on Myebon .Penin­
sula in Hunters Bay, 32 miles from 
Akyab, despite Japanese artillery 
and machinegun fire.

In China, near Burma’s eastern 
frontier line, the Chinese, battling 
to reopen the Burma Road, repulse:! 
Japanese counterattacks and drove 
the invaders westward in the sector 
southwest of Wanting. The Chinese 
high command claimed the Japan­
ese were suffering heavy losses in 
both men and equipment.

Texas Ranges Belter 
Than Average Despite 
Extended Cold Snap

AUSTIN— —Texas ranges were 
in better than average condition on 
Jan. 1, although there was some 
shortage of green stuff because of 
December’s continued cold in the 
northern section of the state, the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture said Saturday.

The seasonal decline during De­
cember was more pronounced than 
usual. While most areas have good 
range feed and adequate supplies 
of grain and roughage, winter 
v/eeds and grass were making slow 
growth. There was a scarcity of 
green feed in most districts. Small 
grain pastures were becoming de­
pleted in parts of the Panhandle 
and curtailed generaily by freeze 
damage. Moisture conditions, how- 
over, were favorable and only a 
short period of warmer weather 
wag needed to promote good growtli 
of winter weeds, grass and small 
grains.
In Good Flesh

Cattle were m good fiesli. The 
reported condition on Jan. 1 of 81 
per cent was 5 points above a year 
ago, and the same as the 20-year 
average. Cold, wet weather has 
caused some shrink, particularly in 
cattle that were grazing on w'heat 
pastures. Grain and roughage sup­
plies were considered adequate in 
most areas if the remainder of tlie 
winter is not unusually .severe.

Sheep and lambs were in good 
condition. On Jan. 1 they were at 
84 per cent, compared with 79 per 
cent a year ago and 83 per cent 
20-year average. Moisture condi­
tions were favorable in most of the 
sheep country. More ewes liave been 
bred to lamb in February than 
usual.

Lt. William R. Galt, Ground 
Safety Officer at Midland Army 
Air Field, has announced that the 
ground safety contest for the Jan­
uary, February and March period 
is now under way at the bombardier 
base under a new setup which pro­
vides for the participation of every 
individual on the post in accident 
prevention.

Ths aim of the ground safety 
committee during the current period 
in the contest is to get through a 
full month with no disabling acci­
dents among either military or ci­
vilian personnel. With this end in 
view rules have been reorganized so 
that eventually everyone will be 
called upon to serve for a time on 
the safety committee in his depart­
ment. It is felt that accident pre­
vention will be closer to home for 
all if everyone has to serve on the 
committee. Safety problems will be 
the concern of every individual at 
MAAF as the committees change 
from time to time.
Established Good Record

In their efforts to eliminate or 
reduce accidents, occupational haz­
ards, and personal injuries to both 
civilians and military personnel, the 
Ground Safety Conunittee, with the 
cooperation of everyone on the 
post, has established a good record 
during the opening months of the 
safety contest. Time lost through 
accidents among both military and 
civilian personnel has been cut 
since the start of the contest as 
MAAF has moved into second place 
in the Central Flying Training 
Command in the accident frequency 
rate among civilian employees and 
into the top twenty among the 
militai’j’.

Keeping everyone safety con­
scious every day has been one of 
the primary aims of the committee 
since the start of the contest. Vig- 
iial displays, signs, posters, commit­
tee meetings, and safety contest 
publicity have kept accident pre­
caution and safety precaution in 
the mind and before the eyes of all 
MAAF personnel.

No precautionary measure has 
been considered too small, no 
change too insignificant in the pre­

vention of accidents. Parking and 
speeding laws have been established 
and violators apprehended; rules 
for pedestrain traffic have been 
posted; the bus stop has been 
moved to a spot more in keeping 
with accident prevention; the tele­
phone number of the fire house 
has been placed near every tele­
phone on the ix)st.

■Various precautionary steps have 
been taken with tools and equip­
ment; a safety check book has been 
added to the body of battery carts 
to hold up tongue handles; switches 
on saws have been moved to less 
hazardous positions.

Thus the safety campaign goes 
on. And just as the price qf liberty 
is eternal vigilance, the price of 
safety is eternal care.

FDR's Critics To Reopen Foreign 
Policy Quarrel This Week Despite 
Efforts Being Made To 'Soft Pedal'

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Critics of 

President Roosevelt intend to re­
open Senate discussion of foreign 
policy this week despite adminis­
tration attempts to soft pedal this 
issue now.

Senator Wheeler (D-Mont) said 
he plans a speech on international 
affairs by midweek at the latest.

There is evidence that some an­
swer will be forthcoming, though 
.Secretary of State Stettinius is not 
likely to reply as he did to a prev­
ious Wheeler demand for abandon­
ment of the unconditional surren­
der policy toward the Axis. Stet­
tinius said Wheeler spoke for the 
“discredited few.” The Montanan 
commented that telegraphic and 
mail response showed the secretary 
was Wrong.
Connally Doesn’t Object

Meanwhil"', Senator Connally (D- 
Texas) chairman of the Foreign 
Relations Committee, cognizant of 
the furore created by his original 
proposal to hold down discussion, 
told reporters he had no objection 
to “legitimate debate.”

“There seems to be some mis­
understanding as to my suggestion,” 
the foreign relations chairman said. 
“What I meant to imply was that 
in view of the pending meeting of 
President Roosevelt with Prime 
Minister Churchill and Premier 
Stalin, the situation is quite deli­
cate and anything disturbing it 
would not be in the imblic interest.

“ I merely meant to ask that dis-

Hatch and Senator Ball (R-

an affirmative statement of foreign 
policy in a resolution, partly be­
cause they fear such an action 
might bring on controversial debate 
while President Roosevelt is in con­
ference with Prime Minister ChEv- 
chll and Premier Stalin.

It is 15 miles northeast of 
Plains, eight miles due north of 
same operator’s No. 1 McLane, 
now drilling under 7,639 feet, in 
lime, and is about five miles 

I southeast of Honolulu’s No. 1-5 
Hudson, just over the line in 
Cochran County, which indicated 
production ^̂ about two and one- 
half miles southwest of the 
Slaughter field.

B-29 Alarm Can 
Horn In To Save 
Lives In Peacetime

By FRANK CAREY 
AP Science Writer

WASHINGTON—A kind of high­
flying burglar alarm is among the 
life-protecting mechanisms in our 
B-29 Superforts.

The alarm is a warning horn 
which sounds automatically if 
pressure inside the special pres­
surized cabins of the big bomb­
ers falls below a safe level.

Cannon shell or flak, ripping j 
holes in the cabin’s walls, would i 
cause a rapid pressure loss. If the 1 
men didn’t adjust oxygen masks ; 
quickly, they’d be overcome.

Brigadier General Charles R. 
Glenn, the deputy air surgeon, . in 
a report in tlie Medical Annals of 
the District of Columbia, says the 
automatic warning horn gives 
crewmen the tip-off on when to 
slap on their masks.

“Crew members,” he writes, 
“are • trained to hold their breath 
and to put on their oxygen ma.sk 
when the horn sounds. The masks 
are carried hung over their shoul­
ders at all times during pressur­
ized flight.”

The Army Air Forces have de­
veloped special “pressure masks” 
which deliver 100 per cent oxy 
gen to a man and enable him to 
carry out normal duties for a half 
hour or more at the tremendous 
heights of 45,000 to 50,000 feet.

They are not a substitute for 
cabin pressurization, but they’d 
tide a man over an emergency pe­
riod when the pressurized cabin 
has been damaged.

These pressiu'e masks are dis­
tinguished from the “demand” 
type of oxygen mask wdth which 
the flier gets (pure oxygen deliv­
ered to him as he inhales. The 
latter system is effective up to 
about 40,000 feet.

At 40,000 feet or over, special 
pressure is required to force oxy­
gen from the lungs into the blood 
stream.

Food For Europe
Since UNRRA hasn’t 'time for the 

usual tost plantings of .seeds and 
nursery stocks being sent to relieve 
liberated farmers cf Europe, “clim­
atic analogues” are being used in­
stead to eliminate possibilities of 
crop failures. This is a close com­
parative study of European and 
American climatic maps, based on 
the theory that areas in the two 
continents that are alike in then- 
weather, particulrly - during the 
growing season, offer good hope 
that transferred crop.s between 
‘'climatic analogues’ will do as 
well there as here.

Attractive Mae Peterson Thompson, who abaiidone:i the o^era stage 
at the height of her international career 20 years ago, was a visitor in 
Midland last week and revealed that her husband and her flowers are 
now her main interest.

She retired from the opera following her marriage to “my red-head”— 
Col. Ernest O. Thompson of the State Railroad Commission.

It took the Queen of Rumania to bring them together, even if the 
girl was from Osgosh, Wisconsin, and the boy from Amarillo, Texas.

MALMEDY, BELGIUM — (-P) — 

Three Belgian women lay moaning 
in the w’reckage of an air-raid shel­
ter that,had received a direct hit— 
their legs pinned under heavy beams 
and tons of debris.

Into the shelter crawled an Am­
erican soldier—T-4 Frank E. Palco, 
20, of Roth, ’Va., a medic who had 
.gone to the front lines after only 
one week of first aid training.

Using a pair of surgical scissors, 
Palco — w'hose previous experience 
had included nothing more serious 
than bandaging shrapnel wounds— 
amputated five of the women’s 
hopelessly shattered legs. One wo­
man died of shock. The other two 
will live.
All He Had

“The scissors weren’t very good 
instruments fo rthe’ job,” said Palco 
in telling the story, “but they were' 
all I had.”

As quickly as he finished freeing 
each woman in the darkness of the 
wrecked shelter, lighted only by 
feeble gleams from one shaft, Sgt. 
Julian Trimeyer, Portsmouth, Ifa., 
helped him carry her to a waiting- 
jeep ambulance outside.

T* was impossible 
to free them. I gavC .̂ier some mor­
phine and went to work. I had to 
take both legs off.”

In another part of the shelter 
was the third woman. Palco had to 
crawl through a tunnel of derbis to 
reach her. She was old, with white 
hair. Both legs were badly broken.

“I saw right away that I would 
have to take both off,” Palco con­
tinued. “She was conscious and very 
brave, but she was pretty far gone. 
I gave her morphine and as soon as 
it took hold 1 worked as fast as I 
could with those scissors.”

Palco gave un.a job some tirne ago 
in rear headquarters, to volunteer 
lor battle duty as a machlnegunner. 
Six weeks ago he stepped forward 
in answer to an emergency call for 
medics in his outfit.

For why should we 
expect a nurse to give up good pay 
and a comparatively soft life to go 
into service for less money and the 
prospect of facing hardship, dan­
ger, and even death, if other folks 
feel no need to make sacrifices?

Every man or woman who has 
ever belittled or ridiculed or ma­
ligned women in uniform Is re­
sponsible, too. Such talk can’t 
help but hurt the results of any 
of the drives recruiting nursese. 
Rights Ignored

Every family is responsible who 
has said to a nurse daughter 
wanting to become an anny or 
navy nurse: “We’d, worry our­
selves to death about you; and 
besides you can do just as much 
good right here at home.”

Everyone' of us -who through­
out the war has assumed that 
women are not bound, as are men, 
to serve their comitry in time of

war wherever they are needed 
is responsible. And every “back 
to the home for women after the 
war’ ’advocate is responsible. For 
why should women feel duty 
bound to pinch hit. when the go­
ing gets tough, if their rights as 
citiz">ns are to be ignored later?

Let’s not blame the nurses alone 
for the fact that nurse recruit­
ment in the services is lagging. 
We shouldn’t, expect more of 
them as a group than of civilians 
in general.

A bricklayer 
I know, named Jason Kittle. A 
good man and a good workman. 
He’s been in the jail for two 
months, and today I take him out.” 

“ What was his crime?” Mason 
seemed somewhat bewildered. 
“Was it nothing but owing debts?” 

“That’s all,” was the reply. “ He 
owed four pounds and some shill­
ings.”

When they had reached the 
Commons—the square where the 
city hall now stands— the Major 
pointed to a dark, bleak, bare 
building and told his companion 
lliat it was the debtors’ prison. 
“The man I’m taking out is a good 
workman, as I’ve told you. He 
helped build one of my liouses. 
A few months ago he fell from 
a house and injured himself so 
that he was laid up for weeks. 
When ho got well at last, and was 
ready to go back to work, he owed 
some money, mostly for provi­
sions and rent. Ho couldn’t pay 
and his creditors cent him to 
prison.”

“How could lio bo expected over 
to pay ills debts it’ ii,o is kept in 
jail and is not allowed to work?” 

“The quesUon ytui ask,”  the 
Major replied, “ is tlio erscnce of 
tlin wliole filing. They jail a man 
because i\e i.s unable to pay liis 
debts and fix it so he will never 
be able to pay l.liem.”

“But i should think that the 
government would object to feed­
ing these p.risoners,” said Mr. Ma­
son.

“The govarnment doesn’t feed 
them, nor does it clotlio them. 
The creditor who ha.s the man put 
in jail must pay a fc'.v pennies a 
day for his support wliilc he is 
in prison, but it is not enough to 
keep him alive, so the prisoners 
depend on the charita’ole pu’ulic 
to send them food and clothes.

“ I arranged yesterday with 
Jason Kittle’s creditors. I paid 

i them not only all he owes them

but also various charges and fees, 
and got a release from them. To­
day he’ll be released and I’ll see 
that he gets work to do. Then 
he can repay me a little at a time.”

^H ERE were no cells in the debt­
ors’ prison. It consisted of a 

large room with 50 or 60 men in 
it. All the men were shabby, un­
kempt and hungry-looking. A 
fire of logs was burning in .a vast 
chimney at one end of the room. 
A few tables and lickety chairs 
were in the place. The pallets on 
which the men slept were rolled 
up against the wall, all except 
three or four. On these men were 
lying. The prostrate men .seemed 
very ill, all of them.

He 
was a wan, norvous-looking man 
in a shabby but decent suit of 
clothes—tlie long trousers of tlio 
workingman, the stout shoes, the 
checkered shirt—so soiled that it 
looked black, and a coat of coarse 
gray wool.

The dirt is sent in from a well, or i 
different types of dirt from differ- i 
ont sections of the ground. They spe!c' 
the dirt, label the depth, and well ' 
from which the dirt was brought, i 
Then it is sent to skilled geologists 
to dct'rmine whether there is any : 
oil in the well or near the location ' 
of the well.

Clothing Classes 
Learn To Identify 
Fibers By Testing

In connection with teaching the 
first year clothing students to iden­
tify the five major fibers, which are 
cotton, linen, rayon, silk, and wool. 
Miss Helen Stewart had the stu­
dents make several tests on the fi­
bers last week.-
. One te.st was this: A sample of 
each fiber was burned in a porcelain 
dish, and the fiber was determined 
by the odor, the appearance, and 
the residue.

Another test was to place samples 
of materials in porcelain dishes and 
pour a solution of hydrochloric acid 
over the samples. The silk and wool 
materials were completely dissol­
ved and the cotton, linen, and ray­
on samples were weakened but not 
dissolved. This same test was re­
peated with a solution of lye, and 
the same results were obtained.

The girls then tore the different 
materials to see what kind of noises 
the materials made, and how the 
torn edges were affected—whether 
they were smooth, ragged, or curly. 
Then the students placed the torn 
materials under a microscope to see 
the differences in the fibers. ’They 
drew what they saw through the 
microscope and compai-ed their 
sketches to illustration in books.

Nine­
teen different things, including 
temircraturc, types of clouds at 
three different altitudes, wind di­
rection and velocity, barometric 
pre.ssure, precipitation, etc., must be 
written in aspace smaller than a 
dime. /

AVhCn information from the 
three hundred w'eather stations in 
tire United States has been plotted 
on 'a weather map, the meteorolo­
gist can tell the present type of 
weather at any point in the United 
States and forecast the kind of 
weather for the next twenty-four 
hours.
Studied Clouds

The Aviation students have al­
ready studied clouds and their im­
portance in foretelling storms and 
weatlier changes.

Fogs, winds, warm and cold fronts, 
thunderstorms, cyclones, and hur­
ricanes have been covered in de­
tail.
