LONDON— (/P)— The Russians have torn open sectors 
of the German front east of Berlin and Marshal Ivan 
Konev’s First Ukrainian Army has launched another pow- ,
erful offensive across the Neisse in a drive to link up with dir vai ,
the U. S. third A n «-, the German High Command an- 
nolinced Tuesday.

An afternoon German broadcast declared Russian 
tanks were in action “east of Eberswalde,” only 20 miles 
northeast of Berlin, on the’-’ 
main highway and railroad
to Stettin.

Earlier tire Germans said Soviet 
airborne troops had landed less 
than 23 miles from the Reich capi­
tal.

Transocean said a clean break- 
llirough by the Russians toward' 
Berlin had been prevented.

"At some ijoints the iront was 
torn open, but later these points 
were sealed off and some of them 
were narrowed,” the propaganda 
agency added.
Imnosed Security Silence

The German high command im- 
])osed a security silence on naming 
IJlaces or details on the Berlin 
front, the agency said, indicating 
tire situation was considered criti­
cal.

Konev was attacking along a 33- 
mlle front from Forst to Rothen- 
burg. near the Saxony border.

Saying sections of the Berlin 
front had been ripped open, the 
German command declared they 
v/ere "closed again in fierce coun­
terattacks.’’

The Germans said Konev sent 
his forces across the Neisse at two 
point.'. At the southern end of his 
attack front, the enemy declared, 
Konev plunged to Niesky, 48 miles 
northeast of Dresden and 75 miles 
from the U. S. Third Army van­
guard attacking toward tliat great 
city.

On the nortliern end, Konev 
struck forward 2’-i miles from 
Muskau at the Neisse toward 

' Spremberg.
The Neisse River offensive, said

The Germans also admitted new 
retreats in Austria and Moravia.

PARIS— (7P)— The Germans launched a heavy attack Tuesday on the Ninth Army’s 
Elbe bridgehead pointing towards Berlin, but the fijTiericans beat off the attack with­
out losing ground.

To the south, the Third Army captured the big Saxony rail center of Plauen, in ef ­
fect bisecting Germany, and beat down the last six miles to the Czechoslovak border.

More than half of Germany was conquered, 101,000 square miles uiuier Allied and 
Russian banners and 84,000 square miles remaining to the Germans.

The Germans attacked Lt. Gen. William H. Simpson’s five-mile deep Elbe bridge­
head in the Barby sector 52 miles southwest of Berlin with 2,000 infantrjmien and 30

TULSA, OKLA. — (47 — United 
States crude oil production for the 
week ending April 14 hit another 
all-time high, 4,801,800 barrels daily 
or 19,500 barrels above the previous 
high of March 24.

The increase was 19.700 barrels 
more than la.st week’s figure.

“Lend-lease," he said, "will be 
carried on until the unconditional 
surr'-nder or complete defeat of 
Germany and Japan.”

The signing was witnessed by 
Secretary of State Stettinius, Chair­
man Connally (D-Texas) of the 
Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee, Senator Vandenberg (R-Mich),

If these incredible things came to pass, the results 
would be catastrophic. There would be a great cry for 
calling the whole thing off. Cynicism would fall like a 
pall over most of the world, and many disillusioned coun­
tries (this one surely among them) would probably retire 
into bitter isolation.

And vet these impossible things actuallj'- took place 

during what has come to be regarded— and rightly so, in 
the perspective of historv— as one of the memorable oc­
casions in the history of democracy, the American Consti- 
tutio)ial Convention of 1787.

To recall at this time something of the proceedings of 
that convention, -f^xmiliar as the story may be, is not to 
reaffirm the odiousness of comparisons or to disparage 
the Founding; Fathers, but to find some reassurance out 
of the nast of the victory of .good will over human frailty.

Delo'.'‘ates of 1787 were truly the landed gentry, and 
George Washington was the richest among them. They 
did exclude press and public.

They even, in the midst of a deadlock, refused Benia­
min Franklin’s sug.gestion that clergymen be called in to 
m-av for divine guidance, for fear that the public might 
iVel wind of the convention’s difficulties.

Delegates came to Philadelphia full of sectional pride 
and jealousy. It took some of them longer to ffet to the 
convention than the most remote delegate will require 
1his month to reach San Francisco. They met to amend 
ihe AHicles of Confederation. But there grew up among 
Uiem the audacious idea of dojng somethin.g new and, by 
17^7 standards, impossible.

Thev were distrustful of democracy almost to a man, 
thou.gh in varying degrees.. Most of Ihem originalh' con­
ceived of the Senate as a body .which, as Robert Morris 
.'•nid, “.should love to lord it through pride.’ ’ They spent 
four hot summer months of bitterness, bickering and com- 
I'l'omi.so. They did not expect perfection and they did not 
.■ichieve it.

P>ut it the delegates at San Francisco make as good a 
.‘-•lai't." ■•iftcr their own sessions in inevitable-disagreement 
end discouragement, they can face the world and the 
future without .shame or apology.

Siaie Full Employment Bills
Movements to introduce in state legislatures full em­

ployment bills patterned closely on the national full em­
ployment bill introduced in Congress by Senators Murray 
of Montana, Wagner of New York, Thomas of Utah and 
O’Mahoney of Wyoming, are being watched in Washing­
ton with closest interest.

California is leading off this procession, with a .state 
full employment bill sponsored by the 36 Democratic mem­
bers of the -state legislature. Accompanying the California 
bill is a resolution memorializing Congress to pa.ss a na­
tional full employment bill as a necessary companion piece 
of legislation to the proposedl^state law.

A similar bill is expected to be introduced in the New 
York State legislature in the near .future, and from advices 
and inquiries received in Washington from various state 
capitals, there may be other state law-making bodies con­
sidering such measures this, year, when 44 of the 48 are 
in session.

The California bill follows closely on the pattern of the 
jiresent full employment bill introduced in the U. S. Sen­
ate, with the one important exception that it makes the 
in'imary responsibility for supporting maximum employ- 
inent a function of the state government, and calls on the 
federal government to supplement the state aid only to 
the extent that the state government is not able to meet 
its unemployment problem for its own citizens.

HOUSTON—(/P)—The annual re­
port of the Humble Oil and Refin­
ing Company to its stockholder-s 
levealed the company 'experienced 
a record business in 1944.

Net income for the year was $60,- 
625,774, compared with .$45,711,511 
in 1943. Taxes totaled $49,300,000.

Net crude oil production of 112,- 
930,000 barrels was 30 per cent over 
1943 and 10 per cent over 1942. 
Humble Pipe Line Company deliv­
ered 214,000,000 barrels through 
main lines, compared with 165.700,- 
000 in 1943. Refinei’y crude runs to 
stills were 82,600,000 barrels, and 
the output of critical petroleum 
war products .showed a gain of 50 
pei- cent over the large volume in 
1943.
Provide More Oil

An extensive exploratory and de­
velopment program in 1944, the re­
port states, probably pi-ovided no 
more oil than required to offset 
production.

the worst shortages may corns after 
victory in Europe.

Some of the really troublesome 
shortages— the day-to-day needs 
that worry housewives and cause 
hours of hunting in the stores—in 
shirts, slioe.s, house dresses, chil­
dren’s overalls and infants’ under- 
things, are likely to be worse be­
fore they are better, come 'V'-E Day 
or not.

The War Production Board right 
now is wondering whether to start 
a big nev.' campaign to patch, save 
and wear out.
Fewer Shoes

Fewer shoes will be made in the 
next several months because of deep 
now cuts ne\vly imposed on leather 
supplies for civilians. WPB wants 
manufacturers to make 150,000,000 
pairs of fabric-and-rubber substi­
tutes, but the manufactiu’ers gen­
erally are not eager to do it. It 
would require some conversion of 
machinery.

The shortages are not confined 
to clothing. Automobile batteries 
are scarce right nov/, for instance, 
and a 40 per cent drop in manufac­
ture this month was averted only 
by dipping into the country’s de­
pleted lead stock pile.

Lumber will be scarce for months. 
So will paper, photo film and many 
otlier tilings. Supply of those items 
cannot • be imnroved for some time 
after 'V'-E Day.

As a member of CCC, he has for 
some time engaged primarily in 
teaching Chinese troops the meth­
ods of modern warfare.

Captain Jorgensen was presented 
with the Chinese Grand Star of 
Honor Medal for outstanding and 
distinguished service rendered by 
liim to the Republic of China and 
to the Chinese armj', upon recom­
mendation of the Chinese general 
officer commanding a unit with 
which the American was on duty 
for an extended period.

Jorgensen is a graduate of the 
Univer.sity of Nebraska, where he 
studied geology.

The madness of Hitler’s last- 
ditch stand, in which he is delib­
erately sacrificing his fatherland in 
a despairing effort to save his own 
life, is one of the amazing pages of 
history.

The fuehrer declares that the 
“Jewisli-Bolshevist arch enemy” is 
“ trying to wipe out our people.” He 
shouts that “while old men and 
children are being murdered, wo­
men and girls are being reduced to 
the status of prostitutes—and re­
mainder led away to Siberia. * ”
Drown the Bolshevist assault in a 
blood bath.”
Conscience of a Coyote

That would be a strange docu­
ment to come from anyone but Hit­
ler. .This man, who has no more 
conscience than a coyote, raves of 
murder and prostitution when he 
himself has given orders for the 
slaughter of countless thousands of 
civilians and has made brood ani­
mals of Germany’s young girls.

There are several reasons why 
Hitler has been holding the Russian 
front in much greater strength than 
in the west. For one thing, he has 
created so much fear of the Rus­
sians in the public mind that a 
break-through along the Eastern 
Front might cause a collapse of 
morale in the Reich.

Then tliere is another point which 
George Alexandroff makes. He says 
the Nazis are baring their Western 
Front to the Soviets’ allies as a 
.¿igantic political trick designed to 
create dissension among the United 
Nations.

Creating the State Real Estate 
Commission to administer the Real 
Estate Act which is now adminis­
tered by a division of the Secre­
tary of State’s office.

Increasing the remuneration of 
county school trustees from a max­
imum of $36 yearly to $60 yearly.

Authorizing county commissioners 
a maximum monthly automobile 
expense allowance of $25 in coun­
ties of 25,200 population or less.

Gi't'ing' counties the right to act 
for the state in delinquent tax liti­
gation.

Requiring members of the State 
Board of Pardons and Paroles to 
visit all units of the state prison 
system and interview clemency ap­
plicants at least once each six 
months and raising the salaries of 
board members from $3,600 an­
nually to .$4,200 annually.

The Senate:
Passed a $343,000 appropriation 

for assistance to public junior col­
leges. The bill goes back to the 
House for consideration of amend­
ments.

Passed and sent to the House a 
bill giving broader powers of ap­
peals from decisions of state boards, 
bureaus and commissions.

Triiman Has Three 
Loves In His Life

By GEORGE K. WALLACE

INDEPENDENCE, MO. — (fP) — 

Three great loves have influenced 
and guided Pi'esident Truman’s life 
since before, the turn of the century 
—affection for family and friends, 
for military life and for politics— 
and the military influence was as 
strong for 20 years in the middle 
part of his life as politics have 
been later.

President Truman, if he had had 
his W'ay, would be a colonel of ar­
tillery in Europe or the Pacific to­
day instead of commander-in-chict 
of the armed forces of the United 
States.

For, with the coming of World 
War II, Harry S. Truman got out 
his old World War I uniform and 
tried it on. It fitted as well as it 
always had, and Ti'uman tried val­
iantly to enter again the service in 
which, he had served actively and 
inactively for 36 years. But he was 
56 years old, a senator in Washing­
ton, and no longer able physically 
to serve.

Rejected, Truman decided that the 
next best thing he could do was to 
watch as closely as possible the gov­
ernment expenditures in the war 
effort to be sure money wasn’t be­
ing wasted.

Remembering some of tht expos­
ures of graft which followed the 
first conflict, Truman said:

“It doesn’t do any good digging 
up dead horses after the war is 
over like the last time. The thing 
to do is dig this stuff up now and 
correct it.”

Truman sponsored a resolution to 
set up a committee to check on war 
expenditures. Uie Senate approved, 
but cut the appropriation to $15,000 
and handed Truman the chairman­
ship.

Truman took that routine com­
mittee chairmanship and, by hard 
work, intelligence and luck ran it 
out to the presidency.

When the first World War 'came, 
Truman helped to organize the Sec­
ond Missouri Field Artillery, which 
became tlie 129th Field Artillery of 
the 35th Division when mobilized 
on the United States’ entry Into 
the war.

Truman took officers training at 
'Camp Doniphan and was graduated 
as a second lieutenant. In France 
a few months later he entered an­
other officers’ school, won his cap­
taincy and was assigned to com­
mand of Battery D of the 129th.

Harry Ti-uman- performed some 
feats with his battery which old 
line experts hardly could believe. 
Judge Albert A. Ridge, who served 
with him, now says: T saw him 
calculate firing data in his mind 
faster than some officers could do 
with instruments,

“Once in the Vosges Mountains in 
Alsace. Battery D was ordered to 
fire gas barrages. The Gennans 
opened up and shells began crack­
ing all around. Truman stood in 
the open giving commands; he didn’i: 
know the meaning of fear.”

Truman and iris battery fought 
in the Vosges, at St. Mihiel, in the 
M'Cuse-Argonne and at Verdun.

Truman was mustered out a ma­
jor May 6, 1919, and returned to 
Independence. Soon afterward he 
entered the Field Artillery Reserve 
as a colonel and still holds that 
rank.

The constitutional and military 
history of the United States today 

I are his favorite studies. He is even 
yet an ardent amateur military
