Changes Proposed In
School Standards

The State Board of Education
will glve consideration at fits
May 6 meeting In Austin to sev-
eral proposed changes in accre
ditation standards for Texas
high schools.

A 29-member Advisory Com- !
mittee which has been studying
the graduation requirements for
Texas schools has recommended
the changes. The chairman of
the study, Cecll A. Morgan of
Fort Worth, is also a member of
the SBtate Board of Education,
Mr. Morgan sald today that if
the recommendations are appro-
ved in the present form, all ac-
credited high achools will be re-
quired to make the following
courses avallable every year or
in alternating years, beginning
in September, 1058:

Four units in English, three of
which are required for gradua-
tion;

One unit in World History, one
unit in American History, and
one-half unit in Government, all
required for graduation;

Four units in mathematics, in-
cluding Algebra, Geometry and
General Mathematics, with two
units of mathematics required
for. graduation;

Four units in laboratory scl-
ence, including General Sclence,
Blology, Chemistry, and Physics
with two units required for gra-
duation; and

Enough elective units to make
alternatives avallable to stu-
dents,

No limitation is proposed on
the number of elective courses a
high school may offer, but the
above list specifies 14;& units
which every high school must
make avallable and 9% of these
tpeclned units will be required
for graduation. In addition, each
student must choose enough el-
ectives so that, upon graduation,
he will have & minimum of 16
units over and above his credits

I{ér “an adequa

ucation" and also a foreign lan-
guage “if there is a demand.”

The Advisory Committee pro-
posed that the State Commission
on School Accreditation be ask-
ed to determine the manner In
which 2 units of vocational edu-
cation courses might be substi-
tuted for one year of General
Sclence. The Commlittee indi-
cated that the “sclentific con-
cepts” contained in Vocatlonal
Agriculture, Vocational Home-
making, and certain Industrial
Vocational Education courses
would justify this substitution.

The Committee specified that
the one-half unit in Governmént
shall Include an intensive study
of the Constitutions of Texas
and the United States.

The Advisory Committee re-
commended that the new re-
quirements be Introduced volun-
tarily by local school districts
in September, 1057, and made
mandatory for all schools begin-
ning In the 1958-59 school year.
