SAN FRANCISCO—(AP)—With great issues of war

and peace hanging on their

pen strokes, delegates of 50

countries went to a flag-draped conference auditorium
Tuesday to sign the new United Nations Chgtrter, and then
hear President Truman make his first major address on

American foreign policy.

A triumphant meeting of the United Nations Confer-
ence—its last working session—Monday night approved

the final version of the char-¥

ter. The signatures go on
Tuesday, next comes the
slower process of ratifica-
tion.

Rapping Monday night's session
to its close, Britain’s tall delegation
chief, the Earl of Halifax, who
presided, sclemnly told the confer-
ence: “TI think we all agree we have
taken part in a historic moment in
world history.” All controversy had
leen cleared away days before this
final action, and the vote of ap-
proval was a unanimous standing
vote. ‘

Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo of
China headed a procession of 153
delegates intc the auditorium of
San Francisco's Veterans Memorial
Building for the signing ceremony.
President Will Speak

President Truman, who received
a thunderous welcome to the city,
is scheduled to make the closing
address of the conference begin-
ning about 7 p. m. (CWT). His
speech will follow brief talks by
delegation chiefs of the Big Five
and representatives of five small
mnations, beginning at 5:30 p. m.
(CWT).

Officials estimated that the sign-
ing would require about eight hours.

$991,525 War Bonds
Sold By Father Bf
Killed Marine

WASHINGTON—(#)— An official
of the Maritime Commission has
sold personally nearly a million
dollars worth of war bonds in on2
month -as .a memorial to his son,
killed on Iwo Jima.

The Treasury’s war  finance divi-
sion told the story Tuesday as the
nation’s’ total sales in the 77th War
Loan reached . $20,250,000,000 and
appeared headed for a new record.

The bond-s~lling official is How-
ard L. Grimm, from Kansas City.
A Marine in the first World War,
he fought in 26 engagements against
the Germans. :

His son, Howard George Grimm,
enlisted in the Marines at 17, after
telling . his father in a letter he
wanted to enlist more than any-
thing he had ever wanted in his
life.

Two years later, on Feb. 24 of
this year, young Grimm, a private
first class, fell in battle.
Personal Letter

His father, an administrative of-
ficial in charge of certain critical
items for merchant ship. construc-
tion, applied for permission to rep-
resent the Treasury in the 7th War

personal Iatter, written at home.
Starting June 2, he sent the letters
to friends and acquaintances all
over the country, telling them he
was doing it in memory of his son.
His sales, the Treasury said, had
reach~d $991,525 Monday and were
still going up.
Will Beat Record

Secretary of the Treasury Mor-
genthau said Monday it appears
that 7th War Loan sales will beat
the record of $21,621,000,000 in the
6th War Loan. He also announced
that individual sales have reach2d
$6,595,000,000, thus topping the pre-
vicus record for -individual sales of
$6,351,000,000 in the 5th War Loan.
. Of the individual sales - figure,
Series E Bond sales are $2,935,000,-
000, or 73 per cent of the $4,000,~
000,000 E-bond. quota. The drivea,
which started May 14, will end Sat-
urday, with the accounting period
continuing another week through
July 7.

Sales to corporations have risen
to $13,655,000,000, almost double the
$7,000,000,000 corporate quota.

American Forces
Move In For Kill
In Philippines

MANILA —(#&)— Fifth Air Force

The carnage resulted from re-
peated aerial attacks and artillery
pounding by 240 millim~ter howit-
ZEYs.

When doughboys finally enterea
the valley they found survivors of
the Japanese division dazed, starv-
ing and unable to offer worthwhile
resistance.

Another Bealing

Japan-se were taking a similar
beating from the air near guerilla-
defended Tuguegarao, Cagayan pro-
vincial  capital. The enemy was
fighting a fanatical battle to re-
i gain the ruined town despite ‘the
approach of the 37th Division,
last roported within four miles.

Disintegration of Japanese “forces
elsewhere on Luzon was emphasized
by the First Cavalry Division’s re-
port that more than 300 Formosan
service and garrison troops had
been conducted into American lin~s
in a single week by one Formosan
prisoner of war.

Gen. Douglas MacArthur an-
ncunced that elements of the 25th
Division nad made an junopposed
40-mile amphibious hop June 10 to
land at Baler Bay, birthplac2 of the
late president Manuel Quezon. The
landing added another check on
disorganized Japanese in Southern
Luzon.

The close-down of independents
will continue until th= ‘objectives
of the association are achieved,
Stone said.

They are: to break the black
market in Houston; to eliminate
tie-in sales demand~d by meat
wholesalers, and to assure a fair
distribution of meat to all markets
throughout the city, so that the
small units will get their fair share
of meat available, just the same
as larger stores.

H~ said that many markets which
had previously indicated they would
remain open had decided to join
the association and closed before
the end of the day Monday.

World Ch;;lrier

May Be Effective. |-
‘Before Year's End

SAN FRANCISCO—(&)—If given
a quick go-ahead by the United
States Senate, a sufficient number
of other United Nations may ratify
the new World Charter in time to
bring it into effect before the end
of 1945.

Tuis. was the prospect shown
Tuesday in a poll conducted at the
World Security Conference by The
Associated Press. Out of the first
26 nations to reply tc a question-
naire, 20 predicted ratification by
their home governments befere the
end of the year. None raised any
bar to ratification. Six declined to
fix a probable date.

Assuming - Senate approval, the
feeling expressed by delegates here
was that a real landslide of favor-
able votes by small nations would
follow.

Must Ratify

All of the wmajor powers — The
United States, Britain, Russia,
France and China—plus 23 of the
other 45 members of the United
Nations must ratify it before the
charter can become effective.

The United States, Britain and
China, together with 18 small na-
tions replying to the current ques-
tionnaire, already have been placed
on the line as probable signatories
before January 1, 1946.

Against the unanimous prediction
of final ratification the comments
of the various delegations formed

India, for instance, said the par-
ley was “as great a success as can
be expected in the present state of
international affairs.” Turkey said
the new charter was “not complete-
ly satisfactorv’ bur the best that
could be achieved here.

Germany's Future Government

Curt Riess, writing from Germany, reports that most
Germans regard the Russian occupation as more lenient
than that of the Americans or the British. He bases this

statement on his observation of the American occupation |

program and on talks with people who have lived in the |
Russian-eceupied zone.

The correspondent writes that the Russians are giving
their German charges more food than they received in the
last months under Hitler; that plays, movies and concerts
have been resumed; that radio broadcasts stress present
co-operation and future hope, while ours are more inclined
to emphasize past misdeeds.

Most of thig Riess says he believes. And even at this
distance there would seem to be logical reasons why he
should.

The Russians naturally hate the Germans who overran
their land, laid waste their cities. and inflicted barbarous
cruelties on their countrymen. They have greater reason
even than the French and British, and infinitelv greater
reason than the Americans, for loathing the whole Ger-
man race.

Yet the Russian government realizes, as do other gov-
ernments, that Germany must exist and be lived with in
the future. Moscow is pledged to concerted action with
London and Washington in ruling Germany until such
time as the Germans are thought fit for self-government.
When the time comes Germany probably will be nermitted
to choose an acceptable form of government in a free
election.

Naturally each of the three Allies would like to see a
German government patterned after its own model. And
the Russians would seem to have begun alheady a cam-
paign to present communism in the best possible light.

Thus far they seem to be succeeding. After Dr. Goeb-
bels’ tales of Russian terror and vengeance, any gentleness
must have been an agreeable surprise to the Germans.
And if any of the numerous Communist Party members of
nre-Hitler Germany survive, they will undoubtedly try to
help in making this first impression a lasting one.

The prospect of a Russian-dominated Europe sets many
Anglo-American minds reeling. But the prospect is not a
foregone conclusion. The Americans and British in Ger-
many also have an opportunity to sell their way of life
to the Germans through propaganda, education and gen-
cral behavior.

There is no reason why communism, republican de-
mocracy and constitutional monarchy should not compete
on their merits for German acceptance. But it is impera-
tive that the occupying governments abide by the eventual

verman decision. The only alternative would be to let a
defeated Germany again endanger the peace of the world.

Prospects Of A Long War

The Japanese ‘defense of Okinawa has served to
quiet most of the wishful talk about an early surrender
that was so prevalent a month ago. And General Stil-
well, in a recent statement from that embattled island,
has blown the last wisp of rosy cloud away by showing
the bad logic of most of estimates of Jap weakness.

The general points out the foolishness of expecting
mass disintegration of morale from an army which dis-
plays such individual stubbornness and determination.
He rightly discounts the hope that Japan will quit once
the ‘““voice. of the people” is raised. The people are not
likely to overthrow easily a strong, ruthless military
clique that came to power by means of assassination and
can preserve power in the same way.

And General Stilwell views the Jap suicide attacks
not as something born of desperation, but as something
which the Japs believe is an effective tactic. We some-
times forget in this country what an expendable com-
modity human life is to the Japanese.

H * *

In predicting a war of perhaps two more years’
duration, General Stilwell did not mention Japan’s of-
ficial “acknowledgment” of the complete destruction of
her great cities, since it is undoubtedly propaganda cal-
culated to make America complacent. But, propaganda
aside, it is beyond question that our air attacks have
caused tremendous devastation.

Yet Japan fights on. The Japs are doomed and their
government surely knows it. It is a senseless, suicidal war
they fight, but they seem now to have made their decision.

At this stage of the game, the Japs appear less de-
featist-minded than the Germans did at approximately
the same stage of their progressive downfall.

Three of the most popular expressions of the day are
“No,” “Sorry’” and “Just out.”

Clearly Demonstrated
At Peace Conference

SAN FRANCISCQ—(#)—The pull-
ing and tugging which split dele-
gates to th2 United Nations Con-
ference and welded them back into
agreement revealed a few surprises
about the world’s new political line-
up and dashed som> old heliefs.

Perhaps the most unexpected po-
litical development was the tight
solidarity of the Arab League, form-
ed .in Cairo only a few weeks ago.

France's close coopzration with
the four inviting powers—Britain,
Russia, China and the United. States
—made a real Big Five. France oc-
casionally broke away from the
“penthouse line” in debates, but al-
most invariably voted with the
sponsoring powers.

British commonwealth solidarity
—which many orators called “six
votes for England” when the new
League of Nations was being form-
ed—scarcely even put in a guest
appearance. Australia and New
Zzaland were on the opposite side
from the United Kingdom on many
guestions. And Canada was with
the Anzac most of the time. South
Africa and India sat on both sides
of the fence.

Stand Together

Cn the other hand, the true ex-
tent of Pan-Am-cricanism became
evident. At times the Latins seem-
ed to be voting in bloc, at times
they were split wide open—it al-
ways depended on the issue. If a
matter directly and primarily con-
cerned the Western Hemisphere,
Latin America can be expected to
stand together and to resent outside
interference.

This showed in developments on
admitting Argentina and fitting the
Pan-American system into the
world peace agency. On matters of
gen-ral world concern, each nation
followed its own policy.

In many cases, Russia easily
could influence four votes besides
her own. However, there were times
when th~ Ukraine and White Russia
opposed the Soviet in debate and
abstained on issues Moscow was

Wants Complete Disarmament
“Germany has the better part of
her economic and industrial
strength today,” Crowl?y said, “even
though she could not martial it
immediately for a third world war.
It is there to build on.”

He recommended that:

Ccm:plete disarmament be given
precedence ovar all other Allied
problems; not limited solely to
weapens, but applying to all Ger-
man - industry so that it can be
levelled off to what Germans can
use for peacetime only.

This policy must be “lasting in
character” so that it does not “ex-
pire into feeble and impractical in-
effectiveness in 1956 and 1976.”

Pin down ‘the difference between
a powerful war economy and a
healthy consumer sconomy’’ and act
accordingly.

“Measure For Security”

Develop the program . and make
it understood as “a measure of se-
curity, not a device for punish-
ment.”

Make the plan ‘“simple and un-
dorstandable to the common people
of the world” so that public opin-
ion will back it up.

Set it as a springboard for a
peaceful industrial and agricultural
future” for Germany,

“All of us must get used to living
in peace instead of in war or under
threat of war,” he said. “The United
States must work with the other
Unit>d Nations to achieve increased
prosperity for itself and its allies.

The question of Germany’s fu-
ture form of government—one of |
the great (and dangerous) problems{
in the regeneration of the Reich—
already has been thrust to the fore
by the German Communist party,
which Herr Hitler and Gestapo
Chief Himmler {ried unsuccessfully
to Kkill.

The Communists, having survived
as a hunted underground organiz-
ation throughout the Nazi regime
have now registered as a .legal
party in Berlin. They state in a
manifesto that they don't favor a
Soviet system for Germany at pre-
sent but instead an anti-Fascist
regime within a democratic parlia-
mentary republic—a coalition’ gov-
ernment, friendly to Russia.

‘What about the suggested “dem- |
ocratic parliamentary republic?” It's |
interesting to see that proposal crop

up now in view of the mournful
failure of the Weimar Republic
which preceded the ' Hitler dicta-
torshin.

MY CO-PILOT GOES BATTY

XIV
HEN I returned to duty at
Dinjan two new boys were
assigned to my plane, a co-pilot
named Hung and a radio operator
named Li. They were smart boys,
both of them, but on our third
trip together I had one of the
worst experiences of my flying

career with Hung.

We were coming back from

Kunming with a load of tin and
the overcast was soup-thick all
the way up to 24,000 feet. The
plane I was given was an ex-
perimental model with special su-
percharged engines, designed to
permit greater altitude than the
DC-3’s and C-47’s whose ceiling
was 24,500 feet.
" At 25,000 feet we came out
above the overcast. The tempera-
ture at that altitude was far be-
low zero. The heater in the plane
wasn’t working very well, and an
added disadvantage was that we
had been using our oxygen al-
most constantly since leaving
Kunming four hours before.

We were over the most dan-
gerous part of the hills, about an
hour“out of Dinjan, with known
peaks rising as high as 24,000
feet, when this boy Hung sud-
idenly hollered, “Boohow! Boo-
how!” In Chinese that meant “No
good!” I jerked around to see
what was wrong. Hung imme-
diately grabbed the controls and
shot the plane down in a steep
idive into the overcast. With a
load of tin you just don’t do
things like that for fear of shift-
ing the cargo, and anyway I
couldn’t see anything wrong. I
reached out, knocking his hands
from the controls, righted the

ship and started to climb up
again.,

EVERYTHING was all right for

about five minutes. Twice I
asked Hung what the hell he was
trying to do, but he didn’t answer.
He continued to stare directly
ahead and kept his hands clenched
in his lap. The overcast was
climbing higher by then, we were
going right into it, and I was
busy with the instruments, check-
ing our position against the
known peaks in the vicinity. And
when you’re under oxygen for a
long stretch you doublecheck
those things because it’s easy to
get careless—woozy—the stuff is
so much like a drug.

Without warning this time
Hung grabbed the controls again.
He really had a death grip on
them, and he was heading us
straight down into almost certain
death. I had no alternative. I
reached over, pulled off his oxy-
gen mask with my right hand,
loosened my safety belt and came
around in a roundhouse -with my
left, catching him squarely on:the
jaw.

Governor Vetoes
Pay Increase For
District Judges

AUSTIN —(/)— An annual pay
raise of $1,000 a year for district
judges and a larger increase for
appellate judges in the biennium
beginning Sept. 1 was a dead is-|
sue Tuesday.

The pay raise aggregating $413,000
was stricken from the Judiciary
Apprepriation Bill by Gov. Coke R.
Stevenson who declared the in-
crease would have lessened, public
confidence in the judiciary.

In a veto message filed with the
secretary of state Monday the gov-
ernor theorized that the 4Yth Teg-

islature should have redistricted
the state for judicial purposes be-
fore it increased judges salaries.

The legislature failed toc redistrict
the courts despite a rceommenda-
tion which the governor said was
based on demands of the people.
Inequities Exist

He said he had high regard for
the judiciary as the bulwark of
democracy but inequities existed
among district courts based on a
report of the state bar which show-
ed scme district judges "handling
far more cases than cthers.

Approvecd by the governor was a

27,637,952 Departmental  Appro-
priation Bill for the new biennium,
an increase of $4,149,830. The in-
crease is due I'uocly to pay raises
voted state employees in the lower
salary brackets.

Filed without the signature of the
governor were the following hills
which will become law:

Increasing the amount of fees
charged by various county and
precinct officers for many services

The crowds were good-natured
and even Churchill’s most icyal sup-
porters scemed to enjoy the taunts
from his enemies.

The prime minister reminded his
listeners that there was a fight
still ahead.

“The United States stood by us
in noble fashion,” he declared. “We
must stand by them.”
