Tbe Senate Military Committee 

summoned Army-Navy big shots 
Wednesday to ask why men can’t 
be released faster. Congress hoped 
th.e folks back home would listen 
to tile answers—and stop writing 
all those letters.

A Congressional investigation of 
the Pearl Harbor attack was all set. 
Both the Senate and House voted 
for it unanimously. That means 
more quizzing for Army-Navy big 
shots. Six Democrats and four Re­
publicans will do the quizzing. 
New Un-American Committee

Un-American activities snapped 
back into the news when the House 
committee to investigate them held 
its first formal meeting under the 
new chairman. Rep. John S. Wood 
of Georgia.

This used to be the “Dies Com­
mittee.” Wood said he expects the 
group to have more work than ever 
before. (But he said he’s going to 
be mighty careful whom he labels 
“un-American.” )

Herbert H. Lehman, boss of 
UNRRA—the United Nations Re­
lief and Rehabilitation. Ádihiriísta’a- 
tion—came before the Senate For­
eign Relations Committee for stiff 
questioning.

Meantime a Republican from 
Pennsylvania, Rep. James Fulton, 
just Ijack from Europe, took a poke 
at UNRRA. He said its activities 
are a “laughing stock” in Europe.

So much for quizzing. There 
also was debating:

The House considered a bill to 
- end “war time” and turn Amer­
ica’s clocks back an hour on Sep­
tember 30. There wasn’t much 
argumpnt about this. The bill is 
expected to sail breezily through 
the House, Senate, and White 
House.
Debate Airport Bill

The Senate continued its debate 
on the airport bill. The measure 
would put up federal money to go 
Dutch-treat with states in a huge 
program of airport building. Tire 
House has a different version; has­
n’t debated it yet.

And there was tax news
Those tax cuts that corporations 

and individuals are expecting Jan­
uary 1 became even more likely— 
in fact pretty certain—when the 
House Committee on Ways and 
Means voted unanimously to get 
going soon on a quick tax bill.

Tliere will be a tussle over tlie 
amount and method of the cuts. 
But if the tussle doesn’t last too 
iriiic. some sort of cuts can be ex­
pected.

As for the situation on unem­
ployment:

Tlie Truman-supported plan for 
bigger benefits to the 'imemployed 
was given a surgical operation by 
tlie Senate Finance Committee.

Here’s what was removed. Fed­
eral cash to increase weekly pav- 
iients made by state governments. 
Federal Cash Stays In

Here’s what stayed in the bill: 
Federal cash to string out those 
payments to 26 weeks: also travel 
pay for jobless workers stranded 
away from home; also unemploy­
ment benefits for federal employes 
and maritime wor’Kers.

That isn't final. Congress will 
debate the measure and maybe 
shuffle it around again.

Hitting some more high spots 
Wednesday:

Senator Baily (D-N. C.) said he 
soon will introduce a bill for a 
federal helping hand in industrial­
izing areas that are poorly devel­
oped and haven’t enough industry.

France Asks For 
Reparalions From 
Italy On Principle

By FLORA LEWIS
LONDON—(iP)—Prance presented 

to -jhe conference of foreign min­
isters of the world’s Big Five pow­
ers Wednesday her views on a pro­
posed peace treaty for Italy, in­
sisting at least on the principle of 
reparations.

Outlines of American and British 
views indicate both governments 
have opposed collection of repara­
tions from Italy because they were 
eager to get the Italian economy 
back on a sound basis.

Face Trial

General MacArthur, extending 
his list of “wanted” men to include 
seven of the notorious Black Dragon 
Society’s top terrorists, ordered dis­
solution of that jingoistic secret 
organization, wlilch the Japanese 
claimed had disbanded more than 
a month ago.

While the roundup bag increased, 
one of the most badly wanted, Lt. 
Gen. Masaharu Homnia, who sanc­
tioned tire murderous Deatli March 
of Bataan, fled to ills islet home 
off the northwest coast.

One of those cauglit, liowever, 
was Heinrich Georg Stahmer, Ger­
man .rmbassador held chiefly re ■ 
sponsible for bringing Japan into 
the Rome-Berlin Axis.
Made Nanking Puppet

Stahmer came to Tokyo in 1940 
as a special envoy on the Axis 
deal, was rewarded by being named 
Hitler’s envoy to the Nanking pup­
pet government, and then became 
ambassador to Tokyo. He was a 
personal assistant "to Nazi Foreign 
Minister Joachim von Ribbentrop.

Tojo. who attempted suicide 
Tuesday, admittedly to escape trial 
as the main Japanese war criminal, 
but who missed his heart with a 
bullet from a pistol taken from a 
downed American flier, rallied 
strongly Wednesday night after the 
transfusion of B-type whole blood 
and injections of penicillin.

Doctors, who had said he had a 
better-than-ever chance to live, de­
clared his condition now was “very 
satisfactory.” Tojo himself was 
strong enough to thank them and 
to tell a Japanese government rep­
resentative, T. Suguki, who visited 
him at the American evacuation 
hospital in Yokohama, that he ap­
preciated the care he was getting, 
“So Tojo Can Suffer”

The blood donation came from 
Sgt. John A. Archinal, a veteran 
of New Guinea and the Philippines, 
who said, “I’m doing tliis so he 
can get his just dues and suffer 
for the 17 months he made me 
spend in New Guinea.”

General MacArthur’s personal 
physician. Col. Roger Egeberg, 
South Euclid, Ohio, rushed to Tojo’.s 
bedside to join in the fight for 
his life. Lt. Gen. Robert L. Eichel­
berger, commander of Eighth Army 
occupation forces, said that the best 
possible nursing care had been or­
dered. adding, “We want the Japa­
nese government to knov/ that.’’

Eichelberger said Tojo shot him­
self with a U. S. Army Air Corps 
pilot’s pistol.

“I believe the pistol was takeii 
from air American aviator shot 
down during the war,” Eichelber­
ger concluded.

Tojo said lie fired liis hasty pistol 
shot Tuesday a.s American war- 
crimes investigator.s pounded at his 
door because he “did not want to 
stand before the victor to be tried. ’ 
Yet trial seemed certainly in store 
for him and many of his hench­
men, including the Pearl Harbor 
:abinet.
Surrender At Singapore

In Singapore, Adm. Lord Louis 
Mountbalten received the surren­
der of all Japanese forces in South­
east Asia and the East Indies; and 
in Japan, Domei reported that more 
than a million imperial navy men 
in tlie homeland now had been dis­
armed and discharged—more than 
tv/o-Uiirds of the navy’s total man­
power.

Allied headquarters in Tokyo re­
ported 33,000 Allied prisoners had 
been or v/cre being freed in the 
hcmeland islands.

Csaka. Japan’s second largest city, 
virtually was taken over a week 
ago by a handful of self-liberated 
American prisoners who now are 
awaiting arrival of Gen. Walter 
Krueger’s Sixth Army Forces, As­
sociated Press Correspondent Speri- 
cer Davis reported.

Miire Information, Plea.se
Senator Miirra.v of Montana, author of the Full Em­

ployment Bill, has explained in a letter to the New York 
Times that this piece of legislation is essentially an affir­
mation of faith in private enterpri.se. It leaves iTi-ivate en- 
terjiri.se “ completely free” , says the .senator, “to exerci.se 
its own ingenuity and initiative, which are the qualities 
that luive made this countrv prosnerous” .

But eai'lier in the .same letter Senator Murray has this 
to .say: “ Well, nrivate enterprise has been left to its own 
de\'ic('.s from 1870 to 1930 and the record shows a succes- 
•sion id' depressions with resulting unemployment.”

Tt might have been well if he had explained the dif­
ference between private enterprise’s “ own devices” and 
its “ own initiative and ingenuity” . . He apparently discerns 
the di.stinction, but he doesn’t sav how he is goine to curb 
1,he depression-cau.sing “ devices” while leaving the pros- 
peritv-nroducing “ ingenuity and initiative” untouched.

The senator says that his bill “ contains no provisions 
for I’cerimenting or managing private enterprise” . Yet 
one of its nurnoses is to .stimulate increa.sed employment 
opportunities by private enterprise through promotion of 
non-federal investments and expenditures. This would 
be the last step before the bill’s proposed public spending 
pi’o.gram. and it would be interesting to know how ’the 
stimulation could be applied without any pressure on pri­
vate fuanagement.

Tt would also be interesting to know how accurately 

the government could translate the general term, “ full 
emido.vment” , into an arbitrary number of persons to be 
omplo.yed, and how accurately it could make long-range 
forecasts of future unemployment— an estimate on which, 
apiiarently, Murray’s whole program rests.

It would be not only interesting, but necessary, to 
know how this whole proposition can be made to work 
efficlentl.y without a return to the whoppingly expensive 
jihilosophy of deficit spending, without a commitment to 
pei’inanent inflation, and without opening the door to an 
expanded government control of business.

Murray’s rich if somewhat contradictory praise of 

imivate enterprise doesn’t ping all the possible loopholes 
in his bill through which an administration with a mind to 
do so could introduce a form of state socialism without the 
country’s direct sanction. Such an administration might 
set an impossible goal of employment, then announce that 
private enterprise had failed— and there you would 
lun'e it.

One doesn’t need to be an altruist to share Senator 
Mill-ray’s desire for full employment. The eventual pros­
perity of all of us, rich or poor, requires it. For that very 
reason this bill which seeks to attain.it should be a clear 
understanding of furthei’ legi.slation required to put it into 
jiractice before the government or the peojile even think 
of committing themselves to its program.

Picked up by the Japs, he received no medical atten­
tion for 10 days. He was que.stioned day and night. He 
was beaten on the back and legs with a baseball bat or 
punched on the .jaw 300 times. He lost 65 pounds on ’the 
.laps’ starvation rations.

But they couldn’t kill “ Pappy” Boyington. Thev 
couldn’t kill a lot of men like him. or the spirit which they 
typified. No wonder the Japs gave iq).

One woulu ;:earch long and hard 
to lind anything good about Gen­
eral Tojo, but we must give him 
credit for making a valuable con­
tribution to the welfare of man­
kind when he shot himself Tuesday 
near Tokyo.

Tojo v/as whelped in militarism. 
He grew in strength until he be­
came the mainspring of the mighty 

I war-machine which tried to estab- 
■ lisli a Greater East A.sia under the 
I rule of Japan. His was the hand I which held the dagger that stabbed 
) Uncle Sam in the back, for the 
general was premier when the 
sneak attack was made on Peatl 
Harbor.

Through the long years succeed­
ing Pearl Harbor the Japanese peo­
ple came co look upon Tojo as' the 
arch militarist who would lead 
them to victory and make them 
overlords of their fellof/ men; Might 
was right. Militarism-was the pass­
word to imperial greatnts.s, an;l 
Tojo .syiribolized militarism. 
Militarism's FCCt Of Clay

Now suddenly the public is stun­
ned with the di.sclosure that its 
god had feet of clay. Tojo, the chief 
of all the militarists, shoots him­
self becau.se he has failed, that is, 
because militarism has failed. Many 
Japanese will nod with approval 
an:l say that this was* tlie only 
honorable thing the general could 
do; this was the only way he could 
atone for dishonoring liis mikado. 
But whatever construction you put 
on it, the fact remains that the 
people of Japan are for the first 
time seeing militarism in its true 
colors.

V/e may expect, I believe, that 
Tojo’s action—and similar events 
which are emphasizing the evils and 
futility of militarism—will be of in­
valuable a.ssistance to the Allies in­
remoulding the character of the 
Japanese people. For that is our 
task, and it must be done by en­
lightenment.

The bullet which Tojo sent 
through his body will act as a tracer 
o'f light to help the people of Japan 
see the truth about aggression.
