But thb Chinese claims were im­
portant with regard to whether 
France and China should be per­
mitted to help write peace treaties 
in the cases of countries with 
which they did not sign armistices.

WASHINGTON—(A>)—With mem­
bers voicing alarm at idleness in 
spreading strikes, the House Ways 
and Means Commit' ee Tuesday 
shelved all legislation proposing 
liberalization of u n e m p l o y m e n t  
benefits.

The committee, by a 14 to 10 
vo‘ e, brushed aside President Tru- 
nran’s request for the legislation.

nounced immedately that the com- 
mi'tee will turn Wednesday to 
writing of the first peacetime legis­
lation trimming down wartime tax 
burdens.

Hard Peace For 
Japan Okayed By 
Truman, Senate

WASHINGTON — OP) — A hard 
peace for Japan had official, if in- 
r irect, okays Tuesday from both the 
White House and the Senate.

The Senate’s 69 to 1 approval of 
Dean G. Acheson as undersecretary 
of state was interpreted widely on 
Capitol Hill as a roundabout en­
dorsement of the tougli-on-Japan 
policy Acheson has championed.

Similarly, President Truman’s 
clarification of Gen. Douglas Mac- 
Arthur’s authority was looked upon 
as notice to the Japanese that they 
will have to obey American orders 
without question.

Acheson’s confirmation c a m e  
Monday after a short-lived fight by 
Senator Wlierry of Nebraska, the 
Republican whip.

Wlierry contended Acheson had 
rebuked MacArthur for estimating 
that he could get along with 200.000 
troops to police Japan six months 
from now.
Against Economic Resolution

In the sometimes bitter debate 
that followed, however, the Ne­
braskan said his ciilef objection to 
Aclieson was tliat the latter seemed 
to be fostering a policy tor a social 
and economic revolution in Japan. 
"Ihat, V/herry said, "may take hun­
dreds of tliousands of lives before 
it is put down.”

NE'W YORK— (Æ")— The New York Times in a special 
dispatch from Tokyo, Tuesday 'quoted Emperor Hirohito 
as saying in an interview that he had no intention of hav­
ing his war rescript employed as former Premier Hideki 
Tojo .used it when Japan launched her sneak. attack on 
Pearl Harbor.

Hirohito told the Times’ Tokyo correspondent, Frank 
L. Kluckhohn, that he had expected Tojo to declare war
---------------------------------------------- '^against the United States in

the usual, formal manner, if 
necessary.

The e m p e r 0 r stated, 
Kluckhohn reported, that he was 
opposed to war as an ̂  instrument 
of policy and pledged that any so­
cial changes in Japan would be 
made by constitutional means. He 
said he would favor a constitu­
tional monarchy like that of the 
British.

Kluckhohn said his interview had 
been authorized by both the em­
peror and Gen. Douglas MacArthur. 
Describing his reception by Hiro­
hito, the correspondent wrote: 

“Dressed in a black morning 
coat, striped trousers and white 
shirt, with a stiff wing collar and 
a black tie, Emperor Hirohito re­
ceived me standing before an ordi­
nary chair that served as his 
throne.

“Tiiere was no formality. I did 
I not bow nor was I asked to do so. 

I walked straight across what-.was 
an essentially bare chamber and 
the emperor extended his hand, 
which I shook.”

Kluckhohn said he was tlie first 
American to see the emperor since 
the war began and the first for­
eigner to Interview ■ him sinije the 
Japanese surrender.
Food and Housing Problems 

Kluckhohn said he had submitted 
a list of written questions to the 
emperor and that Hiroliito had the 
answers already prepared.

The emperor told the correspon­
dent tliat food and liousing were 
Japan’s two paramount problems. 
Once tile Japanese people have 
been fed and clothed, he said, it 
v/ill be comparatively easy to carry 
out tlie needed reforms within Ja­
pan, wliicli he said he thought 
would make for the general peace 
of the world.

Hirohito said that it was his 
earnest desire that the necessary 
changes in Japan would be car­
ried out in line with the general 
will of the people expressed through

Labor Head 
Backs New 
Wage Floor

W A S H  INGTON — ()P)—  
Labor Secretary Schwellen- 
bach Tuesday supported a 
6 5 -cent hourly minimum 
wage for workers covered by the 
federal wage-hour law.

“A minimum standard of living 
.supported by a guaranteed wage at 
the suggested level will strengthen 
our economy by maintaining na­
tional purchasing power,” Schwel- 
lenbach said.

The secretao’ testified before a 
Fenate Labor Subcommittee which 
opened hearings Tuesday on legis­
lation to raise the minimum from 
the 40-oent level established in 
1938.

The bill, sponsored by Senator 
Pepper (Fla.) and nine other Dem­
ocrats, calls for a step-up to 70 
cents the second year the legisla­
tion becomes effective, and to 75 
cents an hour in the third year. 
Schwellenbach did not comment on 
the proposed increases above 65 
I ents. '

Flow this would affect German 
assets in Latin American countries 
—particularly in such late-comer 
belligerents as Argentina—was not 
immediately clear.

So far, the United States has 
been content to urge the Farrell 
government to liquidate German 
assets in Argentina. There has been 
no move to step in to take' over.

In Spain the German properties 
were taken over by the Allies’ “as­
serting title,” By this means Ger­
many’s largest wartime holding 
company, “Sofindus,” which han­
dled much of the buying and sell­
ing for Hitler in Spain, was placed 
under an American president, a 
British vice-president, and an Amer­
ican secretary.

The number of men and women 
nil their jobs' by strikes and forced 
shutdowns across th e  country 
touched around tlie 350,000 mark, 
tlie highest in months. Some 100.- 
000 workers joined the army of idle 
over labor disputes within the last 
24 hours as strife among labor- 
management g,lined headway.

Increased wages were the princi­
pal demands in the majority of the 
dispu,'es. '

As the government stepped in to 
attempt to effeo'- a settlement of 
a spreading oil strike whicii already 
has idled 30,000 workers, there was 
no immediate indication c'her 
front-ranking stoppages would be 
called off.
Governor Orders Inquiry

Detroit’s turbulent labor ss.’na­
tion continued to share in the 
spotligh'-. Gov. Harry P. Kelly of 
Michigan ordered an investigation 
of the month-old strike of 4,500 
workers at the Kelsey-Hayes Wheel 
Company which precipi’.ated layoff 
of 50,000 Ford Motor Company 
automobile employes. Some 90,000 
were idle in the nation’s automotive 
capital over labor disputes.

S'oppages in the last 24 hours 
idled 5,000 at' the Western Cart­
ridge Company plant in East Al­
ton, 111., and 2,000 workers at the 
Simmons -Company in Kenosha, 
Wis.

Depar'ment of Labor officials in 
Wasliington watched for results at 
the conference in Chicago at whicli 
oil company representatives and 
officials of the CIO Oil Workers 
International Union were to meet 
at 2 p. m. (CWT) with members 
of the Federal Counciliation Ser­
vice.

The strike, in its second w’eek, 
has crippled production in six states 
--Texas, Indiana, Illinois, Michi­
gan, Ohio and West Virginia, and 
threatens to spread to other major 
petroleum producing areas.

Under such con­
ditions, an enlisted man would be 
considered a “nrima 'facia hardship 
case,” the Navy explained.

The Twilight Of Europe
When a head of state embarks on a rule-or-ruin 

pro.iect, as Adolf Hitler did, he has at least one comfort­
ing assurance the pro.ject can’t be entirely unsuccessful.

Hitler’s war, while it failed to establish the rule of a 
“New Order,” did a pretty thorough job of ruining Eur­
ope. It took a .staggering total of lives, agricultural lands, 
raw materials and indu.strial installations. It caused so­
cial and economic upheavals almost as complete as the, 
Tiolitical disintegration of Germany. And in doing these 
things it probably finished off the continent of Europe 
and the British Isles as the financial, political and intel­
lectual hub of the world— a position they held for 2000 
years and more.

The twilight of Europe is painfully apparent today. 
It can be seen in Washington, where representatives of the 
once proud and mighty British Empire are pleading for 
the American money which might assure the Empire’s 
economic survival. It can be seen even more clearly in 
London at the Council of Foreign Ministers.

There the conflict of prestige and political morals is 
between Russia and the United States— Russia, which Hit­
ler hated and feared even more than he hated England, 
and the United States, which he considered decadent and 
divided.

* ♦ ♦
Today the magnetic attraction of Russia’s social sys­

tem, studiously exploited by Russia’s government, has 
pulled Eastern Europe into her orbit.

Today the United States, physically unharmed by 
war, is the world’s financial center. However distasteful 
capitalism may be to Europeans today— and it has been 
•bitterly and ungenerously abused from London to Moscow 
— the fruits of a prosperous capitalistic system, which did 
so much to save England and Russia in their days,of great­
est ))eril, are now as compellingly attractive to them as 
the Russian .political philosophy seems to be.

And so, thanks largefy to Hitler, the paths of wealth 
and power, and eventually of culture and civilization, 
have turned east and west from the familiar countryside 
of Europe.

Ht Hi

Europe will retain her monuments and cultural her­
itage of antiquity, her pride and jealousies and discontent. 
But it is doubtful that she can ever again exert the power 
that has molded history since the Roman Empire.

So it behooves the dominant states of Russia and 
America to live and work together, to profit by the end­
less struggles which brought Europe to her present state, 
to reach an effective compromise in their possession of 
Avorld power despite their ideological differences.

Otherwise Hitler will have won the. war.

Pari Of UAW 's Wage 
Increase Would Go 
To Equalize Pay

By JAMES MARLOW
WASHINGTON—(A>)—The CIO's 

United Auto Workers ' (UAW) are 
not asking for a straight 30 per 
cent increase in wages.

True, they want a 30 per cent 
increase in the payroll of the en­
tire auto industry, all makers in­
cluded.

But th^t 30 per cent doesn’t 
mean each worker at week’s end 
would go home with 30 per cent 
more pay in his pocket.

It would. mean this:
1. Each worker would get most 

of that 30 per cent—about 23 per 
cent—in pay.,

2. The remainder—about 7 per 
cent—would go into wage increases 
for some workers and social bene­
fits for all.

It would work like this:
1. Three per cent would be used 

to equalize the pay of auto workers 
throughout the country, or nearly 
equalize it. For example:

An auto worker in Atlanta, Ga., 
may be getting $1 an hour for ex­
actly the same kind of work being 
done by an auto worker in Detroit. 
But the Detroiter, because he’s in 
Detroit and not Atlanta, gets $1.25. 
3 Per Cent to Balance

So the UAW would use that 3 
per cent increase in the total pay­
roll to bring the Atlanta worker's 
pay up to —or closer to—the pay 
given the Detroiter.

2. Another 3 per cent of the total 
30 per cent increase would go into 
a program for the benefit of UA’vV 
workers everywhere.

This would include life insur­
ance, hospital care, surgery. UAW 
workers don’t have those benefits 
now.
