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Construction of the Bovina
bull statue is coming along ac-
cording to schedule

We got that encouraging re-
port this week from Cash Rich-
ards, who is sort of the liason
man between Bovina and the
builder of the bull in Lubbock,
who is a son of Richards'
nephew, His name is James
Richards,

Tae original deal was for the
bull statue to be ready for
mounting in Bovina by the end
of July and Cash says there's
no douabt in his mind but what
that deadline will be met,

The bull statue will be life-
size or maybe some larger de-
pending on your conception of
how big a life-size bull is, He'll
have a concrete-like, sculp-
tured finish and his breed will
be a cross betwaen a Whiteface
and a Longhorn, more or less,
according to our understand-
ing. The idea is to have the
kind 2f ball that was used on
Plains ranches backinthe early
days, Hereford bulls became
popular later on, but atthe time
of the original XIT daysand Bo-
vina’s beginning there probably
wasn't enough purebred bulls to
go around and some hybrids
were used in the successful
effort to improve the Longhorn-
type cattle,

Anyway, the Bovina bull has
a metal construction and is
made of pretty sturdy stuff,ac-
cording to our informant, The
hornspread will be in the neigh-
borhood of 40 inches, which
isn’t long by Lonzhorn stand-
ards, but is longer than that
sported by most modern bulls,

We didn't find out about his
coloring iIn our conversation
with Cash, We weren’t sure that
he knew just what color thebull
will be so we hesitated ‘o ask,

It was good, though, to ze:
such a definiteanswer in regard
to when the bull will be com-
pleted and ready for mounting
on his ‘“‘bull stool'’ on Highway
60, midway through Bovina, The
historical marker, which will
ba*a part of the bull business,
is already in place and being
viewed by touristsand residents
alike,

Vandals can tear up some-
thing as sturdy as an anvil,
needless to say, but it's good
to learn that the construction of
the Bovina bull will be sturdy
enough to discourage faint-
hearted vandals, at least, We
suspect, too, that he'll be heavy
enough and secured to his
‘“stool'’ well enough to com-
pletely discourage practical
jokers [rom neighboring com-
munities,

If we're proven wrong, we'll
stand corrected,

Bovina Roping Club will pay
for the cost of the bull’s con-
struction and mounting and this
is certainly a worthwhile pro-
ject for the organization, ac-
cording to our way of thinking,
We've forgotten at the moment
just how much the cost will be,
but it is enough that some
people thought about training a
real live bull to stand on the
site instead of havinz a statue
made, They just thought about
it, understand, and no serjous
offers along this line were ever
officially made. They wouldn't
have been accepted anyway,

A time has been set on the
1969 Bull Town Days schedule
for dedication of thebull statue,
Jack McCracken, a former
resident who now lives across
the state line over in New Mex-
ico and who was one of the orig-
inal BTD leaders, will be in
charge of the dedication,

The time set is 4 p.m. Satur-
day----August 16, This will be
after the horse show and prior
to the beginning of the fiddlers
contest, which is scheduled this
year for 5 p.m, Saturday af-
ternoon,
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There’s a move a’foot, we’ve
learned from Bedford Caldwell,
mayor of Our Town, to get our
insurance key rate lowered,
This key rate is an involved
system whereby the state de-
termines how much insurance
the residents of individual cities
pay. The rate is lowered, sup-
posedly, by meeting certain
standards set up by the state
in regard to fire-fighting facil-
ities and elimination of fire
hazards,

Bovina's present key rate is
41 cents, The first thing that
must be done before this rate
is lowered is that the city must
have dual 500 gallon per minute
water pumps at its main water
station, Presently, we have one
500 gpm pump and one 350 gpm
pump, Cost of changing over
could be as much as $2000,
Caldwell believes, and it could
be less,

This wouldn’t be too much,
however, and won’tbe, ifassur-
ance from the state office is
forthcoming that compliance
with the technicality would be

Farmers Face

‘Enemy’

Uitter is almost as bitter an
enemy of conservation farmers
and ranchmen as erosion,
a local conservationleader said
this week.

Gary A, Batte, district con-

versity, said Phase 3 is a con-
tinuation of immediate report-
ing of hoz cholera outbreaks
and more vigorous inspection of
garbage cooking and feeding fa-
cilities,

Infected herds will be quar-
antined and premises d2-
populated by marketing healthy
animals in a federally inspected
slauzhter plant, Diseasedani-
mals will be eliminated on the
premises by burying, burning or
rendering under supervision of
regulatory vetecinarians,

Phase 3 also provides an in-
demnity payment due to an out-
break, Hudman added. The
indemnity is shared equally by
the state and the U, S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture,

“Maximum indemnities for
infected herds will be $100 per
head for purebred, inbred and
hybrid swine and $80 a head
on grade swine,’’ the specialist
explained, ‘‘Payment will be
limited to living swine present
when a regualatory veterinarian
arrives on the premises. Hog
producers should report sick
animals to local veterinarians
to quality for payments if chol-
era is present,'’

Another important part of the
program is the ban of inter-
state shipment of vaccines and
vaccinated hogs, Hudman added,
A change in shipping rules will
halt interstate shipment of mod-
ified live virus and inactivated
cholera vaccines after July 1.

Regulations do not affect use
of anti-hog cholera serum,

Interstate shipment of hozs
vacclnated with modified live
virus, or exposed to hogs vacci-
nated with modified live virus,
will be prohibited after Jan. 1,
1970, unless the animals were
vaccinated before July 1 of this
year, Hudman said,

servationist for the Soil Con-
servation Service, saidthatwas
shy his office and the Parmer
County Soil and Water Conser-
vation District were joining the
Beautify Texas Council inhelp-
ing focus public attention onthe
statewide litter problem. The
council recently asked Texans
to renew anit-litter efforts this
summer,

‘““Too many people still lit-
ter our countryside with bot-
tles, cans, and other trash,"’
Batte said, ‘‘This notonly mars
the beauty of our rural lands,
but when it collects on farm or
grassland, it can also becomea
conservation problem,"’

Batte listed several ways lit-
ter is a conservation menace,
First, it is a fire hazard, He
pointed out that under certain
conditions, bottles had been
blamed with magnifyinz the
sun's rays enough to start costly
grass and forest fires. Every
year, countless wildlife and
livestock are poisoned by litter
thrown in pastures and fields,
Others are starved or injured
when they get their heads or
feet caught in bottles, cans,
and other trash,

The conservationist also said
that litter hinders farming and
ranching operations, It canpol-
lute ponds and streams, killinz
fish, and catch water, increas-
ing mosquitoes, and becoming
a health problem, It can be a
safety hazard, costing millions
to pick up every year, Besides
that, he said, it's ugly.

‘‘/Conservation farmers and
ranchmea do as much to help
beautify Texasasanyone,'’ Bat-
te added, ‘'Neatly contoured
fields, well-managed grass-
lands and woodlands, sediment-
free ponds, lakes, and streams,
sloped and seeded gullied ar-
eas; all this and other work
done by conservation farmers
adds to the beauty of the land-
scape, The least the rest of us
can do is putour litter ina trash
can instead of throwing iton the
land to mar this beauty,” he
said,
