Meat Supply For 
Civilians To Drop 
Next 3 Months

WASHINGTON —(.iP)- The Agri­
culture Department said Wednes­
day civilian supplies of meats will 
decline about nine per cent from 
present levels of consumption dur­
ing the first quartei' of 1946.

These supplies v'ill be sufficient to 
allow per capita consumption at 
an average I’ate of_ 150 pounds. Thé 
department said civilians have been 
consuming meat in recent weeks 'at 
a rate of 165 pounds.

Officials said that civilians have 
been getting more than their allo­
cated supply because the govern­
ment has not enforced rigid diver­
sion of supplies to military and 
foreign claimants.

Arrangements have been made, 
they added, to hold the civilian 
supplies in next quarter to the 
amount allocated.

.It is expected that civilians will 
get more pork than during the pres­
ent quarter, about ihe same amount 
of lamb and mutton, but less beef 
and veal. Hogs are beginning to 
move .to market in peak volume 
for the season, while sales of beef 
cattle are declining.

WASHINGTON —(A'l— The chain 
store issue, often a pivot for bitter 
political controversy, reappeared 
Thursday on Capitol Hill.

Chairman Patman'(D-Texas) said 
in a statement his House Small 
Business Committee will conduct an 
investigation of the “alleged injuri­
ous effects” of chain store competi­
tion upon “small, independent mer­
chants.”

WASHINGTON—(/P)—The impact 

of peace on jobiessnsss is 30 to 40 
per cent lighter than reconversion 
officials anticipated.

Fewer lay-offs in industry and 
an unexpectedly high and sustained 
rate of buying are among factors 
that have prompted key federal 
economists to offer this improved 
employment outlook :

By year’s end, the total of actual 
and potential job-seekers will be 
4,000,000 at the most, one-third less 
than had' been predicted for tliat 
date when hostilities ceased.

By next March the jobless will 
number not more than 5,000,000. 
This may be the peak for 1946,

After hovering around that mark 
until about June the total may 
begin to decline as civilian manu­
facturing hits full stride.
Far Short Of Estimation

The totals fall far short of Re­
conversion Director John W. Sny­
der’s estimate, on Oct. 1, that un- 
iiiiploym'nt would hit 8,000,000 by 
spring.

Not Crazy Enough
For four and a half years it has been anybody’s guess 

whether Rudolf He.ss was sane or mad. After he flew 
to -Fugland in May of 1941 Hitler said he was crazy. It 
now a))pears that Hitler was ci'azy mad himself at his 
deputy’s .scheme to bring the king of England to Germany 
and ai-rangc a peace in the west before the Nazis attacked 
Russia.

It was a ci'azy idea, to be sure, almost as crazy as 
Hitler’s dream of world conquest. But Hitler’s mad ac­
tivities were so much to the fore that, in time, people al­
most forgot the beetle-browed Hess after his mission 
failed and he was taken out of circulation.

When Hess next made the front pages. Hitler was 
gone. And with no one bothering to accuse him of in­
sanity, Hess put on a little mad scene of his own in the 
hope of saving his neck. It was a pretty good perform­
ance. The p,sychiatri.sts said his amnesia was of the hys­
terical variety, but He.ss was an accompli.shed phony and 
they couldn’t shake him out of his act.

When then did he suddenly give up the pretense 
and decide to play it .straight? We .should like to venture 
a conjecture, even though we are as unacquainted with 
]).sychiatry as we are with Hess.

, Before the Nuernberg trial began, Hess was shown 

soipe newsreels of the days of Nazi glory. There was 
Hess, and there were Hitler, Goeriiig, Goebbels and the 
rest, and the hysterical heiling thousands of German citi- 
zen.s. He.ss mu.st have realized that it would be a hard 
.job to convince anyone that he was mentally more un- 
•stable than the mad colleagues and the mad throngs 
Avliicli surrounded him in these pictures.

'I'heti the trial began. He.ss heard the criminally in- 
.saue plan.s foj' unprovoked civilian slaughter and mass 
(■xteu'mination read ITom the Nazi I'ecords or recalled in 
the dii'ect evidence of witne.sses. He had been in on 1 
those ))lans, but .so had his co-defendants.

I’ inally Hess was brought up to date on the activities 
of the Nazi gang which he, as a prisoner in England, had 
.mi.ssed. He saw more newsreebs, ghastly pictures of tor­
ture camps where the plans for ma.ss extermination Avhich 
he had helped prepare were carried out. He .saw the 
revolting evidence of deeds which his co-defendants had 
ordered or condoned, even though"lhoy may not all have 
personally witnessed the results.

The behavior of those co-defendants‘ had been so 

methodically maniacal as to make his own misdeeds and 
aberrations seem pale by comparison. And as the evi­
dence piled up it must have been' increasingly hard for 
Hess to keep up the pretense of being the only madman 
in the lot.

He may have asked him.self: How can I claim to be 
crazy if the court and the watching world consider my 
former colleagues sane? And if Hess really is rational, 
there was only one logical course open to him. He had to 
end his shamming; the competition of real madne.ss was 
loo keen.

Mackenseu. nearly 96 when he died, had entered the 
German army when he was 20. Bismarck’s iron fist 
ruled the reich in those days, and young Mackenseu served 
Bismarck (veil in the Franco-Prussian war. He served 
Wilhelm H even better in 1914-18, winning a series of 
spectacular victories on the Eastern Front.

He ;ilso served Hitler, but only as a show horse. 
His agiu.g bones wouldn’t permit an.vthing more active. 
3’hey trotted him out to make speeches and to pose, in 
his death’s he;id hat and gold-braided uniform, as the em­
bodiment of a lost glory.

Put he lived too long. Ami when the Allied troops 
captured him Ihe aged, hero of Golicia, the man who had 
seen ami jiarticinated in the rise and fall of the German 
Emifire, was feebly pottering about his farm and cursing 
the Ru.ssiau soldiers for making off with his chickens.

He still wore his hussar’s uniform and his fur shako. 
But both were looking considerably shabby and moth- 
eaten.

NEW YORK—(JP)—Alabama, Rose 

Bowl-bound, has compiled the best 
record of ¡Eiy college football team 
in the country over the last 13 
years from 1933-45, inclusive.

Over this 13-year span the Crim­
son Tide, ranked second to mighty 
Army in the final Associated Press 
1945 poll, has won 89 games, lost 
17 and tied seven for a percentage 
of .840.

Army’s sweep of its 18 games dur­
ing 1944 and 1945 pulled the West 
Point Cadets from far down the 
list into the No. 12 slot at .722.

Tire w'on-lost tabulation shows 
another Southeastern Conference 
eleven. Tennessee, in second place 
at ,817. and Duke, champions of 
the Southern Confer''ncc, third at 
.802. Tonno.vscc, wliicli did not play 
in 1943, has won 94, lost 21 and 
tied five, while Duke has 97 vic­
tories, 24 defeats and tw'o deadlocks.

Fordliam, out of competition the 
la,st three years, liolds fourth at 
.792 with Notre Dame fifth at .781. 
Rounding out the first ten are 
Dnquesne (.763). another Eastern 
team out of action the last three 
years. Holy Cross (.759), Santa 
Clara (.759), Ohio State (.750), Min­
nesota (.748), and Boston College 
(.748). Santa Clara, Duquesne and 
Fordham did not play in 1943, 1944 
and 1945.

Southwest Conference t e a m s  
which squeezed in among the first 
25 were Texas Tech and Texas 
Christian, both with .656, placing 
them in 24th and 25th position.

TSINGTAO, CHINA —(!?)— The 
job of commanding more than 50,-
000 United States Marines in North 
China’s powder keg is in the hands
01 a 57-year-old major general, bat­
tle-tested in two wars and some­
what accustomed to ticklish situa­
tions.

Maj. Gen. Kelier Emrick Rockey, 
a summa cum laude graduate of 
the hard' schools of Bealleau Wood 
and Iwo -Jima, has' had more active 
than duil duty in liis 32 years with 
the matines on three continents 
and on more isiands than he can 
readiiy recall.

“My biggest worry has been the 
fear of getting involved in China's 
fratricidal strife,” Rockey confessed 
Iraukly during a recent plane flight 
i'.ere from Shanghai.

Kockey. joined tiie Marines iii 
Phiiadelphia in 1913. Alter weath­
ering German artiilery and other 
hazards along the Marne in World 
War I, he returned home then 
.spent lour years with the Haitian 
eonsta biliary.

“We built roads in Haiti, opened 
up the country, chased criminal.s, 
tan the pri.son and generally pre- 
.served order,” he recalls, calling it 
“very interesting duty.”

Afterward, Rockey served terms 
et sea; spent two years in Nicara­
gua and »did staff work in Wash­
ing before organizing and training 
tile Fifth Marine Division.

His Fifth was one of the divisions 
that landed on Iwo Jima last Feb­
ruary, and it was ins men who 
planted the stars and stripes on 
Mount Suribaclii.

He commands the Third Amphi­
bious Corps.

Making Chaps, Saddles, Cowboy Boots, Purses, Wallets, Belts Is Thriving Business At Amarillo
By JACK RUTLEDGE

AMARILLC—(IP)—Chaps, saddles 
and cowboy boots are still import­
ant here.

As a result, 450 persons work in 
at least 26 leather goods shops, 
turning them out for both local 
consumption and for markets, as 
they say on the radio, from coast 
to coast.

The Maddox Westenr Leather 
Craft Shop is an interesting ex­
ample.

Dr. W. A. Maddox, a dentist

I found leather work a fascinating 
hobby. He us:id his dentist’s drill 

j an made intricate pictures, on huge 
slabs of leather, designs and various 
articles.

I Then George H. Pulley came 
1 heme from the wars. He was born 
in Plainview, and before going into 
service had worked in Lubbock.

He had saved $720. He had a job 
paying $75 a week but thought he 
saw a future in leather. Against his 

I wife’s wishes, he went into the shop

some time during the day,” he rea­
soned.

Their first shop employed two 
persons. Today, 18 months later, 
they hire 47. Many are disabled vet­
erans. Pulley’s $720 has grown to a 
firm listed in Dun and Bradstreet 
at $125,000.

“I ’m going to hire more disabled 
vets,” Pulley said. “Any man who 
can use his hands can work in 
leather. You sit down all the time

anyway.”

came to Midland County to the 
place he’.s on now.
Modern Ideas

Golladay ha.s .s'cn crops fail and 
flourish for 74 years, but he still 
gets around actively. Tlie important 
thing i.s that lie has medern ideas.

For instance, the way he runs 
his stock larm.- He doesn’t let his 
land nor his time nor his money 

Jgo to waste. Golladay ha.s worked 
out a well-balanced livi.stock pro­
gram. He had to. Wlien the war 
came along, one of his sons went 
to tl,e Navy and no laborers were 
to be had. His daughter quit teach­
ing school to help him, and they 
operated the farm four y'ars.

The first thing he did was to 
cut the number of cow§ to 80 heif­
ers. He didn’t have the time nor 
money to harvest, which cost from 
$2 to $3 an acre, so he turned his 
cattle out to do his harvesting for 
him.

Slowly his pr'sent plan, with its 
many benefits, evolved.

In Odlober liis calves were deliv­
ered and put on a 550-acre grain 
field and kept there until the first 
of the j'ear, when tlriy were moved 
to the range to graze until spring.

While they were on the range, 
the calves were fed cottonseed cake.

“The idea is not to let a calf 
lose any weight,” said Golladay. 
“Keep tho.se calves growing!”

When the grass shot up in the 
spring, the cake was stopped, and 
the calves stayed on the range un­
til August, wh?n the grass was al­
lowed to grow again.

Cutting the herd into three
grcuiis, the top steers were put back 
into the grain fields. The second 
best followed when the tops were 
moved to fresh fields, and the
short end to the stalk field.

By December the choice stiiers
were ready to finish in the dry lot, 
and weighed around 950 pounds or 
better. The mixed stuff, the short 
end of the calves, were turned loose 
in the fields replacing the second 
best, which went then into fresh 
fields.

By rotating his steers, Golladay 
had all his cattle 'fattened to around 
850 or 950 pounds by the time the 
top bunch of steers was sold. Be­
fore the remaining two bunches are 
marketed, fall delivery calves will 
follow them onto the stalk fields, 
and the process will be repeated.

Many benefits are derived from 
this process, Golladay said.

The cows get all the grain and 
fodder while it is still green. By 
mechanical harvesting, a lot of 
grain would have gone to waste and 
labor costs would have been high. 
Fertilizer goes back to the soil and 
improves its fertility. By keeping 
the cows from cropping the gi’ain 
and grass until the earth is bare, 
the crop residue is added to the soil. 
This practice decreases wind erosion 
and helps produce more feed.

This is the third year of Golla­
day’s program, and the ranch is 
producing a thousand pounds of 
grain per acre, four times the usual 
amount for his place. There are no 
signs of erosion, and this year he 
is marketing a 900-pound steer to 
every three acres of land, a total 
of 300 choice steers on 1,000 acres i 
of cultivated land and 12 sections I 
of grassland. '

Quick Cranberry Meat Loaf 
(Serves 6)

Cne envelope iilain unflavorod 
.gelatin, 1 1/4 ctip.s cold water, 2 
cups fre.sh cranberri'is, 6 table­
spoons light corn syrup (3/4 cup 
sugar may be used in place of light 
corn syrup _ if desired), 6 table- 
spcoiis, sugar, 1/4 teaspoon. salt, 1 
tablespoon lemon juice, 1 1/2 cups 
chopped leftover meat, 1/2 cup 
chopped celery, 1/4 cup chopped 
gr'.'en pepper.

Soften gelatin in 1/4 cup cold 
water. Combine cranberries, light 
corn syrup, sugar and remaining 
water, and cook until cranberries 
are soft and skins pop open.

Army Searches For Graves Oi Victims 
Oi Infamous Bataan March Of Death

By NEA Service j for information. Priests asked their
MANILA—The Army’s 601st Graves I congregations' for cooperation.

A public meetiiig was held in theRegistration Company is retracing 
the route of the Bataan Death 
March to recover and identify the 
remains of Americans who died 
during the infamous journey.

From Mariveles, at the southern 
tip of Bataan, Highway Three 
stretches northward through the 
towns of Balanga, Orani, and Ba- 
color, 120 miles north to the town 
01'̂  San Fernando, where six- 
day march ended. Along this route 
lie Americans, English, Dutch and 
Filiihnos, unclaimed and unidenti- 
lied ajter nearly four,years of war.

With the capitulation of the Jap­
anese on Bataan early this Spring, 
the Army set to work to track down 
all inlormation that might lead lo 
ic.entificarion and projier burial of 
the defenejurs of Bataan.

First they .sought an actual par­
ticipant of the Death March. The 
only marcher still in the Philip- 
pine.s at that time was M/Sgt. Abie 
Abraham, released from Cabantuan 
Prison by the SLxth Rangers in 
January. At the personal .request 
of General MacArthur, Abraham, a 
IC-year Army veteran, consented 
to help the 601st.
No lleeord on March

Tiiero were no official Army rec­
ords cither of the men on the 
march or the men who had died at 
the hands of the Japanese. Three 
years of tropic rains and rapid 
growth of vegetation had hidden 
hastily made graves. There was 
the problem of proper .identifica­
tion of bodies.

Graves Registration officials ap­
pealed to the people of .Balanga, 
a.bout halfway up from Mariveles,

■square of Balanga, and Abraham 
was introduced as a survivor of the 
Death March. He told of seeing 
some of ills comrades die when the 
weary, tortured marchers reached 
Balanga, and questioned the na­
tives as to the dLsposition of the 
bodies.

Mario Bugay volunteered that he 
saw a burial take place near his 
home. Upon questioning it was 
learned that the man had not died 
on tire march itself but liad been 
killed a few months later on a 
work detail in Balanga.

“He was very weak," Bugay said, 
“The Japanese called for him but 
he could not move so the guard 
clubbed him to death. .He was 
liuried by liis comrades.’’

Alfredo Pardillo said lie knew 
the name of Uie Ameriqan soldier 
from an epitniih on the grave.

“I can reiiiember the name be­
cause I llave read it jiere ‘during 
unforgettable times,” lie said. 
Memories Fade

When the body was disinterred, 
evidence of a fracture on the left 
side of tile .skull was discovered, 
substantiating Bugay’s story.

Six months after the job was 
started, very few bodies have been 
identified positively.

Abraham goes from town to town 
searcliing faded memories. At first 
the Filipinos were reluctant to as­
semble, remembering Jap meetings 
at which machine guns and rifle 
butts exercised persuasion. Amer­
ican understanding and kindness 
soon won their confidence and the 
numbers of volunteers increased.

As the weeks went by and clues 
began to take shape it became ap­
parent that although many indi­
vidual graves and common graves 
amounting to small cemeteries 
could be found, this 'was merely 
l.he beginning of the identification 
problem. In some cases after the 
passage of the Death March entire 
towns were driven to the hills, 
leaving no one to care properly for 
the dead. ' Swollen streams and 
tropical rains had washed away the 
makeshift graves and scavenger 
animals had taken their toll.

Filipinos sometimes carried bodies 
hundreds of yards from the road, 
burying them in swampy land or 
rice paddies.
Barrier to Success

The Filipino’s natural love for 
trinkets became another barrier to 
success. Many had fallen into pos­
session of souvenirs such as bars, 
stripes, unit insignia and identifi­
cation tags. These “souvenirs,” 
either given to them by American 
soldiers or taken from the dead, 
were identification clues.

Some had become such prized 
possessions that their owners were 
reluctant to part with them. Reg­
istration officials promised the na­
tives they would not be deprived of 
their souvenirs—the Army merely 
wished to examine them for evi­
dence.

As each grave is found it is 
marked with a white cross, and 
scaled maps made of the location. 
At one point near Bacolor a few 
miles south of San Fernando a 
white cross stands in a ditch by 
the roadway. A little farther south 
about 'a hundred yards from the 
highway in a wet, green, marshy 
field, the graves of 20 unidentified 
dead» are marked and staked. The 
6Clst has orders to disinter for 
proper burial only identified bodies, 
so while work toward this end con­
tinues they lie in their initial rest­
ing places.

“Approaching San Fernando,” 
comments Abraham, “casualties 
were naturally the heaviest. By 
this time after nearly, six days of 
marching we were all about done 
for and the Japs didn’t hesitate 
to use their rifles and bayonets on 
stragglers.

UNREUnTTING PRESSURE

I T had always been the concept 
of the United Chiefs of Staff 

that Japan could best be defeated 
by a series of amphibious attacks 
across the far reaches of the Pa­
cific.

Japan’s attack on our fleet at 
Pearl Harbor gave her a tre­
mendous but, nevertheless, tem­
porary advantage. The Japanese 
had reckoned without the ship­
yards of America and the fighting 
tradition of the United States 
Navy. Even before parity with 
the Japanese fleet had been re­
gained, the Navy successfully 
maintained communications with 
Australia and had undertaken 
limited offensives in the Solomons 
to halt the enemy advance. A 
desperate courage stopped the 
Japanese before Australia in the 
now historic battle of the Coral 
Sea and then shortly afterward 
utterly smashed the Japanese ad­
vance toward the United States 
itself in the decisive action at 
Midway.

The broad strategic allocation 
of resources among the theaters 
was controlled by the Combined 
Chiefs of Staff, but the actual con­
trol of operations in the Pacific 
had been retained by the U. S. 
Chiefs of Staff. At the Casablanca 
Conference, the Combined Chiefs 
agreed that Japan must be pro­
hibited from further expansion 
and from consolidating and ex­
ploiting her current holdings. This 
resolution was agreed upon even 
though we were at the very mo­
ment having great difficulty in 
concentrating sufficient resources 
to defeat the European Axis. 

Global Warfare
It has been declared axiomatic 

that a nation cannot successfully 
’ /age war on two fronts. With a. 
full appreciation of the difficulties 
and hazards involved, we felt 
compelled to wage a war not only 
on two fronts, but on many fronts.

Thus we arrived at the concept 
of global war in which the vast 
power of American democracy 
was to be deployed all over the 
earth.

At the TRIDENT Conference of 
May 1943 in Washington v/hen the 
specific strategy of the global war 
was conceived, it was determined 
to step up the pace of the advance 
on Japan. Then a few months 
later, in August 1943, at the 
QUADRANT Conference in Que­
bec, the specific routes of the ad­
vance on Japan were laid out. 
Gen. Douglas MacArthur was di­
rected to continue his operations 
up the New Guinea coast to reach 
the Philippines by the fall of 1944. 
Operations in the Gilberts, the 
Marshalls, and the Marianas were 
agreed to, and it was forecast that 
by the spring of 1945 we would 
be able to secure a lodgment in 
the Ryukyus on the threshold of 
the Japanese homeland.

Admiral King was confident that 
somewhere during the advances, 
probably during the Marianas or 
the Philippine campaigns, the 
United States fleets would meet 
and decisively defeat the Japanese 
Navy. No long-ranga military 
forecast could have been more 
accurate.

At the QUADRANT Conference 
General Arnold proposed an air 
plan for the softening of Japan. 
It was later approved and carried 
into execution. It called for the 
establishment of bases in China, 
in the Marianas, and other Pacific 
Islands from which would operate 
the huge B-29 superfortresses then 
only just going into production.

Pacific Pincers
At the turn of the year 1943 

Army forces in the South Pacific 
area were added to General Mac- 
Arthur’s strategic command. It 
was the intention of the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff to maintain the 
in-itiative, advancing by amphibi­
ous flanking actions on the Philip­
pines and the Japanese Islands 
from the south and from the east. 
The advance across the tremen­
dous reaches of the Central Pacific 
was placed under the command 
of Admiral Chester W. Nimitz. 
There were two axes of the op­
erations on the southern flank— 
one in New Guinea commanded

It was General MacArthur’s in­
tention to proceed by a series of 
envelopments up the coast of New 
Guinea and into the Philippines. 
We now enjoyed superiority both 
on the sea and in the air. He was 
therefore able to land his troops 
where the Japanese were weak­
est and confine their stronger 
forces in pockets from which, be­
cause of incredibly difficult ter­
rain and our air and sea supert,- 
ority, they could never break out. 
As a result there w’ere at the time 
of surrender hundreds of thou­
sands of Japanese troops isolated 
in the jungles of the Pacific 
islands, dying on the vine and of 
no further use to their Emperor. 
As General MacArthur reported 
toward the end of 1944:

“The enemy garrisons which 
have been bypassed in the Solo­
mons and New Guinea represent 
no menace to, current or future 
operations. ’Their capacity for or­
ganized offensive effort has passed, 
"rhe various processes of attrition 
will eventually account for their 
final disposition. The actual time 
of their destruction is of little or 
no importance and their influence 
as a contributing factor to the 
war is already negligible. The 
actual process of their immediate 
destruction by assault methods 
would unquestionably involve 
heavy loss of life without ade­
quate compensating strategic ad­
vantages.”

Even with the intense preoccu­
pation in the campaigns in Europe 
during the past two years, this 
great nation had been able stead­
ily to increase the resources avail­
able in the Pacific until at the 
moment of German collapse Gen­
eral MacArthur, and Admiral 
Nimitz were established on the 
threshold of the Japanese home­
land and the industries and cities 
of Japan were crumbling under 
our aerial bombardment. The 
U. S. Navy dominated the Pacific. 
The Commonwealth Government, 
under President Osmena, had been 
reestablished in power and in 
residence in the Philippines.

Four Armies Reduce 
Manchuria Gulf Port 
To Utter Poverty

By HAL BOYLE
HULUTAO, MANCHURIA—(/PV 

Pawed over by three armies and 
now in the hands of a fourth, this 
peaceful Manchurian fi.shing and 
railroad town finds it.s industrial 
iife practically reduced to activities 
of roving iteaiuit and candy .sale.s- 
mcn.

These peddler.s are done up in 
black tenni.s .shoes, quilted cotton 
clothing, and fur cap.s. Their dis­
play ca.se.s are open tray.s suspended 
from a long pole which they lug 
over their shoulders.

Warfare lias had little effect on 
the peanut business. 'Phe sales­
men sell 1,0 whatever army is in 
town and can make change in prac­
tically any currency.

This is one of the few all-weather 
ports on Liaotung Gulf and has 
direct railroad a'cce.^' to Chinhslen, 
one of the largest cities in South­
ern Manchuria.

The Japanese used it as one of 
I he main ports in the area to sup­
ply their armies and drain off Man­
churian wealth. Since the war 
ended, both Russian and Chinese 
Communist troops have further 
picked it clean.

One Chinese major wo talked to 
declared:

“The Russians loaded all heavy 
machine equipment they wanted 
here on Manchurian railroads and 
took it to Russia. They’ve also 
kept the railroad rolling stock. 
Then the Chine.se Communists 
came along and took away every­
thing they could carry. . . .’’

The poverty - stricken Chinese 
population and their one-story 
mud-walled huts were left un­
touched. Young children were 
sliding solemnly on small ice ponds.

The modern Japanese section 
with its neat rows of brick homes 
was cold and littered with empty - 
bottles and broken gla.ss after serv- | 
ing as barracks for the Russians I

THE FIRST

GIFTS
“—And they brought Him 
gifts of gold, frankincense, 
and myrrh.” T h e s e  first 
Christmas gifts of the Magi 
frequently appeared in pre­
scriptions at the time of the 
Nativity. Frankincense and 
myrrh are still prescribed, but 
gold has been proven to be of 
no medicinal value. However, 
CAMERON’S professional re­
putation is the “golden ingre­
dient” that goes into every 
prescription we fill.

Florida alone estimat-s it, will 
ship over four million boxes of 
tangerines this year .or Xmas fes- 
civities. How about using some of 
them for marmalades and preserves 
to give friends as gifts?

Tangerine Marmalade 
Four cups prepared fruit, 7 cups 

sugar (2 cups of light corn syrup 
may be substituted for 2. cups of 
the sugar. The corn syrup will 
yield an additional glass of mar­
malade.) , 1 bottle fruit pectin.

To -prepare fruit, remove skins 
in quarters from 8 to .10 tangerines 
and discard white fibers on inside 
of skins and on peehd fruit. With 
a very sharp knife, "cut rind into 
fine shreds. Acid 3/4 cup .water and 
1/8 teaspoon soda, .bring to a boil 
and simmer. Covered, 10 minutes, 
stirring occasionally. Dice peeled 
tangerines, add with juice to cooked 
rind and simm”r, covered, 20 min­
utes longer. Measure sugar and 
prepare fruit into large kettle, fill­
ing up last cup v/ith water if nec­
essary. Mix well. Bring to a full 
rolling boil over hottest fire. Stir 
constantly before and while boiling. 
Boil hard 1 minute Remove froin 
fire and stir in bottled fruit pectin. 
Then stir and skim by turns for 
just 5 minutes to cool slightly to 
prevent floating fruit.

Pour quickly. Paraffin hot mar­
malade at once.

Orange Marmalade 
Three and one-half cups prepared 

fruit, 1 1/4 cups sugar, 1 1/4 cups 
light corn syrup, 1 box powdered 
fruit pectin.

To prepare fruit, remove skins in 
quarters from 5 medium oranges 
and 1 medium lemon. Lay quarters 
flat; shave off and discard about 
1/2 of white part. With a very 
sharp knife, cut remaining find into 
fine shreds. Add 11 / 2  cups water 
and 1/8 teaspoon soda. Bring to a 
boil and simmer, covered, .for just 
10 minutes, stirring occasionally. 

Cut of tight skin of peeled fruit 
and slip pulp out of each section.

Add pulp, juice and 1 cup sugar 
to cooked rind. This cup of sugar 
is in addition to the 1 1/4 cups 
specified above. Simmer, covered, 
20 minutes longer. Measure sugar 
and syrup into dish and set aside 
until need'’d. Measure prepared 
fruit into a 3 to 4-quart kettle, fill­
ing up last cup or fraction of cup 
with water if necessary; place over 
hottest fire. • .

Add powdered . fruit pectin,' mix 
well, and continue stirring until 
mixture comes to a liard boil. At 
once' pour in sugar' and syrup, stir­
ring constantlsf. (To reduce foam­
ing, 1/4 teaspoon biittef may be 
added.) Continue stirring, bring, to 
a full rolling boil and boil hard 
2 minutes.

Remove trom tire, skim', pour 
quickly. Paraffin , hot marmalade 
at once.

Leaders Expect Loan To Britain To Cause Rift

week by American and British of­
ficials, the two governments made 
1 final settlement of lend-lease and 
uirplus property that Daves the 
3ritish owing $650,000,000.

Thus the total credit would be 
$4.400,000,000. But the $650,000,000 
settlement does not require ’ any 
American cash, hence will not be 
submitted to Congress for approval.

Chairman Spence (D-Ky) of the 
House Banking Conjmittee drew a 
parallel between the loan and the 
Bretton Woods institutions—saying 
they “both have one purpose, to dd 
away with practices that made for 
■'conomic warfare.”

Under the Bretton Woods bill 
Congress approved U. S. member- 
hip in a multi-billion dollar in- 
■srnational monetary fund and an 
’.iternational bank.
