Council Votes 
Garbage Rate 
Increase

The Haskell City Council 
met Tuesday July 27 at 7:30 in 
the City Hall to discuss 
pending business.

The major items on the 
agenda were sales taxes, 
garbage service, sewer service 
and street conditions.

Mayor Duncan reported to 
the council that June sales 
taxes totaled $1,689.20 lower 
than usual, however the year 
end total should not be 
affected by this low figure.

Garbage cost were discuss­
ed by E. J. Stewart, and 
inview of the loss of over 
$4,000.00 last year it was 
decided that an increase in the 
monthly rates of .50c was 
necessary. This new rate will 
go into effect in the September 
billing for residential ac­
counts, commercial accounts 
will be studied for future 
action. A motion was also 
made to make garbage pickup 
a manditory part of the water 
bill since some people are 
using their neighbors barrel 
and not paying their share of 
the service cost. This along 
with the rate increase should 
put garbage collection on a 
self supporting basis.

Sewer rates were also 
increased by .SOc as prepar­
ation for the added cost to be 
incured in sewage disposal 
with the opening of a new 
disposal plant to be construct­
ed at a estimated cost of 
$75,000.00.

Editor— This is one of a series of articles about Mental

Approximately 3 percent of 
the population are classified 
as mentally retarded. Mental 
retardation is 4 times more 
common as rheumatic heart 
disease, 9 times more preva­
lent than cerebral palsy, and 
affects 15 times more people 
than total blindness. Mental 
retardation disables 10 times 
more children and adults than 
polio did before the develop­
ment of the Salk vaccine.

Yes, I am mental retard­
ation. 1 want to become better 
acquainted with you. I will be 
coming to you through the 
series of articles that will 
relate to me and my very 
existence. If there are specific 
questions you have regarding 
any article, please contact the 
Haskell Free Press.

Cotton competition continues
to develop new markets as 
evidenced by two recent 
happenings. One has been the 
successful development of 
flame-retardant cottons as 
highlighted last year when 
New York City Fire Com­
missioner John T. O’Hagan 
announced that all New York 
firemen will start wearing 
"Fire S t ^ ’’ uniforms (100% 
cotton). 'That decision came 
after nearly a year of testing 
the cotton material against 
synthetic products. Second 
development involves current 
research at the Southern 
Regional Research Lab in 
New Orleans where scientists 
have produced glass from 
cotton. Cotton glass has a 
good chance for extensive use 
since it has the unique ability 
to bond together other glasses 
of different composition. 
Although product pos­
sibilities include nearly every­
thing made from glass, most 
immediate use will probably 
be scientilic glassware.

MR. AND MRS. MAJOR LEWIS

For many years one of 
Haskell’ s most familiar fi­
gures has been Major Lewis, 
khaki-clad and with the stump 
of a cigar in his mouth, as he 
makes his way in and out of 
stores visiting with anyone 
who will take the time to 
“ josh”  with him.

I sat with Major on his front 
porch and watched the rain 
fall gently on the colorful 
Zinnias and lush green patch 
of St. Augustine grass in his 
yard. “ Never could get 
anything to grow on that side 
of the walk until I got that 
grass” , he said, swatting an 
occasional fly as we talked.

There were a lot of 
questions I had wanted 
answered, but many of them 
went unasked as I just sat and 
listened to the 94 year old 
black man who wove a tale of a 
life lived in simple faith and 
perserverance.

Born April 28, 1882, in 
Troy, a town in Pike County, 
Alabama, Major remembers 
the move to Texas when he 
was 8 years old. An uncle has 
moved earlier and had sent 
word back that “ money was 
growing on trees in Texas", 
Major said.

So on Christmas Eve his 
father came in and announced 
to the mother, who had been 
doing the holiday cooking all 
day, that they were going to 
Texas. On Christmas Day they 
joined relatives and friends, 
two railroad cars filled with 
them, for the ride across the 
Southern states.

To the 8 year old boy it was 
exciting but a sad experience. 
“ 1 hated to leave my play­
mates and as the train 
traveled and turned 1 kept 
thinking we were going back 
to Alabama," Major recalled.

The family settled in Rob­
ertson County, living in the 
town of Calvert. His father 
worked on the A.M. Tolbert 
farm, with the boys in the 
family working, too.

In Alabama Major had gone 
to sehool part of the First 
Grade “ Studying in the Blue 
Back Speller; they don’t have 
that any more” , he said. 
There were two years of 
schooling in Calvert and a 
short time later the family 
moved, returning to Calvert 
soon where he again enrolled 
briefly. When he was 12 years 
old Major’ s father started him 
plowing and “ 1 never went 
back to school.”

One day the farm owner 
came to the field where the 
hands were working and told 
Major from that day on he was 
the “ straw boss.”  Major was 
14 years old. “ He gave me a 
mule and a saddle and I would 
ride from the plow hands to 
the hoe hands. On Friday 1 
went to town for the payroll.”

Later in Hibank, located in 
Falls County he again was 
made "straw boss”  over 26 
families who worked 1700 
acres of land. "There was a 
Lower Farm and an Upper 
Farm and I rode all over 
checking on the workers— 
white, black, Spanish and 
Italian."

Major and his wife Alice 
wre married August 24, 1911. 
“ We got married and then 
went to church and got up the 
next morning and went to 
picking cotton 1“

It was the lure of better 
wages that brought the 
Lewises to Haskell County. 
For several years Major and 
his boys would come to “ pull 
bolls" to get Christmas 
money. Finally they decided to 
move to Haskeli.

One of the daughters 
remembers the move in 1940 
as one of painful disappoint­
ment for her. “ 1 was in the 
10th grade at Marlin and when 
we got to Haskell we found the 
school for the blacks .only went 
to the 7th grade. 1 would have 
had to go to Abilene to school 
so 1 never did get to go any

church for several years. “ 1 
read my Bible; don’t have no 
special place, just open it up 
and read it. 1 taught my 
children to read it by 
lamplight, lying on the floor." 
Sometimes now one of them 
will come ask him questions 
about the Bible and “ 1 just tell 
’em what it says and they go 
on, satisfied," he said.

Major told me enough 
stories to write three articles; 
we laughed together at many 
of the incidents he related. 1 
said. “ Major, if you had your 
life to live over, would you live 
any differently?" “ Well, 1 
don’ t know about that", he 
said, “ But 1 ain’t never done 
nothing that I’d be scared to 
try again!"

As I drove home 1 pondered 
over his answer; 1 decided that 
would be about as commend­
able a conclusion as any of us 
could hope to reach when we 
enter the twilight years!

more", she said.
Major and Alice Lewis had 

eleven children, plus one child 
by her first marriage. Four of 
them have homes near the 
house which Major bought 
when the family came to 
Haskell.

Alice, who is 89 is not in 
good health and was resting in 
bed. Her room is almost 
papered with pictures of 
children and grandchildren. 
She spoke, quietly, saying that 
she ought to get a book to put 
the pictures in, but 1 told her 
it’s better to have them on the 
walls where she could look up 
and see them.

When he wants to go “ up 
town" Major starts walking 
and usually someone will pick 
him up. He has owned several 
cars but he sold the last one he 
had under circumstances that 
illustrated his humorous atti­
tude toward many of the 
day-to-day problems in his 
life.

‘ ’Three of my boys had cars 
like mine. When they needed 
something to replace a part 
that was broken or worn out 
they’d just come get it off my 
car. I’d go out to get in it and 
the starter would be gone, or 
the battery or one wheel would 
be off. 1 told my wife if 1 ever 
got everything back on that 
car at one time 1 was gonna 
sell it.”  And he did!

Major is a deacon in the 
Pilgrim Rest Baptist Church; 
he proudly showed me a 
certificate of ordination dated 
July 7, 1957— “ Having been 
chosen a man of good report, 
full of the Spirit and of 
wisdom, and capable of using 
the office well, was set apart 
publicly to the office and work 
of deacon".

He joined Masonic Lodge 
#1492 in 1929; a 32nd degree 
Mason, he has been lodge 
treasurer ever since it has 
been in Haskeli.

Good health has been one of 
Major’s blessings; he has 
never been to a doctor. 
“ About two years ago I had 
been fishing and when I got 
home I had a cramp in my leg. 
The children kept worrying 
about me so they called Dr. 
Cadenhead. He came out and 
gave me a shot; he said it 
would put me to sleep, but you 
know, that shot ain’t put me to 
sleep yet,”  he laughed. He 
had to have two teeth pulled 
once, and returned to the 
field to “ pull bolls soon as the 
dentist got done with me” , he 
said.

After sharecropping in Has­
kell for several years. Major 
went to work for Brazelton 
Lumber Company where he 
worked “ 16 years, 8 months 
and two weeks", he proudly 
states. “ I raised all my kids 
and never took nothing from 
the government ’till I retired 
from the lumber company."

Desmond Dulaney, city 
secretary who worked many 
years with Major at the 
lumber yard, said he could tell 
many stories about Major. 
“ More than anything else I 
would like to say that I have 
always considered Major 
Lewis a good friend. My wife 
and 1 through the years 
enjoyed visiting with Major 
and his wife."

One of Major’ s customs at 
Christmas was t° buy a 
picture frame and place a SIO 
bill in it as his gift to 
Desmond. Jim Bird, former 
manager of the lumber com­
pany who now lives in Dallas, 
was also the yearly recipient of 
a framed $10 bill.

As we sat talking about old 
ways of doing things on the 
farm Major recalled how good 
the food, such as bacon or ham 
out of the smokehouse, would 
smell as it cooked. “ Now­
adays” , he declared, “ don’t 
nothing smell but cabbage, 
collards and chit’ lins!”

Major taught the Men’s

VISITS IN 1976

America’s national parks 
have never been short of 
people, but visitors are show­
ing up in the parks during this 
Bicentennial year at a rate that 
is a surprise even to the 
director of the National Park 
Service, Gary Everhardt.

“ With the arrival of the 
Bicentennial we expected 
more visitors than ever in the 
parks,”  Director Everhardt 
said. “ But the current rate of 
increase—23 percent above 
1975 levels through April— 
will greatly exceed our pro­
jections if it continues through 
the summer.

By the end of April last 
year, the National Park 
System had recorded 47 
million visits on the way to a 
record-setting total of 239 
million for the year. The first 
four months of 1976 showed 58 
million visits, setting a trend 
which may easily surpass the 
year’ s projected total of 252 
million.

“ The continuing popularity 
of the parks makes advance 
planning more important than 
ever,”  Everhardt said. “ The 
National Park Service wel­
comes every visitor, but 
those who come prepared will 
get a lot more out of their visit 
and avoid a lot of head aches, 
too.”

Writing ahead for basic 
information is the key to 
having a SUPER visit, that is, 
Safely, Using, Preserving and 
Enjoying the Resources at the 
parks.

Everhardt said the National 
Park Service is bringing the 
Bicentennial celebration to all 
parks this year. “ Many are 
coming to our Bicentennial 
areas along the east coast, but 
there are many more who 
won’t be able to make that trip 
this year, so we are celebrat­
ing the Bicentennial in all our 
parks from coast to coast,”  he 
said.

“ Ours is a rich and varied 
heritage and we can find as 
much inspiration in the lives of 
the pioneers and those who 
were here when the pioneers 
arrived as we can from the 
traditional revolutionary war 
shrines.”

In order that all Americans 
have a chance to reflect upon 
their heritage, Everhardt said 
each park will have an 
appropriate Bicentennial pro­
ject this summer.

And in an effort to bring the 
1776 spirit out of the East, two 
National Park Service road 
shows are touring the country. 
One, “ People o f ’76”  shows a 
cross-section of colonial life 
through the use of actors and 
craftspeople in an 18th Cen­
tury village setting.

Another, “ We’ve Come 
Back for a Little Look Around”  
features Ben Franklin and 
other American greats return­
ing to find out what has 
become of the American 
experiment in liberty that 
Franklin helped inaugurate.

Aside from the Basin, the 
only place in the park where 
overnight lodging is available, 
and park headquarters at 
Panther Junction, much of the 
interest lies along the Rio 
Grande which separates the 
park and the U. S. from 
Mexico along a 107-mile 
border.

One developed area on the 
Rio is Rio Grande Village, a 
peaceful spot where you can 
fish, camp, picnic, and explore 
the contrasts between the 
jungle-like river floodplain 
and the arid desert via 
self-guided nature trails. 
Evening naturalist programs 
are given outdoors in winter.

And across the river and a 
little downstream is the tiny 
Mexican town of Boquillas, a 
rustic community with a 
church, school, a couple of 
cantinas and a few adobe 
houses.

Four miles downstream 
from Rio Grande Village is 
Boquillas Canyon, one of three 
major canyons cut by the 
river. A short trail from the 
parking area takes you into the 
canyon.

Many, many miles upriver 
from Rio Grande Village is 
another developed area— 
Castolon. The road into 
Castolon offers spectacular 
views as it winds through the 
Chisos foothills.

Castolon is situated on a 
floodplain terrace overlooking 
the river and there are 
opportunities to fish, camp 
and picnic in the area.

"Regarding safety training, 
a farmer must instruct every 
employee in the operation and 
servicing of all equipment 
with which that employee is 
involved." emphasizes the 
Texas .AJcM University Sys­
tem engineer.

Among the safe operating 
practices in which the em­
ployee must be instructed are 
the following:

—Keep all guards in place 
when the machine is in 
operation.

—Permit no riders on farm 
equipment other than persons 
required for instruction or 
assistance.

—Stop the engine, discon­
nect the power source and 
wait for all machine movement 
to stop before servicing, 
adjusting, cleaning or unclog­
ging equipment, except when 
the machine must be running 
to be properly serviced.

—Make sure everyone is 
clear of machinery before

starting the engine, engaging 
power or operating the mach­
ine.

— Lock out electrical poser 
before performing mainte­
nance or servicing equipment.

The requirement for safety 
signs calls for such signs to be 
placed at prominent locations 
on tractors and PTO driven 
equipment indicating that 
power drive system safety 
shields must be kept in plaee.

Funhermore. when removal 
of a guard or access door 
might expose an employee to 
any equipment that continues 
to rotate after the power is 
disengaged, the employer 
must provide warnings to look 
and listen for evidenee of 
rotation and not to remove the 
guard or aceess door until all 
component movement has 
stopped.

"Complying with these 
safety standards will make the 
farm a safer workplaee. so 
they should become a part of 
the farm operation as soon as 
possible." advises Nelson.

Deadline

COLLEGE STATION— 
Farmers now have until 
October 25 to comply with 
certain safety standards under 
the Occupational Safety and 
Health Act (OSHA) that were 
to become effective June 7.

The safety practices concern 
guarding tractor power take­
offs (PTO), displaying safety 
signs and providing initial 
employee training for mach­
inery operations.

"Even though the deadline 
has been extended, farmers 
should continue with prepara­
tions to meet these safety 
standards,”  advises Dr. Gary 
Nelson, agricultural safety 
engineer for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

Particular emphasis is on 
guarding the PTO drive line. 
The tractor shield on the rear 
PTO shaft must be kept in 
place, notes Nelson. However, 
the master shield may be 
removed when necessary to

The past 20 years have 
proven the Great Plains 
Conservation Act to be a 
valuable investment in the 
future for Texas farmers and 
ranchers.

The law, signed by Presi­
dent Eisenhower on August 7, 
1956, has brought a more 
stable agriculture, more de­
pendable income, and an 
improved environment to the 
ten Great Plains states accord­
ing to Soil Conservation 
Service Officials.

When a producer signs a 
Great Plains contrart with the 
U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture, he agrees to carry out a 
complete conservation plan on 
his entire farm or ranch. This 
might include such measures 
as improving rangeland, terr­
acing, or converting erosion 
prone cropland to grass. In 
return, the Soil Conservation 
Service provides technical 
assistance and shares in the 
cost.
