562 Young 
People Killed In 
Traffic Accidents

As nearly three million 
Texas students return to 
public, private, and parochial 
schools, the threat of traffic 
accidents has increased.

Ken Nevil. administrator of 
the Office of Traffic Safety, 
said. “ During 1975, 562
persons under the age of 18 
were killed in traffic accidents. 
This represents an increase of 
nearly 5 percent over the 
previous year.”

Nevil said many motorists 
are acutely aware of the 
dangers during the first few 
days of school but many then 
forget the hazards as time 
passes.

Calling attention to the 
impassive attitudes by some 
drivers, Nevil said, “These 
school aged youngsters are in 
their prime and nearing the 
threshold of adulthood. But, 
the pathetic killing of these 
students removes their chan­

ces to be productive citizens."
To work toward reduction of 

school related accidents. Nevil 
said the Office of Traffic 
Safety would continue working 
with the Texas Education 
Agency, related associations, 
and the many schools across 
Texas to get teachers and 
students involved in traffic 
safety. "We are continuing 
the Ranger Kit Program, 
which allows students to 
participate in about ten hours 
of instruction on traffic safety.

Additionally, we are develop­
ing other classroom packages 
relating to bicycle, pedestrian, 
and passenger safety. By 
working with elementary level 
students, we think we can 
develop attitudes that will

remain positive during their 
formative years. We trust 
manv of these behaviors will 
be carried with them as they 
begin to drive automobiles. 
Admittedly, our plan is long 
range, but we think education

is the ultimate solution to the 
traffic safety problems of 
Texas." concluded Nevil.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS 
FREQUENTLY ASKED ABOUT THE 

BEEF RESEARCH AND INFORMATION ACT

Q. Who developed the Beef Research and 
Information Act?
A. This plan was developed by the Beef 
Development Taskforce (BDT)—an industry-wide 
committee with representatives from the American 
National Cattlemen’s Association, National Live­
stock Feeders Association, National Live Stock and 
Meat Board, United Dairy Industry Association. 
Livestock Marketing Association, Central Public 
Markets and American National CowBelles.

Q. Who is supporting this plan?
A. Most beef and dairy organizations have 
endorsed it—a total of 11 national organizations, 
plus 10 national breed associations, 15 state beef 
councils and 45 state cattlemen’s associations. 
Never has there been a program or an issue that had 
such wide support of cattlemen.

Q. What Is the objective?
A. It is designed as a self-help plan under which 
producers can raise funds for beef research, 
consumer and producer information, promotion and 
market development programs. The ultimate goal, 
of course, is more profit for producers...plus better 
products and more stable supplies for consumers.

Q. Will any of the money he used for lobbying?
A. Absolutely not. The law prohibits any of these 
funds being used to influence legislation.

Q. Win the program be run by the Govemmmit or 
the Secretary of Agriculture?
A. No. According to the bill, ,only the Beef Board 
has authority to develop programs and enter into 
contracts. The Secretary has the authority of 
approval only. His responsibility is to see that the 
program is run by cattle producers in the manner 
and for the purposes spelled out in the Act.

Q. Will a producer’s wife or children be allowed to 
vote in the referendum?
A. If the cattle are joint property, there will be one 
vote per family and either the man or wife may vote. 
The same applies to a corporation or partnership— 
one vote per producing entity.

Q. Can a producer get his money back?
A. Yes, simply by writing to the Beef Board and 
supplying evidence of how much he paid in 
assessments.

Q. How can consumers benefit from such a 
program?
A. This program will benefit consumers, as well as 
producers, in many ways. To name a few; Increased 
efficiencies through market and product research; 
improved consumer information and education 
(better know-how in the economics and purchasing 
knowledge of beef, resulting in savings for the 
consumer); research in nutrition and health; etc. 
The success of the program will be in direct 
proportion to the help that it affords consumers, 
because informed and happy consumers are vital to 
the beef industry.

Q. How will the program help small producers?
A. A long-range program—aimed at increasing 
and improving all facets of beef market 
development—promotion, education, and research 
—should be of equal benefit to all producers in ratio 
to. their involvement in cattle production.

Q. Can we be assured that funds will be properly 
managed and well handled?
A. The Beef Board (cattlemen) will have the 
ultimate responsibility. The Beef Board will need to 
employ the best available professional staff as they 
will have direct responsibility for managing and 
handling the funds.

Q. Could the Secretary of Agriculture iq>point 
people of his own choosing to the Beef Board and 
thereby control the program?
A. No way. The Bill states that the Beef Board 
shall be composed of cattle producers appointed by 
the Secretary from nominations submitted by 
eligible organizations of cattle producers. The 
Secretary is not authorized to make appointments 
from any other source.

The Beef Market Development Pro­
gram is a self-help plan for cattlemen. 
It's a "everyone-pays-a-fair-share" 
system for cattlemen to finance, ac­
tivate and administer their own re­
search, consumer and producer infor­
mation. promotion and market devel­
opment program.

For “ rescue breathing” : Clear victim’s throat 
of water, mucus, food. Tilt head back to open 
the air passage. Hold jaw in jutting-out 
position. Pinch nostrils to prevent air leakage 
unless victim is a child. Blow into mouth (and 
nose, if victim is a small child) until you see 
the chest lift. Remove your mouth; listen for 
air return from victim’s lungs. Repeat about 
12 times a minute for an adult, about 20 times 
a minute for a child.

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Mental Retardation
Editor— This is one of a series of articles about Mental 
Retardation prepared by Mrs. Eugene Cochran and the 
Public Education Committee of the Texas Association 
for Retarded Citizens.

AN OUNCE 
OF PREVENTION

America’s number one heal­
th problem affecting children 
today is mental retardation a 
condition that affects some 
120,000 babies a year. Every 
five minutes in the United 
States, a child is born mentally 
retarded. The tragic part of 
the story is that most of these 
cases could have been pre­
vented.

Until recently, people be­
lieved that retardation was 
always inherited from one of 
the child’s parents. We now 
know that about one fourth of 
the cases of retardation are 
hereditary. Mental retardation 
can be caused by any 
condition which interferes 
with your child’s development 
before birth, during birth or in 
the early childhood years. 
Many causes of retardation 
are unknown and therefore 
remain unpreventable. But 
medical experts now say that 
at least 50 percent of the cases 
are preventable.

You probably know very 
little about the subject of 
mental retardation. When you 
think of having a family, it’s 
the most remote prospect of 
all. But when you’re planning 
to have a child, you should be 
aware of the causes of mental 
retardation. If you are already 
pregnant, or even if your plans 
to start a family are years 
away, the best thing you can 
do for your child is to take care 
of yourself—starting right 
now. With the help of your 
doctor and the steps outlined, 
you can help your child to be 
born healthy.

THINK AHEAD. Genetic 
counseling, while it may never 
reach the same popularity as 
the bride’s registry for silver, 
crystal and china, should be a 
premarital concern for those 
couples whose families have 
disorders that could be here­
ditary. The best time to get 
advice is before the wedding.

About one-fourth of all

mentally retarded individuals 
are retarded because of a 
definite genetic factor. Gene­
tic counseling can help cou­
ples decrease these estimates.

SEE YOUR DOCTOR BE­
FORE CONCEPTION. There 
are a lot of things to know 
about having a baby. In fact, 
there are certain immuniz­
ations and tests you should 
have even before the baby is 
conceived. The best thing to 
do is see your doctor at least 
three months before conceiv­
ing the baby.

If you don’t have a doctor, 
public health agencies are 
available for services in most 
communities.

EAT THE RIGHT FOODS. 
Good nutrition is essential for 
mother and child, but should 
begin long before you become 
pregnant. Remember, what­
ever you eat or drink is also 
being fed to your unborn 
child. A variety of meats, 
vegetables, fruits and dairy 
products is the best diet for 
both of you. Avoid eating junk 
foods which are high in 
calories and low in nutrition. 
Improper nourishment during 
any period of pregnancy can 
alter the normal growth of the 
child’s brain and damage 
future ability to learn.

PROTECT YOURSELF 
WITH IMMUNIZATIONS. If 
you get German or three-day 
measles (rubbella) in the first 
three months of pregnancy, 
retardation or some other 
birth defect may be the result.

Immunity testing is also 
available if you can’t remem­
ber whether you had the 
measles. If you haven’t had 
measles or other childhood 
diseases, ask your doctor 
about immunization to protect 
you and your baby. It’s best to 
stay away from known cases of 
measles. Encourage parents 
to have children immunized.

BEWARE OF RADIATION. 
Both parents should be aware 
of the amount of their 
exposure to X-rays and other

radiation before conception. 
During pregnancy, the baby 
can be damaged if it is 
exposed to X-ray or radiation. 
Take special precautions dur­
ing pregnancy or suspected 
pregnancy. Have no X-rays 
without your doctor’s full 
knowledge of your condition.

CONTINUE TO SEE YOUR 
DOCTOR. There is just no 
substitute for expert medical 
care. Many medical problems 
go un-noticed by people who 
do not have regular medical 
checkups. It is necessary to 
have regular checkups once 
you become pregnant. Medi­
cal care is important during 
pregnancy for thyroid disease, 
diabetes, or infections of the 
kidney or bladder. The doctor 
will check the baby’s growth 
until it’s time for you to 
deliver. Abnormalities may be 
detected and possibly correct­
ed or reduced with constant 
care.

STOP SMOKING. Every 
time you inhale cigarette 
smoke, you fill your lungs with 
nicotine and carbon monoxide. 
Your blood carries these 
impurities through the umbili­
cal cord into your baby’s 
bloodstream. Smoking can 
restrict the baby’s normal 
growth inside the womb. It 
can make your children under­
developed and underweight at 
birth and prone to illness in 
the first critical weeks of life. 
If you give up smoking during 
pregnancy, your baby will be 
as healthy as if you had never 
smoked.

VD NEEDS TREATMENT. 
If you think you have veneral 
disease, seek treatment im­
mediately. Damage to the 
unborn baby’s heart, skeleton, 
nervous system and brain can 
be caused by VD—the result 
can be a mentally retarded 
child. Help is available from 
your local health clinic or 
physician.

KNOW YOUR BLOOD 
TYPE. If the mother has 
RH-negative blood and the 
father has RH-positive blood, 
a newborn infant has a 
one-in-twenty chance of hav­
ing hemolytic anemia which 
means the baby’s red blood 
cells don’t live as long as they 
should. A vaccine can prevent 
RH blood disease. If you’re 
RH negative, ask your doctor 
about it.

AVOID DRUGS EXCEPT 
THOSE PRESCRIBED BY 
YOUR DOCTOR. Many med­
ications can cause birth 
defects when taken alone or 
combined with other drugs. 
Check with your doctor about 
the safety of taking drugs 
prescribed for you before your 
pregnancy began. Remember 
that even common, every day 
drugs, such as aspirin, should 
be used only with the 
permission of your doctor.

all Texas dove seasons.
A split season is set for the 

North Zone beginning Jan. 1 
and runs through Jan. 16 
when the shooting hours start 
30 minutes before sunrise and 
will end at sunset.

Last year an experimental 
all-day season was tried in the 
winter segment of the South 
Zone with no appreciable 
change in dove harvest. 
Hunters contacted by the 
TP&WD generally were 
pleased with the additional 
hunting opportunity whether 
they took more doves or not.

The last year of all-day dove 
hunting was 1950.

According to Clyde Holt, 
TP&WD biologist in Decatur, 
the opening of dove season 
will probably be a little 
“ slower” than normal for the 
North Central Texas area. 
Holt said it is strictly a food 
situation and at this early date 
we have no abundance of dove 
feed. As the croton (dove 
weed;, sunflowers and milk 
weed matures our dove 
population should build up 
where this type of situation 
exists.

WASHINGTON, D. C.— 
OUR GOOD FRIEND AND 
NEIGHBOR, Congressman 
Bob Poage of Waco wrote on 
July 30, “ Sometimes after 
witnessing the efforts of some 
of our Colleagues to block the 
development of every source 
of energy, I feel they must 
want us to go to catching 
lightning bugs and putting 
them in bottles to read by. 
Today, the House by a two 
vote majority turned down a 
proposal to let private enter­
prise use Government- 
developed techniques to 
expand atomic energy fuel 
plants. Atomic energy is one 
of the cheapest energy resour­
ces that w'e have presently 
available but it requires 
tremendous capUal to produce 
and even more to produce the 
needed fuel.”

THE LEGISLATION TO 
WHICH CONGRESSMAN 
POAGE referred is known as 
the “ Nuclear Fuel Assurance 
Act of 1976” voted on by the 
House 1 Representatives on 
Friday, July 30. The following 
Wednesday, August 4, we 
were able to reverse the defeat 
of the bill and passed it by a 
one vote margin.

IN HIS NEWS RELEASE, 
CONGRESSMAN POAGE 
went on to say that when he is 
about ready to despair, 
“ someone comes along and 
shows that there are people in 
the United States who realize 
that we are faced. with a 
serious need for energy and 
that the only way to get that 
energy is to let someone make 
a profit producing it.” He 
pointed out that we have 
almost unlimited sources of 
energy from the sun but that it 
is so diffused it is difficult to 
use for ordinary purposes. A 
number of industries are, 
however, spending large sums 
of money in research and 
development to capture the 
sun rays for heating and 
cooling systems. Our scient­
ists are convinced that in a few' 
years the enormous costs of 
producing solar energy can be 
greatly reduced.

MR. POAGE IS HEADING 
EFFORTS in his Agriculture 
Committee towards develop­
ing another source of energy. 
This is producing an alcoholic 
fuel from vegetables. He 
believes that large quantities 
of alcohol from vegetables, 
corn and other grains can, in 
time, be produced at a cost 
low enough to make it 
competitive with gasoline. To 
reach such goals, we must be 
willing to carry on substantial 
and expensive research. Un­
less we do this, Mr. Poage 
further points out, we are 
going to find out that in ten 
years from now our cost of 
producing energy from the 
sun or from vegetables is 
going to be as great as it is 
today and we will have no 
facilities to accomplish this 
production. In other words, 
the time is now and the 
situation is not going to get 
any better, but has the 
possbility of becoming much 
more severe unless we boldly 
and determinedly take an 
initiative which we are not 
now doing.

OUR MEMORIES SEEM 
SHORT. We forget the cir-

cumstances in which we found 
ourselves when hit by the 
Middle-East oil embargo in 
1973. Although not all our 
crude oil imports come from 
the Middle-East, our total 
reliance on foreign sources of 
crude is approaching 50% 
today. Should another cutoff 
come to pass, conditions 
would even be worse than that 
we experienced in 1973.

A noxious weed, commonlv 
known as blueweed or blue 
sunflower, has been located 
and identified in Haskell 
County.

Clyde Mayfield of Weinert, 
cooperating with the W i.! ■■ i 
Brazos Soil and Watei ( ^n- 
servation District, discovered 
blueweed in his western 
wheatgrass waterway, east of 
Weinert.

Blueweed is a low, bluish or 
grayish green perennial, 
growing 1 to 2 feet high, 
reproducing by seed but 
principally by the widespread- 
ing underground system of 
creeping and upright roots 
and rootstocks. The leaves, 
which give the plant its color, 
are stemless, and may be 
located alternately or opposite 
each other on the main stem. 
The leaves are narrow to 
broadly lanceshaped, 1 to 4 
inches long, and vary greatly 
in width. Leaf margins are 
often very wavy and bear short 
stiff hairs. Similar hairs may 
also occur long the leaf veins 
on the lower surface.

The flower heads are 1 to 
1 Vi inches broad, have yellow 
petals with a dark purplish 
brown center. The narrow, 
wedgeshaped seeds are gray­
ish brown, 4-angled, and 
about 1/8 inch long.

Blue weed is one of the few 
noxious weeds that is invading 
our area. It is a native of 
Arizona. It grows in dense 
colonies in heavy soils, in low 
drainage areas, dry lakes, and 
roadsides from whence it 
spreads into cultivated fields.

Blueweed is a potential pest 
in any cultivated field it 
invades. Cutlivation aids its 
spread. The underground 
rootstocks are cut into pieces 
and scattered through the soil. 
These pieces are capable of 
starting new plants. Its growth 
is so vigorous that many crops 
cannot favorably compete and 
are crowded out.

Control will be a 'edious 
operation, and may require 
several applications over a 
period of one to three years.

Banvel, a dicamba herbi­
cide, is recommended for 
control. Application rates list­
ed on container labels should 
be followed closely. Usually,

pint to Vj gallon of Banvel 
mixed with 15 to 20 gallons of 
water will do the control job.

Thoroughly wet the entire 
plant when they are young and 
growing in the spring. The 
rate or amount of material per 
acre will vary according to the 
density of the infestation.

If you suspect that you have 
an infestation of Blueweed, 
bring a plant in for identifica­
tion. Be sure to dig down and 
get as much root as possible.

The Soil Conservation Staff 
as the Haskell Field Office will 
be happy to assist you with 
this or any problem that you 
might have in the field of 
conservation of our natural 
resources.
