Flooding Highlights Weaknesses
Flood-producing rains, such 

as those received in Haskell 
County August 3rd and 4th. 
highlight weaknesses in ter­
race systems and poor farming 
practices being used.

Contour Farming is not just 
a conservation practice recom­
mended to add difficulties to 
farming operations and to 
sketch pretty désignés on a 
field. Contour farming is 
recommended to help prevent 
excessive soil and moisture 
loss. Much of the rainfall 
received in the Haskell Soil 
and Water Conservation Dis­
trict fell faster than it could 
soak into bare ground.

Terraces and contour 
farming (running rows parallel 
to the terraces) allow rainfall 
more time to soak into the 
ground. Running rows up and 
down the slope of land and 
over terraces gives rainfall 
less time to soak into the land. 
In fact, water from hard

dashing rains will be lost so 
fast that only the top two or 
three inches of soil will be wet. 
Even more important, tons of 
topsoil can be carried off by 
fast moving water as it travels 
down slopes.

Rows running across ter­
races instead of with terraces, 
cause terrace systems to fail. 
Every time a terrace is crossed 
with tillage equipment, the 
heighth of the terrace is 
reduced. To work properly and 
give protection from water 
erosion, most field terraces 
need to be more than one foot 
high. When terraces are 
worked down below this 
needed height, a good rain 
causes them to break.

Another cause for terraces 
failure due to not practicing 
contour farming is the build­
up of soil in the wrong places. 
As mentioned previously, 
water in rows running up and" 
down hills will carry a large

amount of soil with it due to 
the speed at which the water 
flows. When this muddy water 
slows down, the heavier soil 
will drop or settle out. 
Terraces, ridges and grassed 
waterways slow the speed ol 
runoff water. Therefore, silt 
bars form in terrace shannels 
and in water ways where there 
is a terrace outlet. These silt 
bars can cause terrace 
systems to fail.

Terrace systems are like a 
house or any piece of 
equipment-its life span 
depends on how it is used. 
Contour Farming and periodic 
maintenance are essential in 
keeping terraces systems 
functioning properly. Which 
way are the rows on your farm 
being run?

My thanks go to Wayne 
Wilcox, SCS Conservationist 
from Vernon for the above 
thoughts. Now I would like to 
add a few of my own

observations and thoughts 
concerning the recent flooding 
in Haskell County and the 
surrounding counties.

The practice of farming 
across the terraces has be­
come, in recent years, a very 
discouraging sight to those of 
us in the field of conservation. 
1 know that it is often too much 
trouble to follow terraces with 
the multi-row equipment in 
use today. But along comes a 
real gully washer, and who is 
the loser. Yes. some time and 
fuel has been saved by 
farming across terraces keep­
ing the rows straight, not 
having any point rows to worry 
about. But what of the value of 
the topsoil that has been lost 
in one single night back at the 
first of this month? What 
about the expense of reclaim­
ing that washed away field? 
What about the loss of 
production for several years to 
come from those gullied areas

in the fields? Untold millions 
of dollars worth of rich topsoil 
now rests at the bottom of 
some lake, farm pond, or 
silted up in the pastures.

However, there is one 
consolation. Even the farmer 
who contour farmed with his 
terraces lost in this month 
holocust. But his loses is 
nothing to compare with that 
which can be seen all over 
Haskell County.

1 hope to have more next 
week concerning all of the fine 
points and details concerning 
the Emergency Conservation 
Measures Program. Keep in 
touch with both your ASCS 
Office and your SCS Office in 
Haskell for the latest develop­
ments. We hope to be 
underway with repairs, hope­
fully by the time this goes to 
press.

( Six Die In 1909 Flood]

Haskell Free Press-June 10, 1909.

Electrical Storm 
visits Haskell and 

Surrounding Towns 
Thursday night at 
8:30— Six Persons 

Killed
Haskell was visited by an electric 

storm Thursday night which lasted from 
about 8:30 till about 1 a.m. Out houses 
were torn up and electrice wires blown 
down, and the South Ward School house 
partly unroofed.

Mr. R.S.Meddleton who lives 3Vi 
miles northeast of town with his family 
went to his dougout, and during the 
storm it cave in, killed his wife and four 
children and Miss Maggie Bishop a 
school teacher who was visiting the 
family. Mr. Middleton and his two little 
boys and a little girl escaped with slight 
injuries. The bodies of the victims were 
exhumed Friday morning and prepared 
for burial. We saw Mr. Middleton and 
his three children when they come to 
town for medical treatment. Their home 
was blown away and they lost 
everything they possessed.

Haskell Flooded

drowned
LATER-Friday evening Haskell 

County was visited by rain, hail and 
wind that went through roofs, blowed in 
stone walls, killed people and stock, 
wrecked houses, destroyed crops, trees 
and every tiny living thing. The reckage 
around our homes and that of our 
employees precludes a detailed state­
ment, besides we must go to press.

The Storm at WEINERT
The brick store of Jno. E. Robertson 

at Weinert was badly damaged. The 
northeast corner and part of the 
adjacent walls were blown down below 
the ceiling. The damage to his stock was 
slight.

Mr. Rtckelman’s ware house of that 
city fell in on his stock of buggies and 
damaged them considerably. Many

crops of cotton were distroyed by the 
high winds. Corn, Milo Maze, Sorghum 
and Kaffir Corn damaged.

The rain has been general over this 
county. It is reported here by phone that 
the Passenger train of the Orient was 
lifted off of the bridge Thursday and 
turned over, nothing but the engine left 
on the track. The engine cut loose and 
went to Knox City to get assistance. We 
learn that there were five persons 
killed.

Haskell Free Press-June 19, 1909

Following the storm Thursday night, 
almost the entire county was visited 
Friday by a hurrican, cloud burst and 
hail, for a strip about eight miles wide 
and across the county from northwest to 
southeast the hail beat the bark off the 
trees destroyed orchards and all field 
plants, killing poultry and stock 
breaking window lights to which it 
seemed screens were no protection, 
houses were unroored, blown off the 
blocks and in some cases torn to 
splinters. There was the greatest 
rainfall ever seen by the oldest 
inhabitants, and it fell so quick it 
flooded houses and drowned poultry, 
dogs, cats, rabits, and prairie dogs. 
There are probably fifty families that 
lost all they had. The people went to 
storm cellars where they stayed during 
the storm and many of the storm cellars 
were flooded and the people driven out, 
but in most cases this happened after 
the hail and hard wind had passes.

There were very few serious 
casualties, Mrs. Sallie Brooks who 
attempted to leave her home to go to a 
neighbors, died from excitement and 
shock.

Every merchant in Haskell had his 
stock damaged, stores were unroofed 
and in the dry good stores the damage 
was from $1,000 to $5,000. There are 
probably 50 families who lost every­
thing they had and will need help and 
the balance of the people suffered such 
damage they will not be able to extend 
adequate aid to such suffers, therefore 
we think it advisable to call for outside 
assistance. Mayor T.E. Matthews 
caused subscription lists for aid to be 
circulated and nearly everbody has 
contributed something but owing to the 
general conditions prevailing the 
contributions are inadequate to relieve 
the situation as it should be.

Local pride suggest that we do not 
call for outside assistance but conditions 
demand it the way the situation appears 
to us.

We could probably fill the Free Press 
if we undertook to give a detailed 
account of the damage, but we feel this 
would do no good. Let every body go to 
work with all their energy to repair the 
damage. There is still room to hope that 
cotton will put out new stems. We have 
been told by some who have had cotton 
beat down by hail before, that the plant 
will do this.

There is no seed to replant and if it 
does not put out anew, there will be 
little cotton in the ruined district. There 
is time for maize, millet, June corn and 
there is a good market for these grains 
and the situation demands that every 
farmer get busy. The merchants have 
been hard hit and the bands are going to 
have a heavy burden to carry. Let no 
man sit down and trust to luck but get 
up and get a move on him. If the season 
is late the harvest may be the best we 
every had.

Five Drown In
Haskell Free Press June 19, 1930

Rainfall of cloudburst proportions 
flooded this section last Friday evening 
when a total of nearly nine inches of rain 
was recorded here in the space of three 
haurs, causing damage estimated at 
thousands of dollars to property and 
growing crops.

In Haskell dozens of homes were 
flooded, the waters rising so quickly 
that numbers of famlies feared for their 
safety. However, the peak of high water 
started falling within a few minutes 
after it had been reached.

With a total of 8.62 inches recorded at 
Haskell, reports of even heavier 
precipitation come from Munday and 
Goree, and near the latter place, the 
entire family of Oscar Tidwell were 
drowned when flood water of Miller 
Creek caused them to flee from their 
home. Mr. and Mrs. Tidwell and their 
son and daughter, age 10 and 8 and 
Mrs. Gilliland, the mother of Mrs. 
Tidwell, all lost thier lives. The bodies 
were recovered Saturday morning by 
searchers within a few hundred feet of 
the site of their home. Funeral services 
for the five were held at Goree Sunday 
afternoon. Reports of further loss of life 
were prevalent Saturday and Sunday 
but so far as authentic reports could be 
had, no other persons lost their lives in 
this immediate section, although 
several narrow escapes from threat­
ening waters were noted.

Haskell was without train and bus 
service throughout Saturday and 
Sunday, several bridges being washed 
out between Haskell and Stamford and 
between this city and Weinert. Several 
miles of track on the Wichita Valley 
railway was also washed out by the 
heavy rains, a section of several 
hundred feet going out just south of the 
station. Tracks were reported damaged 
in a dozen places both north and south 
of the city, and repair crews form 
Wichita Falls and Abilene started to 
work early Saturday morning repairing 
the damage, but not until Tuesday night 
could train service be resumed. Bus 
service was partially resumed Monday, 
highway crews having completed 
temporary bridges and marked detours 
on all highways out of the city.

Practically every street in Haskell was 
washed and damaged considerably, and 
several miles of sewer ditches were 
washed to a depth of from three to six 
feet. No breaks in either water or sewer 
mains were reported however, but

several days will be required to fill in 
the ditches and repair the streets for 
traffic. Cellars and basements in every 
section of town were flooded, with 
considerable damage resulting, and 
dozens of small wooden cluverts were 
floated away.

Ten or twelve bales of cotton from the 
yard north of town were floated from ten 
to twelve blocks, several bales being 
carried to the West Texas Utilities 
plant, about a mile from the cotton yard.

Estimates of the damage to growing 
crops vary greatly, with most farmers 
reporting from 25 to 50 percent loss on 
planted stuff. However very littly 
damage is reported in the west part of 
the county, where the rain totaled only 2 
inches. Heaviest rains extended from 
about three miles west of Haskell to the 
north and east, and in those sections 
fields were washed considerably.

Cattlemen report a heavy loss of 
stock, and damage of thousands of 
dollars to fences. On Ballard's Ranch 
fifteen miles east of town, one of the 
ranch buildings located near Paint 
Creek was washed away, and several 
miles of fences carried out by the 
overflow waters. On the X Ranch, water 
from Paint Creek rose to a height of 
seven feet in the large two-story ranch 
house occupied by John Culp, and 
headquarters on the ranch. Mr. Culp 
was in Haskell, Tuesday, and stated 
that between two and three thousand 
dollars damage was sustained at his 
place. Several small barns and 
outbuildings were carried away by the 
flood waters, including a new grainary. 
Mr. Culp stated that they had no

1930
warning of the flood, as no rain fell in 
that section, while about ten miles 
northwest of his home a ten-inch rain 
was reported.

Three automobiles were submerged 
in the waters of Paint Creek, where 
several parties of fishermen were 
caught in the heavy rains and were 
unable to move their cars from the creek 
bottoms due to the rapid rise of the 
stream. All three cars were recovered 
Sunday however, when the waters had 
receded sufficiently for them to be 
towed out. One instance is cited of a 
Haskell resident living on a main street 
who became fearful of the rapid rise of 
water on his street and staked his car to 
a tree with a heavy rope to prevent it 
from being carried away, much to the 
amusement of passing motororists next 
morning. The citizens’ reputation for 
sobriety is unquestioned-and anyway, 
he still has his Ford. Automobiles were 
stranded in all sections of town, and 
especially on the paved street leading to 
the Wichita Valley Station, where the 
water reached a depth of two feet in 
places. The buildings housing Porter, 
White & Trice, Texas Service Station, 
the Western Union, and Keys Confec­
tionery were flooded with from two to 
ten inches of water, Mr. Trice reporting 
several hundred dollars damage to his 
stock of feed and to the Haskell 
Hatchery in the same building.

Old-timers consider Friday’s down­
pour the most disastrous in the past 
forty years, citing the fact that in the 
flood of 1909 the rainfall was spread 
over two days, while Friday's precipita­
tion was confined to about three hours.

selected as the "Rookie of the 
Year”  by the American Junior 
Rodeo Association. Shawn 
Chambers, eleven year old son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Eddie 
Chambers of Haskell has been 
participating in rodeos ever 
since he was about five or six 
years of age and has won 
countless awards and tro­
phies. However, it was just 
this year that he decided to go 
all out and compete in the 
American Association where 
the action was and the 
competition the greatest in the 
World.

Having been selected as 
rookie of the year is no means 
accomplishment due to the 
fact that he missed the first 
five rodeos which, had he 
made them, could have easily 
won him the title of Worlds 
Champion Junior Cowboy.

During the fourth week of 
June, I wrote Ms. (as she 
prefers) Carol Tucker Fore­
man, Assistant Secretary of 
Agriculture for Food and 
Consumer Services. 1 
requested a Biographical 
Summary, and specifically 
asked if she had a degree in 
Home Economics, and most 
importantly in the field of 
Nutrition. My interest in this 
information is that Ms. Fore­
man is planning your nutrition 
for the 1980’s.

I waited three weeks and 
having heard no word from 
her office, I wrote to Congress­
man Omar Burleson request­
ing the same information if he 
could get it for me. Within a 
week I had three letters from 
Mr. Burleson, one a personal 
letter, one containing the 
Biographical Summary, and 
the third one containing the 
speech given by Dr. M. 
Rupert Cutler, Assistant Sec­
retary o f Agriculture for

Conservation, Research, and 
Education, “ The Unexplored 
Frontiers of Nutrition in the 
1980’s.”

The Biographical Summary 
confirmed what I had 
suspected for some time and 
what I had heard. Ms. 
Foreman received an A.B. 
from Washington University, 
St. Louis, Mo., and has 
extensive experience in 
government, including service 
with the U.S. Commission on 
Population Growth and the 
American Future, the Depart­
ment o f Housing and Urban 
Development, and was an aide 
to Senator John L. McClellan 
and Representative James 
Roosevelt.

cesses and the Secretary’s 
Advisory Council, U.S. 
Department of Commerce. 
She has been a member of the 
board of the National Commit­
tee on Household Employ­
ment, a member of the D.C.

A copy of the 
same Biographical Summary 
was sent that Mr. Burleson 
had already provided to me.

This incident makes me 
question other appointments 
in our government.
