“The proposed station will be housed
in a steel building, 50x100 feet and will
contain housing for up to eight fire
trucks, offices, meeting rooms, training
rooms, storage, and work areas.

The total cost breaks down
to about $12.00 per square toot ana
department members feel that this is a
true bargain when average building
costs are nearing $20.00 for facilities of
this type.

Some very interesting
names have been associated
with the bank. Many that I
remember.

Speaking of names I see the
name Sorrells mentioned quite
often and it reminds me of a
very nice man that I knew who
was night watchman for
Haskell in the mid twenties. I
heard later that he became
Sheriff of Haskell County.

I knew Mrs. Carrie Mosher,
who was manager of Western
Union in the twenties, quite
well. We were both tele-
graphers and spoke the same
language.

Time 'marches on. When I
read that the class of 1929 had
their reunion here in Fort
Worth recently I could not
realize that it has been fifty
years since that class
graduated.

Keep the Free Press coming

Beattie says the figures
reflect the value of water at
the margin, the maximum
amount a farmer could pay for
the last increment of irrigation
water he applies, assuming it
is a typical application on a
typical irrigated acre.

‘““There is no doubt the
actual value of water in the
West is and will continue to go
up,”” Beattie says. ‘“It’s
simply a matter of the law of
diminishing returns.”’

Beattie blames a major
portion of the rise in water
values on crop values, energy
requirements, and depleting
water supplies.

This is why it is necessary
for the irrigation farmers in
the Haskell Soil and Water
Conservation District to be on
the alert for leaky gaskets,
worn sprinkler heads, butane
or gasoline powered engines
in need of over-hauling, and
pumps that probably need
servicing.

If your irrigation well is not
producing the gallons it did
when new, then there is a loss
somewhere. It probably isn’t
that the well is not producing
what it once produced. Per-
haps the pump bowels need
cleaning, adjusting, or even
replacing. Maybe the well has
sanded in and may well need
cleaning out, or your delivery
system could have leaks that
are causing you to lose water.

At the cost of electricity,
butane, and gasoline, irriga-
tion water becomes very
expensive. We should be
getting maximum well and
delivery system production for
the minimum expenditure for
energy.
