Mulching m owers  
recycle nutrients

COLLEGE STATION — 
Mulching lawnmowers that cut 
up grass clippings and deposit 
them back in the lawn are an 
excellent way to recycle plant 
nutrients, says lawn care ex­
pert Dr. J. B. Beard, a profes­
sor in Texas A&M University’s 
Department of Soil and Crop 
Sciences.

Although the mulching 
mowers eliminate the raking 
and bagging of cut grass, there is 
some concern that returned 
clippings will form thatch, a 
layer of dense brown organic 
debris that can cause great prob­
lems for homeowners.

Beard contends there is no 
truth to the theory that grass 
clippings contribute to thatch 
build-up.

"On the contrary," he says, 
“the disposal of clippings is 
wasteful. There are nutrients in 
grass that are beneficial to a 
lawn and if they are not re­
turned in some manner, fer­
tilizer must be added instead.

Veterans who used GI loan 
entitlement to purchase 
mobile homes prior to October 
1, 1978, now have additional 
entitlement available and may 
not be aware of it, according to 
C. H. Herren, Service Officer 
for Haskell County. Prior to 
that date veterans who 
obtained a GI mobile home 
loan used their full entitle­
ment and their Certificate of 
Eligibility was marked “ NO 
ENTITLEMENT AVAILABLE 
FOR USE.”

The Veterans Housing 
Benefits Act of 1978 (Public 
Law 95-476) affective October 
1, 1978, liberalized mobile 
home loan entitlement and the 
restricted use notation on the 
certificates no longer applies. 
Veterans are now entitled to 
the difference between the 
amount of entitlement they 
actually used and the statutory 
limit of $17,500. Some 
veterans may even qualify for 
reinstatement of their full 
entitlement if the mobile home 
loan has been repaid in full 
and the unit securing the loan 
has been disposed of.

Veterans who wish to have 
their “ NO ENTITLEMENT 
AVAILABLE FOR USE’ ’ certi­
ficates updated should contact 
their local Service Officer for

assistance in completing a VA 
Form 26-1880. This completed 
and signed form, along with 
their Certificate of Eligibility, 
should be sent to the Loan 
Guaranty Office of the 
Veterans Administration 
serving their locality. The 
corrective action will be taken 
by the VA and the certificate 
returned to the veteran, who 
may then determine whether 
his remaining entitlement is 
sufficient to promote another 
GI home loan, should the 
veteran be in the market for a 
new residence. If the mobile 
home has been paid off and 
disposed of, the veteran 
should submit evidence of this 
to the VA. Consideration may 
then be given to the matter of 
restoration of full GI home 
loan entitlement to the 
veteran.

“Fire Stop" uniforms (100% 
cotton). That decision came 
after nearly a year of testing 
the cotton m aterial against 
synthetic products. Second 
development involves current 
research at the Southern 
Regional Research Lab. in 
New Orleans where scientists 
have produced glass from 
cotton. Cotton glass has a 
good chance for extensive use 
since it has the unique ability 
to bond together other glasses 
of different composition. 
Although product pos­
sibilities include nearly every­
thing made from glass, most 
immediate use will probably 
be scientific glassware.

Congressional Comment

Men In Service
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Several factors determ ine com fort

J
Washington, D.C. —

Much of America's economic 
development in the early days 
of the Industrial Revolution 
can be attributed to the 
building of the railroads. 
Railroads are a safe and reliable 
form of transportation that 
could run in almost any kind of 
weather. During the latter half 
of the nineteenth century, 
owning a railroad was a sure 
road to wealth. European 
monarchs would pour millions 
out of the public coffers into 
American railroad stocks. Cor­
porate wars were fought by 
robber barons over control of 
this transportation system.

Looking back on the history 
of the railroads it is hard to im­
agine that this once-thriving in­
dustry has fallen on such hard 
times. The idea that some 
railroads would one day 
become nationalized would 
have been considered heresy 
just 20 year^ ago. Railroading 
has been in decline and our 
whole economy is suffering 
because of it. This industry has 
been subjected to an extensive 
rate and service regulation 
system administered by the In­
terstate Commerce Commis­
sion. The ICC has been slow to 
act on numerous important 
cases, and often companies 
were not allowed to make a 
reasonable profit. Over the last 
several years the industry's 
rate of return has been around 
1%, among the lowest for any 
economic sector in the Nation.

Not all of the blame, 
however, can be placed on the 
government. Railroads have 
lost much of their business to 
subsidized trucks, airplanes, 
pipelines, automobiles, and 
barges. The railroads did not 
stop growing because the 
need for passenger and freight 
transportation declined. . .that 
grew. The railroads are in trou­
ble because often the need 
was not filled by the railroads 
themselves. Management has 
not been responsive to com­
petition and has not shown a 
willingness to enter the 20th 
Century and compete. Labor is 
also to blame. Some labor 
rules that are in effect today 
date back to World War I. Pro­
minent among these were rules

of the "100-mile day" and 
other featherbedding techni­
ques such as the use of 
firemen. The 100-mile day 
refers to the option open to 
train crews to elect to be paid a 
full day's pay for working eight 
hours or for operating a train 
for 100 m iles. The two 
methods yielded roughly 
equivalent results in the World 
War I era, but today many 
trains cover much more than 
100 miles during an eight hour 
period. By the late 1950's the 
transition of locomotives from 
steam to diesel was nearly 
completed but firemen have re­
mained on many trains.

As th is industry has 
become cash starved, services 
have declined and capital im­
p ro vem en ts have been 
delayed. A particularly critical 
area is the rail car shortage. 
The rail car industry reports a 
backlog of 50,000 cars. Also, a 
tremendous backlog has built 
up in the maintenance and 
capital improvement of road­
ways and equipment. The 
shortage is particularly severe 
during intervals of unexpected 
demand or peak demand 
periods. Our farmers have pro­
duced an unexpected large 
grain crop. Many of our 
elevators are full and wheat is 
being put on the ground 
b ecau se  tra n sp o rta t io n  
fa c ilit ie s  are inadequate. 
Farmers and elevator operators 
are unable to receive payment 
and their loans are running 
out. Because the shortage is 
nationwide we have few op­
tions in the short term. But 
eventually it is going to be 
essential that we formulate" a 
national railroad transportation 
policy.

If we do not adequately 
support our transportation 
services then our ability to 
market our produce will be 
limited. In this era of energy 
shortages and environmental 
concern , it is time we 
rediscovered that safe, reliable 
form of transportation that has 
helped build our industrial 
capacity — the American 
railroad. The time is now to 
begin solving its inhibiting 
problems.

In a recent awards Cere­
mony First Sergeant Jackie L.

September 22, 1977 to
January 1, 1979. First
Sergeant Bevel’s meticulous 
handling of assigned tasks 
was evidence of his high 
degree of proficiency and vast 
knowledge. His ingenuity 
aided immeasurably in the 
development of an improved 
missile gunnery program 
adopted by the division. First 
Sergeant Bevel’s superior 
performance of duty was 
essential in the unit's success­
ful completion of the Division 
Restructure Study Phase 2 test 
and the Army Training and 
Evaluation Program which 
unquestionably reflects dis­
tinct credit upon himself, the 
1st Cavalry division and the 
United States Army. Sergeant 
Major Bevel graduated from 
the Sergeant Major’s 
Academy at Ft. Bliss, July 20, 
1979. After a 30 day leave he 
will become the Instructor for 
Reserve Officers Training 
Course at Mid-Western State 
University located in Wichita 
Falls.

Dr. Swiki A. Anderson, of the 
Texas A&M mechanical engi­
neering department, says the 
key is the right combination of 
temperature, relative humidity 
and air movement.

From a pure comfort 
standpoint, the temperature, 
humidity and air velocity — or

combinations — can vary 
somewhat and remain in an 
"envelope” in which the aver­
age person is comfortable, An­
derson observes.

A person can expect to be at 
ease with a higher temperature 
if it is accompanied by an in­
crease in air movement and 
lower humidity. A temperature 
of 76 to 78 degrees is best for 
most people, given adequate air 
movement and moderate water 
vapor content of the air, Ander­
son contends.

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Am erican Aa News Haskell Foursquare Church Plans Relocation

New Law 
To Effect 
Access Roads

Frontage road traffic on 
Interstate and other multi-lane 
highways must yield to traffic 
leaving or entering the main 
lanes. That is the new law 
which becomes effective 
August 27, 1979.

House Bill 1421, passed by 
the 66th Legislature and 
signed by the Governor on 
June 11, 1979, provides that 
frontage road traffic shall 
yield the right-of-way to traffic 
entering an on-ramp or 
leaving an off-ramp on con­
trolled access highways. It 
also applies to rural areas 
where two-way frontage roads 
exist.

The change may cause 
problems on two-way frontage 
roads for motorists who have 
grown accustom to main lane 
traffic doing the yielding at 
exit ramps. A problem could 
be in store for other frontage 
road drivers who think 
vehicles about to enter the 
main lanes must yield.

Although the State Depart­
ment of Highways and Public 
Transportation will have new 
YIELD signs in place by 
August 27, the habits already 
formed will be difficult to 
break. Careful observance of 
highway signs will continue to 
be very important during the 
re-development of frontage 
road driving habits.

On Tuesday, July 10, the 
American Agriculture Move­
ment delegates and their 
alternates met with Commis­
sioner of Agriculture Reagan 
V. Brown at the Texas 
Department of Agriculture, 
Austin, Texas, for the purpose 
of discussing the Family 
Farms Security Act and the 
Agricultural Producer's Ad­
visory Commission.

Mr. Brown has sharp 
differences with the family 
farmers of this state over this 
commission. We cannot 
understand why Mr. Brown 
opposes a commission that 
would have advisory capacity 
only. We cannot understand 
why this would pressure and 
harass him.

In this meeting, he lost his 
composure completefy, and 
made remarks about the 
farmers and Black citizens of 
this state that are totally 
unacceptable to our views. We 
accept Mr. Brown’s apology to 
the general public, but we feel 
that he owes a public apology 
specifically to the Black 
citizens and family farmers of 
this state.

Mr. Brown has forgotten 
that the people are the 
government, and not the other 
way around. To slur the Blacks 
and belittle the farmers is 
beyond our comprehension.

It is a sad day when an 
elected official not only slurs 
the people he is elected to 
serve, but tells them they have 
no right to question his 
actions; that he alone knows 
what is best.

Mr. Brown evidently has 
great opposition to the Agri­
culture Producer’s Advisory 
Commission. He has refused 
to tell us what specific 
problems he has with this 
commission. He only says that 
he was elected to run the 
Texas Department of Agricul­
ture. We call upon him to 
make known to the public and 
to the farmers of Texas why he 
is so violently opposed to this 
commission.

Mr. Brown administers a 
department that enforces our 
grades, weights and standards 
that we have to sell our

products under, and which 
regulates the products going 
to the consumers.

Something is wrong with 
the system when farmers are 
going broke producing and 
consumers cannot buy. We 
ask "Why?”

We are concerned when 
bread prices go up because 
wheat prices are up. But when 
wheat prices go down, bread 
prices do not go down. The 
public is told that wheat prices 
are up, but are they told about 
the dockage imposed on the 
farmer so that he does not get 
that price? This is a dockage 
that the giant grain trade will 
give no reason for. We can 
find out nothing from our 
Texas Department of Agricul­
ture either. Mr. Brown is 
certainly fearful of a citizens 
advisory commission for agri­
culture.

The public has the right to 
know.

Dr. Albert

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August 3, 1978 as Hurricane 
Amelia, one of the seasons 
tropical storms, raged through 
the Gulf Coast, heavy rains 
fell throughout the State of 
Texas. By noon August 4 
areas of West Texas were 
declared disaster areas.

Among the hardest hit by 
the unrelenting flood was the 
little Haskell Foursquare 
Church which had 27 inches of 
water inside. Yet one year 
later the church has been 
remodeled and the members 
are planning to relocate in the 
near future.

As the pastor, Rev. and 
Mrs. Charles Kardokus looked 
at the silt filled church, the 
feeling was one of total 
dispair. The water had risen to 
the bottom of the windowseals, 
covering the pews, all the 
carpeting was completely 
destroyed, song books which 
the church had purchased two 
years before for their 25th 
anniversary were ruined, 
there was danger of the organ

and piano being damaged by 
the water, at least one room 
was irrepairable and the floor 
of the sanctuary had buckeled 
from the large amount of 
water. The cost of damage was 
estimated at over $2,000 
besides labor.

As news of the flood began 
to reach different churches 
within the South Central 
District covering Texas, 
Oklahoma, Arkansas,
Louisana and New Mexico 
congregations began sending 
moneyto their sister church to 
help the members here in 
their task of remodeling. 
Members of the San Angelo, 
Weinert and Knox City 
Foursquare Church sent 
members down to donate their 
labor.

As most of the men had to 
work during the day, the 
women began the remodeling 
which continued many times 
to well after midnight. They 
tore down the walls between 
the damaged storage room

and the platform, repaneled 
and even brought fill dirt in to 
build up the foundation. Many 
of the men worked vigorously 
sanding, texturing, and paint­
ing.

Now the church has been 
completely refurnished with 
new carpet covering the main 
sanctuary, and the platform 
being enlarged. Although this 
was by far the worst, the 
church has been under water 3 
times during her 28 year 
history. As the members 
evaluated the damage and 
continuing potential for high 
water it has been decided to 
move the present building to 
higher ground.

At the present time 
members are involved in 
various projects to raise 
money for relocation. Two of 
the projects are selling snow 
cones across the street from 
M-System and collecting 
aluminum cans. A container 
has been placed on the side of 
the church for anyone 
interested in helping.

AstheChurchlooks overthe 
last year they concur with one 
of the local merchants whose 
store was also severly 
damaged. "I looked at that 
church surrounded by water 
and kept asking myself why it 
didn't go down. The only

reason it could be is that God 
wanted that church h e re ."1 
Truly the members of the 
Haskell Foursquare Church 
can say. “ The House built on 
the Rock. Jesus Christ will 
stand, no matter what adver­
sity can happen.”
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Electricity is the lifeblood 
of many modern household 
appliances which can make a 
mother’s job a little bit easier.

But, according to Dr. Albert 
H. Domm, child safety special­
ist and former medical direc­
tor of the Prudential Insurance 
Co., that same electric current 

can cause 
serious in­
jury or even 
death for a 
curious tod­
dler if pre­
cau tion  is 
riot taken.

He urges 
all p aren ts  
to  inspect 
their homes 
for e le c tr i­
cal danger 
spo ts and 

take prompt corrective action 
if any exist.

Dr. Domm suggests these 
safeguards: (1) Keep all elec­
tric outlets covered when not 
in use. Curious children can 
stick conductive objects into 
uncovered sockets. (2) Be sure 
you have no worn extension 
cords. (3) Place all electrical 
machinery and appliances out 
of the reach of toddlers. (4) 
Light switches, electrical ap­
pliances, or outlets should 
not be within reach of the 
bathtub.

“The bathtub requires spe­
cial attention from parents 
since many electrical accidents 
take place there,” he said. 
“Wet hands and feet increase 
the possibility of shock.”

If such a mishap occurs, 
shut the current off immedi­
ately and remove the victim 
from the contact using a stick 
or gloves, but not bare-handed. 
Call an ambulance or doctor 
and administer artificial res­
piration until help arrives.
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
