Kenneth Sams stated to board 
members that he had no complaints at 
all with McCoy’s teaching, but that he 
was concerned with his grading.

During the two hour discussion, 
McCoy stated that he would pass any 
student that would sincerely put forth

Cotton

Classing
The cotton harvest contin­

ued at full throttle in the 
Munday Classing Office terri­
tory, according to Garland 
Dye, Officer-in-Charge. Most 
cotton gins are operating from 
15 to 24 hours a day and are 
still unable to keep pace. In 
some sections of the territory 
over half of the cotton crop is 
harvested and ginned or 
stored awaiting ginning.

Spot cotton prices were 
steady to slightly lower from a 
week earlier. Grade 31, Staple 
32, with mike between 35 and 
49 brought 56.10 to 56.85 
cents per pound. Grade 31, 
Staple 31 was 55.00 to 55.50 
cents per pound. Buyers 
interested in contracting 
acreage was off slightly from 
last week.

The Munday Classing Of­
fice graded just over 3400 
samples last week. This makes 
the seasons total to just under 
27,000.

Grades were just slightly 
lower overall but the predom­
inant quality remained Grade 
31, making up 48 percent of 
the total. Grade 41 comprised 
30 percent. Stapled 32 and 31 
accounted for 43 and 28 
percent, respectively. Almost 
90 percent of this weeks 
samples miked in the 35 to 49 
range.

Col. Herring stated, “ I feel 
that this year’ s Rehab sale will 
draw an even larger crowd of 
buyers because of the wider 
selection of items that will go 
on the auction block.”

Funds from the November 
10 auction will help provide 
services to the more than 
7,000 patients that will be 
treated at the West Texas 
Rehabilitation Center this 
year.

PASTURE AND RANGE 
IMPROVEMENT

The National Association of 
Conservation Districts
(NACD), with the assistance 
of a number of agencies and 
organizations, has compiled a 
report calling for a renewed 
national commitment to im­
prove the nation’ s pasture- 
lands and rangelands. Current 
conditions and concerns are 
brought out by the various 
participants, legislative and 
other activities currently going 
on at this federal, state, and 
local level, and recommenda­
tions for action.

The Nation’s pasture and 
Rangeland are well below 
their ecological and produc­
tion potential to meet national 
needs for food, fiber, wildlife, 
outdoor recreation, water and 
environmental quality. While 
improvement has taken place 
on privately-owned lands, 
60% of this privately-owned 
pasture and rangeland re­
mains in fair and poor 
condition, with 77% needing 
some kind of conservation 
treatment.

In the Haskell SWCD the 
biggest concerns are brush 
control and proper grazing 
management. While brush, 
such as Mesquite, remains the 
number one robber of avail­
able moisture for the growth 
of grasses, improper manage­
ment of livestock takes its toll

on keeping pasture and native 
range from making this 
desired improvement.
