The booklet became more
confusing when studying the
different tax tables.

The tax tables are broken down
into categories for: Single persons;
Married persons filing joint returns
or Qualifying Widow(er)s; Married
Filing Separate Return; and Head of
Household.

As an example consider two
people living in the same household
with each having net income of
$12,000.00 during 1980.

If the couple is married and chose
to file a joint return they will owe
IRS $3,504.00 in taxes.

If they are married and file
separately they will owe $1,896.00
each or a total of $3,792.00.

If they are single and can decide
which is the head of the household
that person would owe $1,538.00
and the other would owe $1,609 for
a total of $3,147.00.

Now, if that particular household
does not have a head, they both owe
$1,609 for a total of $3,218.

From this it can be seen that the
same two people simply by changing
their status in life would pay taxes
ranging from $3,147.00 to $3,792.00
a difference of $645.00.

In preparing the above examples I
had intended to include a Qualifying
Widow(er)s but after attempting to
read the instructions I couldn’t
understand what it took to qualify.

Now, the good news in this
seemingly endless ordeal is that the
American People have elected a
president who promises to balance
the budget, cut taxes and increase
spending.

Most Students
For Financial Aid

Most students, regardless of
scholastic achievement or financial
need, can and do qualify for various
forms and amounts of financial aid.
The problem, according to Student
College Aid, a nationwide
computerized scholarship locator
service, located at 3641 Deal Street,
Houston, is that the students just
don’t know that they qualify. That
is why last year alone one hundred
thirty-five million dollars of student
financial aid went unused.

Eight person years were spent
developing this data base for
Student College Aid. The data
contains $500,000,000 worth of
non-federal and non-state aid along
with approximately 2! billion
dollars worth of federal and state
aid for undergraduate college
students.

Student College Aid uses a
computer to match students with
available scholarships. The student

fills out a date form requesting
information about religion, ethnic
background, special interests, etc.
Ths data is read into a large
computer crammed with
information about a quarter of a
million possible sources of financial
aid. This aid comes from unions,
philanthropic organizations,
corporations, colleges and other
public and private organizations.
The student then receives a
computer print out listing up to 25
potential scholarships, grants or
loans.

In fact, Student College Aid is so
sure that it can find sources of funds
for students ready to enter college or
students in undergraduate college
that it makes a money back
guarantee. They guarantee to find at
least five sources of financial aid for
which the student is eligible to
apply. Otherwise, their payment is
refunded along with any sources of

The computer print out that the
student receives lists the names and
addresses of the donors, the amount
and length of time of the awards,
matching gualifications,
etc.—everything the student needs
to know in order to apply for the
funds.

Students should allow themselves
ample time to correspond with the
donors of the awards according to
Student College Aid. Different
awards have different cut off dates.
The important thing is to apply
early. An applicant is never turned
down for applying too early, but he
is rejected for applying too late.

The originator--Carroll
Abbott of Kerrville, the state’s
only full-time wildflower seed
and plant collector--says the
calendar has a much longer
life than the year for which it
was printed.

‘“‘After the year is over,”’
Abbott explains, ‘‘lots of folks
frame the individual portraits
or use them in craft projects
such as note cards and
decoupage. Some people even
laminate the centerpiece as an
unusual place mat.”’

The calendar is $3.90, which
includes sales tax and mailing
costs, from Green Horizons,
500 Thompson Drive, Kerr-
ville, Tx. 78028.

Abbott has been in the
business of helping save the
wildlfowers of Texas for more
than 10 years. He has been in
debt for the same number of
years. Sales of the calendars
help keep him going during
the long, slow winters.

Abbott’s unique idea of
conservation is to make seeds
available so that Texans can
plant wildflowers in their
homescapes and at their
country places, schools and
parks.

‘I don’t think you can save
wildflowers just by passing
laws,’’ says Abbott.

His mail-order seed com-
pany--Green  Horizons--lists
seeds from more than 300
different wildflowers, plus
dozens of tree, shrub and cacti
seed. He has just published a
24-page, colorful catalog,
which costs $1.

‘““‘But that’s a bargain,’’
Abbott says, ‘‘because each
catalog has a $1 seed coupon
in it.”’

The U.S. Department of

Did you know there are two
and-a-half times more miles of
oil and gas pipelines in Texas
than road miles on the state
highway system? Or that
Texas coal mining mush-
roomed 12-fold in nine years,
but none of it was sold?

For those who mine nuggets
of miscellanea, it wouldn’t be
surprising that such tidbits
may be gleaned from govern-
ment publications, but these
weren’t laboriously dug from
vast statistical tomes.

Because the miners
were the users--utility com-
panies who scraped it up and
chunked it in their furnaces to
generate electricity.

The little folder is a jewel
among its kind. Sample the
fact that Texas covers 275,416
square miles, enough space to
include 15 of the S0 states
within its borders and still
have a thousand square miles
left over. That’s a bon mot
every Texas should have in
store for cocktail party repar-
tee.

Or when the talk gets
serious about Texas oil mil-
lionaires gouging everybody
who isn’t one, gaze at the
ceiling and murmer that Texas
oil brought $12 a barrel last
year while OPEC oil cost $24
to $30 per barrel, and Texas
ain’t holding Yankees hostage
to jack up the price.

Why should the highway
department be printing infor-
mation about 9.3 billion
pounds of mohair clipped from
Texas Angora goats? (It
brought better than $47
million!)
