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Brwsh and Palette
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What a beautiful morning!
Morning Glories and Achi-
mines in full bloom, ready for
a painter’s canvas. A photo-
graphic record should be
made of these colorful species,
helping you to see—observe
and admire the anatomy and
structure of the plants. Next
Fall, your reference file will be
helpful when you say, ‘‘What
can I paint?”’

Drawing and painting
flowers will help you develop a
sense of composition and an
eye for rhythmic balance of
design. Close observation of
the plant repays you well for
the effort involved. Try it!

Select the principle lines of
your subject, try to visualize
that you intend to draw and
first sketch lightly. On your
canvas, the sketching may be
done with a charcoal pencil
and then ‘fixed’ with a
fixative. Another way is to
draw with a small brush right
on the canvas with yellow
ochre and a lot of medium.
Sketch the forms of the subject
first, then start painting the
darks and shadows, working
into the medium tones and
finally the highlights. Become
knowledgeable through study
and continued practice—and
remember, learn to see!

Q. What brushes should I

start to paint with?

A. Art suppliers are so
attractive that most painters
are tempted to buy everything
in sight. It’s best to restrain
yourself and start out with a
limited selection of materials
and equipment. First, buy
only the best that you can
afford. It’s best to pay higher
prices for a few good brushes
than to buy many cheap ones.
Secondly, you must get to
know every brush, knife and
tube of color so that you can
predict the behaviour of each
one.

Basically, there are two
types of brushes, the sable
and the bristle. There are
variations of each and I
suggest you become acquaint-
ed with them the next time
you visit your art store.

The most widely-used brush
is the bristle, which is made of
stiff, white hog bristles set
into a handle longer than a
common pencil.

There are three kinds of
bristle brushes. FLATS have
long, springy bristles. It picks
up just enough paint for most
purposes and its flexible
bristles make a fairly smooth
stroke. BRIGHTS have shorter
and stiffer bristles, therefore
they can pick up more paint.
They will leave more texture
on the surface. The bristles
come to a squarish'tip but with
prolonged use, they become a
bit rounded. FILBERTS have
long, springy bristles with a
rounded tip, often called an
‘almond shaped’ brush. Many
painters prefer this brush as it
makes a soft stroke and is not
as harsh as the above two
brushes. You might like the
stroke effects of the Flats and
Brights more than the Filbert.

ing the ’76 Bicentennial, but
there’s never been a month
like this July!

The state’s 12 tourist .

bureaus hosted 269,016 high-
way travelers during July, and
all-time record. At the state’s
busiest bureau, on I-10 near
the Louisiana border at
Orange, the travel-counseling
staff served 45,642 persons—
awesome, but welcome vol-
ume of ‘‘company’’ coming to
visit. That’s 2.7 visitors every
minute, nine hours a day,
seven days a week.

How’d you like to smile and
say ‘‘Welcome to Texas’’
more than 45,000 times in one
month?

But the Orange travel
counseling staff are pros at the
hospitality business. Three of
the staff’s six members are
‘‘Roadrunner Award’’ win-
ners, a citation that annually
names the most proficient
travel counselor in the state.

Foods stored uncovered lose
moisture and can pick up
flavors from other foods.

Foods for the freezer should
be packaged in moisture,
vapor-resistant packaging
such as plastic containers, foil
or freezer paper.

Bread needs special storage
too. Store breads in their
original container or in an
air-tight container.

It’s true that breads keep
longer in the refrigerator, but
they also can become stale
there. For toasting later, this
is no problem. But for other
uses, freeze bread. Freezing is
best for long-term storage.

Keep fresh vegetables in
the refrigerator crisper or a
plastic bag—all except pota-
toes and dry onions. Potatoes
and dry onions need cool, dry
storage.

Keep milk fresh by placing
it in the refrigerator IM-
MEDIATELY after shopping.

Don’t leave milk sitting on
the counter—even during
mealtimes!

Store flours and grains in
containers with tight-fitting
lids. .

Whole-wheat flour becomes
rancid rather quickly, so keep
it in the refrigerator for
long-term storage.

PREPARATION

If your family doesn’t like
leftovers, prepare only the
amount of food they will eat at
one meal.

Involve family members in

meal planning. Ask them what
and how much they will eat. A
cooperative effort is a definite
key to saving money on the
food bill.

Here are two food-saving-
success steps to use in
preparation itself:

For ‘‘no-like bread crust’’
families, trim off the crust and
save it to toast for croutons or
bread crumbs atop casser-
oles—if the family will accept
crust any of those ways.

In buying frozen vege-
tables, buy the bags, take out
only the needed amount and
save the rest for later.

Create your own food-sav-
ing success steps, and before
long, you’ll have a long list of
ideas that really make an

impact on the food budget.

USDA Soii Conservation Service -

Conservation Viewpoints

Plants Materials Centers
over the United States have
been contributing to the
conservation needs of land
owners for many years but still
many people do not know they
exist. To discuss what they do
we must first understand that
finding plants for conservation
is the major role of these
centers, most of which are
operated by the United States
Department of Agriculture,
Soil Conservation Service
(SCS).

ASSEMBLING OF PLANTS

To begin with a plant
materials center must acquire
plants that show a potential

for meeting a need. These are

brought to the centers by SCS
employees, other federal and
state agencies, native collec-
tions and also foreign intro-
ductions. It is of major
importance ot get the plants to
the center in a viable state so
they can have something to
work with. The plants are not
only grasses but forbs, shrubs
and legumes also.
EVALUATIONS

After establishment the
plants are then evaluated on
seedling vigor; resistance to
insects, diseases, and wea-
ther. Forage and seed produc-
tion are also tested. These
plants are compared with
standards set by plants now in
use. They increase the seed
supply and plants are then
grown in small plots outside
the center under varied
climates and soil conditions.
The promising species are
then produced for field size
plantings and given final test
on problem sites.

NAME AND RELEASE

NEW CULTIVARS

Proven plants are made
available through conserva-
tion districts to growers and
commercial seedsmen who
produce them for sale to the
public.

The nearest plant materials

center to this area is in Knox
City. They primarily serve the
Texas and Oklahoma areas but
the work done in Knox City is
coordinated with that being
throughout other parts of the
country. Of plants released
from Knox, City one of the
most important to this area is
‘Selection 75’ Kleingrass. A
new Sideoats grama that was
collected in Haskell County is
showing promise at the center
also. The Centers do much
work to produce plants such as

these but they are of little use
if people will not try them.
There are many new plants
that can be useful if given the
chance.

You are invited to visit the
plant materials center nearest
you. Individuals or groups are
welcomed to see for them-
selves how important plant
materials centers are to our
growing needs for improved
conservation of our soils.

Article 6899j, V.T.C.S. was
passed by the Legislature and
became effective on August
30, 1971. Under this law and
under Article 6890, V.T.C.S.,
all marks and brands regis-

and before August 30, 1981
must be re-registered within
six months of the latter date.
Marks and brands must then
be re-registered at subsequent
ten-year intervals by the
owner.

Laws Changed

county clerk, regardless of
when they originally were
recorded, within six months of
August 30, 1981, August 30,
1991, August 30, 2001, etc.

Attorney General Mark
White is reminding every
citizen who has registered a
brand prior to August 30, 1981
that citizens must re-register
each brand with the county
clerk within six months in
order to protect their right to
it. If everyone follows the
registration schedule set out
by the law, county clerks will
have a correct, revised set of
records every ten years, and
there should be no dispute
about the correct ownership of
livestock.

To register or re-register
marks and brands, the live-
stock owner may: obtain forms
either by mail or in person
from his or her county clerk’s
office. There will be blank

spaces on the form in which to
describe the mark or brand
and the location on the animal
where the brand is recorded.
The forms should then be
mailed or delivered in person
to the county clerk, who will
keep the forms in an indexed
bound volume or on microfilm
for easy reference.

Opinion MW-358 answers
questions concerning the re-
cording of the marks and
brands and the publication
requirements to notify the
public of changes in the law.
Under Article 6899j, the
county clerk is not required to
notify individual owners of
cattle brands of the ten-year
expiration date of their regis-
tration. However, the county
clerk- must publish notice of
the registration date in a
newspaper of general circula-
tion in the county for a period
of thirty days, paying for such
