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Tuesday marked the beginning of
the sixty-ninth session of the Texas
Legislature in Austin.

During the next 140 days, the
destiny of our State will be decided
by less than 200 elected officials.

Most of us have been critical of
the actions of legislators during the
special session last summer and now
we have a chance to have input in
improving the system.

Visiting with several members of
the House and Senate Tuesday, I
was surprised to see how sincerely
proud the folks in Austin are of
H.B. 72. They are well aware of the
fact that there are problems in the
new law but, really believe that the
law will point education in the right
direction. Almost all of the

members of the House and Senate
which I visited with were eager to
address problems in the bill but at
the same ¢ime were quick to point
out that there are many serious
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problems facing the State during
this session.

All agreed that the only possible
changes will be those which can be
agreed upon by a large majority of
teachers, parents, taxpayers,
principals, coaches, and
administrators.

During the special session, most
of these groups could not agree on
the best way to implement reforms
and the result is a bill which
compromises many of the ideas we
think should have been included in
the bill.

The time has come for us to quit
criticizing and start offering viable
solutions.

The difficult part in offering
solutions becomes obvious when
you compare Haskell and Houston;
Rule and Richardson; and Weinert
and Wichita Falls... But there are
solutions and this will be the only
chance for two more vears.

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Council Discusses Variety
Of Topics In Session

The Haskell City Council met at 7

. p-m. in the Council Room of City

Hall Tuesday night.

Joseph Thigpen was appointed
City Attorney, after Larry Gilliam
made the motion as such, and this
was seconded by Joe Cortez. The
vote was unanimous.

The next item on the agenda was
a meeting with former police
officer, S.E. Braly.

Braly was terminated from his
employment with the City of
Haskell, after he was charged with
aggravated assault in the Nov. 1983
shooting of Danny Ashley.

Braly was not convicted of the
charges, as his trial of March 1984
resulted in a hung jury.

Braly, who was represented by
his attorney Issac Castro of
Aspermont, asked the Council to
re-instate him to his former position
of asst. chief of police, and to pay
him all of his back pay, since he was

~ suspended without pay in the early
- _part of 1984, A
Mayor Turner then advised that

the Council would be going into a
closed session to discuss this matter
with their attorney.

This occurred at 7:08 p.m.

At 7:31 p.m., the meeting was
re-opened, and the City Council
with their attorney Thigpen, told
Braly and his attorney they were in
no position at that particular time to
honor  Braly’s request  for
reinstatement and back wages.

Prior to the closing of the council
chambers, Councilman Jerry Stocks
asked Braly if he planned to stay
employed with the City if he were
reinstated. Braly said he did not.

The Council decided to table the
item until they could study all of the
options and the case, in general.

At one point, the Council asked if
Braly would be coming back to
work for the city or if he just wanted
backpay.

Castro said his client wanted to
be reinstated, but as to when to
resign his position, that decision
would be Braly’s.

*“If he wants to resign the minute
you reinstate him, that’s his
business,’’ Castro said.

Councilman Cortez asked Braly
why he would not take another
position in the city structure, and

Braly replied, ‘‘Because I was
hired as an officer.”’

*‘Do you not feel that you could
do another job somewhere else,?”’
Cortez asked the former officer.

““No, not as things were going
before,”’ replied Braly.

Braly said the main reason he
wanted .to resolve the case against
him was because he had a chance to

work for. another dept., and he just. .
‘‘wanted to get this over with so. 1

can be gone.

Attorney Castro and Braly were
asked to reappear before the
Council at their next meeting,
January 22 when hopefully the
issue would be resolved.

In other matters before the
council, they = discussed the
annexation resolution, which would
give general law cities the same
authority of annexation as home
rule cities have.

Council members were going to
seek aid from legislators Rick Perry
and Ray Farabee to adopt
legislation on this issue.

The State Board of
Education met on
December 8 to adopt rules
and regulations concerning
cocurricular activities. We
will try to summarize the
rules as they were passed
down to us in this column.

A. The State Board of
Education by rule shall
limit participation in and
practice for extracurricular
activities during the school
day and school week.

1. School districts shall
not schedule, nor permit
students to participate in,
any school related or
sanctioned activities on or
off campus that would
require, permit, or allow a
student to be absent from
class in any course more
than 10 times during the
175 day school year.

2. The one exception
to the 10 day limitation rule
is if a student qualifies
beyond the district level in
UIL sponsored activities
only. In that case, the
Commissioner of Education
may grant an exception.
Exceptions shall not exceed
a total of S days.

B. A student, other than
a mentally retarded
student, enrolled in a
school district shall be
suspended from
participation in out of
school practice for any
extracurricular activity
sponsored or sanctioned by
the school district during

the end of the fourth
reporting period.

3. A student who is
suspended under this role
cannot participate in out-
of-school practice.

4. A student ‘can
become eligible after in six
week grading period if they
are passing all courses.

C. School districts must
limit the number of hours a
student may practice out-
side the school day in any
single extracurricular
activity to eight hours per
school week starting on
Monday and ending on
Thursday, not including
Fridays, weekends : and
holidays. The school shall
also limit the total number
of hours any student may
practice a combination of
all extracurricular activities
outside the school day to 20
hours per week. These
limits include travel and
performance time. Total
time counted = against
practice time for the first of
such performace shall be
limited to two hours.

The rules passed down
go on to define
extracurricular activities,
etc. As you can readily see,
the new changes can have a
rather profound effect on
our extracurricular
program.

Trees can also reduce
home-fuel needs as much
as 15 to 25 percent or
more.. They even protect
flower and vegetable
gardens in the late spring
and summer, when the
plants are young and stiil
growing.

In this part of Texas,
where sandstorms
frequently visit, it’s good
insurance to plan and grow
an attractive windbreak,
because it is an investment
that will pay off sooner
than you think.

Now is the time to sit
down and consider a
suitable location for your
windbreaks, whether it be
for the home, field, or
pasture, before you come
by the Soil Conservation
Service.

When planning a
windbreak you want to
make sure it is weed and
brush free. Water must be
readily  accessible  to
establish the trees, and the
type of soil should be
known so the right variety
of trees can be chosen.

These tips will help make
planning and planting your
windbreaks much easier.

- Drug overdose can also
result since some
preparations are designed
Mith multiple coatings or
ibeads that permit gradual
release and slow
absorption of the drug,
.cautions the specialist.
51 When time-release

capsules are crushed or

-mixed with a liquid, a

greater  than normal
amount of the drug is
released and the symptoms
of overdose or intense side-
effects can occur, she adds.

Some elderly may prefer
to mix their medication
with milk or fruit juice, but
this is not always safe
either, says  Warren.
These liquids can alter the
solubility and absorption of
some drugs. Fruit ‘juices

can also inhibit drug
action, she explains.
Since crushing or

dissolving any medication
can alter its effects, elderly
patients or those who care
for them should ask the
pharmacist, doctor or nurse
whether an alteration will
be safe or not, Warren
suggests.

Other questions to ask
include: Can this drug be
taken with fluid? If so, how

much? With what food or

fluid can this drug be safely
mixed?

Taking precautions when
crushing or dissolving
medication can insure that
medicines actually have a
chance to do their job,
Warren notes.

INFLATION REDUCES TAXES

A provision in the Economic Recovery Act
of 1981 goes into effect in 1985. It is the
provision that calls for an
adjustment to the tax rates, the standard -
deduction (“zero bracket amount”), and the
personal and dependency exemptions. The
tax indexing rate 'for 1985 is 4.1%.
January withholding tables issued by the IRS
reflect this adjustment,
more take-home pay for individuals.

The upper and lower limits of each tax
bracket have been adjusted by 4.1%. The
table below compares the 1984 and 1985 tax
brackets for joint returns to give you an idea

Preschooler Children

Preschool children are
constantly testing the
limits of their world--the
behaviorial limits as well as
the physical ones. This
testing is natural and
normal, but it can become a
problem unless parents
recognize it and know how
to handle it, according to
Growing Child, the
monthly child development
newsletter.

Four problem behaviors
often seen in preschoolers
are  whining, temper
tantrums, sulking, and
clinging.

Whining

Some children seem to
whine all the time. Nothing
ever pleases them. They
will whine for an ice cream
cone, but when the parent
produces it, the child will
whine that the flavor is not
right. When the parent
produces the right flavor,
the child will whine that it
is melting and sticky. No
matter what the  parent
does, it does not please the
child.

Whining is a negative
behavior. If  parents
consistently reward it by
trying to always please the
child, they will produce a
chronic whiner. If they
consistently . ignor the
whining, it will soon stop.

Temper Tantrums

What do you do about a
child who screams, rolls on
the floor, kicks, and bites?

Temper  tantrums  are
certainly negative
behaviors.

The general advice is to
ignore them, too. If you get
involved in the tantrum or
try to stop it, you are
rewarding the behavior

~with attention. Of course, it

is difficult to ignore a
noisy, violent tantrum. At

first, it may embarrass you
and drive you up a wall.

But be patient. If you
succeed in.  ignoring
tantrums, . you are not

rewarding them, and they
should quickly stop.

~ Sulking
A sulky child withdraws
from any challenging

situation. He will not try.
Parents need to ignore the
withdrawal, and at the
same time insist that the
child try his best, even if it
means  ‘‘putting  him
through’’ or ‘‘forcing him
through’’ certain tasks.
Clinging

The clinging child is too
dependent on his parents.
He cannot do anything by
himself. Again, the advice
is to ignore the dependent
behavior. At the same
time, encourage the child
to do things on his own,
and reward independent
actions with praise and
attention.
