Sales taxes go up next week

Many new services will become
taxable next Thursday (Oct. 1) when
the state's sales tax rate increases
from 5 1/4 percent to 6 percent. With
the Haskell city tax of 1 percent, the
sales tax rate in Haskell will be 7
percent.

The tax change will not only hit
items which are now taxed, but a
number of newly taxable items and
services as well.

The expanded sales tax base was a
major element of a $5.7 billion tax
bill approved by the Legislature this
past summer.

Oct. 1 is the effective date of an
increase in taxes on cigarettes, going
up from 20.5 cents a pack to 26 cents
a pack.

The Legislature extended the sales
tax to several broad categories of
services, such as real property
services, including landscaping,
janitorial, garbage collection and pest

control; security services, including
private investigators and armored car
services; information furnished by
credit bureaus; and debt services, such
as adjustments and repossessions.

It will also include information
services such as financial research,
specialized information and insurance
services including damage appraisals,
investigations and claims
adjustments, but no premiums paid
for insurance.

The expanded tax base is expected

“to add more than 64,000 Texas

businesses to the state's tax rolls,
joining the more than 420,000

‘merchants and businesses already

collecting sales taxes.

Newly taxable items include
custom computer programs, labor on
installations to tangible property,
some transportation charges on the
sale of goods, telephone service and
membership and dues to private

clubs.

There is no increase in the one-
percent local option tax collected in
some areas of Texas.

A fee for getting a sales tax permit
and an increase in the state's motor
vehicle sales and hotel/motel room
taxes went into effect Sept. 1.

A roll back in the state's motor
fuels tax from 15 cents to 10 cents a
gallon was cancelled Sept. 1.

Starting Jan. 1, the sales tax will
be further extended to data processing
services, including word processing,
data entry, retrieval and search as well
as payroll and business accounting,
data production, time sharing and
computer management.

Taxes also will be due on repair
and remodeling services, except on
new construction and owner-occupied
residences starting Jan. 1.

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Make it milk for lunches

There's no doubt that children and
teenagers need plenty of calcium, but
they're now less likely to get it from
the small square milk carton that used
to be a part of every school lunch.

The availability of fruit drinks in
pouches or individual serving size
cartons means children don't have to
buy milk to go with ‘the sack
lunches. In many high schools,
students also have the choice of
getting a soft drink from a machine.

"The question for parents is
whether they think their child is
getting enough calcium each day for
good health," says Dr. Dymple
Cooksey, a nutritionist with the
Texas A&M Agricultural Extension
Service. }

"Children ages one through 10

need 800 milligrams of calcium a
day," she says. "This requirement can
be met with three servings of dairy
foods as part of the everyday diet."
"Due to increasing bone length and
development, adolescents 11 to 18
years old need 1,200 milligrams of
calcium, which can be met by eating

four servings of dairy foods daily,"

she adds.

One eight-ounce cup of milk,
which is the amount contained in a
milk carton served in schools, is one
serving. A one and a half ounce piece
of cheese or a cup of yogurt are also
equivalent to one serving, according
to the nutritionist.

"According to recent U.S.
department of Agriculture studies,
many young people don't get enough

calcium daily" states Cooksey. "In
fact, females over 11 years of age
were reported as one group at greatest
risk of calcium deficiency, which can
lead to osteoporosis in later years."

"If your child drinks milk at
breakfast and dinner and eats other
dairy foods throughout the day, a
sweetened fruit drink at lunch may
not interfere with adequate calcium
intake," she notes.

When children and teenagers don't
drink milk at school or home, the
nutritionist suggests that they be
offered more dairy products in meals
and snacks.

Cheese sandwiches, cheeseburgers,
cheese and crackers, string cheese,
cheese pizza, flavored yogurts, milk
shakes, ice cream and milk-based
puddings all add calcium to the child's
diet, she explains.

"Giving children calcium
supplements in pill form is generally

not a good idea," warns Cooksey..

"Calcium supplements can have side
effects, so you should check with a
physician before giving them to your
child." .

"Dairy foods are the best and most
ahundant source of calcium in our
food supply," says the nutritionist.

These are the foods most susceptible
to bacteria growth. Sandwiches with

these ingredients should be
refrigerated.

Q. What can I do so my cookies
don't bake together?

A. Almost all cookies spread
some. Chilling dough before baking
and letting the cookie sheet cool
between bakings also helps.

Q. Why are muffins moister when
I don't use paper baking cups?

A. Without paper baking cups,
heat reflects back onto the muffin.
That may cause them to brown faster
and they remain moister inside.
Watch bake time carefully with either
variation. :

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Marketing professor says
retailers not paying
enough attention to basics

COLLEGE STATION — Successful
retailers not only do the right things,
but also they do the little things right,
says the current president of the Amer-
ican Marketing Association.

“High performers use details to be
different; they see opportunities in
small actions that competitors might
consider trivial,” said Dr. Leonard
Berry, a Texas A&M University market-
ing professor and current president of
the American Marketing Association.

Randall’s Food and Drugs in Hous-
ton, for example, uses double-wall
paper bags for sacking groceries, park-
ing lots that are well lit, shopping carts
with safety belts for infants and a free
cookie from the bakery for children
who have a Randall’s cookie credit
card, he said. 7

After years of observing the indus-
try, Berry maintains that the best re-
tailers are those who do the little things
well. They have a clear vision of their
business, provide top-notch customer
service, seek competitive dominance
and compete on the basis of value
rather than price.

“It is time for retailing to go back to
the basics, which'is the overriding retail
challenge today,” Barry said. “Many re-
tailers today have become too short-term
oriented, too imitative, too cautious.”

More than 400 persons enjoyed the
annual barbecue at the Experienced
Citizens Center Sept. 13.

Food was purchased by members
of the center. Volunteers and staff
members gave of their time to cook
and serve the meal.

Total proceeds, amounting to
$2,229.84, will be used with the
$1,000 the Kiwanis Club raised for
the center in its Sunday luncheon, to
fund the program until the new
budget comes in affect.

Haskell County Experienced
Citizens Center has been commended
by the West Central Texas Council of
Governments in Abilene for operating
a program to serve older residents of
the county. The Nutrition and
Supportive Services Program
Evaluation was made by Jimmy
Walls, program specialist, WCTCOG
Area Agency on Aging. :

The ECC nutrition program has
served 11,694 meals: to 297
unduplicated persons. Of these meals,
9,661 were congregate (eaten at the
center) and 2,033 were home delivered.
The total participant contributions for
this period (Oct. 1, 1986-March 31,
1987) were $12,880.

Raw food expenses have averaged
$1.27 per meal. This is well below
the budgeted (projected) amount of
$1.45, This is evidence of efficiency
in the ordering and purchasing of food
items.. The total meals cost
determined by combining all
expenditures averages to $3.01 per
meal.

There have been 7,758 supportive
services provided to 242 unduplicated
citizens of Haskell County. Each
service costs an average of $1.30 to
provide. As of March 31, some of the
contract objectives had already been
achieved. Those which have not yet
been achieved are on schedule to reach
the goal by the end of the current
fiscal year.

During the first nine months of

FY 1987 (October 1986-June 1987)
$66,815, or 72 percent of the
$92,863 total budget has been
expended. Of the $66,815, 49 percent
or $33,119 has come from non-federal
(local participants) resources. This is
extremely good considering the
statewide average is around 15
percent.

The program income received from
the participants through July 1987
has totaled $18,715. The program
income expended during this same
period has been $16,959.

Program Commendations

Haskell County has a strong aging
program with many positive
elements. The commendations which
follow are only representative of the
many positive elements which make
this a quality program:

- 1. The county of Haskell is to be
commended for its continued support
of the program. In the midst of tight
economic times this support is
especially appreciated.

2. The staff at the ECC is to be
commended. They are obviously
people who care about the
participants and this program. Their
willingness to give of themselves
keeps this program active and strong.

3. This program uses volunteers
extremely well. Many times a
program is strengthened by its
involvement of volunteers. On the
two days of the evaluation visits there
were many volunteers actively doing
a variety of different tasks. This not

- only helps in the day-to-day operation

of the center but provides many
people the opportunity to realize they
are still useful and needed.

4. The location is a wonderful
place to visit. It is extremely clean
and very well decorated.

5. The record keeping is very
efficiently and effectively completed.

6. This program does an excellent
job of providing financial assistance.
The donations are above average and

fund-raising ideas are enthusiastically
supported. This is evidence of the

broad range of support for the

program, not only by the participants
but by the community as a whole.
Program Recommendations
The program recommendations
which follow are not meant to degrade
the program but are intended to
improve the already high quality of
the programs and services being
provided.
Many of the recommendations are

based upon new nutrition standards - .

which will go into effect Oct. 1,
1987, (FY 1988). .

1. Both vans need "basic" first aid
kits and fire extinguishers -and
reflectors (Both are now equipped
with these.)

2. A grievance procedure needs to
be posted which gives directions for
the making of negative comments

-about the program.

3. An evacuation plan needs to be
developed which gives directions for
the evacuation of the building in case
of emergency. These directions are
posted for all to see.

4. A disaster plan needs to be
developed which tries to "assure" the
continuation of nutrition services to
"regular participants” in the event of a
disaster.

5. Each meal served must contain
one-third of the recommended daily
allowances. The meals are to be
lightly seasoned with salt, pepper and
butter. ECC, also, has the "Spice of
Life" to season with instead of salt;
recipe recommended by the Heart
Assocaition. Each serving must be of
the required size or the meal may fall
below the one-third RDA
requirement.

The ECC participants and staff

(paid and volunteers) are very proud of -

this report. Only part of the report
has been printed due to space. This
November will be 10 years of
operation for the center.

Texas couldincrease
grain trade by deepening
Houston Ship Channel

COLLEGE STATION — Digging
deeper ports at Houston and Galveston
by a few feet could dramatically in-

.crease the amount of grain traveling

from the Midwest to Texas for export,
according to a study by a Texas A&M
University agricultural economist.
“Deepening upper Texas ports
would attract larger vessels and, due to

economies of ship size, rates on selected,

routes would fall,” says Dr. Stephen
fuller, who used a computer model to
explain how the shifts in the flow of
grain would occur.

“Deepening the channel from 40 to
45 feet as proposed by the Army Corps
of Engineers increases export volume
from 646 million to 933 million bushels,
or 44 percent,” said Fuller, adding that
a 50-foot deeper port increases the vol-
ume to 1,163 million bushels.

The change in'the grain flow pattern
would generally be the result of re-
routed corn exports, Fuller explained.

Using the model, when the channel is
deepened to 50 feet, additional corn
comes to Texas ports from western and
central Iowa, but also from southeast-
ern Nebraska.

Richards becomes

AUSTIN—State Treasurer Ann
Richards, after spending several
weeks testing the political waters,
said last week she will run for
governor in 1990.

Richards, the first ma jor-party
candidate to declare a definite in-
tention to run, said her recent
Texas travels convinced her she
could win. ““I just know every-
thing looks good to me. All I can
say to you is at this point, I feel
really positive about making the
race,” she said.

Richards added that she would
be pleased to run on a Democratic
ticket with Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock, who recently announced for
lieutenant governor.

The treasurer said her immedi-
ate political priority is the 1988
reelection of Texas U.S. Senator
Lloyd Bentsen.

Meanwhile, Attorney General

will divide the Texas Democratic
Party.

“I just think it would be an

Anti-racing Group Formed

Opponents of legalizing horse
and dog race gambling last week
launched their campaign against
the racing proposal on the Nov. 3
Texas ballot by saying the sports
bring sharp increases in animal
cruelty.

‘““For every multimillion-dollar
race horse like Secretariat, who
makes an enormous amount of
money for its owner and is royally
treated for the rest of his life, there
are thousands of cheaper horses
that endure a miserable existence
and even die on the race track,”
said Ann Koros.

Koros, of the Texas Humane
Information Network, charged
that racing dogs also suffer abuse.
‘““Very few greyhounds live to the
age of four, since even dogs that
race successfully are destroyed to
save feed costs‘'when they stop
earning money,” she said.

Koros spoke at a news confer-
ence sponsored by Texans Who

County.

Care, a coalition leading opposi-
tion to the referendum that would
legalize pari-mutuel wagering in
Texas.

Sue Cox, campaign director
for the group, said opponents
will attack the proposal on many
fronts, including the increase
in crime she said accompanies
legalized gambling. She said the
group hopes to raise $500,000 for
its campaign.

Nick Kralj, president of the
Greyhound Racing Association of
Texas, said charges of animal
cruelty are unfounded. ‘““It’s a
rather desperate tactic by some
people,” Kralj said. ‘‘Animal
abuse is not going to happen in
Texas and it’s not happening in
Texas where large numbers of
greyhounds currently are bred.”

Mauro Defends Contract

Land Commissioner Garry
Mauro defended awarding a 20-
year contract for administering the
Veterans Land Board’s home loan
program to Lomas & Nettleton

Co., Dallas.

Questions were raised about
how the firm headed by Demo-
cratic fundraiser Jess Hay was se-

The loans include a $200,000
working capital loan and $1.4

Now-
Secretary of State Jack Rains,
a Republican, was a member of
the Veterans Land Board when
the contract was awarded and
voted with-Mauro to approve the
contract. Rains says he relied on
staff recommendations.

And a number of movies have depicted fictitious explorers seeking the
center of the Earth—4,000 miles beneath this planet’s surface.

These are just a handful of examples of man’s fascination with what lies

But more than child’s play and hobbies are involved. Exploration can
help answer some critical questions about our planet, as scientists seek to
predict when earthquakes will occur, to learn the safest locations for power
plants and dams and to discern the best place to store nuclear waste. Ac-
celerating our efforts will be in the best interest of our country and state.

So far, the Soviet Union has drilled deepest in seeking answers. Soviet
scientists have drilled seven miles into the Earth. They’re working on
another hole, which is expected to reach about 9.5 miles, and Belgium,
France and West Germany are working on similar projects.

Unless we reach much deeper, it is clear that many theories will remain
only theories. But in working to explore and substantiate them, the
research and development that accompanies this ultra-deep drilling should
also bring us numerous benefits, many of them unexpected, just as the
space program produced a multitude of advances.

With my support, the U.S. Senate has approved legislation that would
allow a consortium of federal agencies, universities and oii and mining in-
dustries to move ahead with this super-deep drilling. I testified in favor of
the bill before the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee and I
have joined a number of my colleagues in urging House leaders to take

ing would be done in our state and that would mean jobs.

In addition, our oil industry should receive a boost from the drilling pro-
ject, and a top contender for one of the first projects—which would create
about 300 jobs—would be a site near New Braunfels.

Baptist
budget
approved

The Texas Baptist Executive Board
approved a record $68 million 1987
cooperative program budget for
missionary, benevolent and
educational causes at its quarterly
meeting in Dallas this mo»th.

The 193-member executive board
will recommend the budget to the
Baptist General Convention of Texas
at its annual meeting in Fort Worth
Nov. 10-11.

The rccommended Dbudget
represents a $2.5 million increase
over the 1987 budget, which was
maintained at the same level as 1986
due to economic setbacks in the state.

More than $24 million (36.6
percent) of the proposed new budget
is designated for worldwide Southern
Baptist causes, including support for
more than 7,300 missionaries, six
seminaries, the Southern Baptist
Radio and Television Commission
and other missionary, evangelistic and
education ministries.

The remainder of the proposed
basic operating budget (63.4 percent)
will help support eight Texas Baptist
universities, one academy, seven
hospitals, four child care homes and
four homes for the aging, as well as
state missions programs to assist the
work of about 5,000 congregations
statewide.

Of the total $68 million proposed
“udget, $63 million makes up the
basic operating budget and $5 million
constitutes the two-phase challenge
budget.
