Problems of Our Bord- ' 

er Areas: Toward a 
Future of Opportunity: '
From El Paso to 
Brownsville, our 900- 
mlle border with Mexi­
co offers Texans spec­
tacular opportunities, 
and complex social 
problems. I have 
spent this Congress­
ional recess travel­
ing throughout our 
state, and I have 
learned much from peo­
ple who have shared 
their ideas and prob­
lems with me— es­
pecially from Texans 
who live and work in 
the border area.
In Del Rio, I had the 

opportunity to co­
sponsor, with that 
city, a Border Legis­
lative Conference.
More than 20 represent­
atives of federal and 
state agencies were 
there for a series of 
panel discussions. It 
was meant to be an 
exchange between the 
people who use them.
I think it worked.
Emergency relief won't 

be enough to solve 
the problems of our 
border areas. We need 
positive action to 
match the size and 
complexity of the 
problems themselves. 
That is why I asked 
members of such di­
verse areas of govern­
ment as the Immigra­
tion and Naturaliza­
tion Service, the Cus­
toms Service, the De­
partment of Health, 
Education and Welfare, 
the Department of Com­
merce, the Small Busi-

ness Administration, 
the Veterans Adminis­
tration, and the Re­
public of Mexico, to 
attend the Conference.
As I see them, the 
major problems facing 
our border areas are 
these:
Income-Based on 

data taken from the 
1970 census, per capi­
ta Income nationally 
is $3,781, on an av­
erage. In the border 
region, it is $1,555 
a year. This glaring 
level of income devia­
tion is due to a num­
ber of factors; fore­
most among them are 
the unemployment level, 
and the Impact of green 
carders, white card­
ers and of undocument­
ed workers. The out­
migration of capital 
and labor are also re­
flected in the income 
figures.
Schools— Mexican immi­

grant and alien stu­
dents account for 9.6% 
of the total enroll­
ment in border schools, 
even though those 
school districts have 
a tax base much lower 
than those in other 
parts of the state.
The greatest problem 
seems to be finding 
funds for the construc­
tion of facilities 
to house these addi­
tional students. My 
office has been work­
ing toward a solution 
when Congress recon­
venes .
Dévaluât ion— Mexican 
citizens and business 
people have found their 
purchasing power re-

duced by an amount 
corresponding to the 
devaluation of the 
peso relative to the 
dollar. At one point, 
the value of the peso 
fell as low as 60 per 
cent. The result has 
been critical for bor­
der area merchants, 
who have not experienc­
ed a devaluation since 
1955.
I am deeply concerned 

about upgrading the 
quality of life in 
our border areas. Th^r 
have been a gateway 
to a nation with which 
we in the United States 
and Texas in particu­
lar, have strong ties. 
We want it to be a 
gateway to opportunity 
for all its citizens.

part series on how to 

■ insulate an unfinished 
attic. This article 
lists necessary tools 
and materials, prepa­
ration steps and safe­
ty measures. The final 
article will discuss 
how to insulate.)
Homeowners can insu­
late their unfinished 
attics with a few tools, 
the correct amount of 
insulating material, 
strict safety precau­
tions and several easy 
preparation steps, 
says Mrs. Fay C. Roe.

TOOLS
Necessary tools are 
temporary lighting, 
temporary flooring 
(such as 1x12 inch 
boards or plywood laid 
across ceiling joists), 
duct or masking tape 
(2" wide), a heavy 
duty staple gun and 
staples or a hammer 
and tacks, and heavy 
duty shears or lino- 
letim knife to cut the 
insulating materials.

MATERIALS
Insulation is avail­

able in batts, blank­
ets or loose fill—  
and it's important to 
know which ones in­
clude a  v a p o r  (mois­
ture) barrier or which 
ones need it.
Batts and blankets 
are made of glass fib­
er, rock wool or cell­
ulose— and loose fill 
is general made of 
rock wool, glass fiber 
and cellulosic fiber.
Batts are generally 

15" or 23" wide pre­
cut in 4' or 8' lengths. 
Blankets 15“ or 23" 
wide, in long rolls, 
can be cut by the in­
staller. They are com­
pressed and will ex­
pand when wrappers are 
removed. Loose fill 
comes in bags.
When selecting insula­
tion, consider composi­
tion, fire safety, 
moisture resistance, 
odor, corrosiveness, 
thermal performance 
(or R-value)j cost, 
and installation forms 
and methods.
If you choose batts 

and blankets, buy the 
width that will fit 
snugly within the 
joist spacing.
A vapor (moisture) 

barrier prevents most 
of the moisture in the 
house from getting 
into the insulation and 
reducing its effective­
ness. Between home 
laundry, cooking and 
bathing, about 18 gall­
ons (68) liters) of 
water vapor can be 
produced each week.

For un-insulated at­
tics, select batt or 
blanket insulation with 
an attached vapor 
(moisture) barrier—  
or if you select loose 
fill Insulation, a 
vapor (moisture) bar­
rier of heavy poly­
ethylene sheeting (4 
mil or 6-mll thick) is 
necessary.
If the attic already 

has some insulation—  
and you are simply add­
ing to it, no addition­
al vapor (moisture) 
barrier is necessary. 
However, if batt or 
blanket insulation with 
an attached vapor 
(moisture) barrier is 
all you can buy for 
the new job, its bar­
rier should be slashed 
approximately every 
six to twelve inches.
The slash in the new 
layer of insulation 
prevents moisture from 
being trapped in the 
first layer of insula­
tion.

HOW TO MEASURE 
MATERIAL AMOUNTS 

To determine the a- 
mount of vapor barrier 
material and insula­
tion material to buy, 
you don't have to go 
into the attic. Just 
follow these two steps: 
— Step 1. Measure the 
area of the first floor 
of your house— not 
counting garage, porch 
and other unheated 
areas. The first floor 
area will be the same 
ar the attic area.
If It is a rectangle, 

measure length and 
width in feet (to the 
nearest foot) and 
multiply— Length x 
Width equals Area.
If it is a combina­

tion, break it down 
into rectangles; find 
the area of each one; 
then add the areas to 
get the total.
— Step 2. Figure the 
estimated insulation 
area by multiplying 
.9 times the total 
attic area (90 per cert 
of the total area). In 
other words: .9 x to­
tal attic area = es­
timated amount of in­
sulation material (and 
vapor barrier material) 
needed.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS 
Do NOTHING until you 

have carefully read 
these safety rules:
1) Provide good light­
ing. 2) Lay boards 
or plywood sheets down 
over tops of joists 
or trusses to form a 
walkway— the ceiling 
below won't support 
your weight. 3) Be care­
ful of roofing nails 
protruding through 
roof sheathing. 4) If 
you use glass fiber or 
rock wool wear gloves 
and breathing mask, and 
keep the material wrap­
ped until you are ready

to put it in place. 5) 
Work when temperature 
in attic can be toler­
ated— winter, nights, 
cool weather.

PREPARATION STEPS 
After installing tem­
porary lighting and 
flooring— before in­
sulating, check for 
leaks and make necess­
ary repairs. Also, seal 
all places where pipes 
or wires penetrate the 
attic floor.

DPS Has Hopes 
For Safe Driving 
Over Labor Day
Drivers seem to be 

displaying more co­
operation and alertness 
on Texas highways dur­
ing major holidays.
At least that's the 
opinion of the direc­
tor of the Texas De­
partment of Public 
Safety who says the 
1977 Labor Day period 
could be safer than 
the same weekend in 
1976.
Even so. Colonel Wil­

son E. Speir warned 
today that Texas traf­
fic collisions from 
6 p.m. Friday, Sept.
2, to midnight Monday, 
Sept. 5, may claim 44 
lives.
During the 1976 La­

bor Day weekend, traf­
fic accidents killed 
50 persons in the state, 
Speir said that so 
far this year, traffic 
deaths are running 
five to six per cent 
higher than during the 
same period in 1976.
He noted that during 
recent years, "we 
have experienced con­
siderable increases in 
the number of vehicles, 
the number of licensed 
drivers, as well as 
the number of miles 
driven."
"However," he added, 

"holiday drivers seem 
to be exercising more 
restraint and we hope 
this trend will con­
tinue."
The DPS director urg­
ed motorists to re­
frain from drinking 
during the Labor Day 
period, keep their 
speed under controlj. 
and not take unneces­
sary chances.
As usual, the DPS will 

place all available 
Troopers on the state's 
highways during the 
holiday and they have 
been ordered to keep a 
close watch for reck­
less drivers. But 
Speir noted that "They 
will be spead thin 
covering the thousands 
of highway miles in 
Texas, and we are 
hopeful that motorists 
will join in the effort 
to make Labor Day safe."

AUSTIN, Texas (SpU -  The 
origin of writing should be 
dated 5,000 years earlier than 
p r e v io u s ly  p resu m ed , a 
University of Texas scholar 
says.

D e n is e  S c h m a n d t-  
Besserat’s theory that writing 
had its origin in 8500 B.C. in 
Uie Middle East (rather than 
in 3500 B.C.) is based on her 
study of the early uses of clay.

By 8500 B.C., small clay 
tokens in a variety of shapes 
were used as an accounting 
sy stem  for tran saction s. 
Later, shapes of the tokens 
were incised on hollow clay 
envelopes (bullae) which 
served as bills of lading and in 
which tokens were sealed. The 
bullae-token  sy stem  was 
supplanted about 3500 B.C. by 
clay tablets bearing check 
marks which became the first 
form of writing. The check 
marks, she says, resembe the 
shapes of the early tokens.
