On Pair; Bond Increased

A Robert Lee pair who
were jailed last week
on a charge of aggra-
vated robbery remain
in jail in San Angelo
this week. Another
charge, burglary of a
habitation, was filed
against Raymond Garzd,
21, and Carlyn English,
17, and bond for each

Agrié‘ultdre Of Great Importance

Traveling through
rural Texas, and par-
ticularly through the
rich farm and ranch
land of the 21lst Dis-
trict, the strength of
the people who live
from the land is visi-
bly apparent.

The importance of ag-
riculture to American
society has always been
a fact of life, but it
for too many years was

"given," meaning that
our citizenry expected
good, wholesome food

in plentiful supply,
without giving much
thought as to the labors
and efforts that go in-
to supplying food.

Those labors and ef-
forts cannot be over-
looked, however, when
one visits rural areas
of Texas and talks with
the people who have

made production of food
their life's work.

Certainly the fact that
our President is a farm-
er, a fact he proudly
proclaims, has no
doubt left more Ameri-
cans aware of not only
the farmer as a pro-
fessional, but of farm—
ing in general.

And in being more a-
ware of agriculture as
an industry, the pop-
ulace, maybe surpriz-
ingly to some, comes
face to face with an
industry that functions
with exceptional effi-
ciency.

Often the agricultural
industry functions with
little or no guarantee
of return on invest-
ment and time because
the world agricultural
market is a complex one
and because the Ameri-

can consumers' wants
and needs are mercurial
and unable to predict.

A United States Con-
gressman must bear
that in mind when he
votes for legislation
affecting agriculture
for if a congressman
pays attention only to
the status of agricul-
tural products pro-
duced in his legisla-
tive district then
important food pro-
ducts distributed
statewide.or nation-
wide could receive
inadequate legislative
support.

For instance, in July
I voted for legisla-
tion that will have
effect on sugar pro-
ducers in Texas and
throughout the nation
should our agricultu-
ral economy confront
slump and sugar prices
slip beneath an accep-
table level.

The legislation pro-
vides for a minimal
type of guarantee, and
involves a minimal a-
mount of federal dol-
lars, but the guarantee
is essential should
sugar farmers have to
survive a lowering of

price for their product.

This kind of govern-
ment assistance —--
there if needed -- is
the kind of assistance
government should be
willing to provide any
essential industry, as
long as it is strictly
controlled and is in-
deed essential, as
opposed to some of the
less than responsible
farm subsidy programs
that have been abused
in decades past.

But those abuses,
compared to what the
farmer has contributed
to our nation, some-
times at great per-
sonal financial risk,
are few and I know of
no American industry
any more conscientious
or professional than
the Americans who live
with the land.

TEXAS HAS ARRAY OF
NATURAL RESOURCES
Texas has a vast array
of natural resources
which can best be pro-
tected through private
control coupled with
an appreciation for
public need, contends
a recreation and parks
specialist. Many of
nature's attractions
in Texas are still in
their pristine state
due to the high degree
of private ownership
of land and the re-
source management prac-
tices of farmers and
ranchers. Also, the
most fragile and spec-
tacular resources are
in western areas that
are sparsely populated
and not readily access-
ible to most of the
state's population.

Generating Plant
That Burns Coal
Planned by WTU

A permit has been
granted by the state
Water Rights Commission
for West Texas Utilities
Co. to use water from
Lake Kemp and Lake Di-
version to operate a
proposed coal-fired
power plant.

Walter Meller, WIU
generation engineer who
attended a hearing be-
fore the commission
this past week in Aus-
tin, said there was no
opposition to the per-
mit.

"This is just another
step in the process of
planning and eventually
building what will be
our company's largest
generating plant,"
Meller said.

A contract for water
rights in the two-lake
system was signed last
December by WIU, Wichi-
ta County Water Im-

provement District Nup-
ber 2, and the City of

Wichita Falls. The con- .

tract provides for Wry
to consume up to 20,-
000 acre-feet of water
per year for power gen-
eration. WIU plans to
construct a 2,000-
megawatt complex near
one of the lakes,
which are on Waggoner
Ranch property south
of Vernon and south-
west of Wichita Falls,
Meller said a site
study is "moving for-
ward," and should be
completed soon.

Steers Dump Sterling City
In Season Opener, 21-6

When you start the
first game of the new
season, you don't
really know what. to
expect. The excite-
ment, the tension and
doubts are all built
up to the opening kick-
off. And then, bam, the
kickoff is there and in
16 seconds you have 7
points and then you
think, well, this is
easy. Then you got to
kick off to them and
you find out its not
so easy as the helmet
popping starts and you
realize you are in a
football game with 11
more guys. The Steers
showed they have more
quickness and desire
in this victory and
with a lot more depth
they could improve.

1ST QUARTER

The steers took the
opening kickoff to start
the new season and
Terry Ross received the
ball at the Steer's 10.
Starting to the middle
of the field he sudden-
ly breaks to the outside
and with a 90 yd. foot-
race and a good escort
downfield, he scores
with 16 seconds show-,
ing on the clock from
the time the ball left
the kickers foot. Wes-
ley Sawyer adds the ex-
tras with his toe and

TO BE STAGGERED

Texas motor vehicle
registrations increas-
ed more than half a
million in the 1976
registration year over
the preceding year
according to a prelim-
inary count by the
State Department of
Highways and Public
Transportation.

The 1976 preliminary
total of 10,220,919
is expected to increase
when the final results
are tabulated. The
1975 registration year
total was 9,687,081.
Registration years end
each April 1.

Harris County (Hous-
ton) again led the 254
Texas counties with
1,670,596 motor ve-
hicles registered. That
county's previous year
total was 1,555,960.

Loving County in West
Texas reported the few-
est motor vehicle re-
gistrations: 230 -- an
increase of 26 over
1975 registrations.

STAGGERED REGISTRATION

Beginning with the
next registration year,
motorists will pay re-
gistration fees on a
staggered year-round
schedule based on pre-
sent license plate num-
bers. In addition to a
series of DHT releases
giving details of the
new procedures, infor-
mation concerning the
1977 and later regis-
tration methods are in
the hands of county tax
assessor-collectors.

The year-round stag-
gered registrations
will make the long wait-
ing lines of late March
a thing of the past.

TIME TO BUY A HOME

Now is as good a time
as any to buy a home,
says an economist in
real estate. The aver-
age cost of a new sing-
le-family home has in-
creased more than 100
per cent in 10 years
and this trend is like-
ly to continue. Given
population and infla-
tion trends, the aver-
age home appreciation
rate should be about
8 per cent annually
over the next decade.

INSULATION MAY
CAUSE PROBLEM

Energy efficient foam
insulation board cur-
rently being installed
in new homes can pre-
sent a potentially ser-
ious problem, according
to the Extension Ser-
vice. When it is tight-
ly installed on the
exterior of a wall,
moisture vapor may be
trapped, resulting in
condensation. This
means wet insulation
and framing and musty
odors. Over -a prolonged
period, wood rot deve-
lops. Moisture vapor
movement into the wall
cavity can be restrict-
ed by installing a va-
por barrier of polyeth-
lene film. However, it
is best to vent the
wall cavity to the out-
side.

(2) If you are using
loose fill, install
baffles—-made of card-
board--at the inside of
the eave vents so that
insulation will not
block flow of air from
vents into attic. Be
sure insulation extends
out far enough to co-
ver the top plate.

Pour in loose insula-
tion between joists.
Use a board or garden
rake to level it. Fill
all nooks and crannies
but do not cover re-
cessed light fixtures

or exhaust fans.
DATTS OR BLANKETS

Lay blankets or batts:
between joists or trus-
ses--if blankets are
used, cut long runs
first to conserve mat-
erial, using leftovers
for shorter spaces.

. Slide insulation under
wiring wherever possi-
ble.

Cut ends of batts or
blankets in to fit snug-
ly around cross bracing.
Cut the next batt in a
similar way to allow
ends to butt together
tightly. :
(3) The space be-
tween chimney and
wood framing should
be filled with non-
combustible material,
preferably unfaced
batts or blankets.
Also, the National
Electric Code requires
that insulation be
kept three inches a-
way from light fixtures
If your attic requires
a second layer of in-
sulation, place batts
or blankets at right
angles to the joists
(across the joists).

If the batts you are
using have a vapor
(moisture) barrier,
either remove it or
slash it to prevent
moisture from being
trapped between the
insulation layers.
Loose fill insulation
can be used on top of
a first layer of batts
or blankets.
