OLDER
AMERICANS

WASHINGTON—America is a country that values the
young.and the new and that looks to the future.

We would not want it to be otherwise.

But it is particularly important, as our citizens live
longer, that they be able to enjoy their maturity to its
fullest. They are a national resource that we are only
recently beginning to appreciate and conserve.

Older Americans have much to offer society—skilled
hands, active minds and the special insight and wisdom
that comes only with years of accumulated knowledge
and experience.

Too often, however, the potential of our older citizens
has gone unrecognized, has been neglected and ignored.

[ realize that not all people are ready to retire at age
65, and voted to raise the age at which mandatory
retirement can be required to 70 when the issue came up
recently before the House.

Many persons at 65 are at the peak of their creative
talents and productivity and have many good years ahead
of them.

But the pressure for retirement at 65, and recently, at
60 and even 55, has increased. Older citizens have been
crowded out of a labor market flooded with post World
War II babies and limited by automation.

In our country, a person receives much of his or her
dignity and sense of well-being through work—and
older Americans are no exception.

Our present income programs for older citizens,
however, as well as those designed for all Americans at
or below the poverty level, actually provide incentives
not to work.

The consequence of such misguided planning is more
far-reaching than the simple limitation of income at an
inadequate level. Not only do the individuals lose self-
esteem and commitment to their community, but the
community loses a vital resource for the solution of
many community problems.

We have volunteer programs for youth, for women
who ‘‘don’t need to work,’” and for older people with
“‘time on their hands.”’ But volunteer work does not
always carry with it the satisfaction that comes from
being a part of the ‘‘final solution,’’” from being in the
mainstream of activity.

We need to recognize that older people can fill such
positions. We must expand the number of jobs and the
ways by which money can be earned in order to
guarantee our older citizens the real choices insured by
real income.

All programs, not only those which are income-
related, must be designed to maintain and enhance the
dignity and self-sufficiency of older Americans.

Nursing homes and other custodial institutions house
many people who, with sufficient income and adequate
support services, could live in their own homes at far less
cost to their communities and to their self-esteem.

Poor transportation and decreasing personal mobility
have resulted in premature shut-in status for too many
otherwise healthy persons.

Too little sociability, too little active communication
with the outside world has resulted in premature in-
validism, and too few opportunitites to give love and
service and guidance to others have resulted in premature
withdrawal from the strength-giving society of people
who need each other.

All of this is unnecessary and a tremendous waste of
human potential. Proper planning and thoughtful con-
sideration of not only the needs, but the assets of our
older citizens can alleviate it.

We must achieve a mutually beneficial situation which
assures that the valuable contributions of our older
citizens are not lost to unnecessary and costly institu-
tionalization.

We must make use of this valuable national resource.

Gl Insurance

The Veterans Administra-
tion has issued a re-
minder to nearly 350,-
000 Korean Conflict
veterans to convert
their GI insurance
policies before their
50th birthday - or lose
them, Jack Coker, Di-
rector of the VA Re-
gional Office in Waco,
said today.

The average age of
these veterans is now
45.5 years.

The. insurance in ques-
tion is the Veterans
Special Life Insurance
"W" Term policy.

Coker said that of the
half million VSLI poli-
cies issued to Korean
Conflict veterans,
332,012 are on the five-
year convertible term
plan.

This policy carries a
very low premium rate
but cannot be renewed
after the veteran's 50th
birthday. It can, how-
ever, be converted to
one of eight permanent
plans if the owner acts
before the end of the
last renewal period.

Coker said VA officials
are encouraged by the
response so far to a
recent mailing to "W"
term VSLI policy owners
alerting them to the
approaching necessity of
converting their insur-
ance if they wish to
keep it in force.

The VA has received in
excess of 10,000 con-
version applications
and more than 25,000
updated beneficiary and
optional settlement
designations, Coker
said.
