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Cloudy Water
Causes Problems
For Robert Lee

The Robert Lee Water
Department has a prob-
‘lem which is being of-
ficially reported to
water users in a legal
notice in thie week's
Observer. According to
the Texas State Health
_Department, Robert Lee-
“~'s water does not meet
~ Tequirements on turbi-
dity, more commonly
"known as cloudiness.

Water Supt. Robert La-
rge told the Observer

Tuesday that the city's
"water quality has not
decreased, and probably
has improved since the
health department has
been in on the act, but
standards have been ch-
anged. :

Rules set forth by the
Environmental Protect-
ion Agency say that the
nephelometric turbidity

unit (NTU) count in
the water is too high.
EPA rule as carried out
by the Texas Health De-
partment allows one NTU
and the average for Fe-
bruary c.own by tests
of Robert Lee water
amounted to 2.6 NTU.

Changes in water re-
quirements went into
effect Sept. 1 when the
new Clean Water Act be-
came law. The city re-
ceived a 90 day varian-
ce to allow time for
repairing the filters.
City officials were un-
able to get the requir-
ed work done in the 90
day period and did not
ask for a continuance -
or extension of the va-
riance. Consequently,
the city has been or-

- dered to notify water
users that the water
does not come up to
state standards.

Large said the city
has continued to send
off water samples at
regular intervals to be
tested for harmful bac-
teria. The bacteriolog-
ical reports have all
come back showing that
the water does not con-
tain any harmful orga-
nisms, Large said.

Relief for Farm,
Ranch Operators

Congressional candi-
date Woody Glasscock,
of the 21lst District,
in an advertisement in
this and other weekly
newspapers across the
district this week que-
stioned the reasoning
behind restrictions on
exports, unfairness of
regulations controlling
expert versus imported
beef and the lack of a
maintenance of balance
of trade through agri-
cultural exports.

"If USDA regulations
are designed to protect
the consumer, how can
they be justified when
so much of the meat on

" the market is not mark-

ed as imported at the
meat counter?" the Me-
dina county rancher as-—

‘ked.

He noted that more th-
an 700,000 tons of fo-
reign beef was imported
in the fiscal year
1975-76.

"Government regula-
tions threaten not only

the farmer and rancher,'"

Glasscock said, "they
lessen our agricultural
exports and thereby
weaken our nation's
economy by worsening
our balance of trade."

Noting that in addi-
tion tc the effect of
beef imperts other non-
agricultural imports
have resulted in a neg-
ative trade balance
every year but two sin-
ce 1971, Glasscock po-
sed the question, "If
agriculture is that im-
portant tc the U.S. in-
ternational trade rosi-
tion, why are farmers
facing their worst year
since the depression?"

Relief lies, he said,
in the elimiration of
senseless regulations,
allowance of domestic
and imported beef to
meet the same standards
and lessened repetitive
paperwork for small bu-
siness, farms and ran-
ches.

"Government regula-
tions threaten the liv-
elihood of those whe
produce the focd for
our tables and the
clothes for our backs
and endanger the health
of our entire national
economy," CGlasscock
concluded.

This
mcisture is of great
importance which is al-
so a benefit to the ir-
rigating farmer tc save
this valuable resource
for a critical time.

Reduced erosion is al-
so a benefit of minimum
tillage. Having a cover
on unprotected soil
greatly reduces the im-
pact of rainfall and
thus allows better uti-
lization of the water.
Residue left on the
ground reduces wind
erosion which net only-
removed the top soil,
but contributes tremen-

dously to air pollutionm.

Soil erosion does not
only hurt the farmer,
but alsc the people
around a problem area.
Minimum tillage alsc
improves the soil stru-
cture as well as pro-
viding food and cover
for our wildlife. The
moving of heavy equip-

- ment over fields great-

ly reduces the porosity
cf the soil. The reduc-

* tion cf this compaction

improves the water hol-
ding capacity of the
soil thus increasing
-the moisture content.
Wildlife benefit from
this residue by furnis-
hing them food. Fish
benefit by the reduc-—

; tionsMof sedimen; loss-

es from our fields.
Minimum tillage with
its protective cover of
residue maintained on
the ground at all times
seens quite an improve-

WHERE I
STAND

As a rancher and as a consumer
of food and fiber products, I am con-
cerned about imported beef and its
effect on the beef market as a whole.

In the fiscal year 1975-76, the U.S.
imported more than 700,000 tons of
beef and veal. At that same time
ranchers were practically giving their
stock away at prices well-below the

_cost of production. This only adds to

my questioning the sensibility of
government regulations.

When I started ranching in Medi-
na County, there were five commer-
cial packing plants in the area. Now
there is only one and it is barely
hanging on. What nappened? Gov-
ernment regulations and the people
who enforce them — the bureaucrats
— make it almost impossible for an
independent packer to stay in busi-
ness.

Yet the U.S. allows Lhe impor-
tation of foreign beef — 700,000 tons
of it — over which the USDA has no
control. For all they know it could
have been killed on a stump with
a rusty axe.

My point is, if USDA regulations
are designed to protect the con-
sumer, how ‘can they be justified

.when so much of the meat on the

market is not prepared under their
coverage and is not marked as im-
ported at the meat counter?

Government regulations threaten
not only the farmer and rancher, they
lessen our agricultural exports and
thereby weaken our nation's econ-
omy by worsening our balance of
trade.

In addition to the aforementioned
foreign beef imports, other non-agri-
cultural imports — such as oil —
have resulted in a negative trade
balance every year but two since
1971. During these two years we
had substantial agricultural exports.

If agriculture is that important to
the U.S. international trade position,
why are farmers facing their worst
year since the depression?

As a congressman I will work to
relieve the pressure on farmers and
ranchers by eliminating senseless
regulations such as those which in-
hibit the exportation of farm prod-
ucts, to change those regulations
that permit imported beef to enjoy
lower standards than those required
by domestic beef and to lessen the
flow of repetitive paperwork that

now inundates small businessmen,

farmers and ranchers.
