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HANCOCK LEAVES NEW ORLEANS 
FOR MEXICAN FORT TO TAKE 

ON REFUGEES THERE.

li. S. MARINES WERE ARRESIED
Flag Wat Insulted In Straets— Raar 

Admiral Mayo Order* Federal* to 
Salute the American Flag in 

Reparation for Indignities.

New Orleans, 1st.— The United 
States transport Hancock Sunday 
night received Imperative orders from 
Washington to proceed at once to 
Tampico. It Is understood that the 
Hancock will take aboard refugees 
who are fleeing from the battle-swept 
city of Tampico, where sharp fighting 
between Mexican constitutionalists 
and federal* ha* been reported.

The Hancock took on 4<W tons of 
coal, filling her bunkers, which have 
an 800-ton capacity, and sailed Mon­
day.

The vessel arrived at Now Orleans 
two months ago, bringing 950 marines 
from the advance bnse regiment.

When the Hancock steamed south 
she was nccompHnled by" the United 
States hospital ship Solace under or­
der* to hasten to Tampico. The So­
lace arrived last week and the crew 
was given shore leave for eleven day*. 
Two day* after the Solace docked she 
was ordered to proceed Immediately 
to Tampico, but was delayed by coal­
ing and by necessary repairs to her 
Ice manufacturing machinery.

Banker* and Farmar* Hold Meeting 
8y*tsm of Marketing Will Llkaly 

Be Salvation af Trucker*.

Vera Crux. Mex.—That the Ameri­
can flag was taken from the launch 
of tb* Dolphin by the captors of the 
American Bailors who were arrested 
Friday and was subjected to Insults 
while being taken to the police sta­
tion, baa been reported at Vera Crux 
from a reliable aource. This, says the 
report, la the chief provocation for 
Rear Admiral Mayo's demand that a 
aalute be fired in reparation by the 
Mexican federal authorities

It la said that while the flag was 
being borne through the streets varl 
out Indignities were Inflicted by tho 
more anti-American of the populace.

Tampico, Mex.—The affair of the ar­
rest by the Mexican federal authori­
ties at Tampico of the boat's crew 
from the Dolphin may not be settled 
without serious international difficul­
ties. General Zaragoza, while profuse 
ly apologizing for the arrests, has de­
murred to the demand for a formal 
aalute pending. Instructions from Pres­
ident Huerta. That thla might be laid 
before the Mexican executive, Iteur 
Admiral Mayo's ultimatum has been 
extended twenty-four hours from Fri­
day, 6 p. m

Immediately after learning of the In­
cident Rear Admiral Mayo Is said to 
have threatened to land marines Ic 
compel tho release of the bluejackets 
and to establish a neutral zone for the 
protection of all foreigners from fur 
tber Indignities.

Rear Admiral Mayo Sunday sent 
the following wireless message to 
Rear Admiral Fletcher, which la re 
reived aa an official report:

"Oeneral Zaragoza has sent me an 
official letter concerning the arrest 
of tbe boat's crew from the Dolphin 
and says that the affair was due ta 
the Ignorance of his officers. He ha- 
asked a few hours' delay In deciding 
upon n salute to the flat, on account 
of the poor communication facllltler 
for consulting hla government at tbe 
City of Mexico. Hla request being 
reasonable, was granted for a period 
Because of the feeling here in refer 
ence to American* I am not Inclined 
to diminish the demands In taking 
refugees aboard I acted not only la 
accord with other foreign ships, but 
also on account of tb* Increasing ani 
moaity toward Americans ashore."

The'valley bankers were instrument­
al In getting the three principal sell­
ing agencies together on the cabbage 
proposition and realize the necessity 
of a unit marketing system which will 
take care of the principal selling agen­
cies now operated in the valley, and 
at the same time give the farmer* an 
organization through which their 
products can be marketed to much bet­
ter advantage.

At the meeting resolutions were 
passed unanimously Indorsing the unit 
marketing system, and circulars will 
be sent to every farmer, merchant aud 
business man In tho valley within the 
next few daya preparatory to calllug 
a mass minting, at which the matter 
will be discussed and preparation* for 
the organization made

Washington. — A record breaking 
winter wheat crop le In prospect this 
year, the department of agriculture 
estimating on a conservative basis 
that cereal may yield 5JI,000,000 
bushels. The condition of the crop 
April 1 was. 95.6 per cent normal, or 
11 5 per cept better than the average 
April 1 condition for the past ten 
year*.

In n atatement Tuesday concerning 
the crop. the department said

"The condition of winter wheat on 
April 1, viz., 95 6 per cent of normal, 
I* II li per rent higher than the aver­
age of the past t<-n years.

"Tho yield per acre In the same ten 
years averaged fifteen bushels; an 
Increase of 11.5 per cent to this aver­
age would lx- 1?7 bushels.

"The acreage planted last fall waa 
estimated at J6.50S.00M acres; 16.7 
bushel* applied to this acreage gives 
609,650,000. Hut there always is styn® 
Of the planted area abandoned befur* 
harvest; the average of this abandon 
meat In the past ten years has been 
about 9 6 per cent of the area planted

San Antonio. Tex —By a small frac­
tion of a mile. 14 1000 to be exact, Pat 
Dunn County has missed constitution­
al existence. Chief Justice W. 8 Kly 
of the Fourth court of civil appeals 
rendered a decision Wednesday annul­
ling an act of the Thirty-third legisla­
ture creating the county, predicating 
his decision upon the fact, as estab­
lished, that the distance between l’at 
Dunn County and San piego, county 
seat of Duval County, out of which the 
county In controversy was carved, was 
about seventy feet short of twelve 
miles.

The court's decision give* back to 
Duval County the territory Involved in 
the dispute.

As cited l>y Justice Fly, that part of 
the state constitution which appl es to 
the case of Pat Dunn County reads as 
follows:

The commission 
er* ruled that l.cakey had won, but 
citizens of Alliln contended that Lev 
key was outside a radius of five mile* 
from the geographical center of the 
county, and that the law required a 
two-third* vote In such a esse. The 
decision of the lower court was art 
vers- to s petition of tho Albln citi­
zens and an appeal was taken The 
Fourth court of civil appeal/ held that 
the appellant had filed hi* brief after 
the expiration of the time allowed by 
law.

PUTS BURDEN ON PRODUCER

Palmer Bill Would Maks It Unlawful
to Ship In Interstate Commerce 

Any Product of Child 
Labor.

By GEORGE CLINTON.
Washington.— FOr the last seven 

years there have beeu Introduced Into 
congress from time to tlmu bills In­
tended to prevent child labor In the 
United States The bills have been 
various in form and none of them 
ever has gone any great distance on 
Ihe way to passage. Aa long as the 
workers In behalf of the cause of 
tbe children continue tbelr campaign 
there Is no danger, however, that con­
gress will be allowed to sidetrack for 
all time measures looking to tbe relief 
of the children workers In tbu Indus­
tries of the United States.

The original attempts to present 
child labor were made by Republic­
ans. Then when the Progressives suc­
ceeded In electing some members to 
congress they took hold of the mat­
ter. Now the Democrats have given 
the subject their attention, and Rep­
resentative A Mitchell Palmer. Demo­
crat of Pennsylvania, has Introduced a 
bill which be seems deterniiui-d shall 
have a hearing In the house. It Is a 
measure Intended to put an end to 
child labor In the mills, mines and 
factories of the country.

Representative Palmer's measure Is 
now before the committee on Izbor 
of the house of representatives which 
is Investigating child labor conditions 
Day by day witnesses In the commit­
tee room are telling of the evils of 
cblld labor and the Injury It Is doing 
American citizenship

Question of Lawyers.
It Is a matter for constitutional law­

yers and other kinds of lawyers to de­
termine whether or not the bill which 
bas been presented by Mr I'aluier 
to end child labor will be aa efficient 
If enacted Into law aa tbe llevertdge 
bill would have been If congress and 
the president should have taken to It 
kindly.

In explaining his measure tbe Penn­
sylvania representative said:

‘ In a word, the proposition Is to 
provide that It shall be unlawful for 
any person to ship or deliver for ship­
ment In Interstate commerce the prod 
uct# of any mill, mine quarry, or 
manufacturing establishment where 
tbe labor of children below a certain 
standard Is employed. Now this meas­
ure differs from the llevertdge bill, or, 
properly the Iteverldge amendment, 
which was prvssrd in 1607, and upon 
which Senator Iteverldge made his 
great argument In support of child 
labor legislation It differs aim from 
tbe Kenyon bill which In effect Is the 
ileverldge bill proposition. In that 
both these bills put the burden upon 
tbe carrier and made It unlawful for 
any common carrier to receive or ship 
g'xids manufactured under conditions 
of the sort fixed by the law."

It will be seen that Mr Palmer’s 
bill makes It a misdemeanor for the 
producer, that Is the man who Is re­
sponsible for the employment of child 
labor, to put Into Interstate commerce 
t ie  articles whlih are produced un 
tier >hese conditions Mr Palmer real­
ises that a good many of the states 
have child labor legislation on the 
statute books lie  knows that It Is 
hard for a manufacturer in a state 
which cannot euipb.y chlldrt n to com­
pete In the markets with the manu­
facturers of states where children are 
employed. He thinks that the federal 
government has jurisdiction aud that 
Its action will put all manufacturers 
upon an equality, that child life will 
be saved and that the Constitution of 
the United States mill not be smashed 
into bits by tbe operation.

There Is an apparent awakening to 
the qblld labor question among the 
mem lm tsof the majority In the house 
and senaTk. A few years ago they 
did not seem to care very much 
about the thing one way or the other 
PuhJIc pressure has been strong wltb- 
ia tbe last few years and the constant 
biting references to tbe kllliug of chil­
dren tn some of the states made some 
of tbe senators aud representatives 
from those states at first resentful, 
and -afterward apologetic From this 
■ hange of feeling In congress springs 
the strongest chance o f the success 
of the measure of Mr. Palmer, or. 
If It shall fall, of the success of some 
other measure of like kind which 
shall be drawn on lines more nearly 
parallel to the views of certain of 
(be states' rights advocates.

Start Campaign Early.
Democrats. Republicans and Pro­

gressives are making preparations for 
the coming congressional campaign 
and Incidentally, of course, for tbe 
greater campaign which Is to follow 
two years later. Tbe Democrats 
seemingly will be content to stand 
on the record of tbe present adminis­
tration. The Republicans are urging 
that the tariff law Is working Injury 
te the country, that prosperity is not 
at a high pitch and that a change Is 
necessary. Th# Progressives will urge 
the Inadequacy of the trust legislation 
of the Democrats and will charge an 
Indisposition on the part of both old 
part I vs to pass genuine progressive 
legislation.

It la said by some of the politicians 
la Washington that tbe Republicans 
may have trouble In maintaining con­

sistency of notion In * all congressional 
districts in the next campaign. The 
Republican party. It must be under­
stood, still has within It two factions, 
the progressive Republicans aud the 
conservative Republican*. The for­
mer desire and urge that progress!? 
Ism shall be made a part of the Re­
publican candidates' endeavor and of 
the campaign genorally tn every con­
gressional district next fall.

Romo of the conservatlvu Republic­
ans. too, who have leanings toward 
a certain kind of progrustlrl’im, say 
that this Is not only a good policy, but 
a proper policy. On the other hand, 
there are, some extremely conserva­
tive Republicans who hold that the 
next campaign should be made on the 
old lines and nothing should ba yield­
ed to the new thought.

Difference of Opinion.
These matters are talked about free­

ly In Washington by the representa­
tives most concerned. Republicans 
talk about the necessity of yielding 
something to progreeslvtsm as long 
as It has a small "p," while others 
talk freely about the folly of yielding.

The Republican congressional com­
mittee w hleh In a way will have an 
oversight of the campaigns In sll the 
districts Is Inclined to urge a liberal 
and progressive spirit In all the dis­
tricts Naturally, the congressional 
committee feels that If one kind of a 
platform Is used In one place Mid an­
other kind In another, ths charge of 
the Progressives aud the Democrats 
Instantly will be that the old party Is 
utterly Inconsistent and that If It can­
not have platforms which are alike 
tn congressional campaigns, how ran 
It hope to have a platform In a presi­
dential campaign upon which the Re 
publicans of all the districts cau 
stand.

It seems to be conceded that ths 
members of the congressional com­
mittee will succeed In Inducing the 
adoption of liberal platforms in most 
of the districts of the country. There 
are some districts, however, which 
will witness contests for the office of 
representative In congress that will 
he conducted by the Republican eaudt 
dates on lines exactly parallel to those 
on which such contests were conduct 
ed ten years ago

It matters little what the claims are 
at the present moment, for It Is a long 
time until November, tgit one thing Is 
virtually certain, the three parties arv 
going Into the congressional cam 
palgns as early as possible, are going 
to do a lot of hard campaigning and 
use every effort possible the Demo­
crats to maintain their majority In 
congress or add to Its strength, and 
the other two patties to upset ths cal­
culations of "both the enemies”

As Wilson Bess Himself.
President Wilson's Intimate por­

trayal of himself as a mau and an a 
j president, drawn for the beueflt of the 
members of the National Press club 
recently, has set men, particularly 

| newspaper men In Washington, to 
j thinking It must be confessed at 
the outset that most of the Wash 
tngton correspondents have looked 
upon Mr. Wilson as a man of cold de 
meaner and tempi rament.- In hla per­
sonal sketch of himself the president 
tore off the mask and show ed himself 
as he thinks he really Is. certainly as 
he would like to be. and he disabused 
the mind* of a good many persons of 
formerly conceived opihlbns.

The president eald In his speech to 
the members of the Press dub that 
he never had read an article about 
h(mself In which he recognized him 
self, an;* that lie had come "to have 
the Inipresslou that I must be some 
kind of a fraud, li-causc I think a 
great many of these articles are writ­
ten Iti ubsolute good faith.

“ I tremble to think of the variety 
and the falseness of the Impressions 
I make and It Is being borne In on 
me an that It may change my very 
disposition that I am a cold, removed 
person who lias a thinking machine 
Inside which he adjusts to the clrcum 
stances, which he doe* not allow to 
be moved by any winds of affection or 
emotion of any kind, but turns like a 
cold searchlight on anything that la 
presented to Its attention and makes 
It work. I am not aware of having 
any detachable apparatus Inside of 
roe."

Appearance of Coldness.
It It probable that men who come 

In contact with President Wilson have 
thought he was a cold man because 
he wss self-contained on matters of 
tvubllc moment, and that evert when he 
feels he can dlacuss them freely hla 
method of disc nsalon Is so entirely 
dispassionate Thera are no evidences 
of the warmth of Roosevelt nor of the 
smiling geniality of Taft tn Mr. W il­
son's speech nor In bis manner of 
speech. Sparks, however, are struck 
from stones, and If there were no 
latent heat there never could be even 
now aod then a warm gleam from the 
surface. President Wilson on occa­
sions has shown the warm gleam, but 
always It bsa been qui-kly shadowed 
aa If Its showing had been an errsr.

Now since the president spoke of 
himself and of his restraint of his 
emotions men who have come In 
almost dslly contsct with him are be­
ginning to believe that there are (Ires 
Inside and that tbe effort always has 
been to keep the <over on The presi­
dent In his talk to the members of tbe 
press said that he likes human beings 
and that both Individuals and crowds 
Interest him. It seems that a man 
who Is Interested In the human nature 
of individuals and of crowds must 
have a good deal of human nature In 
himself, and human nature Is one of 
the warmest things known to man­
kind. 8ome of the newspaper men 
seemingly are not only sorry, but cha­
grined that they should have misin­
terpreted Mr. Wilson's temperament, 
should have portrayed him as a cold 
man with few sympathies.

Homely Illustrations

On the other hand, salt that has. lost 
Ita savor la not even fit for a dung­
hill. but la thrown out and trodden un­
der foot o f men So our Lord sets 
aside that disciple of tils who has lost 
hla uaefulness. This expresses our 
laird's contempt and scorn of those 
who lark, not merely a certain kind

What la the purpose o f dlsclpleshlp?
