The Agricultural and Mechanical 
College of Texas, College Station, 
Texas, has established a poultry de­
partment. This department Is for 
the express purpose of furthering, 
helping and In every possible way 
advancing the poultry industry of 
the State. However, it can not do 
this alone, and In order that It can 
be o f lasting benefit, it must have 
the co-operation of every farmer In 
the State.

The, way the people of the State 
can effectively co-operate with this 
department, says a letter from the 
College. Is, first, by giving a clear 
description as to the number of 
fowls kept, what breed and variety, 
number of dozen eggs and number 
of pounds of market poultry sold, 
prices realized, method of market­
ing employed, housing conditions,

, how and what fed, name o f mar­
kets supplied and approximately the 
time devoted to the Interest of their 
flock of poultry, and second, ask for 
more Information along this line by 
asking questions or solutions for 
any problems that come up from 
day to day.

Let every farmer's slogan be “ less 
cotton and more poultry."

Those five words really mean 
much more than most readers at 
first glance will suspect. The fact 
is that there Is not a farmer in 
Texas but who following the ex­
pressed meaning o f those five words 
would not be better satisfied and 
better o at the end of the year, *

There are thousands o f farmers In 
Texas who have already followed 
the slogan, "less cotton and more 
poultry" and consequently, are mak­
ing all the way from *1 to *2.75 
per hen clear profit.

Hhould Have Dust Hath.
In constructing the house, aim at 

having it draft-proof, comfortable, 
well ventilated and with a dry floor. 
A well-filled grit box should always 

I be before the birds. Crushed earth- 
lenware and oyster shells make an 
excellent grit. It is a wise plan also 

;to keep a box of crushed charcoal 
In the pen. A dust bath should al- 

- ways be available to the birds, as it 
enables them to effectively combat 
the lice pest. It can be in the form 
of a shallow box (6x3 feet) con­
taining tine ashes, sulphur and 
earth. It should be protected by a 
cover in wet weather.

The market weights for roasting 
fowls varies according to the season. 
Small bone, short legs and well 
rounded form are good points de­
sirable.. The early roaster market 
calls for light weight birds, the 
weight gradually Increasing until 
late fall and early winter.
