At such times one
must have a reserve fund to
draw on. To overbalance this,
there are years when the profits
are great,

There are other things beside
money to be considered in bee.
keeping. Health is wealth, and
the chance to work in the open
air instead of being cooped up
is a matter of no small consider-
ation. In many ways beekeeping
is especially adapted to women.

What is a fair season’s profit
per colony is a pretty hard ques
tion to answag, so much depends
upon conditiens. A colony may
yield a crop amounting to $25 or
more, while another crop stand-
ing beside it may yield nothing.
One beekeeper may average in a
series of years $10 per colony,
while with others it may taper
down to those who are failures.

As a rule, it is safer to start
with only two or three colonies
and increase in numbers as you
increase in experience, when yvou
will be able to manage a hundred
or more.
