It Is unlikely that the number of prisoner* were great, or that much war m aterial remained in Fere en Titrdenoi* to fall Into the bands of the allies, for the G eunans have had ample time to move or de­stroy such war m aterial, for they must have known for several duys that the supply base must be given up.The retreating Germ an* are being harried by ullied cavalry, numerous tanks and airplanes.
