For the 
countries of ,Fur*>t>o. however, to In 
crease their present rations |o a ma­
terial extent will necessitate our shar­
ing a part of uur own supplies with 
them.

Twenty Million Ton* of Food.
Of the world total. North America 

will furnish more than 00 per cent. 
The United Slates. Including the W est 
Indies, will I*,- railed ofH.it to furnish 
Tii.on.otl tons of fthm! of *11 lends as 
compared with our pre-war export* of 
about tS.fttst.isNt tons.

While we will he aide to change our 
program in many respects, even a 
casual survey of the world supplies 
In comparison to worhl demands show-* 
conclusively that Kuropo will know 
famine unless the American people 
bring their home consumption down 
to the barest minimum that will main­
tain health ami strength.

'There arc conditions of famine In 
Kurope that will be beyond our power 
to remedy. There are 4O.fltl0.OlW peo­
ple in North ltu«sia whom there I* 
small chance of reaching with food 
this w Inter Their transportation Is 
dcntornlir.c*] In complete nniiwhy, ami 
shortly many of their ports’ will |>e 
froren, even If internal transport 
could he realised.

To Preserve Civilization.
At this moment Oermany ha* not 

alone sucked the food and animals 
from all those masse* of peopl*> she 
has dominated a ml left starving, tint 
she has left behind Iter a total wreck­
age of social Institutions, and. this 
mass of people is now confronted with 
absolute anarchy.

If xve value our own safety and th* 
social organization of the world. If we 
value the preservation of civilization 
Itself, we cannot permit growth of thla 
cancer tn the wor'd s vital*

Famine is the mother of anarchy. 
From the inability of governments to 
secure food for their people grow* 
revolution mid chaos. From an ability 
to supply their people grows stability 
of government ami the defeat *>f'»n- 
ardiy. Old we put It on no higher 
plane than our Interests In the pro­
tection of our Institutions, we must 
bestir ourselves Ui solution of till* 
pr-bletn.

To the voluntary service and sacri­
fice of tlic American people must he 
attributed the continued health, 
strength and morale **f the Allied, ar­
mies and tlie civ If populace.

Upon this spirit of service anil sac­
rifice will depend Europe’s fate in the 
months to come. In the past year we 
have carried out an export program, 
the magnitude of which 1* almost be­
yond comprehension. Hut with the 
new demands that have eonie, wllh 
the liberation of nations freed from 
Cienmtn oppression, our ex|M.rts must 
he almost doubled. Instead of ll.Hlit),- 
imni tons, we must ship twenty million 
ton* of food to Kurope in-the coining 
year—ns much as can he pushed 
through our ports

If the Allies had not been fed by 
America, It would have been Impos­
sible for them to maintain their de­
fense against tlernmny.

M . ting till* worhl need on a purely 
voluntary basis, the American people 
haw conclusively proved tliut democ­
racy Is h success and that-in time of 
need it w ill rise to Its own defense.

If there were no other accomplish 
I. iit !** Its < red it* the, very fact, that it 
Inis shown the strength of democracy 
has In itself more than Justified (tie 
i vlstcticc of the Food Admiulbirution 
In the eyes of the world.
