Beaumont Texas, June 16.—A 
death which will lav a precedent 
in law practise in this state oc­
curred in the county court 
house in this city. C. W. Bullock 
aged about. So years, dropped 
dead suddenly on the landing of 
the stairway leading to the second 
tloĉ r of the court house.

Jud^e 
Martin called in the jury and dis­
missed them and postponed the 
case. There is no precedent tor 
a case of this kind in Texas prac­
tice. In case a " party to a suit 
dies after the verdict is rendered 
but before jndgement is entered, 
there is a provision,, that the 
proceeding shall go on as before, 
but pending a verdict Judge Mar­
tin ruled that the case should be 
continued and attorneys gen­
erally agree with him. Deceased 
was a member of the Bullock 
family, which has figured so prom­
inently in the oil business here
He was a second cousin of ]. \V.*
Bullock, to whom the Bullqck 
league was originally granted by 
the Spanish Government. His 
home has been in Tyler county 
for a half century or more.
