Between 
5 and 6 o ’clock in the evening 
Wilson and the blind man return­
ed to the store and resumed their 
drinking. The next news of the 
Strange ipiartette came when the 
Wilson woman was brought into 
Du filler’s garden with blood stream­
ing from tin ugly looking hole in 
her forehead, just at the edge o f 
the hair line.

When Sheriff Anderson got there 
with an ambulance he found a mass 
of couHicting tales confronting 
him. The first story was to the 
effect that Wilson and his wife, 
whose home is in Cincinnati, were 
going down the tracks in the di­
rection of Galveston when two ne­
groes held them up, demanded 
their money and fired the bullet 
that struck Mrs. Wilson. The
