Cuba has no currency of its
own coinage. The official money
of the republic 8 United States
currency, and all taxes or public
debts are payable in the same,
except fees of registrars of prop-
erty, which are collected in Span-
ish gold. In commercial circles
(wholesale) Spanish gold is the
basis of calculation, and in the
retail trade and in the country
Spanish silver is almost entirely
used.

United States currency is al-
ways at a premium over Span-

|ish gold, but this premium fluc-

tuates according to demand for
Spanish gold and silver, During
the year ended June 30, 1904, the
American dollar was on an av-
erage equivalent to $1.09 Spanish
gold, or $1.38 Spanish silver, the
fluctuation bcmg from $1:10 7-8

to $1.0 1-2 in gold, and from

Exclusive of Alaska, Hawaii,
and the Philippines, thete were
in operation at the end of 1902,
0,136 telephone systems and inde-
pend lines, having 4,000,451 miles
of single wire and 2,371,044 tele-
phones. The value of the con-
struction and the equipment of
the telephone systems was $349,-
287,462. Of the total liabilities,
$274,040,607. The total revenue
of all telephone systems, from
operation and all other sources,
amounted to $86,8825536, or a
yearly average of $37.50 per tele-
phone, and of 1.7 cents per mes-
sage or talk. Of this amount
$81,500,769, or 04 per cent, was
derived from the actual operation
of the systems, and $5.225,767, or
6 per cent, from dividends and
interest on investments, lease of
lines, etc. The total operating
expenses amounted to $56,867,-
062, or an average of $24.56 per
year per telephone. The net in-
