To« nsle« « as m a small room,
umh! as a shipping apartment, ami 
h«*f«»re answering Steven's tall 
to«ik the precaution •«» put a r«-»oi- 
v«t  in hi- p<ieket. Doth men walk 
e«l within four f«*<'t of each- «ither, 
ami both pulled their r«*v«»lvers.

Fsl Stevens, it is said, 
had gone to the cabin of Wihler, 
rear the former’s home and ha«i lie. 
come engng«*d in a quarrel with 
hun, W ilder’s wife aud t.w«» other 
negro«*«.

W. II. Stevens, running up the 
«•abin, tried to «piiet the disturb­
ance. Later the quarrel was re­
newed and be hastene«! Ixtek to the 
scene, when he saw W ilder’s wife 
rush upon hia brother. W . H. 
Stevens raise«! a shotgun and fired 
at the woman. W ilder and hia 
companions promptly drew pistols 
and fired on the Stevens brothers, 
hilling both.
