Dalla». Tex.-; A|*ril 8.—Frank J. 
Roll, a protriiui'ut »ttorney of this 
city, was shot this afternoon o 1 n»tit 
12:25. He tiicd at 5:15 this after* 
noon at St. Pau l’s sanitarium,

The shooting was done hv R R. 
Parker, yhi«*f deputy in the Di»- 
trift t'lcrk's oflii-n, ;im! the w-;tj«.i> 
iimmI was a : 12-calibre pistol of tlit* 
British bulldog muke.

Then* wen* only two sliots fir»al, 
hoi It of which took effect, one in 
the left side of tin* Itcek end tile 
other in tin* left breast, near the 
heart.

The bullet which struck the un­
fortunate man in the neek passed 
entirely through m il atruck the 
west wall of the riHiiu in which tin* 
shooting oeer.rred. and was pieked 
up by Deputy Sheriff Charles 
-lames, near tin* desk at wUteh 
Parker was sitting when the »limit­
ing oeeurred.

The only persona known to have 
b«*cii in the office at the time of the 
shooting oeeurred ths District 
Clerk Rawlins, and from what 
could he learned Mr. Bell was 
.«landing in the doorway wliieb 
leads from the room in which the 
slmotiug oeeurred to the southeast 
corner room of tin* court house. 
Parker was sitting at his desk, and 
Bell walked ill and said sonnthing 
to him before the shooting began.

Patriek Garrison, a polii** <»ffi- 
•̂•er, wu* standing aero»» the stfeet
from the emirt house and beard the 
report of the revolver, and. look­
ing up, saw tin* smoke in the 
District C le rk ’s offle»*, l ie  immed­
iately ran across tin* street and 
started into the office, when h 
met Parker starting out. lie  ask- 
e«l Parker what was the matter, 
and h« replied : “ Oh, that man.’ 
When Mr. Harrison entorml the 
room where the wounded njan Was. 
he had sunk into a eliair. lie  was 
picked up nnd placed on a table and 
medical assistance was hastily sum 
moiled.

Tin* hospital ambulance whs sum­
moned ¡uni the wounded man was 
remove«! to St. Paul's sanitarium, 
where his in juries could in* given 
proper attention.

Parker made no effort to escape, 
and he readily accompanied Sher­
iff Ledbetter to the ja il.  Mrs. 
Parker accompanied her hus­
band to the ja il.  Mr Bell was a 
member of the legal firm Bell & 
Seay,and had lived inDallas lifteeu 
years

R. R. Parker was employed in 
the office of S. W . S. Duncan for 
several years, having resigned his 
position to assume the duties of 
chief deputy to Tlistriet C lerk A 
B. Rawlins. Mr. Parker held the 
position of chief deputy in Mr. 
Raw lins’ office siuce the first of 
last December.

Frank J . B ell, when taken, un­
conscious, to St. Paul's sanitari­
um, was accompanied by his wife. 
Tbe couple had not been married 
two years, and had no children. 
Mr. B a ll was born near Atlanta, 
Ga., th irty-six years age.

S. M. Nixon IMes at Lockhart From 
Nervous Collapse.

Lockhart, Texas, A p ril 3—T o ­
day death removed the central 
figure o f ‘the terrible tragedy that 
was enacted on the streets of P u l­
ing early bn the morning of May 
7, 11)04.

S  M Nixon, who, on that date, 
shot to death Col. J. L . Veazy and 
Robert \V . Malone, died at Lock 
hart at to o’clock this morning 
from ntivous affection.

At the period of the tragedy 
N ixon’s health was shattered, but 
from that time on, his condition 
grew worse, l'or months he wa 
iiiu ler the care of specialists, and 
trips and diversions were devised. 
On one of these, while passing 
through. Kenedy, he suffered a 
stroke, paralytic in nature, from 
which ho gradually seemed to 
rally, and he was hopeful of ulti- 
m .tc recovery.

After the tragedy the Ja m ilii s 
of Vea/.y and Malone brought 
c iv il »uit, each in the sum it  
S;o,ooo, against Nixon, tn the 
district court at Lockhart. These 
were to be called for trial tomoi 
row morning, and Nixon was in 

I Lockhart as defendant in the two 
»uits. He wu> staving at th- 
ncme of Dr. \ \  1’ . Blunt, and hai 
been ailing for several days.

1 he tragedy in which Maston 
Nixon was the central figure crea­
ted Statewide interest- He was 
at the time a leader in politics io 
his section, and was a member ot 
the State Democratic Executive 
Committee. Co l. Veazy, one o 
his victims, was a favorite officei 
of the Texas N ational'Guard and 
veteran of the Spanish-Am erican 
war. R. W . Malone, the other 
victim , was a merchant and one 
of Luting's best citizens.

There had been jom e feeling 
between Malone and N i\o n . It 
was about 7 o’clock in the morn­
ing of May 7 that the two men 
met on the main street of I.uling 
near W eaver’s *-tore. . Malope was 

going to his place of business, 
carrying back to the store a short 
hoc handle which he had used at 
home in experimenting with the 
poisoning ot cotton. Nixon was 
coming from the opposite direc­
t-ion. and it is said the two men 
met unexpectedly. There wen 
some words and then shots. Ma­
lone was using the hoe handle 
and Nixon was shooting. Co! 
Yeazy, on hearing the shots, rush- 
ed toward the two men. When 
within fifteen feet ol the combat 
ants he was shot dead by Nixon. 
Malone was hit five times, and 
Veazy was shot once—through 
the heart. Veazy and Malon« 
were cousins, and were also rela­
ted to Mrs. Nixon.

S. M. N ixon was about 45 years 
of age. He was at one time tn 
the banking business with Gus 
Lipscom b, and owned considera­
ble farming interests in Caldw ell 
comity. The remains were ship­
ped to Gonzales, where the inter­
ment will take place.

Krnest Fahlhusch Killed In His Home.
San Antonio, Texas, A p ril I -  

Frnest Fahlbusch, an employe ot 
the C ity  Brewery met death sud­
denly last Tuesday afternoon at 
his home. He was shot in the 
head with a 32-caliber pistol. 
Whether his death was an acci­
dent or a suicide is undetermined.

Fahlbusch came home from 
work as u»ual Tuesday aftern ton 
at 6 o'clock anti entered the housi 
apparently in his usual buovan: 

'»jnrits. After a short conversa 
lion with h|s wife and fam ily hi 
went into an adjoining room to 
take a rest, as wa» thought, for h* 
had complained of 'feeling tired 
A  few moments alterward a shot 
was heard. 11 is wife rushed into 
the room and found her husband 
on the floor dead from a bullet 
wound in tbe head. The pistol 
had lallen to.thv floor beside tn 
body. *'

An examination of th e' room 
and the position of tin bodv in 
d tea ted tba . uhtbusch, at tin
ti:rc  the s ' vas'fired, w.is stand 
in g in  fi< ,■■.( the dresser mirror 
l in  bnlUt entered his bead just 
b* hind the right ear and was im 
1 • 1 d ip tin brain.

Fahlbusch was a sober, hard 
working man, and had bet n in 
the employ of the C itv  Brewers 
for tin* past ten or twelve years. 
He worked in tin- barrel depart 
ni' iit. < >n th*- day of his death 
tvt had performed his duties as 
usual.

It is customary for the ertiploy 
ees of the brewery to drink a 
g lass of beer before going hom< 
at the close ol the day's work 
Fahlbusch, however, declined to 
drink any ln-er Tuesday, saving 
that he d idn’t care for it, He 
was a man about 50 years of age 
Beside his widow he leaves sev­
eral children.

('KIM Killed.
Terlingua, Tex., A p ril 1.—A 

most distressing aecident happened 
the other day in the fam ily of 
Thomas Agnlare. W hile tbe fath­
er was cleanining au old gun it 
went off, just as his little daugh­
ter name in tbe room, and shatter­
ed one of her legs. Dr. Boyd am­
putated the leg, but the ehild died 
on account of having lost so much 
blood before the doctor arrived.

Abilene, T e x ., A b ril l — Last 
Monday night, \( . H olt, a farmer, 
liv ing about twenty-five south ol 
here, went out to the well to get 
a drink of water. In taking 
drink from the well bucket he no­
ticed that the water had a bitter 
taste. He spit out what he had 
in his moutfi'atul w« nt into the 
house and took some grease, 
which ne thought would act as an 
antidote. A  »hort time after he 
was taken with paroxysms and a 
physician was called in. After 
much difficulty, the physician 
succeeded in restoring the pa­
tient. The water was inspected 
and found to contain a whit, 
powder that had settled in the 
bottom ot the bucket. The water 
and powder were preserved and 
brought to Abilene and turned 
over to the citv officials. I he 
whole fam ily of Mr. H olt narrow­
ly  escaped being poisoned. A s 
yet there is no clue to the perpe­
trator of the crime.

The c.rr was sloweit 
down, and i» appearing that the 
man did not desire to get on, the 
motorman opened up and went 
»head, lust as he reached the 
man, he says, the man turned and 
tell in front of the car.

the wheels had crushed the man 
to death. He was taken from be 
m ath the car by the conduct» , 
i »isted by a number ol men who 
were near at the time.

The wheels had tun over him 
near the hips, crushing him in a 
horrible manner. T here wi re no

minutes before left his place of 
business opposite the cemetery 
i le was an expert marble cutter, 
m il (or the past several years had 
conducted the business, his part­
ner being Mr. Henderson. A  few 
days ago he had returned from 
visit jo  New Orleans and appear­
ed to be in the best of spirits 
even up to the time he left the 
marble yard. However, it was 
known for the past several weeks 
that he had been suffering from 
attacks of melancholia. Just 
few seconds before the car ran 
over him he was seen by partie 
near the scene walking down the 
street toward the approaching 
car; He was near the track aai 
his head was hung and to thus« 
who noticed him he appeared to 
be in a deep study.
