Itain Storm lines llaninire ¡it Kalla*.
Dallas, Tex., July 24.— Dallas 

and vicinity.had another disast rous 
rainstorm tonight, almost a dupli­
cate of the one that struck the city 
24 hours ago. Torrent- of rain 
began falling at (LOU p. m. and 
last for one hour, during which 
time 5 inches of rain fell and the 
business section of the city was in­
undated. The basements and first 
floors of buildings on Main Com­
merce an<l other streets were Hood­
ed and tire engines had to lie called 
to pump the water out and are still 
at work.

The Oriental and Imperial hotels 
the Sautu IV passenger station, the 
City Hall, Harris' drv goods store 
and scores of minor concerns are 
Hooded. Electric light plants are 
crippled and the town is in partial 
darkness. The Oriental ami 1m 
perial hotels are lighted with tal­
low caudles, as are scores of other 
houses. The streets were like rag 
ing rivers and the asphah pave 
ments were ripped up like paper 
in various parts of the streets The 
water ou ComnierfSP add Murphey 
streets, at the Santa Fe passenger 
station was 3 feet deep, and in 
scores of other places over the 
town similar conditions existed 
Street <nr service was blocked for 
more than an hour and thousands 
of passengers were waterlioiiiid.

The storm belt through the city 
was about 2 miles to the west of 
that of last night, and in a more 
substantial section, therefore there 
was not the danger to human life 
that was em-onntered last night.

He was taken sick very sud­
denly hImuU an hour before his 
death complaining of a suppression 
in his idlest, from which however, 
he received temporary relief when 
a physician was called. The doc- 
tor left cautioning the president to 
remain in bed during the day, 
but immediately after the physi­
cian’s departure. Colonel Prather 
•tied.

He leaves a family of two boys, 
three girls and his wife. The fun­
eral will take place at 9:30 a. in., 
Wednesday, after which the body

will lie takpn to Waco on the north­
bound train leaving at II a. in.' 
Exercises have been suspended at 
the university, and the Texas Hag 
Hying on its tower will remain at 
half mast until after the funeral.

Win. lattudin Prather was born 
at Chestnut Drove, near Paris, in 
Henry County, Tennessee, on May 
J, 1898, and was the eldest child 
of George W. Prather and Lucre- 
tin Lanolin Prather, lie came with 
his parents when six years of age 
to Texas, where they , settled in 
McLennan County, near Waco. 
The earlV education of Win. L 
Prather was conducted al the Bas­
trop Military Institution in 1 No!) 
and 1H60, and from 1801 to 18(15at 
Waco, now Baylor University. 
In 18li(i lie organized and su cc ess­

fully conducted a school at Alva 
rado.

Iu 18(17 he entered Washington 
utid Lee University while Robert 
E. Lee was president of that in­
stitution. Three years of'his stay 
at this institution were devoted to 
academic work and the fourth year 
he took the two years law course, 
receiving the degree of bachelor of 
laws. As h student lie was especi­
ally distinguished for his gift of 
oratory, receiving for his ability in 
debate a gold medal. At the death 
of (leneral la-e in 1870, Mr Prath­
er was selected by the Lee family 
to la- urn* nf the i wo student pall 
I »carers at (leneral la*e’s funeral 
obsequies.

Returning to W acom  1871, lie 
was admitted to the liar and there 
eugageil ill the pactice of law until 
1899, when he was called to the 
presidency of the University of 
Texas at Austin. From 1x75 to 
1878. Mr. Prather was city attor 
ney of Waco, during which tune 
he prepared a digest of the ordi 
nances of the city. Mr. Prat he 
was one of the first advocates of 
artesian wells at Waco and drafted 
the first contract for the city water 
supply in 1*7«, wherein tlie water 
works company was required to 
sink artesian wells. Upon his 
own estate near Waco, in 1*1(0 
Mr. Prather had suuk an artesian 
well, and during the process a How 
of oil was discovered. This led to 
the coiiseqent oil developcmeut at 
Corsicana. In 1875 he was married 
to Francis II. Kirkpatrick at la*x 
ington, Ya.

Jerome (’. kearbv Head.
Dallas, Tex., July 24.— Jerome
Kearby died at Deton tonight, 

le was born at Arkadelbhia.Ark., 
on May 22, 1847, and - moved to 
)enton, Tex., with his parents 

when 8 years old. He lived at 
Denton until the breaking out of 
the war between the States; enter­
ed the Confederate Arm y with 
De Morse's regiment raised in 
Denton County and attained the 
rank of major. At the end of the 
war Mr. Kearby settled in Van 
/andt County, studied law. and 
was admitted to the bat. He mov­
ed to Dallas in the early seventies, 
became a conspicuous practitioner 
md made this citv his home. Mis 
health failed him about < ight years 
igo and during the last five Vi ars 

his friends expected him to die on 
several occasions. He rallied in 
health about two years ago, after 
a stay at Mineral Well*» and then 
went to stop with relatives near 
1 timber. About five or six we. ks 

ago Mr. Kearby became restless, 
tired of the monotony of his sur­
roundings and determined to visit 
the scenes of his boyhood at |)< n 
ton.

Mr. Kearby was a strong figure 
in politics. Reared an old school 
Democrat, he became dissatisfied 
with that party’s attitude on cer­
tain National issues as tar back as 
1880, particularly on finance, l ie  
finally joined the greenback party 
and was successively with the anti- 
monopoly party and in 1892 hi Ipril 
to organise the Populist party. 
Mr. Kearby was one of its fore­
most men in the moat vigorous 
days of Populism, l ie  was the 
party candidate for Congress in 
1890, in the Dallasdistrict against 
Joe Abbott of HiJIsboro. In 1896 
hi was the nominee for Governor 
and made a strong race aganst 
Charles A. Culberson, thi Demo­
cratic nominee. His health soon 
failed him and Mr., Kearby retired 
form active politics.

Oil Str.irli at Sulphur Hill.
Sulpur Hill,Tex., July ¿4.— The 

cil here, on which work has been 
quietly going on for the last four 
months, has struck a fine strata 
of oil at a little over 1000 feet. 
The oil is coming up through 500 
feet of water in great globules, 
which break and entirely cover 
the stream of vvatei wnich comes 
from the well. Several «tratas of 
oil have been encountered in 
reaching this depth, by none that 
were cecmed sufficient to pay un­
til this one came in. Kxpcrts 
claim that there is a large body 
of oil in this vicinity and the sur­
face indications are identical with 
those of the producing fields.

Two Suicide.
Brcnham, Tex., July 22.— Mr. 

Fred Hueske, a prominent Ger­
man farmer residing two and a 
half miles north of Greenvine, 
committed suicide Saturday 
morning by leaping from a hack- 
berry tree with a rope around his 
neck, the other end securely to 
one ot the limbs of the tree.

He had almost a ten-foot fall; 
his neck was broken, anti he must 
have died almost instantly.

He arose about 4 o ’clock and 
went out of the house, his wife 
mpposing that he was going out 
to look after the stock, and it was 
afar daylight before his remains 
were found dangling at the end 
of a rope fastened to a limb high 
up in a hackberry tree near the 
house, his body cold in death.

His actions recently indicated 
that his mind was not perfectly 
clear for the pist few weeks, and 
it is Believed that he had entirely 
lost it to have committed the lash 
act.

He moved from Austin county 
to this county about fifteen years 
ago, since which time he has been 
a resident of the Greenvine com­
munity. He was about 58 years 
of age and leaves a wife and a 
large family of children, almost 
alt grown, besides numerous dis­
tant relatives.

Close upon the news of the 
hanging of Mr. Hueske at Green­
vine, comes news of the second 
tragedy of the kind nut of the 
way. Mr. Jacob Wendler, a 
prominent farmer residing in the 
vicinity of Mill Creek, weary with 
the cares of life, and the earthly 
troubles that confront him.sought 
surcease in a watery grace in a 
hole in Mill creek, from which 
hia lifeless body was subsequent­
ly recovered.

The cause of his act was not 
known, and he left no post mor­
tem statement or evidence to in­
dicate why he should cease the 
responsibility of living and court 
death in the waters ol Mill creek.
