I'HE PASSING OF A LANDMARK.

The dismantling and moving of
the old Post Office building at the
corner of Main and Mountain
streets marks the passing of a land-
mark i Kerrville.

The building was erccted by C.
C'. Quinlan in 1871, and was ocen-
pred by 8. B. Spotts, who conduet-
vl a bar room there for the first ten
vears after its completion. The
house was built of eypress lumber,
sawed from monster trees that
stood on the bauks of the Guada-
lupe, and in its day was an impos-
ing edifice. Standing as it did on
the corner of the court house square,
it looked, no doubt, with scorn up-
on the rude log eabin that was thenp
Kerr county’s temple of justice,
and the county bastile, which was
a structure of rongh stones lined
with onken palisades. Perhaps the
long row of small windows that
opened toward the plaza often
winked at the miscarriages of Ju~-
fice that are a part of the history
of trontier days in all countries,
and perchavce they glanced with
astonishment as under sturdy hands
the handsome stone court house
an# jail grew from foundation to
cupola.
