A  comparison o f the lumber-pro­
ducing .States shows that since 
1899 there have been many changes 
in their relative rank. Washing­
ton, which in 1899 stood sixth,now 
leads, while Wisconsin, which 
eight years ago led all others, is *  
now third. In the same period 
Oregon, Loisiaua, Mississippi , 
Idaho and California made great 
strides as lumber-producing States, 
though, on- the other hand, the 
amount produced in Michigan, 
Wisconsin; Minnesota, Georgia, 
Kentucky, Tennessee, Missouri, 
Indiana and Ohio fell off anywhere 
from 29 to 34 per cent.'

The highest-priced native woods 
are walnut, hickory and ash, and 
the cheapest are larch and white 
fir. From the fact, however, fjiat 
since 1899 the average iiseffase in 
the price of lumber has been 49 
per cent, it. will not be long before 
cheap woods are few anil tar be­
tween. ___

More lumber was cut in the 
T'liTfeTrTsTaTes '̂Tirsr yenfr Ttran in 
any other year in its history. The 
enormous amount o f 37,530,736 
board feet was pro«lueed, and the 
mill value o f this was $021,131,388. 
In addition then* was produced 
11,838,260.000 shingles, valued at 
♦21.153,333, and 3,812,807,000 
lath, value«! at $11,490,370. On 
the whole, it is safe to say that the 
present annual lumber cut o f the 
United States approximates 40 bil­
lion feet, and that the total value 
of the lumber, lath, ami shingles 
each year produced is not less than 
$<0(),-000,000. These iigues givt* 
some idea of bow vast is the lum­
ber indusiry nnd how great is tlq* 
demand for its products,

A glance at the kiwis «if luniltei* 
produced shows ‘ yery clearly the 
passing <vf white pin«* and oak, one 
tin* greatest softwood and the other 
tiie greatest hard wood which the 
forest lias ever grown.
