FIRST HAT WORN IN EUROPE
History Records That It Adorned the 

Head of Charles VII. on Hif 
Entry Into Rouen.

Charles VII. on hls triumphal entry
into Kouen In the year I t  19, we are 
•told, astonished the. whole city by 
appearing in a hat lined with red »ilk 
and surmounted by a plume of feath­
ers. It was the first lime the citizens 
had ever seen a hat.

From this entry of Charles' Into 
Kouen the beginning of the custom of 
wearing hats In Europe is dated. It 
was all very well for the rich citizen 
to follow the example of royalty, hut 
when the .clergy began to sigh lor 
similar splendor it *w ded as a
falling away from gi a so Priests or
religious persons wen at last forbid­
den to appear abroad In anything ex­
cept "chaperons. made of bl.u k doth 
with_jieeent coronets."

A »'ill more striking development 
took place in the sixteenth century. 
Ily the statute op 1 ! Klizabethevery per­
son above the age of seven years, anti 
under a certain degree, was obliged 
on Sundays ami holidays to "wear a 
woollen cap— made In Knglund—and 
finished by some of the fraternity cap­
pers,” under the penalty of three shil­
lings fourpcnce lor every day's neg­
lect. They understood bow to support 
native industry In those days.
