Submarine 'Foolkiller” Dug up in 
Chicago River Bottom.

CHICAGO. Nov. 24 The subma­
rine •'Foolkiller,” which has been 
missing 23 years, has been found at 
the bottom of the Chicago river.

The "Foolk iller" was so named be­
cause It first made Its appearance In 
1871 when submarines were unheard 
o f and drowned Its original owner on 
a trial trip

Divers working on the bpttom of 
the river yesterday found the craft 
burled In three feet of mud The 
boat Is elgar-shaped. ahout 40 feet 
long and five feet wide. It was so 
constructed that It sank until all 
that was unsubmerged was an air 
pipe, which stood up 10 feet from the 
deek.

The craft probably will be raised 
and kept by the Chicago Historical 
society.
