NEARLY TREBLEIN LAST 15 YEARS

Mail Delivery in City Can be Secured
by Carrying out Plans for Civic
Improvement.

Trw several months have seen
Ke becoming more like a city
than any other corresponding period
in its his . Civie pride has mount-
ed higher than it has ever been and
civic organizations are working as
never before to make “The Gem of
the Guadalupe” the metropolis of the
Hill Country in every sense of the
word.

In line with this development comes
owth of business as shown by
the local Post Office. When this is
considered carefully from several dif-
ferent view points, it shows how Kerr-
vgl: has grown by steady strides in
the past several years and gives an-
other thing to work for in the im-
provement and development of the
city.

Back in the year 1908 the total
gross business of the local office
amounted to $5,02789. In 1913, five
years later, the total had mounted
to $7,328.36, an increase of more than
50 per cent. In 1918 the gross busi-
ness was $10,761.24, more than dou-
ble the volume of ten years previous.

The reports for the past fiscal year
ending June 30th, furnished The Sun
through the kindness of Assistant
Postmaster Mark Mosty, show a gross
business for the year of $14,634.00,
nearly three times the amount of rev-
enue received in 1908,

The postal business in the local of-
fice has increased by an average of
about 100 per cent each decade, in oth-
er words, the gross receipts have
doubled every ten years. That one
thing alone would indicate more
strongly than anything else the

of Kerrville.

For the fiscal year ending June 30,
1922, the gross business was $12,930.-
23. This year's report shows an in-
crease of $21,708.77 over that of last
year and the business by quarters in-
creased correspondingly.

During the 1922.23 fis-
cal year 10,702 orders totalling $67,-
648.72 were issued, more than double
the number and amount of five years

Furthermore, in the last five

more than 40,000 money orders

wve been sold.

WORK OF OILNG KERRVILLE'S

Property Owners in Each Block Pay
for the Oil Used and City
Puts It On.

Some weeks back Lee Mason & Son
tried the experiment of pouring the
refuse oil drained from cars on the
street in front of their place of busi-
ness to keep down the dust, and it
proved so successful that Street Com-
missioner Hal Peterson took the mat-
ter up and has made arrangements to
oil as many of the streets of Kerrville
as possible.

A good grade of heavy oil with an
asphalt base was secured from the
S.'A. & A. P. Railway through the
kindness and co-operation of J. S.
Peters, vice president and general
mana of that system, and will be
available until August 1st, at which
time a lighter oil, not suitable for
street work, will be in use by the rail-
road. Practically all the principal
streets of the city have recently been
graded and Knt in good condition for
oiling, which is going on rapidly.
Through the hearty co-operation of
Mr. Peters the oil is secured as needed
at $1.50 per barrel, and as fast as the
property owners in a block sign up to
pay for the oil used the city puts it on,
making no charge for the work.

WATER SITUATION SERIOUS
- The water supply of Kerrville is
inadequate for the increasing needs
of the city.

_The fault lies not with the present
city officials, the citizenship or any-
one else, but is merely because the
city has outgrown her present system.

The source of Kerrville’s water
supply is artesian wells, from whence
the water is pumped to the reservoir
adjoining the city, which is high
enough to give ample pressure.

But water will not run up hill to
the reservoir—and the pumping sys-
tem now in use is not sufficient to
supply the demand for water,

To illustrate: Last Friday after-
noon the large pump at the city plant
broke down and it was necessary to
wire to San Antonio for repairs. In
the meantime the small pump, kept
as an emergency unit, was put in
operation and carried on the work of
supplying the enormous amount of
water needed until about 10 o'clock
Saturday morning when it, too, broke
down. Consequently the city was de-
pendent on what little water was in
the reservoir at 10 o’clock Saturday
morning until late that evening, when
repairs were received for the large
unit and it was put in operation.
~ The capacity of the city reservoir
is 367,000 gallons, and it was filled
within seven inches of the top wheg
the main pumping unit was put out
of commission. Although the small
rump was put in operation immediate-
v. at the time that this unit broke
down there was less than 100,000
gallons of water in reserve—enough
to run the city for necessary pur-
poses about eight hours. From the
time the big unit broke down Friday
until 10 o’clock the next morning, the
water consumed by the citizens of
Kerrville—in addition to what was
supplied by the small pump—was over
200,000 gallons.

Now, what would have been the re-
sult had a fire started any time after
the brenking of the large pump until
it was repaired and in operation
again? The water in the city reser-
voir would not have gone very far
in extinguishing any kind of a blaze,
so for the time being last Saturday
the city was helpless and in a
dangerous condition.

Something must be done. Kerr-
ville has the best source of water
supply in the State and the present
equipment, when in operating condi-
tion, can supply enough water to keep
the city going, but if any break in
machinery occurs—as in the present
instance—a serious situation con-
fronts the citizens.

The City Commission has had this
| matter under consideration for some
time and negotiations are now under
way to relieve the situation. The Sun
hopes that their negotiations towards
financing the enlarging of the pump-
ing plant will be speedily consum-
mated-—to the end that a water sys-
| tem sufficient to the city’s needs be
| provided as soon as possible.

The Sun wants to commend Street
Commisgioner Hal Peterson for the
| good work he is doing in getting the
| streets of Kerrville oiled and doing
| away with the dust. Mr. Peterson is
not getting paid for the extra work
| which he is putting in on this project,
| and it is human nature to find fault
| rather than to bestow praise. How-
| ever, in this case The Sun feels that
\ the citizenship of Kerrville generally
will lp?reciate the public-spirited ef-
{forts of the Street Commissioner and
| will tell him so. Thanks are also due
|J. 8. Peters, vice president and gen-
eral manager ‘of the S. A. & A. P.
Railway, for his hearty co-operation
in furnishing the oil at cost laid down
in Kerrville.

SOUTHERNER'S CHANCE
Minneapolis Journal: It is nearl
80 years since there has been a resi-
dent Southerner in the White House.
James K. Polk of Tennessee was
elected in 1844 and served four years.
His successor, Zachary Taylor, was
a Vir{nian by birth, but came into
office the way of the n‘m{i which
he had brilliantly led in the Mexican
War. Since Taylor we have had but
one Southern-born President, Wood-
row Wilson, who was also a Virginian,
but came to the White House from the

Governorship of New Jeruz.

The Civil %ar put an end for many
years to the presidentiai aspirations
of the South. But Dixie is beginning
to wonder if there would be a chance
next year. Senator McKellar of Ten-
nessce says that Governor Al Smith
of New York is impossible, because
the Democratic nominee must be dry.
The South is as dry as can be, as dry
as Kansas. But does not the same
objection apply to Senator Underwood
of Alabama, who is the South’s most

romising and available candidate?

e is usually accounted sympathetic
with the wets, or at least with the
moists. Be that as it may, the South,
which is the controlling factor in the
Democratic party, will be strongly
disposed to name a son of her own
next year. An alliance with the dry
West against the wet East would be
both natural and powerful. It was
the South and West together that re-
elected Wilson in 1916 and a dry
Southerner of agrarian sympathies
might appeal to the West in 1924,
The Southern Democracy has no
time for Tammany or for the boss-
ruled Democracies of other Northern
cities. Wilson, true to his early as-
sociations, helped confirm the uth
in its control of the party. His true
political heir, McAdoo, is also South-
ern-born, though he now hails from
California and was long a New York-
er. But the South would like a real
Southerner, born, raised and still liv-
ing in Dixie. The time may prove
propitious for breaking a political tra-
dition that has obtained since _the
%onblous times just before the Civil

ar.
