AREA IS INDIVIDUALLY
OWNED SAYS DR, CRILE

SANTA FE — Of the 78,402,000
acres comprising the state of New
Mexico only 23,387,173 geres are in
private ownership, according to fig-
ures released Friday by Dr. Austin
D. Crile, land commissioner. This
figure does not include state lands
which have been sold, but does in-
clude unperfected entries.

Of the total 16,000,000 acres are
U. 8. public lands, including both
surveyed and unsurveyed tracts.
There are 9,915,000 acres of the U,
S. forest reserves, and 12,700,000
acres of land granted the state by
the federal government. U. S. Na-
tional parks constitute 22235 acres
and U. S. national monuments 23,.-
592 acres. Indian reservations and
Indian grants cover 5,354,000 acres.

The status of the state lands is
summed up by Dr. Crile as follows:
Acres deeded with minerals reserved
to the state 49,342.03; deeded with
minerals not reserved to the state
118,365.09; held under outstanding

purchase contracts, 1,775,668.04; leas-

760,167.27; leased for oil and gas
5,656,680.83; state selections in which
minerals are reserved to the U. S.
(estimated) 50,000,

The greatest number of bandit raids
on American banking ever recorded
in the figures of the protective depart-
ment of the American Bankers Asso-
ciation were reported during the six
months ending last February. Bank
members of the association reported
for investigation 311 forgery cases, 107
holdup robberies, 16 burglaries, 2
sneak thefts and 8 mortgage swindles
while non-member banks, numbering
less than half the total enrolled in the
association, suffered 86 holdup robber-
les and 9 burglaries, non-members be-
ing burglarized or held up once for
every 89 banks, as compared with once
or every 164 member banks., The as-
ociation detective agents caused the
arrest of 143 of the 236 bank crimi-
nals apprehended during the period
C 1\",'rl‘d.

The association’s report on these
conditions urges support of the move-
ment to provide city police depart-
ments with radio-equipped cruising
automobiles which have proved par-
ticularly effective in Cleveland and
Detroit in the broadcasting of alarms
and the closing in on criminals imme-
diately after or even in the midst of
the perpetration of crimes. Last year
the average time elapsed between the
receipt of radio calls by these cars
and the 1325 arrests which followed
vas one minute and forty-two seconds,
