OIL F IE LD  WORKER IS 
SH O T AND K ILLED  IN 
JA L  C A F E  YESTERDAY

T. C. Taylor, 50. oil field worker 
whose home is «aid to be in Ros­
well, is dead and A. H. Coleman, 
his slayer, is being held in the 
Hobhs jail, as a result of a shoot­
ing which took place in a restaurant 
at Jal yesterday, according to the 
Roswell Dispatch.

Taylor was shot five times. Four 
of the bullets penetrated his ab­
domen and the fifth, fired after the 
wounded man still kept his feet, 
struck him in the face, according to 
report* from those who saw the 
shooting.

The wounded man remained con­
scious for two hours after the shoot­
ing. but died on his way to Hobbs, 
where he was being taken for med­
ical treatment.

The two men were said to have 
engaged in a fist fight in the res­
taurant. Coleman left and came 
back later with a gun. Coming to 
blows again, Taylor is alleged to 
have cut Coleman on the back of 
the head with a knife, and the shoot­
ing then began.

Coleman probably will he taken 
to Lovington pending filing of 
charges. Judson G. Os burn, district 
attorney, was notified of the slay­
ing last night by I«ph county of­
ficers who were in charge o f Cole­
man. The Chaves county grand 
jury which convened at Roswell yes­
terday will engage his attention for 
the next few days.

Taylor is survived by a widow and 
throe children. The family, said 
to be living in Roswell, could not 
be located last night.

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C A R N IV A LS - B EW A R E!

The anonvmous carnival which decorated Main 
street for several davs last week pulled its freight 
last Thursdav morning after Mavor J. T. West had 
ordered several of the gambling games closed on the 
night before. Open gambling was rife at the estab­
lishment rather, it was not gambling, for the player 
didn't have a chance.

Mark Mellen, who has traveled extensively with 
carnivals all over the country has written some very 
illuminating exposures of the methods used in the 
controlling of the different gambling devices operating 
with the various outfits. The usual method of pro­
cedure in operating one of the games is for a man who 
is connected with the carnival to play the games and 
win eai h lime for the benefit of the watchers. Some­
times, this man is chosen out of the people of the 
town. The operator controls the stopping of the spin­
ning wheel with a contrivance known to the initiate as 
a “Gimmick." This usuallv consists of a rod which 
is pressed bv the foot of the operator and which func­
tions to bind the axle of the wheel at a given point, and

Manx su m  11-town m erchants are m aking a sad m is­
take in believing that they are going to save expenses
bv cutting down, or cutting altogether their advertising 
while times are hard. They are playing into the 
hands of the mail order concerns and the big town 
merchants. The big business firms are increasing 
their advertising, and as a result will get a lurge 
percent of the business which belongs in the small 
towns, and should go to the small town merchants. 
W hen times are good, the big merchants -|>end only 
3 per cent of their total sales in advertising; but 
when times are haul, they increase their advertising 
appropriations to 5 per cent of total sales. And the 
big merchant has discovered that he gels more from 
his advertising dollar bv investing it in the newspaper.

SANTA FE — The New Mexico 
highway commission on November 24 
will let contracts for three new high­
way projects. They are:

Federal aid project *58 re-opened, 
involving a concrete and steel bridge 
323 feet long over CuchiUo Creek 
on U. S. 85 two miles north of Hot 
Springs.

No. 882 eight miles between Santa 
Fe and Albuquerque beginning at 
the end of the pavement seven and 
one-half miles north of Algodones 
and extending toward Santa Fe.

ASSOCIATION TO MEET 
IN SANTA FE IN 1931

THE PRO LAW CAUSES 
2 2 ,1 2 7  ARRESTS SINCE 
T H E  F IR S T  OF JULY

Flection of Raymond Huff, Clayton, 
as president of the N. M. E. A. for 
11)31, selection of Santa Fe for the 
next year's convention, and passage 
o f four amendments to the associa­
tion's constitution was completed at 
the final session of this year's State 
Educational convention Saturday 
morning at Albuquerque.

A total registration of 2885 for 
the year's session was reached. This 
is an increase of 300 over last year's 
registration.

Mr. Huff received 900 votes to 
348 for Miss Le la Manville. The 
other offices of the association were 
unconteated. Miss Jennie Kenny was 
elected vice-president; R. J. Mul­
lins, treasurer and Mrs. Edna Rous­
seau, for the three-year term on the 
executive committee, and E. A. White 
for the new createvi four year term.

This four year term was created 
by the pas>age of an amendment to 
the constitution providing for the 
additional member. The executive 
committee formerly consisted of six 
members, three elected from the as­
sociation, the president of the as­
sociation, the immediate past-pres 
ident and the state superintendent 
of public instruction.

The other three amendments cre­
ated two kinds of membership, act­
ing or voting memberships, and as­
sociate memberships, and fixed the 
dues for the active membership at 
$3.00 and associate memberships at 
$1.50.

POULTRY ASS’N. TO HOLD
THIRD ANNUAL MEETING

The New Mexico State Poultry As­
sociation will hold its annual meet­
ing at Roswell, Saturday, Decein- 
berber 13. A large attendance is 
expected as Ro-well is located in 
and near a big poultry section.

A very interesting educational 
program is being per pa red in addi­
tion to the business side o f the 
meeting. Speaker* will discuss a 
number of factors that are vital to 
the industry.

An added attraction will be the 
Chaves County Poultry Show. The 
meeting is being held on the last 
day of this show. Since all awards 
will have been made previous to the 
time of the meeting, those in attend- 
an«_< will see" the show at its best.

The State Poultry Association was 
organized at Albuquerque three years 
ago and held its first annual meet­
ing there the following year. Last 
year the meeting was held at Clovis.

The aim of the Association is to 
lend assistance in any manner pos­
sible to improving poultry conditions 
in the state, thereby making poul­
try raising more profitable. Every 
thinking purson- knows that much 
more can be accomplished toward im­
proving conditiuns in an organized 
way than by each poultryman work­
ing independently. Of the projects 
the Association has fostered, poultry 
accreditation has made by far the 
greatest progress. Since accredited 
work was started three years ago, 
it has grown until over two-third* 
of the total hatching capacity ( near­
ly,. ne-thirj of a million) of the state 
will be hatched from accredited 
flocks during the coming year.

POLITICAL COMPLEXION OF

CONGRE88 DOUBTFUL

Subject to recounts the final re­
turns of the election Saturday 
showed national cungress to be di­
vided as follows;

The house:
Republicans, 218.
Democrats, 216.
Farmer-I^kbor, 1.
The senate:
Republicans, 48.
Democrats, 47.
Farmer-Labor, 1.
Recounts ure being demanded on 

a number of close results on which 
the republican house majority rests. 
The republicans also may seek to 
take away some seats gone demo­
cratic by a handful of votes.

Even the senate result still is un­
der the shadow of a possible recount 
demand in Minnesota, where Senator 
Schall was re-elected over strong 
democratic opposition.

WASHINGTON, D. C.— Enforce­
ment of the national prohibition laws 
during the month o f October result­
ed in the arrest of 4,948 persons, 
making a total of 22,127 arrests for 
that cause since last July first.

Figures made public by the pro­
hibition bureau of the department 
of justice Tuesday showed that ut 
the end of October there was 23,188 
criminal prohibition cases pending 
while during the month 407 person» 
were convicted, 5,803 pleaded guilty 
and 1,186 were acquitted or their 
rases dismissed.

The statement said that eince the 
start of the fiscal year last July 
020 persons have been convicted, 
12,657 pleaded guilty and 2,262 had 
been acquitted their case dis­
missed.

During the month the average of 
jail sentences imposed was 206 days 
and the average fine $125. The 
total jail sentences for the month 
amounted to 733,422 days and the 
fines to $576,036. Since last July 1, 
the jail sentences have totalled 1,- 
400,146 days and the fines have 
aggregated $13183,338.

The number of cases pending 
»bowed a drop of approximately 800 
as compared with September 30, but 
the bureau explained this was caus­
ed by elimination of state cases 
which some deputies were including 
in their reports on federal charges.

The statement showed that during 
(K'tober 410 permanent injunctions 
were issued against bootleggers, 242 
judgments for forfeitures secured, 
and 613 automobiles sailed. Dur­
ing the month prohibition agents 
captured 1.676 stills and 6,153 beer 
fermenters. The beer captured 
amounted to 460,313 gallons while 
they confiscated 125,364 gallons of 
distilled spirits.

These seizures brought the total 
since July 1, to 3,282,304 gallons of 
beer and 427,850 gallons of distilled 
spirits.

W A N T  ADS P A Y

CHICAGO, Illinois—A movement 
for a cut in oil production was given 
impetus before the convention of 
the American Petroleum Institute 
Monday by an offer from the Royal 
Dutch Shell Company to decrease its 
imports from Venezuela, “ if satis­
factory freight arrangements can 
be made.”

The Royal Dutch announcement 
prefaced ft committee meeting to 
consider a report recommending a 
cut in production of 100,000 barrels  ̂
a day for the next six months.

Officers said the proposed reduc­
tion was deemed necessary in view 
of the fact that recently, for the 
first time since automobiles became 
a factor, there has been no increase 
in the consumption of gasoline.

The institute has been considering 
for more than a year some system 
whereby supply could be regulated 
in accordance with demand, and said 
it saw a solution in cooperative 
action subject to approval by state 
regulatory bodies.

With a notable increase in both 
deer und turkey in the Lincoln Na­
tional forest, indications are that a 
large number of hunters will have 
the time of their lives in the forest.

The annual game report of the 
U. S. forest service, gathered from 
statistics collected by government 
field men, estimates the number of 
deer on January first of this year 
at 8,825 and compared with 5.D75 in 
l'J2y, and turkey 2,252 as compared 
with 2,250 in 1020.

Forest officials attribute the in­
crease to the rigid enforcement of 
game laws and to the creation of 
game refuges in this forest. There 
are now eight refuges in the Lin­
coln National forest.

The report also shows that there 
were approximately 1,520 hunters 
in the Lincoln forest during the last 
game season, and that 057 deer 
were killed and 280 turkeys. This 
was the largest number of deer 
bagged in many years.

Predatory animals have caused 
considerable loss of game and gov­
ernment hunters have been station­
ed in the forest for the past several 
months.
