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A bullet intended for P resident

A nton J . C erm ak of Chicago in a 
hospital a t  Miami, F lorida Mon­
day and about ten hours la te r 
G uiseppe Z angara, the assassin, 
was indicted fo r firs t degree m ur­
der.

The m ayor died a t  6:57 a. m. 
(E S T ) a f te r  19 days of suffering  
w ith the  wound and many com­
plications it caused. A lmost im ­
m ediately the Dade county grand  
ju ry  met and began hearing te s ­
tim ony on which it based the m ur­
der indictm ent re turned  about 5:00 
p. m.

An autopsy fixed th e  cause of 
C erm ak’s death  as gangrene of 
the r ig h t lung which was punctu r­
ed by the bullet, causing a col­
lapse. "T his induced pneumonia 
and lung abscess, which ended in 
d ry  gangrene. This condition 
caused a  failing  of th e  h eart, 
bring ing  death ,” the post mortem 
rep o rt said.

A lthough ja ilo rs would not con­
firm  w hether Z angara had been 
inform ed of C erm ak's death, it  
was learned from  a reliable source 
th a t the assassin  had been told 
and showed no concern. He w as 
quoted as  say ing : “ me no care, 
it  w as fa u lt o f th a t woman be­
side me.” Z angara  has said a 
woman struck  his arm  causing 
him to miss his aim  a t Mr. Roose­
velt.

W ASHINGTON, D. C. — Only 
132 natives o f Mexico received 
im m igration  visas fo r adm ission 
into the U nited S ta te s  du ring  
Jan u ary , according to  figu res 
made available S a tu rday  by the 
s ta te  deparm ent.

A bullet intended fo r President 
Roosevelt b rought death  to  M ayor 
A nton J .  C erm ak of Chicago in a 
hospital a t  Miami, F lorida Mon­
day and about ten  hours la te r 
G uiseppe Z angara, th e  assassin , 
w as indicted fo r f irs t degree m ur­
der.

The m ayor died a t  6:57 a. m. 
(E S T ) a f te r  19 day* of su ffering  
w ith  the wound and m any com­
plications it caused. A lmost im ­
m ediately  the Dade county g rand  
ju ry  met and began hearing te s ­
tim ony on which it based the m ur­
der indictm ent re tu rned  about 5:00 
p. m.

An au topsy  fixed th e  cause of 
C erm ak’s death  as gangrene  of 
the r ig h t lung which w as punctu r­
ed by the bullet, causing a col­
lapse. “T his induced pneumonia 
and lung abscess, which ended in 
d ry  gangrene. This condition 
caused a  failing  of th e  heart, 
b ring ing  d ea th ,” the post m ortem  
rep o rt said.

A lthough ja ilo rs would not con-, 
firm  w hether Z angara  had been 
inform ed of C erm ak’s death, it  
was learned from a reliable source 
th a t  the  assassin  had been told 
and showed no concern. He w as 
quoted as say ing : “ me no care, 
it w as fa u lt of th a t  woman be­
side m e.” Z angara  has said a  
woman s truck  his arm  causing 
him to  m iss his aim  a t Mr. Roose­
velt.

A lthough he is in a  busi­
ness which handles la rg e  quan ­
titie s  of m eat my fellow trav e le r 
had never heard of tu larem ia . 
Perhaps you have not e ith e r?

T u larem ia  (rab b it fever) is a  
d isease which affec ts  many rab ­
b its bu t also o th er anim als in­
cluding m an. I t has been found 
in th e  common sheep, in certa in  
gam e fowl, in many of the little  
an im als th a t run  in w estern 
woods. I t ha* been conveyed to  
m an by the bite o f the deer fly. 
But th e  g rea te s t danger to  us 
come* from  dressing  the flesh of , 
wild rabbits.

Beware especially of rabbits 
when they  a re  sickly and cannot 
run  aw ay rapidly . It is w iser to  
handle all rabb it m eat w ith  ru b ­
ber gloves and to boil th e  gloves 
as soon as you take  them  off. 
Cook the  m eat thoroughly . T hor­
ough cooking kills the germ s.

M eat inspectors recognize the 
d isease by a characteristic  speck­
led appearance  of the liver and 
spleen. The disease can be re ­
cognized in hum an beings by a 
blood te s t.

WAGE CUTTING HAS 
PASSED THE ZENITH

NEW  YORK—W age and salary  
cu tting  in A m erican industry  
seem s to  have passed the zenith 
and now to be on the decline, the 
n a t i o n a l  industrial conference 
board repo rts  following a ques­
tionnaire  survey o f 1.236 concerns 
covering th e  period from  January , 
1930, to  February  1933.

The num ber of cuts in Jan u ary  
th is year dropped about 20 per 
cent, as com pared w ith Ja n u a ry  
1932, w hereas in th e  previous 
years  o f the depression th e  num ­
ber of cu ts increased by 100 per 
cent or m ore in Jan u a ry . J a n ­
uary  is the b iggest m onth for 
w age cu tting .

C uts in F eb ruary  th is year num ­
bered about 6. com paring to  85 in 
February . 1932; 40 in February . 
1931 and 7 in February  1930.

F u rth e r evidence of the change 
in trend  is seen in  the fac t th a t 
the  num ber of cuts in the last 
ha lf of 1932 wa» considerably 
sm alled than  in the f irs t ha lf of 
th e  year. In  1931 and 1930 the 
reverse  was true.

The survey fu r th e r discloses the 
am ounts of wage and sa lary  reduc­
tions in the period from  Ja n u a ry  
1930, to  February . 1933—th e  de­
pression to  date:

1. W ages have been cut 16.1 
per cent.

2. In term ediate  sa laries have 
been cut 18.4 per cent.

3. Executive salaries have been 
cu t 21.9 per cent.

About 13 per cent o f th e  rep o rt­
ing concerns did not cu t w ages; 
about 10 per cent did not cut sa l­
a rie s ; about 11 per cent did not 
cu t executive salaries.

As fo r em ploym ent, the 1,236 
companies employed 2,399,558 in 
1929 as ag a in s t a p resent a g g re ­
g a te  em ploym ent of 1,573,665—a 
decline of m ore than  one-third. 
The board did not a ttem p t to  e s­
tim ate  to ta l national unem ploy­
m ent on the basis o f th is  sam ple.

The board made a sim ilar study 
la s t year covering the period be­
tw een Jan u ary  1930, and A pril 
1932. Since th a t tim e the decline 
in em ploym ent has been 10 per 
cent.

“ Some sa tisfaction  m ay be de­
rived," the board comm ents, “from  
th e  fac t th a t 165 of th e  reporting  
com panies, 13.3 per cent, show 
h igher em ploym ent today than  in 
A pril 1932.

“ Reasons fo r th e  increase in em ­
ploym ent given by 111 of these

com panies shows th a t in 54 per 
cent o f the cases the gain  is a t ­
tribu ted  to  im provem ent in busi­
ness; in 36 per cent to  a  com­
bination o f both reasons.”

The board calculates th a t the 
w age income of employed indus­
tr ia l w orkers is 59 per cen t of 
w hat is was in  1929. If to  these 
a re  added the num bers of the un­
employed norm ally w orking in 
m anu factu ring  industry , the ea rn ­
ings of th e  en tire  industrial pop­
ulation was found to  be only 34.6 
per cent of th e  1929 figure.

Lower prices of the th ings these 
w ages buy have increased the p u r­
chasing pow er of the dollar. The 
board has calculated the effec t of 
th is  increased purchasing power 
th a t the w age income of the in­
d ustria l population today can buy 
about 46.1 per cent o f w hat is did 
in 1929.

W age ra tes  were cut m ost in 
silk tex tiles, th e  cut being 27.3 
per cent. They w ere cut least by 
railroads, 10 per cent. In term ed­
iate salaries w ere cu t m ost in the 
fu rn itu re  m anufactu ring  industry , 
41.5 per cen t; leas t in pharm a­
ceutical m anufactu ring , 10 per 
cent.

E xecutives sa la rie s  w ere cut 
most in the fu rn itu re  m anufactu r­
ing industry , 44.1 per cen t; the 
least in pharm aceutical chemicals, 
10.7 per cent.

o f all livestock on Jan u a ry  1, 1933, 
to talled  $28,462,000 a decrease of 
20 per cen t from  the valuation 
Ja n u a ry  1, 1932 of $35,542,000. 
The valuation of all livestock on 
Ja n u a ry  1, 1931, was $52,224,000. 
The presen t valuation  is the lowest 
in m any years.

ALL C A T T LE —The num ber of 
all ca ttle  and calves during  1932 
increased tw o per cen t to  the 
to ta l Jan u a ry  1, 1933, o f 1,167,- 
000 head com pared w ith  1,144,000 
hia«l Jan u ary  1, 1932 and 1,100,- 
000 head Ja n u a ry  1, 1931. The 
to ta l farm  value o f these anim als 
is placed a t  $17,740.000 aga in s t 
$24,367,000 Ja n u a ry  1, 1932, and 
$33,330,000 Jan u ary  1. 1931. The 
presen t value per head is $15.20 
com pared w ith $21.30 Jan u a ry  1, 
1931. Shipm ents of c a ttle  during
1932 ou t o f New Mexico were 
la rg e r than  in 1931, but sm aller 
than  in 1930 the y ear of the 
drouth.

MILK COWS— Milk cow* ( in ­
cluded under all ca ttle  I made an 
increase o f 1 per cent during 1932 
to  71,000 on Jan u ary  1, 1933, com ­
pared w ith 70,000 a  y ea r ago and 
69,000 Jan u a ry  1, 1931.

S H E E P — The to ta l num ber of 
all sheep and lam bs on New Mex­
ico farm s and ranches Jan u ary  1,
1933 was 6 per ren t less than  a 
year ago and now to ta ls 2,820,000 
com pared w ith 3,002,000 head a 
year ago and 2,780.000 Jan u a ry  
1, 1931, The num ber on feed for 
m arket Ja n u a ry  th is y ea r was in­
creased som ew hat over th a t of a 
year ago being 93,000 compared 
w ith 80,000 a year ago. The to ­
ta l movem ent of sheep and lambs 
out o f New Mexico during  1932 
was la rg e r than  fo r the two p re­
vious years, but sm aller than  in 
1929. The to ta l farm  value of all 
sheep and lambs is 7 per cent be­
low a year ago and 53 per cent 
below the value in 1931.

SW IN E —Swine of a ll ages on 
New Mexico farm s Jan u ary  1, 
1933, were estim ated  a t  78,000 
head com pared w ith 74,000 a  year 
ago and 62,000 tw o years ago. 
The value o f hog* like o ther live­
stock have decreased and valua­
tion of all hogs is $302,000 com­
pared $422,000 la s t y ear and $595,- 
000 two years ago. The present 
value per head of $3.90 is 32 per 
-en t below th a t o f las t year and 
60 per cent below th a t of two 
years ago.

HORSES— The to ta l horses and 
colts on New Mexico fa rm s and 
ranches Ja n u a ry  1, were estim ated 
a t 125,000 head com pared w ith 
130,090 a year ago and 135,000 
in 1931. The average price per 
head of all horses has not chang­
ed as much as o ther livestock. 
The average  price per head is $26 
compared w ith $23 las t y ear and 
$28 two years ago. The to ta l 
inventory value of all horses is 
$3,205,000 com pared w ith $2,990,- 
000 las t y ear and $3,780,000 two 
years ago.

M U LES—There was a  continued 
decrease in the to ta l num ber of 
all mules and colts, the  to ta l num ­
bers being 21,000 head compared 
w ith 22,000 la s t year and 23,000 
two years ago.
