j With the exception of places hav- 
I ing local rains here and there over 
| the state, water holes are either 
1 drying up or getting low. Irri­
gated sections depending on flow 
of water in small streams will 
possibly have a shortage o f water 
during the coming summer. A 
good first cutting of alfalfa hay 
in the Mesilla and Pecos valleys 
has already been made. The con­
dition of ranges is reported on 
June 1 at 69 per cent of normal 
compared with 79 last month and 
10-year average of 84.4.

Cattle and Calves
CaUle and calves have made 

some decline in flesh during the 
past month and the condition is 
six points lower than on May 1. 
A good calf crop has been dropped 
to date but for lack o f green feed 
has not made as good development 
as expected.

j especially cows, has been heavy- 
during the past month. Many 

| cattlemen are still feeding cotton­
seed cake but are in need of 
green or dry feed.

Sheep and Lambs

Sheep are showing effects of 
the drouth. A decline in condition 
of six points was reported on 
June 1. All sheep ranges are 
suffering from lack of moisture. 
Most ewe bands have finished 
with lambing. The number of 
lambs dropped was unusually 
large, but the number saved to 
date varies widely in localities, 

j Northwestern counties have so 
I far a good lamb crop, but like 
all other sections rain is needed 
badly. Losses o f grown sheep 
has been small. Very little of 
the wool has been shorn, but little 
activity by wool buyers is re­
ported. The condition o f sheep 
and lambs is reported at 79 per 
cent of normal compared with 85 
last month and 86.1 for 10-year 
average.

WASHINGTON — Direct unem­
ployment relief will have coat the 
federal government more than $2,- 
000,000,000 by August 1.

Relief officials predict another 
billion will be added to that 
amount within the next year.

The Roosevelt administration 
will have spent 61,000,000,000 by 
July 1, in the 13 months since 
Harry L. Hopkins became federal 
emergency relief administrator.

That total does not include 
many millions spent by the Agri­
cultural Adjustment Administra­
tion for foodstuffs turned over 
to the Federal Surplus Relief 
Corporation for distribution to 
needy unemployed.

Direct unemployment relief ap­
propriations in the last twenty- 
three months have totaled $1,- 
150,000,000. First came $300,000,- 
000 during the Hoover adminis­
tration, allotted to states and 
tuken from their federal aid high­
way funds.

Then the Roosevelt administra­
tion appropriated $500,000,000 for 
direct relief grants.

The Public Works Administra­
tion gave $400,000,000 to finance 
the Civil Works program. An­
other $950,000,000 was voted by 
congress last winter. A bill for 
over $1,000,000,000 for direct re­
lief and $525,00.000 for drought 
relief is now before congress.

Relief expenditures now are 
running about $110,000,000 a 
month. Officials estimate 4.000,- 
000 families— 17,000,000 people— 
were on relief rolls in May.

A rural rehabilitation program 
of the relief administration is 
just starting. Hopkins estimated 
that close to $100,000,000 would 
have been spent within the next 
year. The government expects to 
get back at least 75 per cent 
through repayments of loans.

The Civil Works and Emergency 
Works programs which gave em­
ployment to more than 4,000,000 
at times, are said by relief offic­
ials to have resulted in hundreds 
of millions o f dollars worth of 
construction and other work of 
public benefit.

Pro­
vided, however, that the term
“ unbroken" shall extend to and 
include the sale of unbroken
bottles of beer, wine, and other
alcoholic liquors, and provided, 
further, that said dispenser shall 
not sell any liquors in any pack­
age or container that shall con­
tain more than five gallons.

Section 7: Any license applied 

for after July 1st of any one 
year, and prior to July 1st of 
the succeeding year, the license 
fee for such license shall be in 
proportion of the entire license 
fee as the unmber of months, 
from the date of the application 
of such license to July First suc­
ceeding, shall bear to twelve 
months; and if, during the period 
mentioned in this section, any 
person duly licensed shall wish 
to change his license for one in 
which a higher fee is charged, he 
shall pay in the same proportion 
as above specified, the difference 
between his present license and 
the license which he proposes to 
secure.

Section 8: It shall be unlawful 
for any person to sell, or permit 
to be sold, any alcoholic liquors 
to any person under the age of 
twenty-one years, or any pupil 
of any school or state Institution, 
or to any person who is drunk, 
or to any habitual drunkard. It 
shall also be unlawful for any 
person under the age of twenty- 
one to sell alcoholic liquors, or 
for any person under the age of 
twenty-one or for any pupil of 
any school or state institution, to 
purchase any alcoholic liquors.

Section 9: Should any section, 
sub-section, paragraph or part 
hereof be declared unconstitutional, 
same shall not invalidate any 
other part or portion of this 
Ordinance, it being the intent 
of the Board of Trustees to enact 
each section, sub-section para­
graph or part hereof independently 
with every other part.

Section 10: Any person violat­
ing any provision of this ordin­
ance shall be punished by fine 
not to exceed $200.00 or imprison­
ment in the Town Jail of not to 
exceed ninety days, or by both 
fine and imprisonment.

^Section 11: All ordinances and 
parts of ordinances in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed.

Waa Diacovered by Hunter
Mammoth cave, the largest known 

cavern In the world, was diacovered 
In 18U6 by a hunter named Hutch 
Ins. (t is situated In Edmonson 
county. Kentucky, near Green river, 
about 125 miles southwest of I s l ­
ington. There are several streiima 
In the cave, the principal one being 
Echo river, which Is nearly three- 
quarters of a mile long and com­
municates with Green river. The 
Styx Is about 450 feet long and 
crossed by ■ remarkable natural 
bridge. There tre avenues which 
extend for miles, and great cham­
bers spacious enough to hold sky­
scraper office buildings. All of the 
balls offer to view ■ great variety of 
crystal! and Incrustations. stalag­
mites and stalactites, and with the 
cataracts and fountains form a most 
picturesque ecenery.

Trips through the cave are ar­
ranged at certain hours under the 
direction of expert guides.

Justice Influenced by
Medicine Man’s Opinion

Trial by ordeal, wltb a cup of 
poison to determine the guilt or In­
nocence of a person accused of 
theft, witchcraft or other crime. Is 
still prevalent among certain Afri­
can tribes. In the hall of African 
ethnology at Field Museum of Natu­
ral History, Chicago, are exhibited 
examples of the poison cup and the 
poisons used In such trials as prac­
ticed by the Ovlmbundu people of 
West Africa.

It la said that the medicine man 
secretly makes up bis own mind In 
advance of the trial as to the guilt 
or Innocence of the accused, and 
thus controls the result, mixing hla 
concoction of poisonous herbs to 
produce the effect he desires to Jus­
tify a certain verdict either way. If 
the accused suffers from the poison 
he ls adjudged guilty and la either 
allowed to die of the poison Itself 
•r Is beaten to death, according to 
WIHfrld D. Hambly, assistant cura­
tor of African ethnology.

If he la Innocent this fact Is es­
tablished by hla stomach's rejection 
of the poison, and this may be 
brought about by tbe medicine man 
according to the mixture he admin­
isters. This Is but one of a num­
ber of similar ordeals used In the 
dispensing of what the Afrlcao 
tribesmen must accept as Justice.

Betsy Ross, at the suggestion of 
Geo. Washington made the first 
flag of stars and stripes com­
posed of 13 stripes and 13 stars 
in a circle on a field of blue. 
As new states were added to the 
union a new star and a new 
stripe was added to the flag for 
each. It became apparent that 
the flag would soon become 
bunglesome and unsymetrical.

On June 14, 1777, “ Old Glory” 
became our official flag by reason 
of the following resolution which 
was passed by congress on that 
date: "Resolved: that the flag 
of the thirteen United States be 
thirteen stripes, alternate red and 
white; that the union be 13 stars, 
white on a blue field, representing 
a new constitution.” This con­
tinued to be our official flag until 
1818, when on April 4th an act 
was passed restoring the flag to 
the original 13 stripes with the 
provision for the addition of a 
star for each additional state 
admitted into the union. There­
fore our flag today contains 48 
stars, each star pointing up and 
each star representing a specific 
state. There are 7 red stripes 
and 6 white.

Woolen mills 
continued in a more favorable 
position than worsted mills. Manu­
facturing activity declined in the 
English wool industry in April 
and May and continued uncertainty 
is expected until trading with 
continental countries can be re­
sumed on a more normal basis.

The 1934 shearing season in the 
Northern Hemisphere is now well 
under way with conditions very 
favorable for shearing in the 
western range states of the United 
States, although a slightly re­
duced clip is expected. In the 
Southern Hemisphere wool pro- 
dubing countries the 1933-34 sell­
ing season has practically ended 
with only a few clear-up sales 
scheduled. No reliable estimates 
nt ccmiitg ciips for these
countries are yet available.

Apparent supplies o f wool in 
the five southern hemisphere 
countries reporting as of April 1 
were considerably lower than on 
the same date of the two preced­
ing seasons. If the highest esti­
mates of production are used in 
making calculations, the reduction 
in supplies as of April 1 was 
about 18 per cent. It is believed, 
however, that the decrease as 
compared with last year may be 
even greater. The heavy decrease 
in supplies on April 1 as com­
pared with the two preceding 
seasons is due partly to reduced 
clips in most o f the countries and 
partly to earlier marketing.

At this time o f year estimates 
o f wool production for most 
southern hemisphere countries are 
being revised as reports of re­
ceipts, disposals, and stocks for 
the greater part of the season 
become available. However, there 
are still several unknown factors 
which enter into production esti­

mates to be taken into considera­
tion, such as the quantity of wool 
exported on skins and the quantity 
pulled from slaughtered sheep. 
Estimates of wool production in 
these countries at the end of the 
season, therefore, may differ 
somewhat from earlier estimates.

Exports of grease, washed, and 
scoured wool, combined, for the 
five countries up to April 1 were 

i relatively large, aggregating 1,- 
44fi,000,000 pounds, a decrease of 
6 per cent as compared with 
the same period of 1932-33. As 
compared with the same period 
o f 1931-32, however, there was 
an increase o f 13 percent. The 
principal country showing a de­
rided decrease in exports this 
season as compared with last is 
the Union of South Africa, the 
decrease lo ihe beginning of 
April being almost 30 per cent. 
There was a decrease of 2 per 
cent for Australia, New Zealand 
exports were about the same as 
last year, whereas slight increases 
were shown in Argentina and 
Uruguay for this period. In the 
case of Argentina the increase 
was due principally to earlier 
marketing.

Dog’s Brain Not Unlike
That of Average Child

The dog piles up his knowledge 
almost wholly by association of 
Ideas, especially pleasurable asso­
ciations ; and this comes very near to 
s  perception of cause and effect. Sir

He can learn up to about 100 
words. He can acquire a strong ar­
tistic sense—that la, can tell line 
shades of black and gray, and dis­
tinguish a very round ellipse from 
a circle. He can distinguish both 
separate notes and ranges of notes.

His brain matter behaves very 
much as a child’s, especially In shut­
ting off attention from things that 
bore him by their unlntelllglblllty, 
and can so concentrate on things 
that Interest hint that all the rest 
of hie mind, and Indeed, hie other 
senses, are shut down.

The study of the dog's actual 
brain has given concrete evidence of 
how like It Is to the mind of the 
child. Though soon the human mind 
climbs to heights that tower ever 
tiis dog's attainment. Its loss Is per­
manent if It misses the perceptions 
proper te Its doglike Infancy.

Olympic Winners Honored
While the present-day Olympic 

games are modeled after the ancient 
Greek games, there are Important 
differences The Greek games were 
really religious festivals, dedicated 
to Zeus, being manifestations of 
physical perfection, which the 
Greeks considered godlike.

London.—The progress of a Brit­
ish expedition of scientists to the 
hitherto unexplored area of tha 
Libyan desert Is described by Sir E.

A. Bagnold, had for Its object tha 
solution of some of tha secrets of 
tha South Libyan desert.

Beyond Civilisation.
’They went by way of tha Deaert 

of Fayyum, the Abo Moharlk 
dunes, Kharga. and reached Uwel- 
nsL By the time they were ready 
to start westward from Uwainat, 
they had completed about 2,000 
miles of deaert traveL

“They left Uwelnat about tha 
first week In October, and carried 
eat a 14 days' tour west of Uwainat, 
carrying all supplies for 1.200 allies. 
For that fortnight they were com­
pletely off the map of civilisation, 
la a hitherto anvtalted and unex­
plored sand area. They reached 
tha Sarra Walk and according to 
their plan, they went op the Wadi 
Fardl

“Returning ta Uwelnat. they than 
did a nine days' tour of tha Erdl- 
Ennedl foothills Including tha Wadis 
Guroguro and Hawa, and had than 
traveled about 4,000 miles from 
Cairo. They then made south ta 
Kuttum and ElPasbar, arriving on 
November A From there they sent 
news that they were all walk that 
they had found traces of ancient 
human occupation over the whole 
area and that the strange Guraan 
tribes had not boon encountered 
anywhere.

Trip of 7,000 Mi lee.
“They left ElFashar on Novem­

ber 7 and are returning to Cairo by 
way of Wall Haws, Blr Naturua, 
West Sheksya, Merge Oasis, Lagta, 
Selims, Haifa, Abu Tlngal and Ba- 
harla.

‘This will be another 3,000 miles 
added to the 4,000 miles of deaert 
already traveled. On their Journey 
to Uwelnat the second time they 
climbed the Uwelnat, which la a 
mountain mass of an extant of about 
2.000 square miles, with an average 
altitude of 4,900 feet.

“This must have been very ex­
hausting In tha terrific heat They 
have explored the plateau at tha 
top, but no details have been re­
ceived of their results here."

In 1919, tha new “League Year 
Book for 1932“ shows, collections 
from states members war* 100 per 
cant, tha next year one-half ef 1 par 
cent of funds were not collectible, 
and In 1921 1 par cent was In ar­
ras ra.

For three years the percentage 
remained tha same, whan It again 
began falling. In 1930 S per cant 
ef sums due were not paid, tha high­
est percentage In arrear* since tha 
foundation of tha League.

Arrears due from states, except­
ing China, over tha period 1920 to 
1930 were 3,618,170 gold francs. 
They Included 14 states, Argentina 
tha most Important, and Nicaragua, 
by League membership standards, 
tha least Argentina's membership
